Hverybody ought to know that
this fearful sickness is directly caused by
taking into the body excrementious mat-
ters. These almost always declare their
presence to the olfactory nerve, and the
instant they are detected, measures
should be taken for their suppression,—
Fresh earth is a complete disinfectant,
and in the country is cheapest. Next o
this is copperas water, Let it be sprink-
ed about drains and sewers, left standing
in shallow earthen dishes *1n sick rooms,
and all unpleasant odors will be quenched.
Care must be taken in using it not to
touch any garment that will stein. Lime
and plaster of Paris ‘are excellent ab-
sorbents, earbolic acid and chloride of
lime will sweeten the foulest gutter.
With one or all of these resources at com-
mand there is no excuse for vile odors.
Coffee is a deodorizer but not a disinfect-
ant. A handful parched and ground,
when thrown cn a hot shovel, will quick-
1y remove distant smells, but will not
neutralize their poison, Great care
should be used, especially during hot
weather, as to the water one drinks. A
few years since a picnic party found some
very cool, clear and fine tasting water in
an old well near their lunch ground.
