London, Jan. 28.—The address of Mr. 

Bright to his constituents is published, 
it possesses no special featmes, and con- 
enrres fully in the policy announced by 
Mr. Gladstone.

The maFsmoeting on Bla ikheath to-day 
was not so large as was expected on ac­
count of a heavy fog and drizzling rain. 
Mr. Gladstone, however, was on the 
ground at the appointed time and de­
livered an address. He admitted that 
Parliament had been dissolved because 
the Government felt that their power 
was ebbing. He sharply attacsed Mr. 
Disraeli for seeking to divert the attention 
of the people from domestic to foreign 
politics. The real issue before the country 
was Finance. The measures now proposed 
by the government were eminently prac-, 
tical. They wanted to reduce and reform 
local taxation and abolish the income 
tax, intending to relievo the consumer 
by means of the existing surplus. Tho 
readjustment cf taxation and economy in 
the administration of the revenues were 
dwelt upon bythe speaker at great length. 
The neoeesity for economy, which Con­
servatives never practised, was unfavor­
able to the Conservative reaction. In 
conclusion, Mr. Gladstone proposed as 
the watch-word for the party, •* Liberal 
Union.” If Liberals were not united 
they would suffer disgraceful defeat. If ! 
djsseneions occurred he would refuse to 1 
continue to lead the party. At the close 
Mr Gladstone received a vote of confi­
dence. There were only 3,000 persons 
present., The Parliamentary election at 
Greenwich will be held on the 3rd of 
February.
