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ALEXANDRIA ANCIENT AND MODERN.

_ It may interest our readers to have some
account of the Egyptian city, memorable
in sacred and profane history for more than
two thousand years, when this day the
“jolly tars” of old Fogland, safe within
their ironclads, have triumphed so glori-
ously. Alexandria was fonuded by Alex
ander the Great io 332 before Christ. The
intellect cf the Napoleon of ancient Greece
saw the wonderful advantages of the posi-
tion as the seaport of the est grain grow-
ing country in the world'as it was then,
and equally within reach of Greece, Italy
and Asia Minor. Alexandria flourighed for
the three centuries B, C. It was the
seat of the first organized literary criticism,
that of the editors of Homer and of the
Neoplatonic philosophy during the two cen-
turies which saw the splendid decadence of
pagan philosophy and dawn of christianity.
The philosophy of the new platonists,
which aimed at reconstructing paganism,
gave s germ of new life to christian
thought. Origen, the christian Atys,
caught the flame which smouldered out in
the dreary polemies of the ‘*‘ Fathers” and
the scholastic disputants as to how many
angels could dance on the point of a
needle. :

The ancient city was built on the main-
land when the ruins of the serapeum or
temple of the Egyptian goddess Serapis,

-and of the Cmsareum, or temple of the dei-

fied Cmaars, may still be seen, if the heroic
British tar hasnotdestroyed, what the pagan,
the Persianand the Turk have spared. There
in the palacethat stood where themodern city
has extended itself on the artificial mole,
now a natural jsthmus, uniting the main-
land to the island Pharos, ruled the
Macedonian dynasty of the Ptolemies :
magnificent lovers of learning, brave in the
male line ; and the women as beautiful and
bad as Egyptian women have ever been
since Potiphar’s wife, Zuleika, tempted the
‘pure minded Joseph. The last of them
was Cleopatra, To her Mark Antony
gave 20,000 volumes to add to the celebrat-
ed libiary of Alexandria, This library was
burned by order of Khalif Omar, who made
the celebrated remark that if the books
contained only what was in accordance with
the Moslem scriptiires,they were superflaous
and if they contained what was opposed to
the scriptures they had best be destroyed.

In Alexandria were nurtured some of the
brigand bishops who shaped creeds and
councils and decided abstruse poinfs as to
the divine nature, without being able to
sign their names. A typical example of
these was,St. Cyril, a wiiter of the dreary
ecclesiastical type, abusive enough to be a
modern grit or tory editor. He got jeal-

_ous of the beautiful aud pure champidn of

pagan philosophy, the maiden Hypatia,
So under “his lordship’s” direction a mob
of monks lynched poor Hypatia, scooping
ber flesh off Ler bones with oyster-shells,
before the crucifix in one of the Alexandria

churches, ‘Under the cloud of
monkish  christianity the intellectual
and industrial life of  Alexandria

well nigh djed out ; in modern times it has
revived with the growth of the liberal mo-
dern spirit.  The old Turkish quarter, we
have been there, is filthier and fouler than
the vile8t, The European quarter is like
a French town, with boulevards, theatres
and the inevitable cafe, These delights
have probably come to an end with the in-
ception ot jingoism" by the government
which seems to be directed by the ‘mock-
ing ghost of Beaconsfield.

Is There Water on the Moon.
In arecent communication Mr. Helmuth
Dueberg of Berlin, presents a new theory
of the moon, and argues the possibility:

of its being inhabited on the further side.

It is welf kaown that the moon always
presents the same face to the earth. Be-
cause this side of the moon is an airless
and waterless desert, we are not justified,
Mr. Dueberg thinks, in assuming that the
other sideis like it.

Since the moon does mot revolve so as
to chauge the side presented to the earth,
and ‘since the attraction of the earth for
the moon is very great, the heavier side, if
there is any, must be turned~this way.
Supposing the moon to possess air and water,
these lighter and more fluent elements of
her composition would of necessity lie on
the further side. ol &

In the absence of any centrifugsl force
due to rotation on her own exis, the only
centrifugal force acting upon the moow
must be that resulting from the moon'’s
motion round the earth, This would tend
still more to throw the moon’s air and
water to the ‘‘out” side with respect to-
the earth. For a practical illustration of
this view, Mr. Dueberg suggests a ball
swinging in a circle by means of a cord,
The ball, like the moon, will always turn
the same side to the centre of revolution ;
and if it be dipped in any liguid, theliquid
will be rapidly accumuiated on the oppo-
site or outer side, Hence the possibility
of water, air and life on the moon, arouud

entirely their claims against suspended,
