.+ 1t is & striking and not a creditable anom-
sly hat while prosecutions for buying and
pelling lottery tickets and advertising the
drawings are going on in Ontario, the lot-

» tery -business goes on without check in the
Proyince of Quebec, In Quebec, lovtery
chemes are increasingly before the public;
and they all, or nesrly sll, take place in
the name of religion, Sometimes high digni-
taries allow their names to be used as a
guarsotee to the public that everything will
be,done fairly apd above board. The
Magyor of Levis is, at the present time, pre-
-sident of a church lottery, which offers
$8000 in prizes, Jand the committee of or-
ganization embraces several other locsl dig-

nitaries, But these prizes are not all in

‘mioney; there is among them 30 lots of
land.

The advertisement, while telling the
amount of the prizes, fails to ssy how
much must be paid for tickets before these
prizes can be drawn. This drawing has
bung fire a good while—it was to have
taken place last October—the required
number of tickets not baving been sold.
This is s good sign; but it must oot be
taken as proof that the people of Quebec
do not like the excitement of lotteries; it
may mesn that money for gambling in this
form is scarce, that the chances of
gain are so very few compared with
the chances of loss, or that
the burnt child dreads the fire,© Whatever
the cause, it is s good sign to see that pur-
chasers of the tickets are scarce.

Many persons in Ontario, seeing these
Quebec lottery advertisements and knowing
that the church is concerned 1n making
money out of them, do not reflect,and indeed
do mot know, that the lottery laws of Que-
bec and those of Ontario are not the same,
Even the pending prosecutions have not as
