James Mooney, Buffalo, ex-president of
the league, was recommended as tempor-
ary chairman and elected without opposi-
tion. Mooney congratulated the conven-
tion upon the large and intelligent pumber
of people present, and said it was another
evidence that the Irish people of this great
republic will never cease their efforts until
their native land occupies a position as one
of the nations of the earth.

Sexton, the Redmonds and Mrs! Parnell
attended the evening session. They were
enthusiastically received. Sexton said
neither time, distance, circumstances nor
ealamity would be able to break the
solidarity of the Irish race.  “Itwas this
obstinate adherence of men and women of
our kith and kin-to the hopes and to the
rights of their race that is making us in
Ireland feel that it is no longer with hope,
but with absolute confidence, that we
regard the future,”

ROCHESTER, ENG.

The Experience of a Practical Worker in
the Slums of London—How to En-
courage the Work.

Although lasg night was close and warm,
St. James’ school-house was over two-
thirds filled with the well-wishers of the
temperance movement in the church of
England in this city. The announcement
that the Right Rey, Anthony Wilson
Thorold, bishop of Rochester, Eog., was to
talk on temperance drew the large attend-
ance. But for the two previous postpone-
menta of the meeting;ino doubt the gather-
ing would have been much larger. The
meeting wag ealled under the auspices of
the church of Eaogland temperance
society, which now numbers among its
members many of the most earnest temper-
ance workers in Toronto.
