In a pithy letter 
to the Mayor they forbid the corporation to 
ratify the agreement, or give permission to 
any railway company to lav rails along the 
line of the work until such times as the city 
shall have taken over the work from the con­
tractors, their clients, and settled with them 
for every liability in connection with the 
same. This new difficulty means that the 
agreement cannot possibly be ratified until a 
series of expensive and lengthy lawsuits are 
fought out with Messrs. Manning & Mac­
donald.

To the Very Rev. and Rev. Clergy of the

Diocese of Kingston:
The Palace, Kingston, Feb. 24, 1890.

Dear Reverend Father: Should there

A Blow to New York’s Canals.
