The Term Parnell Applies to His ¥ormer
Associates,

DusLiN, Dec. 14.—Mr, Parnell and party
drove from Kilkenny to Tuyllrone ina brake.
They were preceded by & band and accom-
panied by a large number of vehicles filled
with supporters. . At Tuyllrone Mr, Parnell
addressed a meeting of 500 persons. His
speech was brief and was mainly a repetition
of utterances in previous speceches. It was
delivered amid & running commentar
of cries such as *Down with Judas Healy
“To Hell with Hennessy, the Zulu King!’
etc., from certain of his hearers, Mr, Par-
nell-apologized for the weakness of his voice
but he appeared in good health. He
promised the people a longer speech on an-
other occasion. .

From Tuliyrone Mr, Parnell and his friends
drove to Freshford, where Mr. Parnell ad-
dressed another, meeting referring, during
his speech, to the seceders as *‘Miserable gut-
ter sparrows,” whom he had pushed out of
obscurity aud had given a better chance
than he gave himself. After win-
ning in Kilkenny he said he would go to
every quarter of Ireland aud ask the sup-
port of vhe people.

Here a gathering of his opponents inter-
rupted Parnell with shouts of: **Lo bell with
the adulterer!”

A fight would inevitably have followed
but for the presence of the police, who
promptly interfered and succeeded in pre-
serving order. Mr. Parnell closed his day’s
work with an address at Urlingford, where
he will spend the night.

A FIGHT AT TIPPERARY,
