Chinese Lepers in Canada.
Ottawa, June 29.—Dr. Smith, superin­

tendent of the Lazaretto at Tracadie, N.S., 
was sent to British Columbia as a specialist 
to investigate the leprosy scourge among the 
Chinese. He reported to-day to the Minister 
of Agriculture.
