What for ? To garner the harvest 
in the West? No. To build trans­
continentals ? No. To man the navy 
and to make an army ? No. But to 
inform themselves on and acquaint 
themselves with public questions, 
municipal, provincial and dominion, 
so that when the time comes they 
can pass an intelligent and well in­
formed judgment on them. The 
people are the final court of appeal, 
and we would not have it otherwise ; 
but we are justified in expecting, yes 
in insisting, that this court will be a 
learned court, a court prepared to 
pass judgments that are wise and 
satisfying. Democracy stands or 
falls according as the people are ac­
quainted thoroughly with, or are ig­
norant of, the questions that pertain 
to their peace and welfare. Perfect­
ly appalling is the ignorance that 
prevails among men, regarding many 
of the questions that come up for de­
cision, and yet those are the condi­
tions under which these questions 
must be decided, and that is the 
source whence judgment concerning 
them must come. How frightfully 
inadequate must these judgments be 
in many cases. No monarchy, des­
potic or limited, no oligarchy, can so 
well forge weapons for her destruc­
tion as democracy can for her own. 
If democracy ever suffers defeat it 
will be not because she has been 
beaten in open field by rival forms of 
government, but because the people 
have failed to riso to the height of 
their high calling. If democracy ever 
be weighed in the balances and 
found wanting, it will be because 
men are not prepared in knowledge 
to pass sound judgment on questions 
and not fortified in moral fibre to 
meet issues in life that are big with 
meaning. The machinery of govern­
ment improves more rapidly than 
does man’s capacity to manage the 

j machinery. We have the skeleton 
! framework of democracy, but we 
I have not yet clothed it with flesh 
j and blood and life. The privileges 
and the opportunities of democracy

Wm. Channon, President of the 
Farmers’ Institute for West Victoria, 
is a great believer in underdrainage. 
A few years ago his farm was wet 
and unprofitable. The sum of $1500 
was spent in underdrainage, and to­
day it is one of the best producing 
farms in his neighborhood. This 
year he lias as fine a piece of barley 
as he ever saw. The land was ready 
to work early in the spring, and the 
seed was put in early. It germinated 
quickly, received a good start, the 
roots went down deeply, and the 
crop held right through cold weath­
er and dry weather. “That $1500 
was the best investment I ever 
made," said Mr. Channon.

Air is as necessary to the life of 
plants as to human beings. When 
water percolates down through the 
soil and is carried out by the drains, 
air rushes in to fill the spaces occu­
pied by water. Thus at every rain­
storm, the soil is thoroughly venti­
lated, foul air being forced out 
through the tile. A drained soil is 
much warmer in spring than an un-, 
drained soil. In an .undrained soil 
the sun’s rays, instead of warming 
up the soil, spends its energy in 
evaporating the moisture from the 
surface, thus keeping the soil be­
neath cold. A drained soil actually 
retains more water for the use of the 
growing plant throughout the grow­
ing season than does an undrained 
soil. Undrained soils become sour 
and soggy, and the refreshing rains, 
instead of percolating through, are 
lost in the surface run off. The 
tiny bacteria which are working to 
liberate food for the plants, thrive 
best in drained soils. The depth to 
which plant roots penetrate is limit­
ed by the water table in the soil. In 
drained land the water table is held 
at a lower level than in undrained 
land, thus giving greater feeding sur­
face for the roots of the crop. Add 
to these advantages the fact that 
seeds germinate more quickly in 
drained land and that it is more 
easily worked, and no wonder exper­
ience has proven underdrainage a 
profitable venture

The new Wool worth building of 
New York is 55 stories high. It js 
the tallest structure in the world 
save the Eiffel Tower in Paris. By 
its combination of Italian, French 
and Rennissance architecture with 
Gothic steeple, in creamy white 
stone and terra cotta, the result is a 
building unique and one of the most 
beautiful in the worlcl. It cost $13,- 
500,000 and is 792 feet high. The 
foundation was begun Nov. 4, 1910. 
The structure contains over 17,000,- 
bricks, 24,000 tons of steel girders, 
twenty-eight eleyators and 13,200,- 
000 cubic feet of space. It has 55 
stories, is the largest building ever 
erected by an individual and is free 
of debt. It is 80 feet higher than 
the Metropolitan Tower and 200 
higher than the Greht Pyramid. It 
has four self-contained fireproof and 
smokeproof stairways. There are 
stairs enough to climb a mountain 
4,000 feet high. It has been built 
as an income producing property, 
and by position and character will be 
a great advertisement.

Steel sufficient to build the Third 
Avenue Elevated Railway structure 
from the City Hall to the Harlem 
river at 129th street was placed on a 
lot 152x197 feet in ten months. 
There are 87 miles of electric wiring, 
and its lamps would light the forty 
miles of water front around Manhat­
tan. Its six 2,500" horsepower boil­
ers could lift 100 Statues of Liberty. 
It weighs 206,000,000 pounds at the 
caissons. Occasionally, wind pres­
sure increases this by 40,000,000 
pounds. It can withstand a wind 
pressure of 250 miles an hour.

The building contains 27 acres of 
rentable space and elevators and cor­
ridors take up 13 acres more. Its 
elevator shafts total two miles and 
a round trip in each equals 4 miles. 
There are 43 miles of plumbing, 
53,000 pounds of bronze and iron 
hardware, 3,000 hollow steel doors, 
12 miles of marble trim, 12 miles of 
steel base, 383,285 pounds of red 
lead, 50,000 cubic yards of sand, 
15,000 yards of broken stone, 7,500 
tons of architectural terra cotta, the 
most' complicated in the world. 
2,000,000 square feet, or 28,000 tons 
of hollow tile, 1,050,000 square feet 
or 28,000 tons of terra cotta parti­
tions and firing. No wood has been 
used. There are 3,000 exterior win­
dows whose glass, with that of the 
interior windows, would cover about 
three acres, or Union Square. Its 
tenants will number about 10,000.

Department Store Collapses
Peterboro, August 28.—À gloom has 

been cast over the city by one of the 
worst, if not the worst, disaster in its 
history. With no more warning than a 
few ominous cracks that were immediate­
ly followed by a rendering of timbers 
and a crashing of bricks and mortar, a 
big section of the large departmental 
store in Peterboro collapsed this morn­
ing, killing five and injuring more or 
less seriously almost a dozen of the occu­
pants.

The obvious cause of the calamity, 
which occurred before 10 o’clock this 
morning, was the weakening of the walls 
by extensive interior alterations, invol­
ving the removal of a brick partition, 
separating what were formerly two stores. 
A searching investigation will be made 
by the coroner, who Jopened an inquest 
to-night and adjourned it until a week 
from to-night. The coroner will call in 
outside architects to give expert testi­
mony, and, if possible, place the respon­
sibility.

During the whole day upwards of 100 
people worked in the ruins, first rescu­
ing the living and later removing the 
bodies of the dead. Even after the last 
body, that of Miss Dorothy Sisson, had 
been uncovered this afternoon, the work­
ing party did not cease, for it feared that 
there might be others. By 8 o’clock this 
evening it was learned that several whom 
it was feared had been killed were found 
to be sate.

G. Moore, formerly of this city, who is 
known as the “millionaire alimony dod­
ger” because for 10 years he has avoided 
paying alimony, and now owes his 
divorcee about $32,000, is to be examined 
by a New Jersey lunacy commis­
sion to determine his sanity.

Mrs. Scott, in her averment, states 
that her father is now over 63 years of 
age, that his habits of life have ruined 
his constitution and impaired his mind 
and that he is now under the influence 
of a Mrs. Belmont, his housekeeper, at 
his home in Rutherford,.N.J., to whom, 
it is declared, he has turned over all his 
fortune and who pays all the bills.

Flying Frog

Milk Will Keep Sweet Longer in 
Bottles Made ot Red Glass

That light is detrimental to the con­
servation of milk is well known : lately, 
however, it has been discovered that the 
violet rays are the most detrimental, 
while the red rays are beneficial. Steril­
ized and unsterilized milk, if in plain 
glass bottles, “turn” equally quickly 
when exposed to sunlight.

The claim that the use of red glass or 
red paper wrappermgs is of advantage 
in conserving milk, could very easily be 
investigated by Canadian dairy com­
panies, experimental farms and agri­
cultural colleges. In future it may be 
found desirable to deliver milk in the 
colored bottles which are now generally 
used for buttermilk. I instigation along 
these lines would be neither difficult nor 
expensive to carry on and might prove 
of advantage.—W.L.C.

gineer ; John Sliaw $73.50 for cement 
Wm. Bryant $10, printing Sullivan drain 
by-law, and $10 printing Humphries— 
Hall drain by-law ; George Smith $8.25- 
for gravel, and the engineer $81.50 for 
James Carrothers, Rawlings and Geo. C. 
Hall awards.

The engineer’s report for the repair of’ 
the Trick drain was read and considered,, 
and a by-law for the repair of the drain 
was provisionally adopted, Mr, Thomp­
son to serve copies of the by-law.

The following by-laws were passed :— 
To close sideroad between lot A, con. 1,. 
and lots 2 and 3 S. B. con. and the road 
between lots 3 and 4 S. B. con.; To bor­
row $500 for current expenses ; To refund 
$129.77 to the lands and roads assessed 
for the -upper portion of the Duffus drain ; 
To collect $150.43 from the lands and 
roads assessed for the Hodgson drain,, 
and to collect the taxes for the current 
year, the county rate being 2 mills, town­
ship rate 4 mills,, general drainage rate 
1-10 of a mill, and general school rate 
2.0865 mills.

Messrs Sitter and Thompson were ap­
pointed to superintend the township- 
work on 17 sideroad on the river flats.

Council agreed to pay one-third the 
cost of repairing the old Lake Road at 
Stoney Point Reserve.

Council adjourned'to meet on Monday 
Oct. 6th at 10 a.m. as a Court of Revi­
sion on the Trick drain, and 1 p.m. for 
general business.

Court of Revision confirmed the engin­
eer’s assessments on the Sullivans drain 
Court of Revision on the Humphries— 
Hall drain, assessed lot 7, con. 5, $2, and 
reduced the township $2, and with these 
changes the assessments were confirmed.

How to Chlorinate Drinking 
Water

The method of chlorinating water is as 
follows :—

A level teaspoonful of chloride of lime 
is rubbed into a tea cup of water. This 
solution is diluted with three cupsful of 
water, and a teaspoonful of the whole 
quantity is added to a two gallon pail 
of the drinking water. This gives 4 to 
5 parts ot free chlorine to a million parts 
of water and will in ten minutes destroy 
all typhoid and colon bacilli and other 
dysentery producing germs in the water. 
The taste and smell of the chlorine soon 
disappears from the water.
