There has been considerable mis­
understanding in regard to condition 
under which widows may benefit un­
der the Mothers’ Allowance Act. The 
Local Board has received instruc­
tions from the Provincial Commiss­
ion that no mother can receive an 
allowance who has liquid assets over 
$300 invested in a bank, loan comp­
any, mortgage or victory bonds. She 
may, however, own a house or farm 
to the value of $2,500. It might also 
be stated that no mother is eligible 
who has not two or more children 
under fourteen years of age and also 
that the Mother’s Pension Board has 
nothing whatever to do with the se­
curing of pensions for the widows of 
soldiers.

An Appreciation

Saturday’s Globe had the following 
appreciation :—

“In the death of John Sanford 
Williams Canadian art loses a patron- 
and a critic,” said someone who has; 
been for years a close friend of the 
late art collector, “but it loses a man 
who was on intimate terms with the- 
big men of an earlier day—Jacobi, 
Harlow, White, Fowler* Fraser, 
Barnsley and O’Brein, a man who 
was not content to sit on an Advis­
ory Committee, but one who acted aa 
judge with his own money.

“Mr. Williams was one of the first 
to bring the work of the great paint­
ers of tlm Dutch school to Canada, 
and many’ of the big collections in 
New York, as well as in Montreal, 
which today contain the best ex­
amples of the work of Isreals, Weis- 
enbïuch, Tedmuellen, Maris and 
others, were built up on his advice.

“He was always backing up the 
younger Canadians, too. W. St. 
Thomas Smith, for instance, who is, 
perhaps, our greatest marine artist, 
was found and encouraged by Mr. 
Williams, and he saw to it that his 
friends gave a little encouragement 
to rising Canadian art, too, for he 
would, first of all, arrange an exhi­
bition, and then go round personally 

’d drum up his associates to come 
and look, and often to purchase.

“He was a man whose vision was 
bread for the present, and who saw 
far into the future and realized how 
much of that future would depend 
on the stimulus given art. He was 
not a man who ; ver desired to be 
wealthy, and he felt that a generous 
proportion of each year’s income 
should be spent on the arts.

“A sidelight on his enthusiasm for 
Canadian art was shown by his 
action at the time of Fraser’s death. 
Finding that a number of that art­
ist’s pictures were in New York, he 
went down there. traced them and 
brought them all up. I’ve brought 
them back home, where they belong,’ 
he <*iaid to me on his return.

“One of Mr. Williams’ last public 
acts before he was taken ill about a 
year ago, was to have an exhibition 
of W.E. Atkinson’s pictures, sketches 
and the more ambitious work all 
coming from his own fine collectipn. 
His house in St. Joseph street is full 
of pictures, some of them in port­
folios, some on cupboard shelves, as 
well as ori‘ the walls. \

“It is a rather curious coincidence 
that he and J. L. Englehart, who 
shared not only the same high ideals 
in business life but the same tastes 
in art, should leave this world, 
practically together.”

SPRACKLIN IS
SURELY EFFECTIVE

The referendum meeting held in 
the Lyceum on Monday evening of 
this week was perhaps altogether the 
most interesting, enthusiastic and 
effective meeting of its kind ever 
held in Watford.

to the efficiency of Mr. Spracklin 
as an officer who had demonstrated 
great mofal courage and commend­
able zeal on behalf of law and right­
eousness.

Rev. Mr. Spracklin followed with 
a most interesting and informing ad­
dress lasting a full hour and a half, 
during which the vast audience 
crowding the Lyceum to its untmost 
capacity, sat spellbound and showed 
their appreciation and concurrence 
by frequent applause. To see Mr. 
Spracklin and hear the unanswerable 
arguments and conclusive reasôrxs 
presented by him is to be convinced 
of the integrity of the man as well 
as the righteousness of the cause he 
advocates so forcefully. Mr. Sprack­
lin is in no sense an unreasoning 
fanatic. His material was carefully 
selected with due regard to the in­
telligence of his hearers, and be it 
said as a mark of that intelligence 
they gave the closest and most re­
spectful hearing to a man whose 
very soul is on fire with a Jioly zeal 
for the supremacy of the laws of the 
land and the sobriety and moral in­
tegrity of his fellow citizens. Un­
doubtedly the misgivings, question­
ings and protestations of some few 
Were entirely disarmed by his kindly 
smile and genial presence, his strong- 
sane, keen statements of facts and 
his abounding enthusiasm which 
springs out of first hand knowledge 
of the need of the prohibition of im­
porting into the province of Iiqiior 
which makes rum-running, boot-leg­
ging and. illicit sale a very profitable 
but very vile and degrading business. 
He closed his address by calling up­
on all right thinking and unselfish 
people to come to the poll on April 
18th and mark the ballot with an X 
after the word Yes.

•Kidner suggests that a bond for 
$2,000 be given to each eligible re­
turned soldier. He estimates that 
there would be 250,000 men eligible 
for this aid. The outlay would be in 
the neighborhood of $400,000,000, 
which, under the plan would be tak­
en over by the banks and would be 
repayable to them by the "Govern­
ment at the rate of $4,432,744 per 
year for 50 years, paying at the rate 
of 3 per cent.

The board of railway commission­
ers, in their judgment on the appli­
cation of the Bell Telephone Com­
pany ‘for increased rates, refused 
the measured rates system to the 
company pn the ground that the 
present situation is an emergency. 
The company is granted increased 
long-distance and service connection 
charges, together with a 10-percent, 
addition on exchange revenue. A 
statement given out by the railway 
board reads: “The judgment in the 
telephone case which is issued to-day 
finds that the evidence adduced does 
not justify the adoption of the 
measured rate which was proposed 
for the cities.”

» » »

J. E. Wetherwell, M. A., editor of 
text books for the Ontario Education 
Department, illustrates the difficulty 
of avoiding mistakes, even when the 
greatest care is taken. The present 
Public school arithmetic has two 
authors, and each author was sup­
plied with three assistants to check 
every question and answer. Yet, in 
spite of all these precautions, the 
department is receiving notices in­
dicating several mistakes in the 
book. When authors and editors who 
have time at their disposal make 
mistakes, it is.not surprising that 
blunders and inaccuracies are some­
times found in the newspapers, on 
which the work is done in such a 
hurry that there is but little time for 
revisiôn.

A Georgia white man who murder­
ed eleven negroes has been found 
guilty, but the jury recommended 
mercy. Had he killed only half a 
dozen he might have been acquitted.

Sometimes we wish we were per­

fect, though we believe that perfec­
tion might be awfully monotoimus at 
that. We are just speaking from the 
newspaper point of view. If the 
grocer, the baker or the lawyer or 
the doctor makes a mistake it is 
known only to those concerned, but 
the newspaper man who makes a 
mistake is a grossly incompetent per 
son, if, indeed, he is not an intent­
ional criminal of the deepest dye. The 
average eight page paper is the re­
sult of the assembling together of 
somewhere in the neighborhood of 
500,000 separate pieces of metal. 
Doubtless they should all be correct­
ly placed and no possibility of error 
should be admitted.— Ridgetown 
Dominion.

DRAG THE EARTH ROADS

In Ontario there are 3,699 miles 
of road under the' county improve­
ment system, 2,718 miles of improv­
ed roads, 18,465 improved gravel 
roads and 19,871 miles of graded 
earth roads. Other roads are not 
classified. Out of the 50,000 miles, 
approximately, of well used roads in 
the Province, more than a third are 
merely earth surfaced, and graded. 
At present as the frost is coming out 
of the ground, the time is opportune 
for grading these roads again. If no 
better means is at hand, the practice 
of dragging them, to level down the 
bumps, and fill up the hollows, will 
give good results. Ontario sh: 'Id 
have road-dragging in full swing : 
every county, as only by this met, 
od can the earth roads be kept toler­
ably free from pitch-holes as they 
dry out. The Saskatchewan Highway 
Department has to deal with a rela­
tively more extensive mileage of 
earth roads than Ontario, and it has 
found a road dragging competition 
very serviceable. This competition 
starts on June 1, and ends Septem­
ber 30, and cash prizes are awarded. 
The various stretches of road enter­
ed are inspected once a month, and 
at the end of the period, a general 
survey is made to ascertain the best 
road in the lot. Last year 154 entries 
were made, with a total mileage of 
521. The influence of this compet­
ition is felt over the whole Province, 
because it proves how effectively 
dragging can keep earth roads in 
tolerably good condition. Many of 
the Saskatchewan roads are of clay 
and are difficult to keep level. Every 
coiv-tv in Ontario has long mileages 
of earth roads that could be vastly 
improved by dragging, and the On­
tario Highways Department should 
consider whether it could not stim­
ulate the practice by proper organi­
zation.

I FIGHT THE CORN BORER

Observations recently made in El\ 
I gin County, Ontario, particularly in 
I the district of St. Thomas, by officers 
[ of the Entomological Branch of the 
J dominion Department of Agriculture 

and others, indicate that the Euro­
pean -Cora. Borer found in Canada 
for the first time in August, 1920, 
has come through the winter in a 

! very healthy condition. The Depart- 
1 ment urges, therefore, the assistance 
' in the efforts which are beiag made 

in controlling this dreaded pest and 
ni controlling this dreaded pest and 
preventing its further sjpead.

The borer or caterpillar is the des­
tructive stage in the life of the in­
sect and it is in this stage at the 
present time within com stubble, 
pieces of stalk, old ears, or other 
parts of the com plant which were 
large enough to shelter it during the 
winter. Farmers, therefore, should 
realize the importance of destroying 
at once preferably by burning, all 
unused portions of corn stalks, cobs, 
waste, etc. Crop refuse around silos 
and also that left during the winter 
in infested com fields should be care­
fully gathered up and destroyed by 
burning. Fields within the infested 
district should be kept free from 
weeds, as the borer has been found 
in thick stemmed grasses, ragweed, 
smartweed, lamb’s quarters, etc.

THE LATE J. L. ENGLEHART

Mr. Englehart, who was a promi­
nent resident of I-arobton for many 
years, was bom in Cleveland, Ohio, 
on November 2nd, 1847, the son of 
John Joel and Hannah Englehart, 
and was educated 'in the Cleveland 
schools. He was engaged in commer­
cial life in the United States for 
some years, but attracted by the ou 
boom in Ontario then beginning, he 
came to this country in 1870. 
Launching into the producing, refin­
ing and exportation of Canadian pet­
roleum and its products in 1871, he 
established his works at London, On­
tario, with head offices in New York. 
Later he removed to Petrolea and in 
1881 he became vice-president of the 
Imperial Oil Company, Limited.

He was married in 1891 to Miss 
Eleanor Thompson, daughter of the 
late Thomas Thompson, of Adelaide, 
Ontario.- - She predeceased him in 
1908 and in honor of her memory he 
gave to the town of Petrolea his 
homestead consisting of the house 
and thirty-five acres of land for gen­
eral hospital purposes, the Charlotte 
Eleanor Englehart Hospital being- 
established. In 1909 he presented an 
X-ray machine to St. Michael's Hos­
pital Toronto, and a chime of eleven 
bells to Christ Church, Petrolea, in 
1910.

Besides his connection with the 
Imperial Oil Company, he was a 
director of the Bank of Toronto, and 
formerly president of the Crown 
Savings and Loan Association of 
Petrolea and vice-president of the 
London and Western Trust Company 
London.

He was a member of the Masonic 
Order and of the York and Hunt 
Clubs, Toronto, and the London Club 
of London. In politics he was a fol­
lower of the Conservative party and 
^n Anglican in religion.

In rushing 
to the relief of the bank staff Camp­
bell was shot dead by one of the 
bandits.
