THE‘_ SECOND SPRAY

By G. E. Sanders

This spray should be applied im-
mediately before the blossoms open
and in most seasons is the most im-
portant spray in Nova Scotian ap-
ple orchards.

This is the spray that must be de-
pended upon to control the Green
Fruit. Worm, which will start feed-
ing on the leaves while the blossoms
are out. When applied under high
pressure ,it is as effective as the
‘first spray in the control of the bud-
moth and it is of considerable value
in the control of the codling moth,
since a large proportion of the cod-
ling moth larvae feed for a time on
leaves before attacking the fruit.
The second spray has to protect the
leaves, blossoms and young fruit
from apple scab and other fungus
diseases over the blossom period un-
til the third or calyx application of
pray or over a longer interval than
between any other sprays or dusts
and for this reason should be very
thoroughly applied.

If liquid is used from 100 to 150
gallons per acre should be applied';
and the pressure kept above 200 lbs. |

is 3 1bs. bluestone, 10 1b. arsenate of |
lime and 1 1b. arsenate of lime to |
40 gallons of wadlter. i

| should be applied. Say over 50 Ibs

ate dust per acre.

Many people wonder why the Reid
Cross did not stop its work when
the war ended. That was what it
did after the South African War, and
it was expected to do the same atter
the great war. But the Red Cross

was not to be allowed to stop. it

reported |

was destined to take on the new ob-
ligaticns of a peace time programme,
even before it had completed its war
work.

The war had made vividly clear
some things which a quarter of a
century of peace might not have re-
vealed with so much impressiveness.
The war had given us a revelation,
for it may fittingly be called a re-
velation, of the relative wo-h and
ability of the ordinary maa 3né wo-
man. The spirit of the race ha«d not
decayed. But th2 war had revealed
also the shockinglv poor phyaical

| condition of a freat proporiida of

the men of the Empire. In the al-
leged progress of civilization, in the
organization of industries, in the de-
velopments of big business for creat-
ing and controlling wealth, regard
for the intrinsic worth of Fnman
life—of men and women in good
health living and working under
wholesome conditivns--had be2a to
a large extent neglected. Think cf
the significance of this. During the
last year of ‘the war, from 1st. No-
vember, 1917, to 31st October, 1918,
the number of men called up to the
'army in Great Britain was 2,425,134
The summary of the results of the
medical examinations of them shows
| the following facts: Of every nine
| men, ‘three were fit and healthy, two
infirm health, three might
| be described as physical wrecks, and
!one as a chronic invalid, with g
im‘vcarions hold on life.’ Since that
was the physical tondition of the
; men at their most vigorous age,
"$hat wouid be the condition of
| health among the women and chil-
dren. It is not reported that the
disabilities were the results of ac-
tive diseases; they were evidently
in most cases the consequence of
poor nutrition, neglect of personal
nygiene, and unsanitary conditions or
working and living.

It was inevitable that serious con-
sideration should be given to such
an alarming state of affairs in re-
spect to health and that aetion
‘5fould be taken for the purpose of
remedying it as soon and as far as
possible. Remembering the great
part the Red Cross had played dur-
ing the war as an auxiliary of the
governments, the minds of states-
men and others naturally turned to-
wards it as an organization which
could help the governments im-
mensely in the efforts which they
must take for the improvement of
health and the prevention of dis-
| ease.
| Every child born in Canada should

were in

:have an opportunity of starting life
{in sound physical health, of grow-
ing to maturity in and throuzh the
healthful exercise of its powers and
continuing to live in good health
under wholesome conditions until
the full course of life is run. To-
wards that end the Red Cross calls
upon all intelligent men and women
to join the Crusade for Good Health
and to join the Red Crogs which can
do more for the country in peace
than it was able to aceomplish in
war.
