TORONTO, ONT.—Tenders for iron and
wood vault fittings for departments in the
new oty buildings were opened by the
Board of Control last wecek, but decision
upon them was deferrcd, the board decid-
g to confer with the heads of the several
departments as to whether or not iron or
wood fittings should be used.

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PERCOLATION THROUGH BRICK AND
STONE.

The results of some experiments to as-
certan the most cffecive matenal for
checking the percolation of water through
brick or stone work are given by Mr. A,
W. Hale mn a recent number of the En-
gineering and Mining Journal. The in-
vestigation was mainly carried out 1n con-
nection with the new Croton aqueduct of
New York, and the substances emploved
in the experiments were numerous and
varied. [t was faund that Portiand cement
gave the best results, and that the hydro-
carbons, which are commonly regarded
as suitable materials for rendering brick
or stane impervious to water, oxd sed by
exposure to air and gradually disappeared.
It was also found that a brick was rend-
ered impervious to water by cement more
repidly when the cement was applied as a
wash by means of a brush than when
applied with a trowel n the usual manner.
A brick which had been treated with four
cement washes was found at the expiration
of two months to be quite impervious to
water, even under a pressure of 200 lbs.
per square inch.

PROTECTION COATING.

Plastique Bordin, a paint to pro-
tect wood or iron against the action
of acids, is said to be obtained by
the melting together of resin with
powdered charcoal, spermaceti and
animal charcoal with admixture of
linseed oil varnish and vaseline,
the proportions varying and being
adapted to the respective demands
upon the elasticity of the coating.
According to the ‘“ Lock and Farbin
Industrie ” the preparation of the
paint should take place shortly be-
fore application.

RUST PREVENTING PAINT.

Dr. B. Kossmann, of Charlotten-
berg, Germany, has secured a pat-
ent from the imperial government
covering a rust-preventing paint,
composed of the peroxides of earths
of the cerium group. The oxides in
question are incorporated with lin-
seed oil varnish, to which is added,
as a drier, a portion of linseed oil
boiled with a mixture of boric acid
and the said peroxides. The result-
ing paint can be colored with graph-
ite, lampblack, heavy spar, etc., and
it is said to fulfill all the require-
ments exacted of such composition
—viz., a sufficient oxygen content
to insure the resinification of the lin-
seed varnish and freedom from any
metallic base capable of setting up
an electrical action with iron, and so
causing the formation of rust.

PAINT SKIN COVERING FOR FLOORS
AND WALLS.

This covering is produced in Ger-
many by applying oil paint or var-
nish paint on very thin tissue paper,

reinforcing the first coat, after dry-
ing, by any desired number of
further coatings, and decorating
so that the whole constitutes a
strong, tough oil paint skin. This
is fixed by means of an adhesive
agent, such as oil or resin putty or
paste in sheets on the surfaces of
the floor or wall. These paint skin
coverings are an improvement on
ordinary interior and decorative
painting, inasmuch as> they can be
produced at a factory and can thus
be decorated in a more tasteful and
thorough manner than it is possible
in painting by the use of stencils
and the like, says the ‘' Farben
Zeitung. I urthermore, the decot-
ations can be patched and repainted
by applying new sheets in worn out
places.

RISKS FROM DEFECTIVE MORTARS

The risks from using dJefective
mortar are numerous, for local auth-
otities have in most places absolute
power for dealing with it. A deci-
sion which was given recently in
London, England, by Mr. Justice
Bruce in Smith vs. Johnson, reveals
that a building owner can also have
his remedy against a contractor who
is not careful in using such mortar
as is considered necessary for safe
building. The plaintiffi contracted
with the Jdefendant for mortar which
was to be used in the extension of a
dormitory attached to a lodging
house in Whitechapel after the com-
pletion of the work. The plaintiff
was ordered to take down and re-
build the dormitory because the
mortar did not meet the require-

ments of the Building Act.  Accord-
ing to the by-laws the mortar to be
used must be composed of freshly-
burned lime and clean sharp sand
or grit without earthly matter in the
proportions of one of lime to three of
sand or grit. The dormitory was
rebuilt as ordered. Then the plain-
tiff sought to obtain from defendant
the money expended on the work as
well as a sum for loss of rent. It
was maintained that the quality of
the mortar could not be detected be-
cause it was in a wet state. Coun-
sel for defendant maintained that
when the contiact was made it was
not understoud that if the mortar
wds unswitable it would be necessary
to take down and rebuild the dor-
mitory. Besides, the plaintiff
should have rejected the mortar
when it was supplied. Plaintiff's
counsel held that the quality of the
mortar could not be ascertained un-
til it was used, and as the rebuilding
was the result of defendant’s acts,
he must be held liable for the cost of
the rebuilding. Mr. Justice Bruce
considered that, according to the
evidence, as the mortar was in a
wet state, no reasonable diligence
on the part of the plaintiff could
have discovered the defects until the
mortar was used. The plaintiff
was therefore entitled to recover the
eapense of pulling dow n and rebuild-
ing, as well as damages. His Lord.
ship assessed the amount at £1o01.
The Builders' Reporter says that the
case is novel, and hopes it will
compel builders to give more at-
tention to the ingredients of
mortar.

WATER METERS.

It is interesting 10 note the change in
engineenng thought and opinion that has
taken place during the past twelve years
on the question of suppressing the waste
of water by the use of water meters, says
Fire and Water. Tune was when engi-
neers of prominence opposed the use of
meters on the ground of thexr possible in-
terfering with sanitation, which, to say the
least, justified the encouragement of waste
of water by careless admunistration of
local conditions of distribution. These
men, however, are now the advocates of
meters for use in checking that very
waste of water. The educational in-
fluence of the use uf a water meter has
developed practical, common sense views
as to what may reasonably be considered
a fair per capita daily consumption of
water.  On this subject there is quite a
diversity of opinion—one of which n-
volves the idea of maximum and minimnm
rates. Chief Trautwine, of the water
burean of Philadelphia, evidently bases
his views on the question upon a range
of figures of daily consumption, which
should be I'beral and lavish at whatever
costto the city. He does not believe
that restnctive measnres should be adopt-
ed that would hinder the lavish use of
water.  On the contrary, he says it is “far
better to have a gallon wasted than to
discourage the proper use of a pint.” He
takes the position that “meters should not
be applied to dwellings, except where
waste of water is found to be going on " ;
“only water wasted should be charged by
meter, not the waterused.” Now,the deter-
mination of the factor of waste is of vari-
able character. Water is about the cheap-
est commodity sold, and it would seem
that Mr. Travtwine feels that Philadel-
phia can afford to be hberal in the matter
of establishing the .2 or degree of waste
and what shall be charged as waste. A
figure of rates based upon an assumed
amount of water allowed, liberal in quan-
tity, for legitimate use, is likely to ensue
mn first-class cities, and all above that
amount may be considered as strictly
wasted. In order to reach this determin-
ation, the nieler appears to be the only
means of attaining a satisfactory and
definite  conclusion.  The remaining
feature of the problem would appear in
what may be determined an upset price
forthe use of a reasonable and liberal
given amount of water, determined by
meter measurement, i consideration of a
price paid for the privilege. In cities
where all water is pumped, the disposition
will set arbitrarily in the direction of
greater cost and charge for use and waste
of water than if it were obtained exclasive-
ly by a gravity system of a natural order.
Pumping and storing water is more ex-
pensive than simply gathering and im.

pounding and distributing it by natural
gravity conditions. The question of
filtration is a serious one, and, if it is one
of necessity, heroic measures may be
adopted to prevent waste of filtered water.
It may safely be asserted that no city can
afford to waste filtered water without in-
curring an abnormally large yearly deficit,
as well as falsefy educating water con-
sumers up to the idea that they may waste
water without regard to the consequences
attendant upon such a course. Our nver
and lake cities which depend upon such
sources for their supply of water have heen
taught to believe that, inasmuch as rivers
and lakes are practically inexhaustible,
they can waste water as they please.
Philadelphia, Chicago, and Buffalo are
notable examples of this. Their pumping

‘expenses are practically twice as great as

they ought to be, simply because more
than one-half of the water pumped is
wasted. Nothing short of a complete
well-ordered metered system, therefore,
will save them from financial bankruptcey ;
and, indeed, there is nothing so beneficial
in its influence upon the water taker as
the fact that a water meter, outside of its
mechanical action, is a most potent edu-
cator in the direction of stopping waste
of water.

SEWER VENTILATION.

The City Engineer of Bristol has con-
tributed the results of his researches re-
garding sewer ventilation summed up in
an opinion that, if the drains from houses
are disconnected from the sewer by inter-
cepting traps, no emanations from the
sewer can reach ihe house-drains unless
the trap s ineffective, and if the house-
drains are ventilated (presumably by
having the vertical pipes open above the
roof) any sewer gas going through the
trap passes away through the ventilating
shafts of the houses. \Where sewers are
properly constructed, with rapid falls, the
sewage is not retained sufficiently long
for decomposition to set in and no sewer
gas s evolved. The question of sewer
ventilation, he added, is a vexed onc sub-
Jject to much difference of opinion, but he
does not consider that the effect produced
in those places that have adopted some
means of ventilation for their main sewers
is sufficient 1o warrant interference with a
system which works 1n a sausfactory
manner. Many persons who talk of
sewer ventilation do not consider that it

means, i properly canied out, thousands
of openings direct from the sewer on to
the surface of the streets, with other vents
carried up houses, trees, ov specially de-
signed posts at the sides of the footpath,
discharging their gases at the level of the
bedroom windows. For every complaint
made of smells from a strect gully, there
would be one hundred smells from the
ventilators, and the state af things would
be worse for the public health, The in-
ference from this 15, that ventilation of
the sewers is desirable ; that this vent-
lation through the medium of the vertical
hines in house system must not be toler-
ated ; but, where the accumulation of
sewer gas forces the seal of the mamn
drain or “ intercepting trap, ” no harm can
come of it, as the escaping or invading
sewer gas 15 carnied away above the roof,
through the open pipe. What, then, s
the usc of the trap on the house-drain, if
it does not “intercept ” the sewer gas, and
why have it there if 20 harm accrues from
the fact of the sewer gas entering the
house system and passing away ahove
the roof?

An antificial stone has been invented
thatis a non-conductor of heat, cold, and
noise. [tis especially intended for roofs
and floors, says an exchange. The fact
that a floor can be laid in a flat that will
prove 2 non-conductor of sound should
certainly fall like a benediction on the cars
of those who dwell in apartments and
have been made the unwilling participants
of all the sorrows and joys of their near
neighbors. The so-called stone Jis made
of purified paper pulp mixed with various
other ingredients to harden it. Papy-
nistile 1s the name of this thrice welcome
invention, and Fr. Gehre, a civil engineer
of Zurich, is the blessed inventor. The
preparation is as hard as stone, but much
lighter in weight. It is noisless and in-
expensive.
