walked abroad, bedecked with amulets, charms, and 
faws of old women. The loan, now unfilled, and un­
paid, was his difeafe, and the charitable contribu­
tions of his friends were his amulets and charms. He 
was ready to grant, that voluntary donations might 
be fairly interpreted as proofs of a people’s affedion, 
but they were no lefs fo of their real poverty. Pri­
vate and public life exhibited pregnant proofs, that 
felicitations on one hand, or benevolences on the 
other, were the common effeds of pride, poverty, 
and pity.

equally new in that Houfe, and out of it ; for it 
amounted, in fatt, to an avowed irrefponfibility, 
both individually and colie flively. The Chancellor, the

And fays the Minifter to another, “ You know I . I 
gave you an advantageous contraCt, worth to you 
so,0001. therefore I muft have a fure vote in you.** 
Here is the worft of all ties ; a double influence, a re­
ciprocity which is truly alarming. But perhaps the in-

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fignificant advantage of feventyjive per cent, is no-, 
thing in the confideration of a huddling Treafury 
Board, who have currency and Jlerling always at their 
elbow.

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prefent was a moment of great awfulnefs ; and every 
Gentleman who expected to form a part of the new 
Admjniftration, or intended to fupport it, ought to 
queftion themfelves, examine their own hearts, and 
fee whether they had been afting upon principles 
that were ftridtly right, and upon which they could 
continue to aft in power, as firmly as they bad continued 
to aft uplift them, while out of power.

The prefent, he farther faid, was that pe­
culiar period of men’s lives, when their ambitious 
views, that had lain fecretly in the corner of their 
hearts, almoft undifcovered to themfelves, were un­
locked ; when their prejudices operated moft forcibly\ 
when all their defires, their, felf-opinions, their yanity, 
their avarice, their luft of power, and all the worft 
pallions of the human mind, were fet at large, and 
began to (hew themfelves. At fuch p time, let men 
take care what they did, bow far they went, and what 
limits they preferibed to themfelves*

Mr. Burke faid, that a moft wonderful deal of 

eloquence had been heard within the Houfe, and 
men of the firft and rareft talents had exerted them­
felves extremely to bring about what the noble 
Lord in the blue ribbon had that day declared to be 
near at hand.

• tage of all others,—the appearance of (lability, by 
which the weak were feduced to join them, and the 
wicked were confirmed. When you were thus er- 
roneoufly and criminally negligent, they were fafe ; 
but when at length, urged b,y the accumulated dif- 
trefies of your country, when you faw there were no 

> expectations from your patience, and that there was
even no, profpeCt from hope, you aroufed from your 
lethargy, and teftified tb^ force of e.
When you joined together in ohe voice, one mind, 
and one aftion, you found that that only which

I

*, lived by your fubmiffion, funk inltantly beneath your 
attack. He begged them, ' therefore, to recolleCt 
what their conduct had been hitherto, what their con­
duct had principally accotnplilhed, and what ought, 
to be their conduCt in future. The removal of Mi*

\ nifters was one great point gained * but the end that

every

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every lover of his Country muft: look up to, and ar­
dently defire, was not by any means achieved by the 
mere removal of Minifters. Much, and the mod efien- 
tial part of the work remained to be performed, and 
nothing could enfure the completion of the bufmefs, 
but the (leadinefs of the Houfe, and, above all, thfc 
firmnefs of the independent members : the new/Ad- 
miniftration was the work of their hands ; iJ was 
their duty to give*it that fupport, without which it 
was impofiible for it to fubfift. There was a certain
fatality attending human nature, which very often 
defeated the beftof purpofes ; for the greateft virtues 
were frequently accompanied with the greateft defefts : 
independence, and public fpirit, were attended1 
with indolence and fu pi ne nefs -, and thofe gentlemen 
who had effected the great change of Miniftry, might 
lofe all the benefits which might have been expected, 
by indolence and inactivity. Their fupport (hould 

l be zealous and unremitting : no adminiftration could 
ex’^ft long without fupport ; and when, abandoned by 
th^independent interell, Minifters had hitherto refort- 
ed to t'fie deteitable means of corruption-, but in 
that they were not fo much to blame as the inde­
pendent gentlemen who fuffered them to do it. Go­
vernment could only exift in two ways ; by its purity, 
wifdom, and fuccefs, which fecured to it the love 
and fupport of the virtuous and independent -, or it 
mult cxjft: by ineans of corruption, which brought 
to its aid the needy and the profligate : and as Go­
vernment muft: be fupported—the independent gen- 

, tlemen
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tlemcn ought to take to thcmfelves blame, if they 
forced a virtuous adminiftration to refort to corrup­
tion: he repeated it, therefore, that their fupport 
ought to be Beady, uniform, and aétive -, and the more 
fo, as the Minifters who were retiring, were not 
going out in confequence of an addrefs of that day ; 
they were not tired of their places, vand their Sove­
reign was not tired of them ; and therefore the work 
of the independent gentlemen would be incomplete, * 
if they did not rdolve to fupport their own admi- 
niftration with zeal and perfeverance. The neceffity 
of this advice made him the more earneft in givipg 
it; and he hoped in God now to fee an adminiftra­
tion formed, not onlj^of independence, but of folid, 
fubftantial, and permanent power. He hoped, in 
God, that we ftiould now have an opportunity of 
perceiving bow much more beneficial to a country, as 
well as honourable, a Government of virtue was, 
than a Government of corruption.

Mr. Seer et ary Fox faid, that not a Tingle day would be 

loft, until reftrainmg the influence of the Crown, and 
fettling upon more equal grounds the reprefentation 
of the people, was fulfilled. To correâ the abufes in 
influence and reprefentation, would be the fteady en­
deavours of his Majcfty’s Minifters.

Mr. Secretary Fox faid, every one who had heard

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the learned Lord (the Lord Advocate) fo ably and 
fo powerfully ftatç our fituation in the eaft, would 
perceive that he held up a mirror, wfiich reflefted 
our fituation in the weft.

It 
would afford to Government fuch ample means of 
corruption and undue influence, as might in the
end overthrow the whole conftitution, and deprive \ e 1 
us of our belt and dearelt rights ; and on this ac­

Mr. Secretary Fox acquainted the Houfe, that he

• fupport and refource upon every emergency, fo he 
regards them as the moft folid and liable fecurity for 
an honourable provifion for his perfon and family.

Mr. Fox faid, one would naturally imagine, in an
