Speech From the Throne
Throne Forecasts Legislation
to Assist Agriculture.

LARGER REVENUE SOON

Taxes Will Be Put Upon

The. speech from the throne, read
by Sir John Gibson at the opening of
the legislature yesterday, was as fol-
lows:

Mr. Speaker and :gentlemen of the
legislative assembly:

It affords me pleasure to welcome
you to the discharge of your duties
at this the third session of the thir-
teenth legislature of this province.

Our thanks are due to an over-
ruling Providence for the abundant
harvest with which Ontario was bless-
ed the past year, which has had a
steadying effect on financial and in-
dustrial conditions generally. !

In common with our fellow-citizens
elsewhere thruout Canada the people
of* Ontario have experienced great
satisfaction from the re;urn of his
Royal Highness the Governor-General,
to. this country, accompanied by her
Royal Highness the Duchess of Con-
naught, whose restoration to health
has beeén a matter of general thank-
fulness.

My government was represented at
the interprovincial conferwnce held
last fall in the City of Otta.wa,.in
which every province in the Dominion
participated. The proceedings of the
conference relating to several import-
ant subjects of public interest will be
iaid before you for your considera-
tion.

In accordance with the announce-
ment made at the last meeting of the
legislature a commission on reads and
highways has been appointed and has
begun the preliminary work for a
scheme of road improvement thruusut
the province. Public hearings were
heid at various places by means of
which the views of municipal author-
ities and various organizations were
elicited. The information thus ob-
tained will be embodied in the report
of the commission.

An agreement has been reached with .

the Governmént of Canada for carry-
ing out in this province the provisions
of the Agricultural Instruction Act
passed by the Dominion Parliamént to
cover a period: of ten years. -Ontario's
first instalment, aggregating $195,000,
has been received, and is being spent
along the.linés of inistruction and de-
monstration : 2
Better Agriculture. i

It is. gratifying to observe the in-
creased interest on the part of the,
farmers of
agricultural methods. An indication
of this is found in the fact that the
attendance at the Ontario  Agricultural
College is about double what it was
ten years ago, while the number
of new students registered at
the opening of the present
term shows a marked advance over
that of the previous year. To meet
these conditions an enlarged equipment
has been provided. and plans for fur-
ther extensions are now receiving at-
tention.

The rnumber of district representa-
tives of the Ontario department of
agriculture has been increased and
the work of the individual representa-
tives has been made more effective
One marked feature has been the hold-
ing of rural school fairs with a view to
interesting the rising generation in
better agriculture—seventy of these
fairs having been held during the past
season with marked success. It is
hoped to. extend this work until the
whole province is served.

Hydro Extensions.

In consequence of the
consumption of power the
Electric Power Commission
enabled to make a further reduction
in the pricé of electricity, The com-
mission has under consideration the
duplication of the main transmisison
line, and is constructing a high tension
line to the western boundary of the
province. Information regarding radial
railway projects has been furnished

! 3 asking the assistance
of the commission, while the efforts to
Interest agriculturists in the use of
clectricity ve been continued with
promising results. During the past
year the commission organized a de-
partment for the inspection of electrical
mstatiations and equipment in order
to afford protection to life and pro-
perty.

Northern Ontario under the special
legislation of 1912 has been extended
from the eastern to the western boun-
daries of the province. About 500
miles of rcads with the necessary
bridges and drainage facilities were
wholly or partially constructed last
vear, ‘invelving an expenditure of
thbout $1,100.000. The effect of this
work upon settlement and upon the
value of farm lands has already been
noticeable. .

The ineral production of Ontario
during the past yvear was the largest
vet racorded. there having been a con-
siderable Jncrease in the output of
nickel, copper and gold. while the
yield of silver was about equal to that
of the previous year.

PRINCIPALS ASK

| FAlRIB_EATMENT

Those Who Are Not in Proper
Places on Schedule
Complain.

The public school principals have
asked that those principals who are
not in their proper place in the sche-
dule be allowed to attain that position
by yearly increases of a unit and a
half. The usual advance is $100 per
annum. There are principals who have
been such for three or four years who
Teceive the salary of a second-year
principal. Other principals, who have
been 10, 18 and even 24 years as prin-
cipals have never been in their proper
place in the schedule, let alone receiv-
ing the makXimum after ten years’ ser-
vice. They must wait three or four
Years longer/for that; yet. the high
school assistants similarly placed went
up in their schedule by a year and a
half increase each year.

Furthermore, those men- who- left
the public schools some three years
ago to take up high school work now
rgceive $300 to. $400 more .than prin-
cipals appointed at the same time, ¥Yet
the duties of a- principal are higher
and meore difficult; and in no cases do
the salaries approximate those of of-
ficials in the city hall.

To grant this request of the princi-
pals would require no more than about
$1200 additional from the estimates.

- The Baby’s Teeiﬁ

{

The average baby cuts his teeth
somewhat in this fashion: About the
fifth month he beging to drool more
than he has before, the lower gum be-
comes swollen ‘and somewhat inflamed
and between this time and the ninth
month two lower central incisors ap-
pear. Next in order come the four
upper incisors, or the middle teeth of
the upper jaw. These may come ‘at
any tigne between the eighth and
twelfth, 8o that by the time the baby
is a year old he usually has six teeth.
The lower front teeth and the four
double teeth that are nearest the front
come next, from the twelfth to the
eighteenth month, so that at one year
and a half the baby has twelve teeth.
Next appear the “our cuspid or canine
teeth. These are the sharp corner
teeth that seem to stand up above the
others. The two upper ones are often
called the ‘*“eye teeth™ and the two
lower ones the “stomach teeth.” These
teeth have no more connection with the
eyes and stomach thar any -other
tooth, and their cutting has no spe-
cial effect on either the sense of sight
or the digestive system. Any time
between the eighteenth and twenty
fourth- month these may be expected,
making the child have gixteen teeth
at two years. Between the twenty-
fourth- and the thirtieth month come
the last teeth of this set, the four
back double teeth. By the time the
child is two years and a half old he
has the twenty teeth comprising the
milk set.

There are a number of things to be
thought of while the baby is teething;
one of them is the necessity of keeping

is clothing dry when the drooling is
profuse. Litile padded bibs are use-
ful for this, or a small bib of water-
proof material p*aced- under a cotton
pib. It is not wise to let wet clothing
remain on the baby’s chest. Every-
thing.goes into his moutig is time,
so he must be carefiilly watched.

It is not well to allow him to chew
on very hard substances ‘llke hard
rubber or ivory: but a soft rubper
ring which is washed often and Kept
clean, or a teething ring :wcracker may
be given him to kite on at times.

Sarraceniae,

Floating Heart is a true aquatic, like
water shield, water arum, pickerel
weed, pond weed and otheérs already

botanical name ig derived. Limnanthes,
meaning marsh, and anthos, a ' flower,
tell the story of its life.
The Indians calléd this dwarf aquatic
a name that signifies in their various
languages, “Beloved of the Marshes.”
The root is buried deep in the muddy
ooze of bogs and pools, from which
springs hollow, rubbery stems, entire-
ly submerged and supporting the float-
ing heart-shaped leaves. Thése pecu-
liar buoyant leaves are often quite
four inches agross, various shades of
shining green, verging often towards
a yellow, so that the leaf presents a
somewhat blotched appearance, very
unique’ in. aguatics.
The flowers, single deep golden
cups, or very pale vellow. of yellowish
white, are greatly beloved of the bees,
great swarms of, which haunt the spot
ali.summer long. The plant is. a pro-
fuse bloomer, the pretty bright flowers
making a spot of sunshine thru a.l the
summer, whether the growing place
selected in a sunny or shady spot.

You know our bogs and pools around
Toronto, and thruout Ontario are fill-
ed with native sarracenia, many of
which we ‘should become acquainted
with.

There is the sarracenia purpurea, or
purple pitcher plant. called the ‘“side-
saddle flower,” a very hardy specimen.
native to-opr bogs all over this Can-
ada of ours. Then there is the red
trumpet leaf, or sarracenia rubra, with
funny reddish leaves. that grow right
up out of the bog (like all the other
pitchers) and curl themselves up into
a long narrow trumpet. These trum-
pets are very deeply veined with yel-
low, striking looking:

And the yellow pitcher plant. or S.
flava, has deeply reticulated yellow and
purple veins, netting every inch of the
leaf and, extending to the down-shut-
ting lid.

* Salad to Serve With Game.

Peel and slice two apples, add the pulp
of four jtangerine oranges, and then add
as much cfit-up celery as there are apple
and tangerine together. Sprinkle over
with a little celery salt. Now add one
banana (skiced) and half a cupful of
blanched and well chopped walnuts,

stir slightly with a fork. For a dressing
put one cupful of sour cream into a basin.
Stir in gradually half a cupful of melted
butter, the juice of a lemon, carefully,
drop by drop, and the whisked whites of
two eggs, 5 :

Ivory Blanc Mange.

Take milk, one quart; gelatine, one
ounce; flavoring, two heaping tablespoon.
fuls; white sugar, three-quarters of a
cupfuly * .

Take one quart of milk, one ounce of
gelatine, a tablespoonful of almond flav-
oring, with a tablespoonful of rose water,

Heat the milk to boiling, turn in the
gelatine, which Showld have been pre.
viously heated for an hour in a cup of
the milk; add the flavoring, and stir ail
together ten minutes before putting “ir
the sugar. As soon ae the gelatine has
dissolved, remove from the fire, strain
thru a thin muslin bag, wet a mold with
cold water, pour the blanc mange into
it, and set in a cold nlace till solid,
Cherry Pudding.

One-half cup butter, 1 cup sugar, 1
egg, 1 cup water, 1 teaspoonful baking
powder and 1 cup flour. Put 2 spoonfuls
of batter in cup, then 2 or 3 tablespoon-
fuls of cherries (having all the juice
drained off); then cover cherries with
more batter, place cups in a steamer and
steam until done (about one hour). This
will make six large cups.

Sauce-—One cup sugar, 15 cup butter:
mix wells then take 1 tablespoonful flour
and mix with a littie cold water. Add one
pint: of boiling water to the flour and
water, then add to sugar and- butter and
cook, Flavor with vanilia, or, if liked,
in place of vanilla, add 3, cup of maple
syrup. (This is very nice). r

As long ago as
1796, when Arthur Young wrote his re-
markable series of letters, published in
his ‘‘Annals of Agriculture,” they were
recoghized as a well-established breed of
very high repute, and were in the hands
of very capable breeders, for he reports
an experiment in feeding which proves
the breed had then a remarkable procli-
vity for rapid development. Summing up
their merits he declared that ¢'Sussex
oxen are a8 remarkable for the fineness
of their hides as they are for the close-
ness and delicacy of their flesh.”

An advantage, however, and one that
the export buyer and breeder should fully

realize, has resulted fromxr the practice, | of the past.

last century, of breeding Sussex cattle
largely for draught purposes, i.e., it be-
ing necessary that they
