Mr, McCarthy Has Now No Opportunity
to Bring Up His Dual Language Bill-
It Xs Pretty Well Settled That the
Heuse Will Prorogue on Saturday
Next,

Orrawa, March 29.—The first of the | Le

morning sessions of the House opened at 11
to-dayjand lasted until 1, very nearly the
whole time being passed in supply.

Hon. Mr. Foster stated in reply to Mr.
Laaurier’s daily question about the French
Treaty that the Government had this

, morning received a long despatch on the
subject, which was being transcribed, and
he may have something to say about it
tter.

Mr. McCarthy asked if the Government
proposed to go on with the Northwest Ter-
rivories Act on the order paper, and Hon.
Mr. Foster replied that it was not yet
finally decided whether or not the bill
would be gone on with.. This is the act to
which Mr. McCarthy issaid to intend pro-
posing an amendment with respect. to dual
language. It isnot very likely the bill will
be brought up.

While the militia items were under dis-
cussion Mr. Mulock once more brought to
the attention of the House the case of Ser-
geant Slater of Toronto, which was fully
ventilated and satisfactorily disposed of last
session. He asked that the new Minister of
militia should look into the matter, as in
his opinion Sergeant Slater had not been
wellused by the department.

Col. Denison said that the charges men-
tioned by Mr.- Mulock were directed
against him. The man Slater was a crank
whose mind was weakened by the excessive
use of intoxicating liquor. . He reported
almost everybody with whom he came in
contact. He reported Mr. Mulock to the
House. He reported Mr. Bigelow to the
Law Society, and he had reportéd the Post-
master Genersl. It was unfair for mem-
bers: of the Opposition to be imposing upon
the weak mins of this man.

Mr. Cockburn did not know whether it
was because there was an affinity between
cranks or not that Mr. Mulock had taken
up this man’s case.

Hon. ‘Mr. Patterson said he would en-
quire into the whole correspondence.

Indian Affairs.

On the items for Indian affairs, Mr. Mills
referred to the overdrafts on Indian trust
and other Indian funds. The Indian
schools fund was withdrawn to the extent
of $212,000, Indian land management,
$581,000,. and the Quebec Indian fund,
$164,000. The last annual report of the
department did not explain this matter.
The three funds had been overdrawn to the
extent of $956,491. He held that the
monies were expended for other than the
purposes for which they were intended.
Altogether the funds now amounted to
$350,000, while the overdraft was nearly a
million dollars.

Mr. Daly denied that the Indian annuities
had been interfered with. The overdrafts

* in the Quebec fund, the school management
fund and land management fund were re-
ported upon by a sub-committee of council.
It yvas recommended to reduce the interest

} om 4 to 3} per cent on the three funds

{ 1d in this way a saving of $9300 would be
'_ade annually and the debt in the course
time would be done away with.

Mr. Foster admitted that the capital of

.2 Indian land tund had been unpaid to

iake up deficiencies between the income
-srom the fund and the amounts expended
every year, but claimed that the money
had been expended for the benefit of the
Indians.

The House adjourned. at 1 o’clock to
meet at 3.

At the afternoon session the. Indian  De-
partment estimates were conclided and the
Customs and Inland Revenue estimate
passed. .

The evening session was also given up to
supply.

Will Prorngue on Saturday.

When the House adjourned at 1.40 this
morning supply was all through, and Mr.
Foster, in reply to Mr. Laurier, said there
was nothing in the way of prorogation on
Saturday.

The Government Northwest Bill will not
come up this session and consequently Mr.
McCarthy will have difficulty in raising
the school question. As outlined inthe
preceding paragraphs, he alone is to blame
for not reaching this issue earlier in the
sessisn,

The Government will not ask for the
ratification of the French treaty.

Mr. McCarthy's Fad,

D’Alton McCarthy asked Mr. Foster, on
going into supply this morning, if the Gov-
ernment would bring on their Northwest
bill (now before the Senate) this session.

Mr. Foster promised an answer later on,
but up to midnight no answer was given.

The  Government bill in question is a
gimple and inoffensive one, but Mr.
McCarthy had given -notice that he
would move when it came up to add clauses
to it, giving to the Northwest provinces
the right to regulate their own educational
affairs irrespective of Domlnion interference,
and to: abolish the dual language clause.
Mr. McCarthy’s idea was that if the Gov-
ernment brought on their bill he would
eontent bimselt with amending it, if
they did not bring it on, then he
would be free to . move a resolution
to the same effect as~a motion of
want of confidence in the Government on
going into supply. But the House up to
midnight was still in supply and the pros-
pect was that it would continue in supply
until all the estimates, supplementary ia-
eluded, were passed.

Under these circumstances it
likely that Mr. McCarthy would mnot
reach . a point where he could raise
the question. There was a struggle

wm Mr. McCarthy’s part to get the question
1p, and the Government had to hesd him
off. The Government doubtless were of
opinion that Mr, McCarthy was seeking an
unfair advantage at the tail of the session
while he had, as a matter of fact, neglected
to bring the question up earlier in the ses-
sion when the opportunity was offered him.

Mr. Denison introduced a bill for Mr.
McCarthy on Feb, 15,, which also propesed
the same amendments, and four weeks ago,
when bosh Sir Jobn Thompson and Mr.
McCarthy were in the House, the Govern-
ment cleared the paper in order to allow
the bill to come up, but when the clerk
called it, Mr. McCarthy asked that it be
allowed to stand, and he thus avoided
bringing up the question so that a fair dis-
cussion could be had. - No fair discussion
ean be had at the end. of the session.

There are a considerable number of On-
tavio Consarvatives who will vote for free-
dom being given to the Northwest people
to settle the school ' and language question
s they see fit, but they object to Mr. Mec-
Carthy using them in order to make capital
against the Government at their expense,
They would have voted for the measure if
Mr. McCarthy had brought it forward when
he had the opportunity four weeks ago in
his own bill, or they would vote for
it as an addition to the Government
bill in regard to the Northwest if it is
brought on; bus they do not desire to vote
.on the question it brought up as a motion

ROBSON DISCHARGED,

No Evidence to Conviect nlm}n the
: Charge of Fargery.

Micrrox, March 29.—D. A. Robson was
tried before Judge Snider to-day on the
charge of forging a note for $300, signed by
John Dixon and Matilda Dixon, and sold
by Robson to William McClelland, farmer
of Trafalgar Township. The evidence was
almost identical with that given at Rob-
son’s trial some time ago for forging a
similar note which he sold to Robert J.
Campbell of Trafalgar, and reported fully
in The World.

The only new features of any consequence
was the evidence of a writing expert, Connor
O'Dsa of Toronto, who was called on behalf
of the Crown and swore that the signature
John Dixon affixed to the nute was a forg-
ery, but that the signature of Matilda
Dixon was in the same hand-writing as
specimens exhibited in Court, which were
admitted to be Mrs. Dixon’s. :

The judge discharged the prisoner and
said that the evidence was not strong
enough to warrant a’ conviction. The de:
fence was not called npon.

On ths charge of obtaining money under
false pretenses on the Campbell note, Rob-
son’s counsel, Mr. Fullerton of Toronto,
announced that the prisoner would, when
arraigned, elect to be tried by a jury. Rob-
son will be arraigned on this charge to-
morrow and ‘will be tried at the coming
County Court sessions in July.

The Three Principals Fined $100 Each,
and Have Paid It,

MoxTREAL, March 29.—The trial of the
two Shephards and their manager, Hamil-
ton, for conspiracy and fraud in conneetion
with their famous employment agency had
a very abrupt ending this afternoon, when
the trial was resumed before Judge
Taschereau in the Court of Queen’s Bench.
this afternoon.

The prisoners changed their pleas of
“not guilty” to ‘“‘guilty,” and asked for the
mercy ot the court.

The judge fined them $100 each, with the
alternative of six months’ in jail at hard
labor. The fines were paid and the prison-
ers discharged.

There is a good deal of feeling over the
result, as the sentence is not regarded as
heavy enough.

NEw Yorg, March 29.—Both the eastern
and western coal sales agents held meetings
in the Jersey Central Building to-day.

New York, March 30.—The Herald says:
Yesterday's northerly blasts in the lake
region and the Atlantic States reminded us
again that winter has not yet vanished.
The minimum temperatures reported were
about 10 degrees below the freezing point in
the Upper Hudson and Delaware valleys.

The advance of spring will be usually
found to be tardy when large waves of un-
usually high pressure are formed on the
continent, and there 18 no indication as yet
that the era of high barometer is closing.

The mobbing of Otto
Brandess’ family in Paris yesterday is the
text from which the article is written, The
object of the French Government in
its  unjustifiabie procoedmil against
German correspondents, says the paper, is
to divert public attention from the Panama
scandal and to direct the passions of the
French people against foreigners.

After enumerating the Germans who
have suffered from this policy the writer
continunes thus: It undoubtedly is the- good
right of the French Government to expel
every obnoxious foreigner from the coun-
try without assigning any reason. 1

We don’s dispute this right, but we say
that an appeal to popular hatred is always
a dangerous weapon, and that if this
weapon be drawn against the Germans in
France to assist the Government in escap-
ing the consequences of the Panama and
other scandals, it will have results which it
is not ‘difficult to estimate. We shall
know what is to be expected when the
French Government finds it neces! ‘to
surmount still more serious difficulties than
the present omes by diversions against for-
eign countries,

4 TRAGIC DUEL.

Ordered to Fight, Although They Had no
Desire to do so,

Lyoxs. March 20.—Two young sergeant-
majors in garrison at Lyons, having guar-
reled at lunch a few daysago, and from
words came to blows. As, however, the
cause of their dispute was trifling they
eventnally shook hands and became good
friends again.

The colonel of the regiment, nevertheless,
having been informed of what had taken
place, punished the two young men with
several days’ imprisonment and ordered
them to fight a duel. 1

They fought, and one of them was left

there. The poor young fellow, having ré-
cefved a sword thrust through his lungs,
held out his hand to his adversary and fell
dead.

Is it not time to have done with this

strange tradition of compulsory duelling
between soldiers?

It is true that the law allows two men to

cut each other’s throats, provided theéy are
agreed that mutual slanghter is necessary
to their dignity and honer. Every one’s
taste should be respected. But was that
the case in this instance?

The two non-commissioned officers at
Lyens had settled their quarrel, and per-
haps forgotten it. They did not want to
‘‘cross swords,” which is & -proof that the
cause of the quarrel was insignificant.
Moreover, their ‘commanding officer
had justly sent them to prison, to
remind them that when a quarrel
is not worth a sword thrush it ought
to be settled by, pacific explanations und
not with the fists, But it seems to us that
the affair should have stopped there, and
that there was no mnecessity for .forcing
these two unfortuate young men toa hostile
meeting, sword in hand. A strange tradi-
tion, which ought to be brought to the no-
tice of the (%omma.nder-in-Chief of the
French army appears to be involved in this
lamentable affair.

France and Dalhomey.

Paris, March 29-—In the Chamber of
Deputies Admiral Reunier, Minister of
Marine, stated that 3000 troops will be re-
quired to maintain and euforce French
authority in Dahomey. The health of the
army in Dahomey was excellent, but there
would be no permanent security for the
French in that country until Behanzin, the
ex-king, who still maintained a show of
hostility, had been entirely vanquished.

Cholera in Russia,

Sr. PeTERSBURG, March 29.—1It is stated
in an official repory issued to:day that on
an average 150 new cases of cholera and 50
deaths from the disease are reported every
week in the Government of Podolia. A
quite extensive trade is carried on between
Podolia and Austrian Galicia, and also be-
tween Germany and Podolia.

Cholera in Austria,

ViexNa, March 29.—Cholera has appear-
ed at Zalosce, a market town of Galicia.
Every attempt has been made by the town
authorities to check the diseasa,but despite
their efforts it is spreading, Three deaths
from cholera have already occurred and a
number of new cases were reported to-
day. :

Ocean Acoidents Frequent,
New ' York, March 29.—The steamer
Chester has arrived off Fire Island with the
steamer Strassburg in tow. The Strass-
burg had her screw shait carried away
at sea.

A Ship On Fire.

New Yomrg, March 20.—The steamer
Venango from Hamburg, which arrived
last night, had a narrow escape from des-
truction by fire during the voyage. On the
night of the 21st, during a furious gale and
high sea, a hlnfiing lamp in the saloon
broke from - its fastenings, falling to the
floor, where it exploded and the whole
cabin became immediately one mass of
flames, Capt. Wilson, who was asleep in
his room forward of the saloon, was awak-
kened by the intense heat and smoke, and
with great difficulty rsached the ‘deck and
raised an alarm.  All hands rushed aft
and with much difficulty subdued the
flames. The cabin was ruined.

Fire,In Peterboro,

PETERBORN, Ont., March 29.—A destrue-
tive fire occurred last night about 12
o’clock in rear of the residences on London,
Haryey and Waterford-streats. The fire
was no doubt incendiary. It spread from
Mr. McKee's barn to Mr. Walton’s stable
and shed owned by Mr, R. Latimer and
from there to Mr. George McWilliams’
barn and sheds. The hay and grain and
some of the contents of the barns were de-
stroyed, but all the animals and other
contents were saved,

Mr. McWilliams’ loss is about $200; in.
surance $300. Mr. Latimer had $200 in-
surance on his barn, but Mr. Walton’s
will be a total loss on contents. Mr. Mec-
Kee’s loss will be covered by insurance.

Two feet six inches is its average all
over the bay, and some of the pieces cut in
Block House Bay are three feet in thick-
ness, The ice does not disappear so quickly
now. The bay, as in former times, is prac-
tically land locked. The piers at the east-
ern and western endsshut out the sea
which accordingly fails to get its work in
on the ice. The sun has more effect on the
ice thdn rain, honey combing it, and mak-

{ing it soft.

“Talk about thick ice,” said Constable
Williams, warming to his subject, ‘I re-
member when the bay was surrounded by
ice that the artillery used to practice
out there, unlimbering their cannons and
§oing through all the necessary manceuvres.

have seen them catting out vessels in
May.  Man and. boy, I have known this
bay for 50 years and never in my experi-
ence have I known thicker and better ice
than this year.

35 Floaters in One Year,

“You want to know about floaters?
Well, during the past year we have raised
35, 10 more than the average number.
Those that are drowned in the latter part
of the season generally come to the top in
the spring. The cold and ice have a pre-
servative effect, and bodies coming up in
the spring are not so badly decomposed as
one might imagine. Bat when exposed to
the air they decompose more rapidly than
those drowned in summer, Of course, as
you know, it is always the decomposition
that bringé them to the surface.

There isonly one floater that we have
not found this year and that 18 the body of
Sam Durnan., Of course he may make his
appearance when the ice breaks up, but if
my surmise is true poor Sam’s corpse is
now tossing about the sport of wind and
waves in the middle of the lake. The car-
rent most probably carried him through the
western gap and that is the last of him.
His body had ample time to rise before the
ice formed.: This has been anlexceptional
year. Nobody lost his life throngh the ice
this season. The nearest approach to it
was thav ice boat accident when the six
sports'got sogood a ducking. The reason
ot this absence of fatalities is that the ice
formed thickly from , the first and has re-
mained so all along. There were no air
holes to speak of and  its the air holes that
catch the unwary.

ANDY PORTER’S RIDE,

His Colt Ran Him Into the River Speed
4t Guelph and Gave Him a
Damp Spin.

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The French Treaty.

The Government at Ottawa have decided
not to ask for the ratification of the French
treaty. The general opinion is one of ap-
proval of this course, though it may be a
source of some discouragement to Sir Charles
Tupper. :

There are substantial reasons against its
ratification, notably the one that Sir Charles
Tupper had allowed a clause to be inserted
contrary to his express instructions, which

| ‘vere that most favored treatment to France
must be confined to the articles mentioned
in the treaty. Buu instead thereof the
clause reads in the draft treaty: ‘““Any com-
mercial advantage granted by Canada to any
third power, especially in tariff matters,
shall be enjoyed fully by France.”

The Governmént knew nothing “of this
enbstitution wuntil after the draft treaty
was signed and a copy received at Ottawa.
The difference in the two clauses is a serious
one, and would delay for at least a yoar
the making of a reciprocity treaty with the
United States. Another substantial argu-
ment against the treaty is that the prefer-

“ence which it proposed to give to
French wines, namely: taking off the 60
_per cent. ad valorem duty, would have had
a most injurious effect on the production of
Canadian wines—a growing industry, and
one that under a little encouragement
promises to assume immense proportions.
Ontario should be an exporter of ‘wine, not
an importer, and it is likely that she will
be.

Still other Canadian industries would
have been seriously affected, notably the
soap business. To be frank ‘with the Gov-
ernment, The World must say that they
should have exercised greater care -in dis-
covering how this or any proposed treaty
would’ affect Canadian industries. The
World™ would also here take occasion
to say that ratification of all our treaties
by the ‘Capadian Parliament must be apn
¥ssential condition of the negotiations,
especially because the United States do
the same, and because we are likely to have
important negotiations.

The whole sum and substance then is
that there is no treaty, and therefore no
change in existing conditions. If through
any false delicacy or over-sensitiveness for
the feelings of Sir Charles Tupper Parlia-
ment had ratified the treaty, existing con-
ditions would have been greatly changed,
Canadian industries disturbed, and no sub-
stantial benefit gained. The Govérnment
are to be commended for their courage in
not ratifying, .instead of being blamed for
alleged cowardice.

Fire Coroners,

The Mutual Fire Underwriters’ Associa-
tion of Ontario at its recent meeting decid-
ed to urge upon the Ontavio Government
the appointment of Fire Coroners as pro-
vided by‘the Ast of 1801, the expenses of
such service to be paid by the companies.
This'is desirable, doubtless, but it does not
meet the present needs of the public or of
the companies.

If the building of &n electric railway on
the island fs made /dependent on the con-
struction of a $230,000 swing bridge over
the Western channel then we may dispel the
idea of a railw/ay on the sandbar for several
years to come, \What the public wan's
immediately iz not so much auother means
of reaching the Island as a system of trans-
portatién from one part of the Island itself
toanother.

A Qivie Committee Sanctions Their Erec-
tion on the Parkdnle Waterworks
Property,

Unless oua.rl': a :;tm jadg« of b:‘uch‘
matters than the ordinary hu yeing
you will not notice that the man addressed
as Marvin is blind.  The longer you watch
him the less likely you will be o see it.
But the man is d, and has been blind
for neirly five { , 80 blind that he can
only distinguish light from darkdess and
cannot in the least make out form or color.
He is Marvin R. Clark, who although blind

et writes newspaper articles that are
ught and printed and read, that com-
mand more attention than the efforts of
hundreds of men who hover about the New
York press.

For over thirty years Marvin Clark was
& newspaper man with as good a pair of
eyes as any of them. He was reporter,
copy reader, managing editor, in the very
heart of the rush that surges about that
busiest of places, the modern newspaper
office. Then his sight began to fail. It
was a gradusl dimming, first a blur, that
fades into a mere ides of colored form, into
form without color, into  the faintest of
lights and shadows, into total darkness.
Tien after a long period of rest the mere
perception of night and day and darkness
and light came back to him, like the first
faint flicker of straggling light. seen far
back in the depths of a cave. With this
the improvement. stopped, and, aside from
the hope this little im rovement - gave, the
darkness might as well have been complete.

Of all the misfortunes that can befall &
human being, that which came npon Clark
is the worst. From being an actor in the
most varied, least monotonous, most breath-
less life a man can lead, he became a man
in the midst of the® pitchy darkness of &
night that is unpierced by light, that has
has no dawning. Has could hear, with an
acuteness painfully sharpened, the noise,
the tumult of the rush abeut him. But he
was helpless, must sit with folded hands,
must rely utterly upon those abouc him.

His training had all been for newspaper
work. There was no occupation to which
he could turn his attention. He was not
rich and he was not the sorc of man to sit
content & useless burden upon others. So
he set to work to adapt himself to his
changed conditions, He resolved to con-
tinue his new:s-pnr work, accept the
handicap fate had put upon bim -and con-
tinue in the race. He bought a typewriter
and in a few minutes learned the keyboard
. so that with a little care he could strike
whatever letter he wished, not through
having the letters raised, because i
letters would have cut the ends of his fin-
gers, but by learning the distance between
each key and the edge of the board. Then
he hired a boy to read to him and was ready
to begin newspaper work.

Each day this boy reads the nawspapers
to him—the headlines of all articles, the
full text of some, a few paragraphs of
many. Thus he keeps himse f perfectly in-
formed of what is happening iw the “world
each day. Added to thisis the gossip- he
hears from his friends, the newspaper men.
He is thus able to comment upon the news

or to store up what he has learned for
future use. In his thirty years of experi-
ence in New York newspaper work he
has gathered a vast amount of informa-
tion about men and things. ~Further, he
has a still greater amount of knowledgé of
where things are to be got, if he does
not kamow. the details or remember accur-
ately.

Through these sources he is ready to fur-
nish special articles upon all sorts of ' sub-
jects. The newspaper special -article is a
most important feature of the newspaper,
especially of the Sunday edition. Mr.
Clark can write interesting specials u]})‘on
things that were and also upon things that
are. He has only to think of a good sub-
ject. If there is reading to be done his
boy can do it for him. glf a man is to be
interviewed, his boy can lead him to the
man, Were it not that this roundabout
method took too much time he could do the
routine newspaper news work.

He has learned the typewriter so -well
that he makes it turn off for him copy that
is clean and clear and most legible, incom-

arably better then the copy that formerly
owed from the end of his pencils At first
the newspaper editors were & bit shy of his
writings because it seemed incongruous for
s bling man to do newspsper work, when
the newspaper is above all things a record
of things séen. But latterly they are get-
ting used to him, and now his articles ap-
ear regularly in many New York and
rooklyn papers.

He has borne his affliction with a'courage
and cheerfulness that is amazing,that shows
the resources of his character, From the
first he faced the situation as if he could
see it, and he has never staggered under
the several hlows that have struck him—
the beginning of the failure of his sight, the
total darkness, the announcement of & greab
specialist that he would never see again.
““What is the use of complaining ?” said he.
“No one but a blind man can begin to under-
stand what this darkness means—this total
dependence upon others. But I'must work.
1 have to keep my mind occupied with m;
work and that passes my days. Latterly
have been troubled with insomnia. ~Each
morning at 3 o'clock I wake up and can
sleep no more. What can I do? I cannot
read. No one can come and talk to me at
that time. 1 must lie there in the dark-
ness, helpless and alone, waiting for day-
light and the boy who is eyes to me. That
is my greatest hardship, and must confess
that -,rsmecimel my philosophy is not equal
to it.’

Mr. Clark has also turned his attention
to the writing of fiction stories. He
written several and has had good success
with them, and he hopes, as he gets accus-
tomed to thinking in that line, to improve
his werk up to a good standard. He has
the necessary cquipments of a good style
and a good imagination, and he can evolve
his plots onb of the storehouse of his excel-
lent memory, which is full of the light of
former days.

Cariosities of the Ninth Figure,

‘When an error has arisen from any trans-
position of figures the difference between
such transposed numbers is universally a
multiple of the 9. For imstance, suppose
an error occurs in bringing out a trial bal-
ance or cash settlement or that the sum
“‘short” can be divided by nine without a
remainder. If it has occurred in this way,
there is a strong probability that the mis-
take has been made by transposing figures ;
at any rate, if such mistake takes place by
reason of transposition the sum in question
will-always divide by 9 without remainder.
To illustrate this : If 97 has been put down
as 79, the error will be 18, or twice 9 exact-
ly; if 322 be set down as 223, the error
will be 99, or 11 times 9. This oddity goes
on indefinitely between any set of trans-
posed figures.—Philadelphia Presa.

1t is at this season that the plow, har-
row, cultivater and small tools will require
being in order, for even a bolt out of place
will be sufficient to render some tools use-
less ; but the fact is that rust and decay,
from exposure dntinitha winter, will have
been the cause. Look over the tools, and
use the grindstone, sandpaper and plenty
of oil in getting them in order.

Never lower a road-bed by digging bnt
deep set stones that become uncovered by
wear ; but cover them again, mot with a
couple of sods from the rondside, but with
a.load of gravel. More time has been spent
digging out rocks on our country r -bed
8o as to make it necgessarily a water course
than would servo to bury them and turn-
pike the road on each side for sods with
gravel so it would take a generation to
wear down to them.

1 have found, says an observant writer,
that manure has a marked influence in
bringing water toward the surface from
depths as great as six feet below. While
the manured ground contains in the upper
three feet - of soil three pounds more of
water to the square foot of surface than the
uninauored ground, the lower three of ma-
nured ground contains about the same am-
ount less than the usmanured ground.: ~ It
appears, therefore, that farm yard manures
have an effect upon vegatation other than
that exerted through the plan¢ food they
may contain. By increasing the movement
of water toward the surface, as it is needed
by the vegetation, it is of great efficacy and
value in time of drouth,

SPRING TRADE NEEDS SUNSHINE.

A Wholéesale Drygoods Man On
Bankruptcy Legislation.

Effect of the Leather *‘Trust” On Cana-
dian Prices—A Falr Sprinkling of Sort-
ing Drygoods Orders Coming In—The
Grocery Trade In a Strong Position—
FPayments Generally Up To the Mark—
Prospects For Lake Traffic Good —
Market Reports,

The settlement of the lock-out of cotton
spinners has not had the effect on either
raw or manyfactured cottons ' that was ex-
pected. Instead of an advance in the
values of raw material there'has been a de-
cline since the settlement of nearly half a
& cent per pound, and instead of a decline
in manofactured goods values have re-
mained steady. The decline in raw cottons
is due chiefly to the prospects of a large
acreage of cotton being planted, and the
steadiness of prices in manutactured goods,
though the miils are in full blast again, is
due to Manchester’s being blocked with
orders from India, South America, Aus-
traliq, China and Japan for cottons, and as
stocks are light prices are likely to remain
firm for some time to come. Canadian
prices are firm and unchanged for all kinds
of cotton goods and the demand fair.
Wholesale  houses are not baying
heavily from the mills just . now,
owing to the backward condition
of the retail trade. Stocks in the country
are not broken, exeept in a few instances,
but the advent of warm weather, retailers
say, would bring about active buying. The
travelers, who have been in town for about
three weeks, have been on the road for a
week and are sending in sorting orders,
usual at this period of the year. Parcels
are made up of hosiery, gloves, merchant
tailors’ goods, dress trimmings, men’s fur-
nishings, dress goods, etc. here has been
an especially heavy run on lace curtains.

rade will be confined to comparatively
narrow limits, however, until retailers begin
selling spring goods. Karly buyers are now
on the way to European markets to pur-
chase for the fall trade, and others will be
following in a week or two. Payments, on
account of bad country roads, are slow.

GROCERIES,

Only a moderate trade has been done in
groceries during the week. Country -deal-
ers are still indisposed, to buy, and travelers

. are of opinion that there will be no activitys

until warmer weather comes. Sugars are
strong, having advanced jc within the last
few days. The situation shows no sign of
weakness, but points rather to further ad-
vances.

higher now than it was this time last
season and prices in outside markejs are all
higher. Pricesin New York are $5.00 per
owt forgtandard A, 'while Canadian gran-
ulated, & better grade, sells here for $4.85
per cwt, { As noon as active buying begins.
prices ‘according to present indications,
will stiffen considerably. Teas remain
firm, especially for low grade Japans.
Stocks are very lew ‘as compared with the
‘holdings at this time last year. Canned

be carried forward into next season. Stocks,

of’canned salmon are also light. Canned
meats are firm and unchanged. Dried
fruits are in fair demand but show. mo
special feature.

HARDWARE AND METALS.

The usual spring goods are riow going out
pretty freely. Travellers have been send-
ing in liberal orders during’ the week, and
the shipping rooms have/ been kept fairly
busy. Harvest and ga:glen tools, builders’
materials and general shelf hardware are in
good demand. Heavy goods of all kinds
are firm owing to a pising tendency in ocean
freights. Ingot tin and copper, tin plate
and sheet iron ar€ all firm. Payments are
reported under the average.

BOOTS AND SHOES.

The cold weather has put a temporary
check on business, which was going ahead
quite actively at the latter part of last
week. Warm weather is now the great
desideratum in this as 1n other lines of
trade., Wholesale men expect a thriving
bu‘ .ness as soon as the weather becomes
# bonable.  Payments, which have been

{ite satisfactory up to within a few days,
.re showing a falling off.

LEATHER,

Enquiries from England and the Con-
tinent keep dropping in on local exporters,
but offers are gencrally under the figures
dealers care to accept.’ Foreign buyers evi-
dently look on the situation as being strong,
as several offers to make contracts for
future delivery have been made. The
forming of the leather ‘“trust” in the United
Statos has no doubt something to do with
the firmness of prices.

A local drygoods house
sent an order to Worcester, Eng., lately
and received the following reply: ‘‘Owing
to the unprecedented demand for haircloth
fnr paddings and linings we refret to say
that we cannot undertake to fill any order
at present prices, nor can we bind ourselves
to contracts for future delivery. All we
can say is that we will do the best we can
for our clients.”

WILL AFFECT CANADIAN PRICES.

U.8. Leather “Trust” ¥ropese Pur-
jng Raw Materials By a Committee,

Canadian dealers in leather and hides are
keeping close watch on the leather ‘‘trust”
of the Unitod States, now in progress of
organization. If the scheme is successfully
completed it will likely have an immediate
effect on prices of Canadian hides and toa
moderate extent on Canadian leather. As
there is no duty imposed on tan bark or on
raw hides by either the Canadian or United
States governments, the Chicago market
will virtually set the price to be paid for
these articles,

The proposal of the organizers of the
leather trust is to control the sole leather
output in the United States, to regulate
the output so as to prevent over-production
and to do away with the keen competition
in the purchase of raw materials. Th
combination is to have a capital of $5,

000 to aceomplish this work. Oneof £he
proposals is to purchase all raw materi

all tanneries by a committee chosen

According to the London finan-
cial journals enquiries have been made in
on as to how a large bond issue would
received there, The Eeonomist, while
Admitting that an issue of United States
bonds wounld bereadily takenup,demonstrates
the utter futility of such an issue if its pur-
pose is to keep goid in the United States.
“The ability of the States to borrow here,”
it says, “‘and as a consequence to draw gold
hence need not therefore be questioned.
Their ability to retain that gold is, how-
ever, another question. For one thing the
bonds would have a higher value in the
States than they could have here, because
there a larger profit could be earned by
holding them.
they would serve as a basis for a
further issue of notes, and would thus yield
a return, not only in the form of interest,
but the added return of the profit on the
note issue. It is evident, therefore, that
even if issued here they would quickly
ravitate to the States, and the gold we
ﬁnd given for them would before long be
returned to.us. Besides, so long as the
Sherman act is in operation, putting gold
into the United States Treasary is like
pouring water through a sieve.”
