TOBE EXPORTED

New Brunswick Will - Fall in
Line With Other Provinces
—Applies to Timber
Cut-on Crown Lands,

"FREDERICTON, ‘N.B., April 35.—In
the legislature to-day the Hon. Mr.
Grimmer, surveyor-general, introduced
a.bill to- prevent the ‘export of pulp-
wood fromj the crown lands - of the
province. i

The act provides that every timber
license or. permit conferring authority
to Sut spruce or soft wood trees .or
timber, not being pine, suitable for
manufacturing pulp -or paper on the
ungranted lands of the crown, shall
contain and be subject to the condi-
tion that all such timber cut under
the authority or permission of such
license or permit, shall be manufac-
tured ‘in Canada, that is to say. into
merchantable puip or paper or into
sawn lumber, woodenware utensils, or
other articles of commerce or mer-
chf'sndise, as” distinguished from the
#ald spruce or other timber in its raw
or unmasufactured staie. There are
provisions for the énforcement of the
regulation, and also exempting such
logs as may be reqtiired for fuél or
buiMding purposes.

The regulation applies to all licenses
or, permits hereafter ‘issued, whether
for the first time or in'the renewal of
licenses or petinits heretofore issued
or. granted, and ‘the act comes in force

when  proclaimed by ‘the governor-in-
council. i

GOVERNMENT BY lNJUNQT!ON.

Among the abuses that elicited very
unfavorable comment in the United
States noné created strongeér animad-
version than the abuge of theé power
glven a single federal judge to Issue
1nfunctions without hearing the par-
tles affected by them. This power was
extensively émployed at the instance
of railroads, Wwhose arbitrary action
11t was attempted to curb by means
of state laws regulating their oépera-
tion within its confines. In Nebraska,
for example, the rairoads, thru the
federal courts, succeeded In sugpend-
ing the maximum freight rate inea-
sure, and &t a subsequent -date.  the
act relating to the collection . of taxes
on: .thelr property.

Undér the Judiciary act passed by
the late congress it will no longer be
possible to issue arbitrary injunctions.
It provides that injunctions or re-
stralning orders may be’ lssued only
by the district judge, and not by any
outeider selected for that purpose. No
state law can be suspended except by
three judges, one of whom must be
a justice of the supreme court or of
the circuit court of the United States,
and only after five days’ notice to the
governor and attorney-general of the
state. Nor can injunctions he isgued
against state officers without full
argumernt. - The new law is an other
step towards due protection of publie
rights.

Reciprocity Debate Resumed. '

The house then went into committee
of ways and méans on the reciprocity
résolutions, and Geo.

had been accomplished in Canada dur-
ing the last thirty or forty years. e
considered as the result of the pact
that the farmers would be ‘“‘the worst
picked people in Canada.”
