During the sea-
son of mavigation this competition is ef-
fective as far as Port Arthur, but be-

cerned. The construction of the Raimy
River Railway, from Pont Arthur to
Winnipeg, as a mational road, wonld
extend the range of competition during,
the season of navigation to Winnipegz.
That the Rainy River Railway will be
built before long there is little doubt,

‘but it .is mot so certain that it will be

built as a national undertaking. It is
said the C. P. R. already controls the
charter and that when the road is built
it 'will mot run in opposition to the C.

But,
supposing for the time being that On-
tario and Manitoba should co-operate
to build a road from Port Arthur to
Winnipeg, under Government control,
then the only gap to be covered to se&
cure all the year round competition
would be between Port Arthur and the
nearest points on the Ottawa & Parry
Sound and Grand Trunk systems, It is
proposed that the Grand Trunk should
be extended to Sault Ste. Marie, the
line having been already surveyed. Once
at the Sanlt it is claimed that steam-
boat communication between that point
and Port Arthur could be main-

tained all winter, The Straits of Mack- |

inac are mavigated by darge tailway
forries every day in the year amd there
are several lines of railway ferries rum
ning winter and summer across Lake
Michigan. '~ Russia is making elaboriate
experiments to keep open her northern
seéfiports during the ,winter, Powertal
jce-breaking ships will be used, and it
is expected that constant communica-

tion will be possible with such “ice-
bound ports as St. Petersburg, Odessa
and Vladivostock. Winter navigation
of Lake Supericr is an easy matter
compared with the problem Russia is
ttempting to solve.

THE MONRCE DOCTRINE CANADAS

AEGIS

The MonroeDoctrine is not such a bad
theory after- all. Canadians have .op-
posed the doctrine only because they
have misunderstood its import amd its
scope. We learn from a high lezal
authority that the Monroe Doctrine, in-
stead of being hostile to this country,
is really the aegis of our independence
and safety. And this auwthority is none
other than a prominent United States
lawyer, Mr., Judson N. Cross of Minne-
apolis. -This gentleman ' recently ad-
dressed a letter on the subject to the
Minnesota Senators at Washington.
The occasion of the letter was the war-
like aspect of affairs in the far Bast
and the possibility of complications be-
tween Russia and Great Britain. He
thus outlines his interpretation of the
Monroe doctrine:

1f I rightly interpret the prinei-

les of the Ménroe Doctrine, the

YJmtod States would not stand by

and permit any European or other

ron-American power, by force, pur-
chase or treaty, to acquire any ter-
ritory from any other European
power, now holding the same on the

American continent, any soomer than

it would permit such acquisition

from any American State.

This proposmon conceded as a cor-
rect premise would compel the Unit-
ed States, as a just conclusion, to
protect.

WHAT wm ll"l TO BE D.\l IN
T {ONTARI®. L

The Bnhsﬁ Government has deter- |
mined to put an end to the minveuyres
adopted by the  aristocracy and great
territorial magnates for the purpose of
evading the so-called death duties, or
rather duties of successior. With {his
object in view, it hds proceeded against
the Earl Grey, who succeeded about a
year ago to his grandfather’s earldom
and estates, and had adopted the same
tactics ‘'employed by so many of his
caste to trick the treasury. He had se-
cured during the lifetime of his grand-
father a, full surrender of the estates
and property: in iconsideration of his
paying an annuity to the old gentleman,
The estates are worth $130,000 a year,
and the annuity which the present earl
had bound himself to pay to his grand-
father at the time of the surrender was
$30,000 per annum. Lord Grey, thete-
fore, was only $30,000 a year better off
by the demise of his grandfather, ow-
ing to the annuity having stopped, and
therefore he claimed that in his case
the succession duties should be rated as
if he had only succeeded to $30,000 =
year.

The Government, determined to 'be no
longer outmanoeuvred in this manner,
brought suit against the earl, and has
won its case, the courts deciding that
the succession duties which he must pay
must-be rated as if he had succeeded to
$130,000 a year, since that represented
the real rental of the property, and the
transaction which he had executed with
his grandfather during the lifetime of
the latter had been devised merely for
the purpose of evading the duties of the
Government. This will affect very dis-
agreeably a large number of peery, in-
cluding the Dukes of Richmondy of Ar-
gyle and of ‘Northumberland, wio have
resorted to the same devices.

- fThree Natlons Interested.

Miss Mickle showed how the Spanish and
Portuguese, as well as the Emnglish, were
interested in the great work of discovery;
how it was John Cabot, and not Columbus,
who tirst discovered America, and how for
years Sebastian, the unscrupulous son, had
@sgumed the honor of this discovery, when
it was really the father who was the
strong, adventurous spirit. ~ Miss -Mickle
reviewed the different theories of the first
landing of the Cabot expedition, showed
the part which Henry VIL took in it, and
how the Spaniards in England kept their
Spanish Majesties, who were ever jealous,
fuformed of the movements in England of
these voyages of discovery.

Miss Mickle's able and interesting paper
was supplemented. by originai documents
and despatches, which showed the intense
interest and excitement which }wv-.ulod
uwmong the three nationalities at this time.

Contemporary Account.

Miss Mackenzie read three separate con-
temporary accounts of Cabot’s discovery—
one private, the two other official des-~
patches to the Duke of Milan. Two other
despatches—one, from the then Spanish Am-
bassador in England to_ the King of Spain,
the other from Pedro de Ayella—were gso
of great interest.

Qther interesting things shown on the
screen were Juan La Cosa’s map of the
then known world, a portrait of NSebastian
Cabot, and the Cabot Tower, which has
been recently erected in Bristol, Engzland,
to commemorate the name of this greatl
discoverer. Miss Fitzgibbon said that this

.glvturo was of especial interest to women,
ecause the tower was erected on Brandon

Hill, a place which was granted to the

wemwn of Bristol, whereon to bleach their

linen, by Queen Elizabeth, to compensate
them' for their exceeding plainness of coun-
tenance.

In some spots they go
Aas high as to the pan, and one of
ithe mine owners, or, as they call them
here, ‘Eldorado kings,’' offered to wager
$10,000 that he could pick a pan ‘in ten
minutes that would go $1700, and no ger-
son would take him up. But people ad
better not come here with the idea that
every person—oné in ten thousand even—
will do the same, or they will be fooled
badly. There are any number of old-tim-
ers who have been here for from three to
ten years and have never made miore than
a living so far. Nearly alf the creeks with-
in a distance of fifty miles from Dawson
are staked, but I think a good many will
be open early in the summer for rerlocation,
as it costs so much to re&mresent them, that
is, to stay on them for months each
year, or get someone else to stay on for
you. None of us have located so far, but
we are keegln& our eyes and ears open
for chances. There are about 6000 people
in here just now, and 1800 claims recorded,
and as each man can record a claim in each
district you can see that there are lots of
them waiting for chances.”

LEITER’S WHEAT DEAL.

He Owns About All the Contract Wheat in
. New Yerk and Chicago.

New York, Jan. 18.—The World prints the
following telegram from Chicago: Joseph
Leiter is now transferring 2,500,000 bushels
of his wheat from the Armour elevators in-
to the holds of vessels in order to save stor-
age and at the same time be ready to rush
the grain to market when the time comes.
From 9,000,000 bushels Leiter's line has in-
creased to 15,000,000 bushels, He owns
about all the contract wheat in this market,
about 9,000,000 bushels. He has at Duluth
about 1,000,000 bushels and at Minneapoiis
ancther 1,000,000. He controls about 500,000
bushels at Buffalo, and has scime grain
abroad. The ownership of oven 11,000,000
bushels of cash wheat, about a thind of the
visible supply, would make any interest at
this time of the year a factor. Leiter’s in-
fluence is the more commanding by reason
of his grain being of the contract quXlity
and amounting to at least 75 per cent, of
the whole stock in storehouses available for
delivery on speculative sales. But this
does not end his dnterest. No one knows
how large his purchases for future delivery
are. 'The pit as:umes that he is “loag’’
500,000 hels. for January, and that he
bas several million bought for May.
