London, July 26.—As a result of the In­
vestigation Into the cause of the death of 
the late Joseph Slfton, Arva,the eon, Gerald 
Slfton, and Walter Herbert, the hired man, 
were placed under arrest at 2 o'clock this 
morning to await the result of the prelim­
inary trial before Squire Smyth.

Au Alleged Confession.
Since the arrest of the young men ru­

mors have been rife that a confession had 
been made by the boy Herbert. The al­
leged confession made by the boy, according 
to the statement of a crown authority, was 
not one made to the officials before or 
since bis arrest, but consista of statements 
made to witnesses, who will be produced.

These statements were to the effect that 
Slfton and the boy discussed end arranged 
the details of the crime on the morning 
of Slfton’» death, while they were milking 
cows in the shed. When the elder Slfton 
was called to the barn he came np the lad­
der In the hay mow. Herbert struck him 
the first blow with the side of the axe, bnt 
hla heart failed him, and he dropped the 
axe and grabbed the old man's arm to 
keep him from falling. Young Slfton then- 
grabbed the axe and struck two or three 
blows, then drew the old man up thru the 
ladder hole end struck a couple of more 
blows as he lay on the floor. The two then 
carried the unconscious man across the 
floor, and threw him thru the hole In the 
gable to the ground below. They then 
went down and placed the axe and some 
bricks under the head. Slfton then told 
the boy to run and tell the neighbors, 
while he got a doctor.

Say They Can Prove am Alibi.
Barrister T. W. Scandrett, who was this 

morning called In by Slfton and Herbert, 
says he asked the boy If be bad made any 
Incriminating statements, and this the boy 
denied doing. Mr. Scandrett had a long 
conversation with the prisoners, and says 
that Slfton tells a straightforward story of 
hla movements and actions on the night 
preceding, and the morning of Slfton'» 
death.

REGIS BLAMED THE JEWS. In Cuualng the C, P. R. Co. to Reach 
the Decision to Push For­

ward the Work.

Montreal, July 28.—(Special.)—Mr. C. F, 
Hannlngton, C.E., has Just made an Im­
portant survey for the Canadian Pacific 
Railway. It is In connection with the 
building of the North and South Railway 
from Sand Creek, on the Crow's Nest line, 
to Golden, on the main line of tne C.P.H. 
While the Idea of building the road la not 
by any means new, still It waa not gener­
ally expected that work would be complet­
ed for some time to come. There seems 
now, however, a prospect that the Chinese 
war may be partially responsible lor much 
earlier action than originally Intended. 
Should It be deemed advisable to put a 
large fleet In Pacific waters, there seems 
to be little doubt that the Crawl Nest 
Une would be used, 
ready been favorably commented upon by 
the Admiralty. It la also desirable to have 
a thru Une to the coast, to order that the 
product of the mines may be laid down at 
Vancouver at a minimum cost. The build­
ing of this road will mean much to the min­
ing Industry, not only of Bouthefit Koote­
nay, but to the Windermere country.

and when It becomes abnormally elevated 
In price an Industrial depression Is a ne­
cessary sequence. The history of the 
world during the present century Is review­
ed, and It Is shown that the periods of de­
pression In the Are great Iron-producing 
countries of the world were concurrent In 
them all—a fact which supports the 
author's theory that fluctuation In the 
price of Iron was responsible for them all. 
It matters little what the price of Iron 
may be, provided that price Is stable. 
The Industries of a nation, says Mr. Hull, 
depend upon the actions of an aggregation 
of Individuals. When the Individual con­
siders an expenditure for a permanent Im­
provement, and finds that improvement will 
cost BO per cent, to 100 per cent, more 
than It would have done a yver before, 
or Is likely to do a year later, he acts, 
and that action Is almost Ipvarlably a post­
ponement of that Improvement.

This, In a nutshell, Is the reason that 
Industrial depressions follow an abnormal 
advance. Signs are not wanting In this 
country that the abnormal price of ma­
terials of all kinds Is leading up to a 
period of depression,

Mr. Hull points ont that every form of 
enterprise Is dpendent upon Iron, and un­
certainty In the Iron markets means dis­
aster to Industry generally. But the fea­
ture of Mr. Hull's article Is the remedy he 
proposes for preventing these periodical 
disturbances In the Industrial world. Ac­
cording to him, "the only possible way to 
bring Iron under proper control Is to ac­
cumulate, In each of the ' Iron-producing 
countries of the world, a stock of pig Iron 
equal to several months’ production. It 
Will not suffice to do this In one country 
only. The demand from thé others would 
carry Its price up with theirs. Each coun­
try must accumulate an adequate reserve 
stock of Its own. If this be done during 
the next few years, there will be no more 
periods of boom and no more periods of 
Industrial depression, except such short 
temporary Interruptions as may come from 
financial panics; In time, they, too, may be 
understood and prevented.^ If the manu­
facturers of building materials would, at 
this juncture, voluntarily and promptly, 
put down prices to within 10 per cent, 
of normal figures, which Is as low, also, 
as they should ever bare gone, even In 
periods of most marked depression, It 
would revive a large number of the build­
ing enterprises which are now postponed 
or abandoned, and a prolonged Industrial 
depression might even at this late date be 
averted. If, on the other hand, prices are 
held up until sales are forced by the ac­
cumulation of excessive stocks made at 
high cost, then heavy losses and failures 
will occur, confidence will be lost, and no 
amount of reduction will revive the post­
poned enterprises, until the Iron-producing 
nations have passed thru just such an­
other Industrial depression as has hereto­
fore followed each abnormal advance In the 
price of Iron."

A re­
duced tax rate la by no mean» an Imposel- 
blllty. On the contrary, we ^believe It 1» 

quite feaalble It a vigorous effort la made 
all along the line. The rate thla year la 
1914 mille. It used to be 16% mills, which 
waa considered high water mark. What 
la wanted Is the adoption of a policy that 
will re-establish the old rate of 16% mills. 
Thla can be done by working on the fol­
lowing lines:

1. Abolish exemptions or aa many of them 
as possible. Churches at least ought to 
be taxed, and private colleges, seminaries 
and schools. Every six millions Increase 
In the assessment would effect a reduction 
of one mill In the tax rate. A well-directed 
crusade against exemptions, especially of 
churches, ought to effect a reduction of at 
least half a mill In the tax rate.

2. Limit the School Board to a levy of 
five mills. Make thla a feature of the next 
election. Let no candidate be elected who 
will not pledge himself to keep the levy at 
6ve mills or under.

8. Inaugurate some new method of assess­
ing personalty and Incomes. Under the 
present system of assessing Incomes the 
greatest inequalities exist, and a great deal 
of hard feeling Is engendered In conse­
quence.

The August number of Tbe Engineering 

Magazine publishes an Interesting and op­
portune article by George H. Hull on the 
subject of industrial depression», 
feared that we may be on the eve of auch 
a depression at the present time, 
writer attempts to show how Industrial de­
pressions are caused, and he offers a 
theory for avoiding them, or at least miti­
gating their severity.

If this decline In value be 
equal to the preceding advance, It results 
In such enormous losses thst a financial 
panic la the almost certain result. The 
writer shows that Iron la the foundation 
upon which tbe Industrial system rests.

Not 
since the lynching of the Italians several 
years ago has there been such general ex­
citement, Edward McCarthy, a ymmg 
white man who came to this city from New 
York several days ago, appeared before a 
police magistrate yesterday. He had been 
arrested to protect him from a mob which 
was endeavoring to lynch him, because of 
some remarks In connection with the negro 
riot. McCarthy had said that negroes had 
white hearts, were as good as white men, 
and all of them should not bo lynched be­
cause of the action of two Individuals. 
Black as Good as White, He Said. ,

"Do you conedder a negro as good aa a 
white man?’.' asked the Judge. ,

"In body and soul, yes," replied the 
prisoner.

They halted the car, 
pulled the trolley off, ordered about 20 pas­
sengers out snd then murdered the Mack.
