edge. Three of the passengers are
dead, and many serfously injured. That
any escaped is due to the high cour-
age and presence of mind of Maie
‘'Willilam Whelpley, who, with the pilot
pouse wrapped Iin flames, stuck to the
wheel until the steamer was beached.

There is an error in the
published report of cars of stock re-
celved at the City Market on Friday,
inasmuch as you credit us with thirty-
four, while the total receipt was forty-
three cars. In the first paragraph of
your report under the caption ‘“‘Junec-
tion Cattle Market,” it is stated that
“receipts of live stock at the June-
tion cattle market since Thursday
amounted to 16 carloads, composed of
256 cattle,” while the incontrovertible
fact is, that there awere but seven car=
loads, exclusive of arrivals for Thurs-
day’'s market, 1 take it that the
figures published are independent of
those of Thursday, for if not it were
but fair to state that the two days' run
as represented ‘‘by the management’”
of the Stock Yards Co, was 54 car-
loads, while the return from the city
market for a like period as reported
by the railways was 130 carloads, It
has been your wonted practice when
making a weekly comparison between
the two markets, to publish the aum-
ber of cars recelved asg returned by the
Grand Trunk Railway system, and the
Canadian Pacific Rallway, but now
that the ebb has set in and the irade
is returning to the city market, a di-
version is made, and you state that
“the total receipts at the Junction
Cattle Market, as reported by the man=
agers, amounted to 160 cars.”

The $8 a year rent is the miller's [ee
for acting as telephone girl. Even at
this low rate a switchboard is one of
the best paying investments in the mill,
It occupies the same place in the mill-
er's businesg as his family truck gar-
den, and is more profitable, His wife
and children help tend the 'phone, just
as they formerly helped pull weeds and
“bug’’ potatoes. Furthermore, the tele-
phone is the more congenial work, since
the miller's wife and children can learn
more in two minutes at the telephone
than in a week's contemplation of po-
tato bugs.

Now Undergoing Third Step,

At present the farmers’ telephone is
undergoing a third step of transformn-
tion, a reduction in the number of
houses on a line and an increase in
the switches at the mills,

The largest ‘“‘central” is at Liberty,
Mich., where nine lines converge at the
mill, and where the business of the
town has been remodeled to fit the new
fangled telephone., The general. store,
owned by a former Methodist min-
ister, now takes its orders almost ex-
clusively over the 'phone, and delivers
them according to the line on which
the order was given, each line having
ts particular day of the week for de-
ivery of its own orders,

Other prosperous lines are the Som-
erset Centre, Cement City, and Chonte
companies, The last two have metal-
lic circuits, the kind of telephone which
rents in the city for $53.33. The stock-
holders, in place of profits, receive spe-
citl privilege, none buf a stockholder,
for instance, being allowed to put on
an extra telephone without asking per-
mission. Outsiderg usually pay a fee of
$15 for joling a company, tho they
sometimes enter free, except for huy-
ing a telephone.

Telephone Now a Dally Necessity.

The farmers’ telephone, while still im-
perflect, has become a mecessity In
Central Michigan. Farmers use it to
transact their business. Tt keeps them
posted on daily fluctuations in prices,
Buyers no longer travel ahout” among
farmers, but purchase stock and pro-
duce over the telephone,

HOPE FOR RECIPROCITY.

Advoentes Expeet Balfour's
Poliey to Be Adopted.

C S

Washington, Sept, 20.—Every admin-
istration official of prominence who is
foliowing the developments of the Brit-
ish cabinet crisis realizes that the Unit-

ed States is sure to be affected in a
commercial sense whether Mr, Cham-
berlain’s zollverein dream materializes,
or Mr, Balfour’s new fiscal policy
is approved. At present the United
States, with its high protective tariff,
lg getting everything from free trade
England and giving nothing,

Advoeutes of reciprocity are compla-
cent. They confidently expect Mr, Bal-
four's policy to be adopted, to a certain
eéxtent at least, and they believe the
Chamberlain idea of closer union with
the colonies a possibility after a period
of years, These advocateg of recipro-
city believe that the expiration of many
of the commercial treaties between
Buropean countries during the vext
year will be followed by tariff agree-
ments Jess favorabte to the United
States than heretofore and doubtless
less favorable to England.

W. W. Rockhill. former Assistant
Secretary of State, and former Ameri-
can Commissioner to China, said to-
night:

“It is quite natural that advocates
of reciprocity for the United States
should sit complacent at the develop-
ment of the protection idea in Great
Britain. Mr, Chamberlain will be vast-
ly stronger outside of the cabinet than
he was within it. He may not bring
his zollverein idea to fruition while he
lives, because there is much to over-
come, But when it is realized or when
departure is taken from England’s pre-
sent policy the United States cannot
help being affected, altho, of course, it

is impossible to say now just what the |

effcct will be,

“The question is a vast one, Tt will
doubtless teach many people in this
country what reciprocity really means
-~that it includes giving as well as
taking. The reason why we have never
concluded reciprocity treaties, even with
South American countries, is because
we were unwilling to extend any con-
cessions.”

There is no doubt that the administra-
tion is watching the development of
the situation with keenest interest,

Stands by Original Plan,

Not one particle of hig original plan
does be abandon.
