; The unnaturalized enemy alien in this country is
lucky to be alive. He should be grateful 'to the gov-
ernment if in return for his labor he gets a decent
livelihood. The government protects his person and
his property already acquired, but the government
should not put him in the position where he can laugh
at the'enlisted soldier. The government should not
put him in a position where he gets in ease and com-
tbrt $7 a day while the boy at the front gets $1.10.

The remedy for the condition of affairs of which
our people disapprove is clear, albeit drastic. .

There is another way to utilize the labor of the
alien enemy, and that is the way suggested by- Ald.
H. H. Ball at the North Earlscourt meeiing of Mon-
day night, He suggested that the alien enemies’
should be compelled to work in the mines and thus
‘largely increase }he output of gold and silver in
Ontanio. An increase in the annual output of the
precious metals mot only adds to the visible wealth
of the country, but enormously increases the credit of
the government. ' A country which increases its an-
nual output of gold and silver by $50,000,000 increases
its borrowing power or credit by one billion dollars
in the markets of the world. And here again we
would have the government so conscript and dispose
of this labor as not to depress the labor market or
lower the scale of living for loyal Canadian workers.

We favor more money for the soldiers, more com-
fort for the soldiers’ families, and considerably less
wealth and luxury for the alien enemies in our midst.

Military Promotions.

A correspondent overseas of The Star states that
the troops: are more concerned about the question of
promotions and the right retained by the home gov-
~ernment to supervise all army recommendations for
promotion than anything else.

This is no news to anyone who has been in touch
with the correspondence of men, at the front, or heard
their reports on returning, Nothing could do more to
break up the spirit of the army than a policy which
supplants the authority of its .commanding officers.

It is believed that there has been considerable im-
provement in this respect, but there is no reason why
the men at the front should not be left supreme in
their own fleld. If they are not worthy of confidence
and capable of command, they should not be entrusted
with authonity. Having placed them in power they
ghould have the responsibility of that authority. It
48 .the same principle over which a battle has been
waged for many years in the city hall.

It will always be impossible to convince the army
that interference of this kind is not associated with
politics. Now that there is a Union government, and
@o need for partisan patronage or pressure, the op-
portunity would be excellent to abolish anything that
savors of the old system. This should be all the
more easy as General Mewburn, an army man himself,
and an independent, understands the situation from
the inside and will appreciate the desirability of the
seform as anm outsider might not do.

Ukited States; in a recent ‘addresst at New Yotk sk
gested what may be; after-aly; the greatest shock and
loss of the war. - He bdid in effect that Germany’s un-
provoked assault upon civilization, with the cruelties
and miseries that followed in its train, had largely
destroyed for the people of Europe, at least, their
faith in humanity and the upward progress of the
human race,
. 'War &t He Dest 1s an appeal from civilization to
savagery. It Jeonfesses that all the restraints and
conyentions o%civllized society have. broken. down.
The nation: aitapked by the wild beast of militarism'
must fight, maim and kill to save itself; and thus in
the twentieth century of the Christian era we find
millions of 'highly civilized and educated men slaying
and killing with the same ferocity as did their half-
naked ancestors before Europe had be:m reached by
religion, letters and civilization.

True, the great majority of the world is standing
up for civilization; but the fact that some 150 millions
of Europeans : are apparéntly thru with civilization
and desire it no longer to .exist cannot be reassuring
to the leaders of thought who, Mr. Garrod feels, will
searcely be able to grapple with the problems of xe-
construction. :

It is the hope of the allies that Germany and the
central powers will learn thru the humiliation of an
overwhelming defeat that war, as our prime minister
aptly puts it, “does not pay.” Much may be done
after the war to protect small states from aggression
and to preserve the peace of the world. The soldiers
in all the armjes who fought in this great war will
naturally labor kegp the peace; they will not de-

fler as they have done. Nations
will quarrel in the future the same ag individuals, but
much may be brevent these quarrels from
culminating in ¢ and fratricidal wars, Yet for a
century at least there will be apprehensions of another
great world catastrophe. As Mr. Garrod so eloguently
says in his address, to which we have already referred:

Quite apart from Dersonal losses I think there
is also the different kind of loss which I am dn-
clined to regard as one that is deeper. I will
call it, for want of: g better name, the loss of
faith. !

That this war should have happened at all,
that it should have happened in the manner in
which it has happened, that it should have been
waged with the cruelty and inhumanity for which
you can find no parallel since the dark ages—all
that is something which hag gone very far to
break our faith in "justice, in humanity, and in
the right government of the universe. All our
moral and ‘intellectual and social standards have
been, so to speak, overthrown. Everything which
we lived by seems to have dropped away, leaving
us confused and bewildered.

Mr. Garrod . believes that America must aid in the
moral as well as the physical reconstruction of Europe,
for he fears the statesmen of the old world will come
out of the war “with unsteady nerves, with Judgment
no longer cool, and with hearts shaken.”

Possibly the British Empire, if it is to be reorgan-
ized, must draw more- freely for counsel and direction
upon the great- oversea dominions, World-wide
changes are impending not so much from the war as
from what must follow after the war. It is the social
readjustment rather than dynastic changes and geo-
graphical readjustments that will make the tweantieth
century an epoch In the history of the world,

A Danish member of the Ger-
ran Reichstag has just visited Nor-
way on what can undoubtedly be
described as a pacifying mission, and
a mass of inspired editorial matter is
being telegraphed from the German
press and by the correspondents in
Eerlin in an endeavor to eonvince
Norwegians of the unwisdom of ex-
treme anti-German feeling and of the
benevolence of German intentions as
respects them.

West Land heguiations

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a
Quarter-section of available Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-
berta. Applicant must appear in person
at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-
Agency for the District. Entry by proxy
may be raade at any Dominion Landa
Agency (bui not Sub-Agency) on cer-
tain conditions.

Duties.—Six .months' residence upen
and cuitivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on a
farm of at least 80 acres, on certain con-
ditions. A habitable house is required,
except where residence is performed in
the vicinity,

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-:
section alongside his homestead. Price,

WHEAT FROM CANADA
POURING OVER BORDER

Removal of Duty Has Had Marked
Effect on Movement,

Washington, Nowv. 27, —Canadian
wheat is pouring into the United
States duty free thru every customs
district on ‘the mnomthern border in
largely increasing volume, the depart-
ment of commerce announced today.

For the nime months ending with
last Septemibe the United States dm-
ported from Canada 21,490,269 bushel
over 14,000,000 of wihich came in tree
after April 16 This was the date on
which Canada removed its import duty
and which automaticauly let wheat en-
ter the Unfited States duty free under
the tariff law. During - these nine
months wheat flour imports totaled
403.270 barrels, of which 297,000 came
in free, against a botal of 157,289 bar-
rels in the same period of 1916, and
hardly more  ithan 90,000 in 1915.

The heaviest of this traffic was thiu
Buffalo, Mowvement of Canadian flour
ito the west coast is noticeabie.
