It is probable that the eteps which society will
take ut no greut distant period, i its Progress towards
general liberty und huppiness, will be capid and simul-
taneous. Even at prescut, there is evidently a stir-
ring of men’s minds on the continent of Euiope,
which shews that etforts: will soon be mede to throw
off the restruints of those vicious sud tyiannical in-
stitutions which hive hitherto fettered their encrgies.
Tbis, indeed, scems to be ong great feature in the
progress of sociery, that the humau mind silenily ad-
vances, under all the disadvantoges of political re-
straint, till it acaquires at lust such u strength and im-
petus as at once reuders it intolerable to live longer in
bondage, and ¢enables it, by o violeut elort, te bacuk
its bonds asunder.  When the iustitutions of a coun-
try ure out-grown by tle intelligence of its inhabitants,
the breuch between them becomes every day wider
aud more incursble frow the pragress thut tohes place
on the ong side, and fram inercase of degenerscy on
the other, till ag last the government, being stript gra-
dually of every suppost, excepting thag fecbie wnd
piecarious degree of it which it derives from those
who gre in its immediate employment, paishes almost
without a struggle. When the yoke is thws thrown
off in ene instanee, 8 stimulus i3 given to all aiher
countrics who are stiil subjeet toit; and a prae
example is held out to them, thut may et once direet
their exertions, and warn them to uvoid the dungers
eucountered by those who have been the firat (o de-
clare war aguinse tyranay. It is therefore prebuble
that no future revoiution of this kind will be attended
with the same violent sonvulsion, or will produce the
same calawities which were produced by the fisi
French. The minds of men are now fur more deeply
impregnated with rational views of fiberty, taun they
were ut the time of the Fronch revolution 3 and they
are therefore the less likely to give way to catru
gance or disorder.

But, when the worst obstacles to public huppiness
shall have been removed, by the establishment of Jibe-
ral and enlightened institutions in ull those countries
where the advaneed stato of society calls for it, the
human mind will acquire a wonderful tmpetus towards
liberty and happiness by its mere emancipaticn from
former restraings,  The more complete ton, that ju-
litical institutions ure adapred to the metunl st - i
society, the greater will be the aecendancy ef libvrul
principles, and the firmer will be our secnrity sguinst
future retrogression, 1f society is ever brouglt to this
state, it is not probuble th.t there will be afterwards
any great changes or violent convulsions, but its sub-
sequent progress, though quiet and unobtrusive, will
be prodigiously acceleruted by the barmony that will
then exist bevween the feelings and attainments of the
people und the structure of their institutions, as well
as by the mutual aid which they will contribute in
devcleping cach other.  What degree of progress
may then be made, in all those acquirements which
exult the intellectual and moral dignity of man, or in-
crease his capacity of happiness, it excecds our powers
