Condusion of New Alliance
Will Guarantee the “Peace
of Portsmouth.”

Londom, Sept. 1.—The conclusion of the
new Anglo-Japanese treaty of alliance
which the Associated Press announced ot
Aug. 25 had been signed, has only now
bacome definitely knmown to the Emnglish
newspapers, which are keenly iubm-eswg
in it and are anxiously discussing its praob-
able contents. ;

An important modification binding eith-
er pcrwsrmooomevtdtheusiscameoihhe
other if attacked by one, instead as in the
old treaty, by two powers, causes dis-
quietude in some quarters wbere it is
thought to add enormously to Great Bri-
tain’s respomsibility; but on the whole
complete satisfaction is expressed as to the
scope of the mew treaty, as far as it is at
present known.

“The Anglo-Japanese treaty will guaran-
tee the terms of the Portsmouth treaty.

MONEY MARKET
A STRONG POINT

. (Wsall Street Journal)

In every comparison of money market con-
ditions .as they exist today with those of
‘former years, this consideration must con-
stantly be held in view—namely: that since
the passage of the gold standard act of 1900
putting the United States actually upon the
gold basis, the New York money market has
been taken into full fellowship with the
money markets of London, Paris and Ber-

n

These four markets must now be estimated
in large measure as four parts of one whole.
The reserves of one are at the service of the
| other three to a greater degree than ever
| betore. From this point cf view it is of
| immense interest to note that the aggregate
| reserves of gold and silver held by the great
| reserve banks of New  York, London, Paris
and Berlin amount to nearly $1,540,000,000,
and if we estimate that every dollar of Te-
serves has a potential credit capacity of $5
this $1,540,000,000 of gold and silver reserve
money stands for a gsible credit of $7,-
500,000,000, Undoubtedly the actual credit
capacity is really greater than that amount.

Hepe then -we have a fact that must al-
ways be estimated at full value in any an-
alysis of the money market. Let the con-
ditions of one market, exhibit by the ioan-
ing rate the necessity for more money, and
everything else being equal this will be forth
coming from the other money centres, for
now there is no suspicion of the soundness
of the American monetary system,

Another factor almost equally significant
is the fact that owing to the financial con-
centration which has taken place, the New
York money market is under much firmer
control than ever before.
