REPUBLIC OF LIBERIA.
It is not one oftho least striking and impressive 

signs of the times, that a republican government 
should nt Ibis moment ho in lull operation on the 
Coast of Africa, the darkest part of the world. 
Africa has heretofore been a kind of mysterious 
land, chiefly knoxvn ns a mart for the sale of mcn 
and women,—a quarry of human flesh, to be work­
ed by men in whoso breasts conscience wits n 
petrifaction, and Immunity a blank. To the tri­
bunal of infinite justice these enemies of llieir kind 
are filially responsible; lur whatever might have 
been tlio benevolence of Lns Casas, or the philan­
thropie reasoning ofHir John llaxvkins, it is certain 
that the sacra Janies unri, the accursed lust of gold 
lias been the predominating principle which lias 
actuated them. It is true indeed that along with 
these scenes of progressive guilt, a beneficent law 
of Providence lias been operating, hy wliicll the 

Iwcculors. highest good is often educed from the deepest and 
darkest evil ; but not less flagrant, is the crimi­
nality of those who dared to bo the authors of that 
evil. All tlio priceless blessings which in this 
land of llieir captivity have met the descendants of 
iho African captives, especially that croxvning 
blessing, the Light of Lite, would, hot lor their 
transportation hither have been shut out from them. 
To nee, ns wo have seen, a thousand black com- 

iii!h stand up in the Clittreli of God, nml 
raise high llieir voices in praise of the true God, 
till the walls seemed almost to tremble xvitli the 
energy of tlio echo,—this xvuuld leach the most 
obtuse mind, that not in vain were even Africans 
cost upon this continent. If millions have in the 
succession of centuries been subjected to Ameri­
can bondage, hundreds of thousands have been 

redeeiie'd” from sin, and made heirs of “the 
kingdom.” Tlio temporary still'erings of this mor­
tal stall! are lighter than a feather xvlicn compared 
xvitli such a reversion.

Nevertheless, Iho position of this fragmentary 
portion of tlio African race is a false one. Vio­
lence brought lliem hern, and hy violence Ims their 
captivity been perpetuated. Their position here 
seems to lie a continual -infraction of some Imv of 
Providence. Noxv, if in the physical world, there 
is lur every poison a counteracting remedy, to he 
discovered find applied by the industry, ingenuity 
and skill uf men, so in the moral xvorld xvo iiiiikI 
believe there is nil antidote for every bane, nml it 
is the duty of limn to find it. When the midnight 
nf Iho middle ages had oppressed tlio human mind, 
till it cried out for relief, the light ofllte i'iiksi,— 
a noxv sun in tho nuirai firmament, dawned upon 
mankind ; ami to this hour has been augmenting 
its pnxvcr and brightness. That light has even 
shone upon Africa. Think of a printing press in 
Africa !

Tho want of commerce among the nations oftho 
earth, n real evil tvlion cuntuniplulcd from the mid* 
illu ol the iiinelceiilli century, xvns supplied hy tlio 
discovery of Iho mamier’s compass, tlio inniiciiMu 
influences of which discovery is itself a study. 
The absurdity, equalled only by the effrontery of 
certain practices at tlio commencement oftho six­
teenth century. Iir*t liravoked tho spirit of reforma- 
4ion, wliicll* rising wilh Iho exigencies of the times, 
gathered strength as il rose, and burst the shackles 
that IuhI fo long bourn! the noble poxvers of man. 
Tim destitution and misery of human beings in 
prisons and dungeons first invoke Ilio benevolent 
spirit of Howard, tv ho xvent forth under the smile 
of heaven to “lake the gugr and dimensions” of 
human suffering.—Tlio severity and oppression of 
a foreign government mused tlio spirit of resis­
tance in the colonies, ami a new nation sprang into 
being xvitli full powers of self government, ami 
xvitli a charier that seems destined to cover with 
its broad provisions tlio wauls and the rights of the 
human race.

Bus- 
bequius, who went as ambassador to Constantino­
ple in the seventeenth century, says “ There is 
r.o creature so gentle as a Turkish horse, nor more 
respectful to his master, or the groom that dresses 
him. The reason is, because they treat their horses 
with great lenity. The countrymen in Ponlus 
stroke them, bring them into their houses, and 
almost to their tables, and use them even like child­
ren ; and the grooms frequently sleek them down 
with their hands, and never use a cudgel to bang 
their sides but in cases of necessity. This makes 
their horses great lovers of mankind ; and they are 
so far from kicking, wincing, or growing untract- 
able by this gentle usage, that you will hardly find 
an ill-tempered horse amongst them.” The Turk­
ish horse takes rank with the Arabian and the Barb 
as a contributor to the improvement of the English 
horse.—“ Rural Cyelopiedia.”
