Moncton, July 1—Dominion Day here 
rked by a record breaking exoduswas ma

from the city. There being no attraction 
in the line of sports at home the citizens 
left town in large numbers to spend the 
day. The local I. C. R. ticket office re­
ports the largest number of tickets sold 
and the largest receipts on a holiday in 
the history of the office.

An event of local interest was the 
laying of the corner stone of the Chris­
tian Brotherhood hall, which took place 
this morning at 8 o'clock by Rev. Gratton 
Dockrell, pastor of the First Baptist 
church, in the presence of a large crowd. 
A large number of the members of the 
brotherhood celebrated the day by assist­
ing in the erection of the hall and the 
place was a busy scene from early morn­
ing until late this evening. The frame 
was raised and good progress made with 
the building by the large crowd of work-

Thus coffee and sugar, 
which form by far the largest items in 
the importation of foodstuffs, show in 
case a decline and in the other no ad­
vance, while tea and cocoa, of which the 
value of the imports is less than one- 
fourth that of coffee and sugar, show an 
advance.

June bagging, of the class deeignated by 
the tariff classification as “not exceeding 
30 threads to the square inch,” shows a 
price per pound in 1898 of 4.7c and in 1906, 
5.6c.; burlaps, not exceeding 30 threads to 
the square inch, show a pricç per pound in
1898 of 4.5c and in 1906, 6.2c; steel rails 
show an average price per ton in 1898 of 
$22,38 and in 1906, $2344; tin plate shows 
an average price per pound in 1898 of 2.2c. 
and in 1906, 2.8c; while cotton cloths show 
in 1897 an average valuation of 12c per 
square yard, and in 1907, 16c.

Tn exports the prices show in practically 
all cases an advance, but averaging less 
that that found in imports. The advances 
in prices are as follows : Turpentine, an ad­
vance of 154 per cent; rosin, 126 per cent; 
sawed timber, 105 per cent; copper in in­
gots, bars and plates, 91 per cent; apples 
91 per cent; lumber, 67 per cent; cotton­
seed oil, 53 per cent, raw cotton, 42 per 
cent; oil cake and meal, 42 per cent; meat 
and dairy products, 38 per cent; boots 
and shoes, 31 per cen; sole leather, 29 
per cent; wheat, 28 per cent; unmanufac­
tured tobacco, 21 per cent; steel rails, 21 
per cent; wire, 15 per cent, and fertilizers, 
2 per cent.

Taking" the 25 articles named in the list 
of imports and the 25 articles named in 
the list of exports and giving to each its 
proper weight (according to the value of 
the trade) in order to obtain a proper 
“weighted average.” it appears from the 
figures of the Bureau of Statistics that the 
average advance in price of these 25 ar­
ticles imported has been 55.21 per cent, 
and of the 25 articles of export included in 
the list the advance has been 38.06 per 
cent, comparing in this calculation the av­
erages for the ten months of the fiscal 
year 1907 with those of the correspond­
ing ten months of 1897.

WASHINGTON, July 1—The advance 
in prices abroad of articles imported into 
the United States, recently noted by the 
Bureau of Statistics of the Department 
of Commerce and Labor, seems to have 
occurred largely in manufacturers mater­
ials, and, in a more limited way, in man­
ufactures, while foodstuffs show little ad­
vance and in some cases a decline.

The advance in prices shown in the 
principal articles imported, comparing av- 
erage prices in the ten months ending 
with April, 1907, with those of the corre­
sponding months of 1897, are as follows. 
Pig tin, an advance of 207 per cent; cop- 
Mr in pigs, bars, ingots, etc., 127 per 
cent; unmanufactured fibers, 117 per cent; 
iron ore, 108 per cent; shellac, 107 per 
cent; raw cotton, 69 per cent; lumber, 64 
per cent; hides and skins, 63 per cent, 
india rubber, 59 per cent; raw silk, 57 
per cent; wood pulp, 56 per cent; wool, 
32 per cent; nitrate of soda, 31 per cent, 
and pig iron, 22 per cent.

In foodstuffs imported the more import­
ant articles show in some cases a decline 
and in others but a slight advance. Tak­
ing the average price for the ten months 
ending April, 1907, and comparing with 
that for the corresponding period of 1897 
sugar shows an advance of slightly less 
than 1 per cent, coffee shows a decline of 
over 29 per cent; tea an advance of 100 
per cent, cocoa an advance of 48 per cent, 

' distilled spirits an advance of 15 per cent, 
and champagne and other sparkling wines 
an advance of 2 per cent.

While the figures above quoted show 
.merely the percentage of advance or de­
cline in each case, the actual advance or 
falling off in price per unit of quantity 
is equally interesting. Pig tin shows an 
advance from 13c. per pound in 1897 to 
40c. per pound in 1907; copper in pigs, 
ingots, bars, etc., from 8 l-2c. per pound 
in 1897 to 19c. in 1907; unmanufactured 
fibers, from $61 per ton in 1897 to $133 
per ton in 1907; iron ore, from $1.44 per 
ton in 1897 to $3 per ton in 1907; shellac, 
from 16c. per pound in 1897 to 32c. in 
1907; tea, from a little. over 12c. per 
pound in 1897 to a fraction above 24c. in 
1907; raw cottop, from 11 l-2c. per pound 
in 1897 to 19c. in 1907; hides and skins, 
from 14c. per pound in 1897 to 22c. in 1907 ; 
boards, planks and deals, from $10 per 
M. feet in 1897 to $17 in 1907; raw silk, 
from $2.41 per pound in 1897, to *3.76 in 
1907; wood pulp, from $19 per ton in 1897

More than half of 
the court’s day was occupied in reading to 
the jury copies of the documents which 
Friedman took from the Pinkerton records. 
They were chiefly the daily reports of 
secret agents operating as spies among the 
unions at Cripple Creek, Victor, Globes- 
ville, Colorado City, Trinidad and Denver, 
and showed a complete surveillance of the 
Western Federation of Miners and the 
United Mine Workers of America during 
the labor troubles in Colorado in 1903-1904. 
Pinkerton men. they showed, eat in the 
federation convention at Denver in 1904, 
reporting all proceedings.

None of the reports that were produced 
by Friedman and read to the jury by Clar- 

Darrow, contained other than general 
references to the collateral issues of the 
trial, but they were offered in substantia­
tion of the charge by the defense that the 
Pinkerton agency conspired for the de­
struction of the Western Federation of 
Minem and the lives of the leaders.

The prosecution offered no opposition to 
any feature of Friedman’s testimony and 
no objection to the introduction of the 
documents that the defense obtained 
through him.

When Friedman was handed over for 
cross-examination, the state endeavored to 
ascertain whether Friedman had any more 
reports or letters bearing on the general 
issue. It attacked Friedman on the ground 
that he had played the Pinkertons false; 
had violated hie pledge to them and had 
stolen the documents which he produced; 
but the witness would not admit that he 
had stolen the papers and would not allow 
Senator Borah to call him a “Pinkerton.”

There, is a story to the effect that while 
playing about the tents of the Uncle 
Tom’s Cabin show on the Weldon lot 
last week young Wilson was knocked 
down and kicked in the abdomen by a 
companion, and had to be carried home.

Coroner Berryman, when asked regard­
ing this report said he had heard it, and 
an investigation had proved that the lad 
was not kicked at all.

Among the passengers arriving by the 

steamer Yale this morning was one gen­
tleman who is particularly well known in 
St. John. He is none other than Profes­
sor James S. Pitt, who achieved fame in 
Boston where he is known as “the lightn1 
ing barber,” holding the championship of 
the world for speed shaving. Mr. Pitt is 
now deeply interested in an invention 
which he believes will revolutionize wire­
less telegraphy and this belief is shared by 
many of his friends.

Although he is not anxious to discuss 
the merits of his invention at present, yet 
Mr. Pitt is convinced that he has im­
proved upon the Marconi system.

Talking to the Times this morning he 
said he had ample backing and was pre­
pared to challenge Signor Marconi for a 
competitive test of the two systems for 
from $10,000 to $20,000 per side, the test 
to take place in any part of the United 
States or in St. John.

“Yes, I will challenge Marconi,” said 
Mr. Pitt, “and if I, with my machine can­
not do everything Marconi does and 
more, then I am prepared to admit 
defeat. Marconi has an instrument on 
Partridge Island, and so far he, to my 
mind, has as yet accomplished nothing. I 
claim that by my method I can send mes­
sages further than can Marconi, and also 
that my messages cannot be diverted or 
perverted. This claim I am prepared to 
back with money at any time.

Professor Pitt is accompanied by his 
brother, T. S. Pitt, eye and ear special­
ist, of Boston, and Dr. Charles Pitt, sur­
geon-dentist of Cambridge, Mass. They 
will spend some days as the guest of Wil­
lard Pitt, Long Reach, and will return 
to Boston on Tuesday. Professor Pitt is 
a former St. John man, and is particularly 
well known here.
