THE economic and political situa- 
1 tion of Europe is—to put it mild­

ly—disturbing. ,
Balance must somehow be restored. 

There are only two peoples disinter­
ested enough, capable enough, imagi­
native enough and powerful enough to 
achieve the task. They are the two 
great English-speaking nations, the 
United States and the British Empire. 
The foment in Europe and Asia is a 
menace not only to world peace, but 
to civilization as we know it.

Australia can appreciate what tra­
dition policy and desire of America to 
keep herself free from ancient hatreds 
and embroilments of the Old World. 
But I hope that this will not prevent 
America’s co-operating with the Brit­
ish Empire in an attempt to rectify 
matters. And I hope that in consider­
ing the question you will try to for­
get the misunderstanding which exists 
in Europe toward your people and 
ignore the recriminations as coming 
from a people too distracted to think.

The radio engineer talks of “channels” through 
the ether.

less nervous effort result, and is no 
concrete good either for the system or 
in aiding productivity. Even at break­
fast, I will not allow, myself coffee. It 
is never served me after dinner. My 
lone glass of milk in the morning is 
the perpetual and changeless breakfast.

My big meal comes at two. It is big 
in proportion to my other meals, but 
a mere snack compared with the lavish 
array of fancy courses served in the 
ordinary home of high estate. I take 
but one dish and that dish is composed 
of the simplest possible ingredients. 
The cooking is simple — there arc no 
elaborate fixings. There is a small 
piece of meat, plaint roasted or fried, 
or a small piece of fish, boiled or fried. 
There arc green vegetables — either 
some spinach, peas, green beans or 
celery, simply boiled in water, never 
dressed in a fancy way nor splattered 
with butter. The simpler this food is 
cooked tile better it conserves its nour­
ishment. There is never a dessert. 
After the one dish, I may take an 
apple or a pear, but nothing more.

In my own problem of diet, I have 
been guided largely by what experience 
has taught me. I am not a physician 
and do not give out rules of general 
application by which everyone should 
be guided. I have studied my own par­
ticular case and I know what foods 
agree with me and give me the great­
est net results in health and produc­
tivity. I am not an expert on nutrition. 
I do not know the intricacies of the 
chemical and physiological reactions, 
but I do know the general effects of the 
various foods, especially on myself. It 
is therefore in the light of this experi­
ence that I discipline my eating that 
it may serve me to the enhancement 
of my mental and physical faculties, 
rather than that I should serve it at 
the painful cost of ailment and lcth-

all read it Ccsira, my cook, who is the only ser­
vant I have and who performs the 
manifold functions of maid, waitress 
and those of any other domestics, 
knows how simple everything has to 
be. She never attempts to show her 
culinary skill by producing elaborate 
dishes, choosing rather to subordinate 
her art to the stern desires of lier mas­
ter. She never discusses the dishes 
with me. She never inquires what I 
would like. She makes her own menu 
from the very limited range of meat, 
fish and vegetables which I have de­
cided render me the most nourishment 
for my particular organism.

The one dish contains enough to keep 
me at my task in the best condition.
I eat more fish than meat. It is a 
great nerve food. It does .not tax 
digestion nor impede my energy. I in­
sist on being ready for work at all 
times. Frugality of diet is absolutely 
necessary for the maintenance of an 
alert and responsive spirit. Big meals 
can only retard the physical and men­
tal processes. Big meals with their 
attendant physiological reactions arc 
only conducive to inaction and dullness.

I consider our great Italian dishes, 
such as macaroni, ravioli, spaghetti, 
etc., very toothsome. Our entire 
Italian cuisine is delicious, but, like all 
the others, it must be indulged in with 
due regard to conditions. Macaroni is 
an excellent food and food which. I 
really enjoy, but it is not especially 
adapted for me. Macaroni is a great 
muscle builder. It has proven its worth 
as one of the chief foods of a vast part 
of our population engaged in the heavy 
physical toil of the fields and work­
shops.

Milk is one of my principal foods.
I .take four glasses daily. One at break­
fast, another at two, one at six, while 
in the Palazzo Chigl at work, and the 
last at ten o’clock at night. The nutri­
ment in milk is too well known to al­
low of comment. From the infant to 
the aged, it serves mankind, offering 
him practically all he needs in his 
dally grind. It is a food almost suffi­
cient for any eventuality.

For the great mass of our people, 
bread is still “the staff of life.” It is 
the one food upon which millions and 
millions of them depend almost entirely 
for their existence. It provides the 
manual worker with the fuel necessary 
for his arduous physical tasks. For the 
brain-worker, it is not so efficacious 
and should therefore be eaten in moder­
ate quantities. I cat bread sparingly, 
finding that It requires prolonged 
physical effort to work off, while at the 
same time it does not enhance the ac­
tive functioning of the organs of 
mental labor, on which the great bulk 
of my work depends.
