New York, March 24—The Associated |
Press today issues the following on the
Hungarian situation: ¥

T'ie Questun v waé barrier which the
peace conference . intended to erect
against the spread of Bolshevism into
the former central powers has come
sharply to the front as a result of the
situation in Hungary, where Bolshevik
elements have seiged the power and de-
clared that a state of war exists be-
tween Hungary and the Entente Powers.

Premiers of the Allied states were
called to meet in special session in Paris
at 3 o'clock this afternoon and it was
reported that important military decis-
ions might be taken at the meeting of
the )supreme council at 4 o’clock regard-
ing the situation in Hungary and Po-
land. It is indicated by Paris news-
papers that ackion looking to military
movements were taken by Premier Clem-
enceau and M. Pichon yesterday.

Paris  newspaper writers expregs the
belief that Germany may be behind the
movement to defeat the wopk of the
peace conference. Some commentators
in London see the Hungarian situation
as partly the result of the delay of the
peace conference in bringing abovtg,t

Rioting is reportea to have occurte
in Budapest, but there is no reliable i
formation regarding the Entente trooy
whieh-heve. been.in Hungary for sev
months. The French divisions are at
Budapest and Serbian and Russian troops
areyavailable for use in Hungary should
thei’¥y services be needed. The extremist
clement in Hungary is said to be in ab-
solute control and has been in wireless
control with Premier Lenine in Moscow.
In addition it has called on the workers
of adjoining countries to rise against
their governments.

It is understood, in®Paris, according
to one report, that the three Polish di-
visions in France will be shipped at once
to Danzig. The Allied proposal to use
Danzig as the port of debarkation for
these troops was one of the main couses
for the breaking off by the Germans of
negotiations with the Allied commission
in Poland. German newspapers have
strongly denounced the proposal to give
Poland the port of Danzig and a cor-
ridor to it. .

The extremists are active in Vienna,
but the government still is in control.!
Reports from Czecho-Slovakia, where
the Bolshevik movement is reported to|
be strong, are meagre.

Reports that the Russian Bolsheviki
had large forces of troops in Galicia
ready to advance into Hungary sti
confirmation from reliable sources. The
Bolsheviki, however, are within 100’
miles of the eastern frontier of Galicia,!
but reports late last week were to the
effect that the anti-Bolshevik Ukrain-
ians were driving the Bolsheviki back in
the region of the Pripet marshes, north- |
ast of Lemberg, which the Poles were
forced to give up to the Ukrainians.

wireless exchanges between Lenine, Bel-
speviki premier of Russia, and the for-
eign representative’ of the new Hun-
garian communistic government are re-
ceived in advices from Budapcst. Le-
nine was told that the Hungarian pro-
letariat had seized power and had in-
troduced a proletariat dictatrship.
Greetings were sent to Lenine as “leader
of the international proletariat.

In greeting the Russian proletariat,the
new Hungarian government rxpressed
solidarity with the revolutionary u (ve-
ment.

In his reply Lenine stated thut he had
submitted the Hungarian greeting to the
Bolshevist congress at Vosc:w which
had received it with great ¢nthusiasm.
He added: “In order to communicate
between Moscow and Budipest and re-
port on the military situation it is neces-
sary to maintain permancat wireless
eommunication between the two cities.”
He concluded by extending “communist
greetings and a handshake.”

Paris, March 24—The situation is as
serious as that which arose when the
congress of Vienna learned of Napol-
eon’s return from Elbe. - Today, as 100
years ago, negotiators have provoked and
have been surprised by destiny, writes
S. T. Bryce in the Journal.

“The problem before the council of
ten today,” he continues, “is not the fate
of ‘the German cables, or the Teschon
commission, but the imperative necessity
of having Poland and Roumania rebuild
the water-tight compartment which has
collapsed. Otherwise Germany, declar-
ing herself alone in a position to save
western civilization, will lay down her
own peace terms instead of those the
Allies propose to dictate to her, or ‘will
threaten to take the lead in the Bol-
shevik movement.”

This extract from an editorial accur-
ately reflects the views of the foreign
.editors of French newspapers respecting
the latest events in' Hungary. Some ex-
press reserve as to how far the move-
ment is or is not inspired by Germany,
but they generally agree in placing the
principal blame for the event on the
procrastination of the peace conference,
and insisting upon immediate steps to
fight Bolshevism.

The national war savings committee,
appointed by the chancellor of the ex-
chequer in February, 1916, had three
aims:

1. To explain to all classes the neces-
sity for saving during the war.

2. To create a country-wide organi-
zation to preach war savings and pro-
vide facilities for lending small sums.

8. To encourage as many people as
possible to hold government securities
and to offer them the newly invented
war savings certificate.

The campaign was  founded on the
simple economic truth that to spend
money means to make someone work
for you, and that anyone who spent for
his or her private purposes more than
was absolutely essential for health and
efficiency was using up someone’s work
and making it more rifficult for the gov-
ernment to find people to do work need-
ed to win the war.

The committee’s first effort was to
give wide publicity to this truth and to
encourage or shame every member of the
community into contributing his or her

!

It then began to organize the country.
It established local war savings com-
mittees to encourage and supervise, and |
war savings associations which banded
their members together to become regu-
{lar savers and buy war savings certi-
| ficates through their association,

The war savings certificate was an en-
tirely new form of government security.
It combined the advantages of being
absolutely safe, yielding as high a rate
of interest as any British government
security, absolute freedom from income
tax, and of being convertible into cash
at any time.

After 2 discouraging start, when war
saving was universally unpopular, the
campaign succeeded beyond the highest
expectations. ‘On Jan. 1, 1919, there were

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in Great Britain over 2,000 war savings
committees, flourishing and active self-
governing bodies so distributed that
there was one within easy reach of every
inhabitant. They supervised ovei<50,000
war savings associations. The total
number of war savings certificates sold
exceeded 270,000,000 and less than 10,-
000,000 had been cashed. Something
over £200,000,000 had been contributed
through war savings certificates and at
least one-third of the 45,000,000 inhabit-
ants of Great Britain had become hold-
ers of government securities.

The success of the war savings com-
mittee was such that in January, 1917,
it was called on to place its organization
at the disposal of the treasury for con-
ducting the campaign for the war loan
of January and February, 1917, when
close on £1,000,000,000 was subscribed. '
During the spring and summer of 1917 it
conducted the food savings campaign’
which preceded the introduction of the |
rationing system in Great Britain.

‘Finally it is the war savings committee;

which from October, 1917, onwards has
had charge of the campaign for selling

‘national war bonds, which has continued !

‘from that time on without cessation and
has produced over £1,600,000,000 of sub-
scriptions.

The natiofal war savings committee
in Great Britain does not mean to let
its work conf¢ to an end with the end
of the war. Indeed the vigorous war
savings associations and local commit-
tees would not permit this even if the!
central committee were to slacken its ef-
forts. The end of military activity has
not ended the need for saving. This is,
of course, as true in Canada as in the
United Kingdom. The work needed to
win the war has indeed been provided
—the goods have been delivered—but
the burden of paying for them.remains.
For four and a half years the British
Empire has not only stopped providing
capital for new developments, but has
also had to be sparing of repairs and re-
newals to its existing plant. If the bur-
den of the war debts is to be lightened
and, if work is to be found- for the re-
turned soldier, capital must be provided
to put the machine of industry into or-
der and keep it in activity, and capital
can only be created by saving. The post-
armistice motto of the war sawvings com-
mittee in Great Britain is “spend wise-
ly.” FEvery bit saved and invested be-
comes capital which will be used for
reproductive purposes, and will provide
others with work.

In Canada I understand that the money
raised by war savings certificates will be
used directly for reconstruction expendi-
ture. It will thus provide work for the
returned Canadian soldier and add to
Canada’s wealth. The goods which that
work produces can be lent to the Allies
in Furope and to the people of Great
Britain in exchange for their obligations
—a perfect example of that spirit of co-
operation among individuals in small
things to produce world-wide results
which is at the basis of the war savings
movement.

Claim Presented to Clemenceau as

Head of Peace Conference in
Paris

Paris, March 24—Leaders of the Egyp-
tian Nationalist movement, describing
their bedy ‘as ‘t‘he Egyptian Association
of Paris,” have addressed to M. Clem-
enceau, as president of the peace con-
ference, a letter asking that the con-
ference, in accordance with the determ-
ining rights of peoples, as proclaimed
by President Wilson, hear and adjudge
the claim of the Egyptian people to na-
tional independence apart ‘from au-
tonomy.

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SOLDIER AND LEGISLATOR.

Every member of the legislature’ who
has spoken since the session began has
referred to what we owe the soldiers
who went overseas; and to what should
be done to prove ourselves worthy of
their devotion and sacrifice.

Every New Brunswick soldier who
went overseas had opportunity from
time to time to read the newspapers
from home. He therefore learned that
while he was making his body a bul-
wark to save us from the Hun there
were politicians in his native province
who were betraying the trust of the
people and dragging the name of New
Brunswick in the mire.

How would it do as a tribute to the
soldiers, and as a guarantee of good
faith, to clean house at Fredericton, and
send those politicians back to private
life?

They, Iike the soldiers, had an oppor-
tunity, though not in the trenches, to
prove their patriotism and their devo-
tion to the cause of humanity. How
they availed themselves of it is told in
reports of commissions, based on sworn
evidence. A soldier can read it, as well
as any civilian. He can make compar-
isons. He can analyze motives and
form judgment on the actions which
speak louder than words. He has his
eye on the legislative chamber at Fred-
ericton. With that mew vision which
came to him in the welter of .blood and
misery when he stood face to.face with
death, he is judging men and measures.
The members of the legislature should
not forget that his eyes are upon them
and what they do this week. They are
being put to the test. He has heard
their professions, and awaits their acts.
He did something to make the world
safe for democracy. Will they do their
part to make democracy safe for the
world?

FIGHTING THE POWER COM-
PANY.

The New Brunswick Power Company
sets down its assets, in its last annual
report, at $5,650,910.98. This includes
the $2,000,000 of common stock.

The Currier commission values the
company’s property at $2,800,000. It
would, however, recognize the §$3,100,-
000 of stocks and bonds, and would add
$500,000 more when a surplus reserve
of $300,000 had been built up. This
would eventually make the total $3,600,-
000,

The amount of capital when the New
Brunswick Power Company took over
the property was $2,057,000.

The city’s experts value the com-
pany’s property at $1,850,000, contend-
ing that the $2,05%,000 contained some
watered stock.

Somewhere between the company’s
claim ofs$5,650,910.98 and the city’s es-
timate of $1,850,000 will be the valuation
fixed by the legislature. The Currier
. commission does not indicate by what
means it increased the city’s estimate
from $1,850,000 to $2,800,000; nor make
it clear why upon a valuation of $2,800,-
000 there should be exacted a return on
$3,100,000, with $500,000 to be added
when $300,000 of a reserve had been
contributed by the people.

It is perfectly clear that the city
must fight for its rights. It must fight
for a fair valuation, a fair purchase
price if the property shonld be taken
over, a proper measure of public con-
trol if the company goes on, a means of
getting efficient service and needed ex-
tensions  of service, and protection
against exorbitant rates, Its appeal is
to the legislature, whose action will be
eagerly watched, not only by St. John
people but by -people everywhere, who
may now or in the future be made the
victims of the exploiters of public utili-
ties.

THE PREMIER’S WORRY.

The Standard has discovered that Pre-
mier Foster is worried over something.
That is probably true. ' It is not a cheer-
ing and joyous experience to sit in a
legislature with men who have made
such a record as certain members of the
present opposition have made. It would
worry any man who believed in keeping
faith with the people and conducting
their affairs without graft and gross de-
ception. There*can be no doubt what-
ever that Premier Foster is both shocked
and grieved at the disclosures made, and
especially at the brazen hardihood of
these men in refusing to resign their
seats in the house. Even the Standard
would- be worried if it were not the
organ of the men .in~ question. They
have thrown an unpleasant duty upon
the premier. He would be very glad if
even at this late date they showed some
evidence of repentance and grief for
their betrayal of the people’s trust. They
do not, and every right thinking person
in New Brunswick is worried at the
thought that representative positions are
still held by them, after the shameful
revelations made under oath before royal
commissions.

"IN FRST TREATY

Paris, March 22—(By the Associated
Press)—The economic sunjects to be in-
troduced into the preliminary peace
treaty were definitely determined at a
‘meeting of the economic commission to-
day. These take a wide range, the im-
portant subjects including the “disposi-
tion of German patents, trade marks
and copyrights and alien property such
as that held by the custodian of such
property in the United States. The
main subjects, which will appear in the
treaty are the following:

First—The future status of German
commercial - treaties with the Allied
countries, all of which have been abro-
gated.

Second—A tariff arrangement under
which trade may be resumed, and pro-
viding against discrimination between
Allied countries.

Third—A provision regulating pre-
war contracts between German busi-
ness interests and Allied interests which
were suspended by the war.

Fourth—Provisions for the disposition
of German property in Allied countries,
mostly in the hands of government cus-
todians, and also Allied property in Ger-
many. This branch includes German
patents, trade marks and copyrights.

Fifth—A provision for the assembling
of an international conference to deal
|with economic and - commercial ques-
| tions, :

“CORRIDOR” TO GIVE ;
POLAND ‘ACCESS TO SEA
LEADS TO DISAGREEMENT.

Paris, March 22—When the council of
' great powers met today, it was in an at-
mosphere of considerable apprehension
~over Poland, which is the chief subject
1of discussion. A committee has reached
the plan giving Poland access to the sea
by means of a “corridor” sixty miles
wide, running across East Prussia. But
the effect of this concession is to place
| about 1,500,000 Germans within the new
| Poland and to detach the easternmost
\part of Prussia from Germany. Pre-
| mier Lloyd George has taken the view
that this denationalization .of a large
body of Germans would cause such dis-
content as would be likely to bring on
another war, and it is understood Presi-
dent Wilson is not entirely satisfied with
the proposal. M. Cambon’s committee,
therefore, has just asked to revise the
plan and this revision is now under dis-
cussion. The committee, nevertheless,
wishes to adhere to its original plan for
a wide corridor.

ONE MARRIAGE IN NINE
ENDS IN DIVORCE

Wiashington, March 21—Approxi-
mately one out of every nine marriages
in the United States is terminated by
divorce, according to figures compiled by
the bureau of the census' and made pub-
lic here.

Excluding South Carolina, where »ll
laws permitting divorce were repealed
in 1878, the three lowest divorce rates
in 1916, for which year returns are now
complete, are shown for the District of
Columbia, North Carolina and New
York, where the rates were 13, 81 and
2 per 100,000, respectively, The high-
est rates were returned for Nevada,
Montana, and Oregon, which show 607,
323 and 225, respectively.

In all states, except Maine, West Vir-
| ginia, South Carolina, Alabama, Missis-
sippi, North Dakota, South Dakota and
Colorado the divorce rates were higher
in 1916 than in 1906. In 31 per cent of
the cases in 1916 the divorce was granted
to the husband, while the - husband’s
rate in 1906 was 67 per cent.

Desertion caused 38 per cent. of the
divorces. Among other leading causes
were cruelty, infidelity and failure to
provide,

The marriage rate in 1916 was 1,050
per 100,000 and the divorce rate 112 per
100,000. 'T'he marriage rate in 1906 was
1,020 per 100.000,

It was
unrest, he continued, which brought
about all the noted inventions which
improved conditions of mankind, and he
asked all to look upon unrest as one of
the essentials of life, for ultimately un-
rest will bring happiness,

Dangerous if Not Met,

Looking about for the reasons, of un-
rest, he contrasted the excessive prosper-
ity of the few with the limited means |

|of the many, and that was a condition!

which might become dangerous if allow- !
ed to drift. It would be a calamity,'
he added, if the spirit of co-operation'
brought about by the war should be lost
sight of now, and though it was unfor-
tunate that there is so much feeling of
distrust between labor and capital, he
felt all difficulties could be overcome- if
the representatives of each' would only
get together for a full discussion of their
differences. .

‘“What brought about the present con-
ditions?” Mr. - Moore asked. “It was:
not the attitude: of the masses, so it
must have been the greed of the few,

Blames Government.

Mr. Moore complained that the gov-
ernment, in giving contracts for their
own projects, take. into.  consideration
only the prevailing conditions in the lo-
cality where the contract is to be let.
This means that if the laborers. are kept
down because of poor conditions, then
the government does nothing to better
these conditions locally, and his idea was
thiat’ goverdment contracts should be let
only on 'the highest conditions which
would benefit ‘the workers. Illustrating
the ‘effect' of that principle on private
concerns the speaker stated that shoe
contracts were refused in Toronto dur-
ing the war because the local industries
could not compete with outside places
where wages were lower, and his argu-
ment was that'in all such cases the gov-
ernment should' -spread the contracts
evenly and bring the poor conditions up
to the level of the bést.

Cars Must Stay

At this time of the year, when the
frost is coming out of the ground and
the roads are in state that calls for care-
ful usage, a section of the highway act,
1918, comes into effect. Careless driving
at this period may 'do more damage in
a few weeks than the road makers can
répair in a whole season, and thus wipe
out the value of the money invested in
improvements during the preceding sea-
son.

The worker |
needs not only social, political and in-|
dustrial education, just as the employer |
needs education as to the requirements
of the workers, but he needs as well an
opportunity to educate himself up to an
appreciation of his responsibility to-'
wards his work. As to housing, Mr.
Moore added that there is no use giving
the man added hours of leisure if he is
to be sent home to a house which is a
hovel and not a home. What he requires |
in this respect is an ortunity to own
his own plot where ¥ can come into
closer contact with the soil, for the
speaker agreed that the student of so-
ciology who has said, ““I'hree generations
from the soil and the race degenerates.”

“We must also overcome those yearly
periods eof unemployment,” Mr. Moore
continued. “There are bugy seasons and
quiet seasons, which havée demoralizing
effect on the worker, regardless of the
wage he earns. We have seen the small
employers of labor crowded out by the
trusts, and the big organizations, which
make it possible for the man to work
only " during periods when his work is
profitable to the organization.

Greater Call Than Ever For Land Near
Cities in United States

Washington, March 24—Maintenance
of home gardens to meet the continued
need for food is being urged by the de-
partment of agriculture in a nation-wide
campaign.

Federal garden experts said. that the
interest was as great as last year, when
the patriotism of war acted as an incen-
tive. Pamphlets and other publications
pointing out the necessity of continuing
last year’s war gardens are being widely
spread by the department. t

Officials say that the need for home
production of vegetables continues be-
cause, while there are fewer American
soldiers overseas, there are more hungry
civilians now than before in other coun-
tries who look to the United States to
furnish them with food. Moreover, it is
said, the railroads jof the country still

will be overburdened, and the state,
county or town that feeds or assists in

feeding itself will aid greatly in recon-
struction abroad and readjustment at
home.

Continuance of war gardens, the de-
partment believes, will play an import-
ant part in domestic economy. A gar-
den this year, the experts say, will re-
duce materially foed bills, insure the
freshness and quality of the vegetable
supply, and convert unused land and
spare time into food.

Gardeners who last year were dis-
couraged because of failures are urged
to make another attempt as it is felt
that the experience gained by the failure

A series of seven games has been
scheduled between the Yankees and the
Robins. Three of the contests will be

"played in. Jacksonville, where both clubs
. will train, and the four other games will

be played in southern cities on the trip
north. The two clubs will part company
on April 17, after a game at Newport
News. The Brooklyns will go to Boston,
where they open the season on April 19,
while the Yanks will play two exhibition
games in Virginia cities, on April 18 and
19.

The first game between the clubs will
be played at Jacksonville on March 29,
six days after the clubs start training.
Games also will be played on Abpril 5
and 12. The clubs will leave Jackson-
ville on April 14 and will play on that
afternoon at Brunswick, Ga. On April
15 they will play an exhibition game

at Goldsboro, N. C. and at Newport
News on April 17.

Both Yankees and Brooklyns should
benefit by training in the same city, be- .
cause three or four times a week the
teams can play practice games of five
or seven innings. This early practice
against major league opposition all the
time during the spring training period
should put the players in shape much
faster than playing against the recruits
or minor league clubs, as the teams hive
done in the past.
