Thomas Tyler of 
Sudbury, who was taken prisoner on the 
2nd of June, 1916, when serving with 
the second C. M. R. and spent two years 
in Germany as a prisoner, and Lance 
Corporal T. Bromley of Toronto, who 
was taken prisoner while serving with 
the third battalion.

The Cretic pulled ont from the pier at 
11 o’clock, making room for the Olympic, 
the docking of which was held up tem­
porarily owing to a strong northeast 
wind and the sea which was running.

the Cretic, Olympic and Royal George— 
with 10,000 returning Canadian heroes 
on board, arrived here today after being 
held off this port for two days. The 
Cretic was the first to enter, and steam­
ed slowly up to pier 2, where she docked 
a little before eight o’clock. Following 
closely behind the Cretic came the “Old 
Reliable,” and she anchored in the 
stream until the troops on the former 
were disembarked. By noon the Can­
ard liner Royal George was in the har­
bor, awaiting the disembarkation of the 
Olympic's passengers, so that she may 
also dock at the pier.

Today dawned none too promising, but 
the fog bad lifted a great deal during the 
night and at daylight the Cretic and 
Olympic were approaching the harbor.
The former came up the harbor a good 
distance ahead of the Olympic.

Press)—The economic suojects to be in­
troduced into the preliminary peace 
treaty were definitely determined at a 
meeting of the economic commission to­
day. These take a wide range, the im­
portant subjects including the 'disposi­
tion of German patents, trade marks 
and copyrights and alien property such 

that held by the custodian of such 
property in the United States. The 
main subjects, which will appear in the 
treaty are the following:

First—The future status of German 
commercial treaties with the Allied 
countries, all of which have been abro­
gated.

Second—A tariff arrangement under 
which trade may be resumed, and pro­
viding against discrimination between 
Allied countries.

Third—A provision regulating pre­
war contracts between German busi­
ness interests and Allied interests which 
were suspended by the war.

Fourth—Provisions for the disposition 
of German property in Allied countries, 
mostly in the hands of government cus­
todians, and also Allied property in Ger­
many. This branch includes German 
patents, trade marks and copyrights.

Fifth—A provision for the assembling 
of an international conference to deal 
with economic and commercial ques­
tions.

There passed through St John on Sat­
urday a quartette of rugged naval 
who had been officiating in an episode 
of the after-war period. They were 
Skipper John Smith, Skipper Alexander 
Smith, Mate David Smith and Cook 
Davis and were on their way to Halifax 
after delivering to interests in Tiverton, 
R. I, two of the stout patrol vessels 
which had done duty so effectively off 
the Nova Scotia coast during the war.

■ Paris, March 22—When the council of

Better PorridgeNew York, March 23—After deliber­
ating fifty-four hours and failing to 
reach a verdict the jury which heard the 
case of Jeremiah A. O’Leary, charged 
with violation of the espionage act, was 
discharged by Federal Judge Hand at 
5.55 o’clock today. |

Of the eight counts in the indictment, 
three had been eliminated by the court. 
The jury reported that it had acquitted 
O’Leary, former editor of the anti-Brit­
ish magazine Bull of four of the remain­
ing z counts, but had been unable tb 
agree on the last.

The same was true in the case of the 
Boll Publishing Company and American 
Truth Society, co-defendants with 
O’Leary, but Adolphe Stern, business 
manager of the magazine and third co­
defendant was acquitted on all counts.

The county on which the jurors dis­
agreed in the case of three of the defend­
ants was an overt act alleged to have 
been committed in the October, 1917, 
issue of the magazine.

Although the jurymen refused to dis­
cuss their vote on the seventh count, it 
was reported about the courtroom that 
the vote had been 7 to 5 in favor of 
acquittal on this count also.

The foreman told Judge A. H. Hand, 
that thirty ballots had been taken during 
the deliberations "and that the vote had 
been the same on every ballot.
