New York, N. Y,, March 7—A Lon-
don cable to the World, says:

Sir Ernest Shackelton has now secured
$250,000, which was needed to carry out
his exploring trip across the Antarctic
continent in the south. He wants $50,-
000 more to have a margin for the sup-
porting ‘parties. The government has
given $50,000, while anonymous persons
have offered $100,000 as free gift.  An-
other person offered $175,000 for the
cinematograph rights, but the explore
said this remains to be decided, ‘

conviction of S. E. McDonald, superin-
tendent of the home, who was in tele-
phonic commpnieation this morning with
Chief 'Bowles; of the Digby. police force.

The description of the boys given by
the-chief ‘corresponds to the most minute
detail with that of Wilson and McGinn,
{ the latter, a French Canadian, originally
from Moncton, who speaks broken Eng-
lish. 'The boys are appsarently aged
about ' 16 and 18 respectively,  though
they are actually both eighteen years
old. Fach has dark hair and is dark
complexioned. The boys known to have
used the mysterious rig at Digby ans-
wered to this description exactly. They
wore blue overalls. which had evidently
been taken: from' the home, had no over-
coats, and had their pverall straps out-
side their jackets.

Reasons Why They .Should Go
Elsewhere Pointed Out in Eng-
land—No Free LAlid Grants

London, March 7—A discussion has
been proceeding in the Referee, an Eng-
lish Sunday newspaper, on the position
of women emigrants to Canada. One of
the latest criticisms is furnished by E.
M. Sewell, of Putney who writes.

“May I add two objections td Canada
as far as women are concerned?

“One is that Canada refuses the free
grant of land to women that is given
to men. T'wo or more girls with a know-
ledge of farming and a little capital ¢an
do very well in even putting up
their own buildings; but, with a free
grant of land, how many could succeed,
while their lives would be easy compared
with that of the wife of a farmer or even
a domestic servant, where climatic con-
ditions make domestic work so hard?

“The second objection to Canada for
women is its laws, where married Wo-
men are concerned. Not long ago a man
{ willed his farm to his brother, away
| from his wife, though her money had
been invested in it

“In New Zealand, where women vote,
such a will would in itgelf have been
considered a proof of mental incapacity
and would, therefore, not have been al-
lowed to stand,

“Australia, New Zealand,” and Rho-
desia are at present far more suitable for
women emigrants than Canada, and fruit
farms can be successfully run by women
alone.”

- WO LED SEDITION
Sentences For Thirty-Two Ru-
thenians Who Planned Rebellion

in Hungary — Hand of Russia
is Indicated

Buda.pest, Hungary, March 7—Sen-
tence was pronounced today at Mar-
mores-Sziget on 82 of the 55 ‘Ruthenians
who have been on trial since -December
20 .charged with inciting ‘to rebellion
against the Austro-Hungarian govermn-
ment. s

The principal prisoner, Father Alex-
ius, a Russian monk from Mount Athos,
was condemned to 41-2 years’ imprison-
ment. His real name is said to be Alex-
ander Kabalyuk, and he was understood
to be the leader of the seditious move-
ment.” He was alleged to have carried
on the propaganda under the guise of
efforts to convert the Ruthenian peas-
antry to the orthodox faith, but with the
real intention of enticing them from their
allegiance to Austria-Hungary and
drawing them toward Russia. The
movement was said to have been pro-
moted and financed in Russia. The other
thirty-one convicts were condemned to
terms ranging between six months and
two and a half years in prison and all,
in addition, were fined small sums.

Twenty-three others were acquitted.
The original number of prisoners was 94,
but some of these were released after
the preliminary examination. Evidence
was given in the course of the trial to
the effect thet it was Russia’s inten-
tion eventually to conquer a great part
of Hungary. .

AMHERST’S NEW CHARTER.

Quebec, March 7—The arrest of a
commercial traveler named Gosselin on
a charge of obtaining money on false
pretences here, led up to a remarkable
story in the Court of Sessions| today. The
accused pleaded not guilty. The charge
against him was made by a young wo-
man of means named Gaudet.

Her story to the judge was that she
and the accused were married some
years ago, but after a short time they
discovered that there was an impedi-
ment to their marriage. They then ap-
pealed to the courts and had the mar-
riage declared civilly annulled. The
church authorities subsequently annulled
it also. The parties then drifted apart,
the woman going to the United States.

Should: a
black cat enter upon the stage while a
rehearsal was in progress and indulge
in one of her numerous “baths” it is s
sign of dire disaster. It is settled on the
spot that the show is ‘queered’ and no
power can efface from superstition’s cal-
endar the effect. of tabby’s ablutions.
But ‘should the same black cat halt o)
the stage and cast an affectionate glané‘:
at.a performer, it would spell doom,

“If it were not for the gener’ally sym-
pathetic nature of -the- actor,’I believe
inany a poor black cat would have had
its nine lives crushed out with one blow
and been sent unexpectedly to the ecat
heaven. However, if+tabby should enter
one side of the stage during the perform-
ance,.cross. and exit on the other side of
without stopping or looking left or right
that cat’s future welfare is settled then
and there ,for inthe 'actors . mind' it
means a long and successful season,
both financially and ' artistically.

“I ence lost an engagement that look-
ed very promising through the supersti-
tion of a prominent’ English. star actress.
The company had rehearsed for three
weeks and- were to open in two days.
At the.dress rehearsal, while the ‘star
was on the stage running over her scene
her maid accidentally hit her dressing
mirror ‘with a hair brush, cracking it
badly. Had she known of her mistress’
superstition, she could have easily re-
placed it with another.

“Instead, the girl, upon the star’s re-
turn, informed her of the accident. She
had just seated herself before her make-
up' mirror, preparatory to making a
change for the next act. She glanced at
the mirror and with a pie shriek
screamed. ‘’m ruined!

AGED WAN JOKES WITH
- OPERATING SURGEONS

Declines Anaesthetics While His
. Appendix Is Being Removed—
Eighty Eight Years Old and
‘Never Il Before

Davison, Mich., March 7—Although he
is 88 years old, and was never ill before
in his life, when Abram Snyder was
confined to his bed by appendicitis he
didn’t give up hope. Instead, he sent for
physicians, scorned anaesthetics, watch-
ed the removal of his appendix with
great interest, joked the doctors about
the sharpness of their knives, and today
is able to make his way ‘about his room
with assistance.

Despite the age of the patient, and
the shock to his system by his refusal to
sleeep during the first time he was in the
hands of surgeons, the operation is a
complete success. The operation was per-
formed several weeks ago.

Mr. Snyder was born in the West Vic-
toria district of Canada, January 1, 1826.
He was married January 28, 1848, to
Jane Atkinson of the same place. With
his wife he came to Michigan in 1851, re-
mained two years, went back to Canada,
and returned to Michigan in 1861, resid-
ing in Davison township continuously
since, His wife died December 19, 1902.

Mr. Snyder has worked hard all of
his life and to this he attributes his

good health. el

INSIDES ON WRONG SIDES

Elkins, W. Va,, March 7—When sur-
geons operated on Mrs. Laura Cassel, of
Widdel, at the hospital here today, they
found her internal organization just the
reverse of that of all other normal hu-
man beings.

She was operated on for appendicitis,
and her appendix was found to be on
the left side instead of the right. It was
also found the spleen was on the right
side instead of the left, the liver on the
