Extension Plan

ANOTHER KOME DEFENCE SCHEME

Arbitration Proceedings to Settle
“ Dispute Between Builder and
Inspector g Complaints About
Laundry—Postponed Meeting of
Common Council This Morning

Problems in connection with scientific
town planning occupied the attention of
the common council at the paostponed
meeting
Wigmore submitted a recommendation
for an extension of the water and sewer-
age system into the Armstrong &
Bruce property, formerly the Corkery
property, near Fort Howe. There was
some discussion regarding the advisabil-
ity of doing this work until the plan
for the lay out of the property had been
approved by the town planning commis-
sion and until the street in which the
work is to be done has been taken over
and incorporated by the city and there
was also a suggestion that in new streets
the mains should be laid under the side-
walks or grass plots so as not to inter-
fere with thésstreet pavement. The mat-
ter was laid over until Monday for fur-
ther consideration.

Other recommendations for extension
of services and for renewal of city leases
were adopted.

The dead lock between a builder and
the building inspector cropped up again
and the council decided to take steps to
secure the appointmeént of arbitrators.,

The various suggestions for the or-
ganization of home defence corps were
criticised in a letter from W. C. Smith
who suggested that this work should be
left to the younger men.

175 feet, estimated cost $600, payable
from water maintenance fund.
‘“That -an extension be made to the
Armétrong & Bruce property, known as
Portland place, from Elm street, 900
feet for water and sewerage; estimated
cost $8,500, providing the property own-
ers enter into an agreement with the
city to guarantee 10 per cent of the cost
until the revenue amounts to the above
ten per cent.

That he be allowed to purchase 100
fire hydrants from T. McAvity & Sons,
estimated cost $2,500.

When the report was taken up Mayor
Fring asked if the commissioner of
water and sewerage took steps to assure
‘himself that excavation contractors were
paid on the proper basis for rock and
earth cutting. He mentioned that this
matter had been the subject of an in-
vestigation in Montreal where some
startling revelations were made.

Commissioner Wigmore said that the
engineer made a personal inspection® and
measured all work before the estimates
are passed for payment. In addition he,
himself, visited the works each day te
satisfy himself that the work is being
carried on according to the estimate.

There May Be Some
Steps Towards Com-

HALF BILLION WAR VOTE

Likely Some Questions as to Phases
of War and a Report on Ger-

man Spy System in England—
Khaki Feature of Royal Pr
gress to Westminster :

London, Nov. 11—King George open-
ed today what probably will prove to be
a purely war session of parliament. No
controversial political question will be
deliberated, but this does not mean that
entire harmony will prevail, for the cab«
inet ministers will be asked some per-
tinent and uncomfortable questions
about their conduct of various phases of
the war.

The labor leaders are especially prim-
ed with questions in regard to pay for
the soldiers, allowances for thelir de-
pendents, and pensions, but criticism of
the government by the opposition prob-«
ably willl be restrained..

Reginald McKenna, the home secre-
tary, is expected to make a report on
the situation in regard to alien enemies
in England, and the extent of the spy
g;:glct}mt no additional legislation in this

on is expected.
Men and Money

The most immediate business  before
the House of Commons will be to pro-
vide sinews of war in men and money.
‘The recruiting situation may lead to
some steps towards compulsory serivce
and, the $500,000,000 granted in August
having been practically spent, a further
credit of a like amount will probably be
proposed under the special war loan act
passed at the last session. \

One hundred and five Unionists are
missing from their seats, being absent in
various capacities in connection with the
war, while thirty-two ministerialists
are actually at the front, and many
others are absent on government busi-
ness. !

The usual ceremony accompanied the
opening of parliament, the king making
a military progress through the streets
to Westminster Palace.  Like the Lord
Mayor’s show, the customarv color was
lacking. Instead of the brilliantly uni-
formed household guards lining the
streets and forming the' escort, sober
khaki marked the military features of
the . display. Within the House of
Lords, all the usual ceremonial trappings
were used. In this body the king’s speech
from the throne was moved by Lord

ethuen and seconded by Viscount
Bryce. In the House of Commons, the
speech was moved by Sir Robert Price
and seconded by Commoner William
Middlebrook. ‘

WINTER QUARTERS FOR
NOVA SCOTA TROOPS

Halifax, N. S, Nov. 11—In anticipa-
tion of the war lasting for some months
longer, and the consequent necessity for
effective military protection of harbors,
public works, public utilities, etc., the
work of erecting winter quarters for the
troops at Halifax, North Sydney, Syd-
ney-Mines, Cranberry Head, Glace Bay,
Louisburg and Canso, is being pushed
rapidly ahead. .

Refugees Tell of Deadly British Fire—
Food Conditions

London, Nov, 11—A Times despatch
from Brussels says:—“There are hardly
any German soldiers left in Brussels. All
except the necessary garrison have been
sent to the front. :

“Refugees from the coast, say the ar-

tillery work of the British warships, is
terribly accurate. A wounded German
officer declares that only eighty-four men
of his regiment of 1,000 are alive after
the fighting on the coast.
' “Despite the praiseworthy efforts of
the food committees the people here
have the greatest difficulty in obtaiining
bread and flour. The entire population
of Brussels is on rations. The bakers dis-
tribute their wares very sparingly as the
law allows them to charge not more than
six cents a loaf. Potatoes and meat, how-
ever, are plentiful.”

Cocoa, which is but chocolate
with the fat extracted, is the well-known
drink and food made from the cocoa
bean, while coca is the extract of the |
leaves of the coco plant or shrub from
which cocaine is derived. Both products
are indigenous to certain Latin-American
countries, both were in common use by
the natives of these regions for centur-
ies, and were first introduced into Eur-
ope by the returning Spanish explorers.
Besides being the source of the cocaine
supply, coca has manifold medicinal
uses, and among the ancient Incas it
was known as the “divine plant.’ ’Great
quantities of coca leaves are expor?:d
from the South American ports and con-
siderable is also manufactured in the
United States and exported in other
forms.

NEW AUTO LIGHTS.

An English inventor has conceived an
entirely new scheme of automobile il-
lumination which at least has the merit
of novelty. He provides no fewer than
twelve small lamps, arranged in a row in
the filler board between the wind shield
and the top of the engine hood. During

the time the lamps are not in use they |

are completely covered by a sliding shut-
ter. For city driving only the two out-
side lamps are lighted. When more
light is required more lamps are light-
ed, and when the maxium illumination
of the road is necessary all of them ‘axe
turned on. The most important feature
of the arrangement, however, is that the
angle of the group of lamps can be
varied at the wil of the driver so that
any part of the road can be illuminated,
sign posts can be shown up, or, on oc-

casion, the reflectors can be shifted so

that the light is turned down onto the
engine for repairs at night.

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THE WAR NEWS
The drop in marine insurance follow-
ing the destruction of the
cruiser Emde:: shows how great was the
feeling of relief at the news that the
career of this daring mai-midefhiﬂ ‘been
brought to an end. The loss of the Em-

den and the Koenigsberg greatly reduces
1he effectiveness of the German fleet in

the Pacific, and now that the allied fleets’

which were engaged in the operations
against Tsing Tau are released for other
service we may reasonably anticipate
the early destruction of the small Ger-
man squadron which is still at sea, and
was last heard from on the coast of
South America.

The news that comes from Russia is
still of the most encouraging nature.
The Russian armies are advancing into
Fast Prussia and are making progress
in .Poland and Galicia. One of today’s
cables suggests thé possibility of Bul-
garia joining Russia in order that when
the war is over she may secure certain
desived territory in Macedonia; but,
whether Bulgaria does or does not enter
the conflict, the great Russian armies
now have the Germans and Austrians
entirely on the defensive, and it is gen-
erally believed that the Russians can
bear the rigors of a winter campaign
much better than either the Germans or
the Austrians.

In the western theatre of war the
Germans: continue their desperate efforts

to break through by way of Ypres 'to|

Calais, but are still held in check by the
British and French. There js perhaps
something in the remark made by one
military observer that the allies are not
eager to force the Germans rapidly back;
but that it is better tactics to encourage
them to keep on attacking the
allied lines, sustaining the heavier losses
which fall upon the attacking party, and
thus be steadily worn down in a cam-
paign which is all the more difficult be-.
cause they are so far from their base.
At all events there seems good reason to
believe, whether the allies attempt to
force the enemy rapidly back or not,
that they are quite capable of prevent-
ing him' from breaking through their
lines, and every day and every week
thus spent inflicts infinitely greater loss
upon Germany than upon the allies.
M
“AT GRIPS WITH _l"'ATEf'

The people of Canada cannot remain
unmoved when they read of the house
to house canvass which is to be made in
England to encourage recruiting for the
new armies necessary to a successful
prosecution of the war. The appeal that
is being made over the names of Premier
Asquith and Mr, Bonar Law reads as
follows:— . “ . . .. . e

«“We shall need all the best the.

nation can give us of its youth and
strength. If we are to repair, as far
as may be humanly possible, the in-
nu;ncrable wrongs inflicted on our
Allies; if we are to avoid for our-
selves the ills which they have
suffered, if we are to maintain for
our children all that we hold dear
sn honor and the freedom of our very
life as ‘a nation, we must fight' with
the courage and endurance which
won for us the struggles of the
past.”

These are strong words, and reveal the
seriousness of the situation. -A London
cable says that a remarkable change has
come over the social life of the people.
‘The interest in sports, politics and so-
ciety is practically dead, and the ordin-
ary questions over which parties differ
are put aside while all the people unite
to face the common danger. Men in
khaki are seen everywhere, and recruits
are being drilled in the parks and public
squares, and in little open spaces every-
where about London, Half the theatres
are closed, dinners and balls and shoot-
ing parties on country estates have ceas-
ed, and the whole people have settled
down with a grim determination to
prosecute the war to a successful ter-
mination in order, as the appeal above
quoted says: “to maintain for our chil-
dren all that we holq dear in honor, and
the freedom of our very life as a nation.”

We need more of the war spirit in
Canada than has yet been manifested,
and especially is it of the greatest im-
portance that the largest possible num-
ber of men be placed under some sort
of military training, so that we may
be able to send something better than
raw recruits to join the army at the
front.

It is hinted that some steps looking
toward compulsory service may be
taken at the war session of the British
parliament which was opened today, and
at which it is expected another $500,-
000,000 will be voted for war purposes.

That the British government should
for a moment consider the question of
compulsory military service is the very
strongest argument that could be pre-
sented to show how urgent is the need
for increasing rapidly and in very large
numbers the recruits both for home and
foreign service.

PRODUCE THE REPORT

The St. John Standard kindly observes
that those who contribute to the col-
{umns of The Evening Times are politic-
al scandal-mongers, and that Mr. F. B.
Carvell, M. P. is worse. The reason of
this violent upheaval in the Standard of-
fice is of course the fact that The Times
and Mr. Carvell have pointed: out that
it looks as if the game of politics were
being played by somebody in connec-
tion with the report of the Royal Com-
mission on the Dugal charges. Hon. Mr.
Murray said yesterday, according to The
Standard, that “The Telegraph and
Times seem to know more about it (the
Dugal report) than we do.” Now there
may be some persons somewhere who
are so extremely simple-minded as to
be willing to believe that the members
of the government do not know and have
not known for a considerable time the
contents of the report of the Royal
Commission. The resaon the govern-
ment has not remained in session longi
enough to receive that report formally is.
that the members of the goverament
have not yet been able to straighten
mattérs out to their satisfaction with
Mr. Flemming and his wing of the
party. The Standard may abuse, and
Hon. Mr. Murray may continue to make
light of the gravest scandal in the
political history of New Brunswick; but
everybody knows it is the province
which has been scandalized, by the
Flemming government in the first place,
and in the second place by the same gov-
‘ernment under an acting premier. It
has not now the courage to face a situa-
tion for which it is itself responsible.

THE LOCAL NEEDS

Mr. T, H. Estabrooks observed at the
meeting of the Free Kindergarten As-
sociation this week that all work such
as that of the Assoclation and others of
kindred nature ought not to. be starved
because of the war, but should be as
heartily supported as under normal con-
ditions; and in order that this might be
done, and at the same time an adequate
response made to the appeal for the
patriotic and other funds made neces-
sary by the war, the. citizens should all
make a real sacrifice. Similar views were
expressed at the annual meeting last
evening of the Playgrounds Association.
They are sound views, agd. it may be |
hoped that they will prevail so universal-'
ly that social welfare work of every|
kind may be carried on without being'
too much hampered by scarcity of funds.
Some of the social problems of the city !
will be accentuated by the war, and
there will be all the more reason for(
strengthening the agencies which deal!
with them., Of course the greater dc-!
mand and appeal for sacrifice comes tol
those who are most comfoxjta:bly circum-‘
stanced, and who, by prudent economy,
can really give much more liberally than |
they have ever thought it necessary to
do in the past. The call to sacrifice is
universal. Some men are answering it
with their bodies and their lives. Those'
who remain at home, if they are actuat-|
ed by the same spirit, will not let any

earnest support.

| A hard thread and hard rather open
iwcavc makes the most durable hose,
and they should be reinforced as soon
*as bought. This is done by running the
. knees and heels and toes with good
‘durning cotton. Tt is easily and quickly
'done and will considerably delay the
hole at the point of strain.

Mother’s and big sister’s stockings
can easily be made over for the children
by cutting off the wornout feet and part
of the ankle and making a new foot.

Possible Extension Of
- Playgrounds Movement

Boys Club Taken Over
The Annual Reports -

, and Merger With Girls
Association Proposed —

Directers Re-elected —

The annual meeting . of the Play-
grounds Association was held last night
in the Boys’ Club hall,; Union street, the
vice-president, . Walter C. Allison, pre-
siding. The ‘reports for the year were
presented and the old board of officers
was re-elected’ to conduct the work of
the ensuing year.

The reports of the treasurer and sec-
retary were submitted and were adopted,
as follows:

“While the expenditure by the St. John

Playgrounds Association during the
past year was less by about $1,400 than
in the preceding year, very substantional
progress was made. The larger expen-
diture of the:previous year was for per-
manent apparatus. This year compara-
tively little was added to the permanent
equipment; but the six playgrounds
were successfully conducted during the
holiday season, and in addition games
and athletics for larger boys and girls
were conducted on four playgrounds in
different parts of the city, under the di-
rection of C. D. Howard.
- The most jmportant departure taken
by the association during the past year
was the engagement for one year, from
Sept. 1, as superintendent of playgrounds
and soecial centre work, of C. D. How-
ard, who has since visited New York
and several Massachusetts cities in the
interests of his work here, and has now
entered upon his duties. Before going
to New York he planned and carried out
with the assistance of the teaching staff
the successful . closing demonstration.
Referenc: was also made to the part
taken by the association in the Child
Welfare Exhibit, and gave a demon-
stration at the exhibition.

“Nothing has been done during the
past year in connection with the great
recreation field at Rockwood Park, ex-
cept that the city council has practical-
ly completed the work of drainage. It
may be hoped that some action will be
taken next year to prepare these grounds
for play purposes

With: regard to Fort Howe, which as
stated in last year’s report is to be con-
verted into a national park, the plans
have been prepared, and at the sugges-
tion of this association provision is made
for what will be a very valuable and
admirably equipped playground near
military Road .and the site of the old
magazine, i

A beginning was made this year in
.providing gramaphones for ‘the use of
the playgrounds, and it may be hoped
that provision will be made next year to
equip. all the playgrounds, as the task
of providing pianes is difficult. :

The association is indebted to the
Community Council, which was organ-
ized this year, for assistance in keeping
most of the playgrounds open in the
early evening during, the holiday sea-
son. The plan did not work out as well
as had been hoped for; but keeping the
grounds open for free plav until dusk
each evening is worthy of further atten-
tion.

Losses of Asio&ation.

The association, and indeed the whole
playground movement and social wel-
fare work in Canada, sustained a very
severe loss in the death of Miss Mabel
Peters, the first president of this asso-
cl:iation, who passed away in September
ast.

“The association has sustained another
loss in the at least temporary retire-
ment from the executive of Dr. Mar-
garet Parks, who has gone to the seat
of war with the Canadian hospital con-
tingent. During the year also Miss A.
L. Hegan, who was treasurer last year,
was compelled by pressure of other du-
ties to resign an office which she had
filled with great abilily.

“I'he engagement of a superintendent
of playgrounds and social centre work
as a permanent officer will. mean con-
tinuous activity during the winter, and
the expenditure of considerably more
money during the next year than in the
year now closing.

“No progress has been made during
the year looking to a wider use of school
buildings. The association has not been
in a position to ask the co-operation of
the school board; but the subject will
doubtless receive attention during the
coming year.

“No definite campaign for member-
ship in this association was carried on
during the past year, and membership
fees and voluntary contributions there-
fore amounted to an unusually small
sum. The association is indebted to
Johr Lloyd, musical director, and
large number of young ladies and gentle-
men of the e¢ty, who rendered an ama-
teur operatic production for its benefit;
but owing to a very small attendance
at the four performances the receipts
were not at all commensurate to the ef-
forts put forth

“It is pleising to note that a Play-
grounds Associaticn was organized this
vear in Moncton. The secretary of this
association was able to give the pro-
moters valucble information, along with
copies of the constitution and the an-
nual reports of this body. The play-
ground .movement -also made gains this
year in the neighboring province of
Nova Scotia.

“The largest contributor to the St.
John Playgrounds Association this year,
as he was in the two preceding years,
was Walter C. Allison, who in addition
to his work as vice-president, coptrib-
uted the sum of $300 to the funds for
the year, :

“The cxecutive of the association at
its last meeting decided to take over the
work that had previously been carried
on under the name of the Every Day
Club and in accordance with the new
plan th:: St. John Boys’ Club will this
week be formally organized under the
direction of Superintendent Howard, and
carried on throughout the winter, and
from year to year hereafter.

“The following were the staff of the
Playgrounds Association during the past
yeur: General supervisor, Miss Bertie
E/ Turner; supervisors, Miss C. Ethel
Hawker, Mrs. W. C. Matthews, Miss
Winnifred M. McAvoy, Miss Edith H.
Cochrane, Miss Hazel J. Smith and Miss
Daisy F. Porter; assistants, Miss Mary
A. Ross, Miss Dorothy Matthews, Miss
Margaret R. Maxwell, Miss Emma
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Jonah, Miss Vera -Corbett and . Miss
Marian Bailey; basketry teacher, Miss
Margaret K. Melick; assistant, Miss M.

Magee’s Sons, T. McAvity & _Sons,
Manchester Robertson Allison Ltd., Oak
Hall, Murray & Gregory, W. B. Ten-
nant, Ferguson & Page, E. G. Nelson &
Co., L. P. D. Tilley, and Col. McAvity.

! Special reference was made to the gen-

erosity of Frank L. Peters, who pro-

vided a tennis court, gave the use of a

playground and stored apparatus free of
charge. John Russell gave the use of
the Marathon ground 'for the closing car-
nival. The Free Kindergarten Associa-
tion gave the use of two pianos for the
season. 'Fhe St. John Creamery provid-
ed a treat of ice cream for the play-
ground children on closing ‘day. The
Y. M. C. A. gave valuable assistance.
and the school board as usual gave the
free use of school grounds and necessary
rooms. The average daily attendance
at the supervised playgrounds for the
season was:—Carleton, 200; Aberdeen,
262; Bentley, 125; Alexandra, 175; Cen-
tennial, 200; Alison, 225.

Association, and a very interesting dis-
cussion took place regarding the ques-
tion of amalgamating all or part of the
work of the Girls’ Association with
that of the Playgrounds Association.
The matter is to be further discussed at
a later meeting: this week.

Accidents happen. The employer car-
ries liability insurance. The insurance
company pays, but collects from the em-
ployers. The employer in turn, collects
the additional cost from the consumer.

On account of our excessive fire loss,
cotton and wool, from the raw material
to its manufactured state, must carry a
heavy insurance burden through every
process. 'The consumer has to pay the
additional cost. ;

Fires are, to a great extent, the result

of carelessness. The insurance compan-
ies pay their propartion of the loss, but
the consumer pays-in the end.
Forest fires occur, causing immense
loss to timber. To. provide for these
losses the lumberman must collect re-
compense from the consumer.

A municipality lays a new pavement;
a public service corporation a few days
later cuts holes in it, and crudely at-
tempts to repair the damage. This is
part of their cost of doing business, and
the consumer pays the bill.

Through defective plumbing
wastefulness in the use of water, exces-
sive pumping expense is incurred.

THE GOAL SITUATION

(Coal Age, New York, Nov. 7.)

As a result of the continued mild
weather, anthracite consumers are be-
coming indifferent about accumulating
further stocks, and the companies are
pushing hard for business. The short
cold snap of last week stimulated buy-
ing for the moment, but all sizes are
now in free supply, and orders generally
scarce. Evidence of the poor business
in the northwest is seen in the light lake
shipments, which are fuly 25 per cent
behind last season. In spite of the slow-
ing up toward the close of last month,
the production was unexpectedly large,
but a continuance of the mild weather
will undoubtedly result in a heavy de-
cline in shipments, operation having
been somewhat curtailed through the
current week.

Circular prices on the Hampton Roads
coals in' the coastwise trade are purely
nominal, all spot business being subject
to such active competition that heavy
concessions are now the rule. Some coal
loaded on contract is being refused and
is exccedinagly difficult to move. The
local spot demand has practically disap-
peared, and there is absolutely no life
to the contract market. There has also
peen a gradual but well defined slow
ing up in the export business.

Further curtailment in the steel in-
dustry is noted in the Pittsbprgh dis-
trict, while some of the miines shipping
the lake markets are already beginning
to close down and the end of the current
month will see many of these idle. One
compensating feature of the light lake
trade, however, is that the tonnage has
months gradually tapering off for several
months so that the trade will not be sub-
jected to the customary shock of an
abrupt cessation of shipments. The short
cold ‘snap of last week caused a run of
dqmestic arders, but it was not of suf-
ﬂ_cxent duration to affect the general
situation, and had also been discounted
to a certain extent. The general heavi-
ness in all lines of industry, particular-
ly iron and steel, together with the fur-
ther restriction in the lake trade, due to
the congestion at the upper lake ports,
are the predominating features in the
current market. The real test of the
trade will occur in about two weeks when
the lake shipping closes down entirely.

The -southern market has touched the
lowest point for several years, both as
regards prices and demand, but the op-
erators have adopted rigid curtailment
policies and have the situation well in
hand. The middle western trade
through October was a big disappoint-
ment, the tonnage showing a heavy de-
cline, particularly at some points such
as Chicago, where it is estimated at 60
per cent normal. However, close observ-
ers see indications of a change for the
better in the very near future. Many
furnaces have now started up for the
wintér’s run and there have been some
heavy orders for war supplies placed in
the middle west, which will stimulate
manufacturing.

Dover, England, Oct. 4—The ribbon
of salt water that shines between Dover
Cliffs and Belgian sands—between the
high headlands of Engiand and the low
shores of Belgium—is only a few miles
by steamer,

The chalky cliffs of Dover bristle to-
day with giant guns as the flanks of por-
cupines bristle with living weapons. Big
80-ton monsters, painted white, poke
their noses from the snowy steeps;
smaller guns, farther down, and painted
green, are half-buried in grassy slopes;
and scores of long, slim-nosed fellows
train their mouths skywards-from every
point of vantage on surrounding sum-
mits. The monsters are for any super-
dreadnaught that should venture too
near the threshold of England; the
green guns farther down have business
with a too-daring torpedo boat or g too
valiant submarine;, the guns atop the
hill are for—Zeppelins!

It is the thought of Zeppelins, that has
Dover in its grip. I knew it the minute
I struck the town. You could feel it in
the air. You could watch everyone peer
slyly upwards and outwards from. time
to time and when I reached the shore,
there, at the edge of the sea, were two
English aeroplanes patroling for Ger-
man “birds.”

Dover does not go to sleep o’ nights
these times. When darkness falls and
the light of Cape Gruz Nez, on the
coast of France, begins its flashing. Dov-
er starts her work of watching in earn-
est—for is it not in the night that Zep-
pelins drop bombs?

The evening I was in Dover no few-
er than twenty-four searchlights were
sweeping the skies. There were three
on the turrets of old Dover Castle—this
fortress that has been British, Roman,
Saxon and Norman in turn—and Dover
has heard that the Kaiser says he will
eat his Christmas dinner in the . hall
where William the Conqueror came .to
demand the keys that Harold had sworn
1o give!

Another searchlight blazed from the
ruing of the Pharos, that, in another
warlike era, served as a beacon for the
Roman gallies on their way from Gaul.

The searchlights were everywhere ex-
cept where the war department has sec-
reted its most formidable guns.

LEPROSY IN AMERICA

(From the Missionary Review)
Recntly two bills have been introduc-
ed in congress looking to the establish-
ment of a national leprosarium. One of
these would provide $150,000 for a na-
tiona] leprosarium-on some island. The
other bill appropriates $500,000 for a
eper home, the location now being
specified.

By those familiar with the facts,
leprosy is believed to be a serious na-
tional danger. The United -States is in
frequent communication through ship-
ping with countries where leprosy is
widely prevalent, and enquiries have
shown that in some parts of the United
States foreign lepers have little difficulty
in effecting a landing and passing thence
into the interior, where they may spread
the infection unobserved. 'T'his source of
danger is said to be rapidly increasing.
Leprosy is known to be common in some
of the foreign possessions and depend-
lencies of the United States—for exam-
ple, the Hawalin Islands, the Philipines
(where at presnt some 5,000 lepers are
under supervision) and Porto Rico.

There is a great need for a national
leper home, where suitable care can be
given to these sufferers, who are now
often subjected to virtual persecution, A
physician in St. Louis reports two such
cases. . One a man 35 years old, who
had been a soldier in the Philippines ten

DEATHS IN THE CITY DURING 12 MONTHS
~ WERE 40 FEWER THAN IN YEAR BEFORE

‘Total For Year Ended Oct. 31 Was
- T77--Greatest Number Was of Ba-
bies Less Than a Year Old--Tuber-
culosis Claimed Two More Than in

1913

During the year ended October 381,
at the board of health offices 777 deaths
were registered, a decrease of forty from
the number recorded during the previous
year. This report was submitted in the
annual statement of T. M. Burns, sec-
retary of the board, at the annual meet-
ing held yesterday afternoon with M. W.
Doherty presiding. :

The report of the chief medical officer,
| Dr. G. G. Melvin, for the quarter, was
| presented. Four dealers in Kings county
were notified that if they complied with
the requirements of the board they could
supply milk in the city, while four local
men were reported for keeping cows
without the sanction of the board. There
were four citizens before the board for
‘not complying with the regulations de-
'manding sanitary conveniences on their
premises,

Number of Deaths.

Tuberculosis claimed two more vic-
tims this year than last year, the totals
being eighty-one and seventy-nine. The
. number of males who died last year
was 422, and females 394, while this
year the number of males was 880 and
females 897. Canadian bhorn totalled

674, foreign born, 102, and there was
one whose place of birth was not stated.

Some of the principal causes were:—
Tuberculosis, 81; cancer, 45; congestion,
81; disease of circulatory organs, 108;
pneumonia, 69; senile debelity, 57; in-
fantile diarrhoea, 52; diseases of in-
fancy, 81; death by violence, 25.

The number of deaths by months
was:—November, 62; December, 60;
January, 508; February, 69; March, 62;
April, 78; May, 72; June, 58; July, 51;
