The Importance of Cleaning Milk Pans.

The importance of properly cleaning milk
cans, pails and other utensils, was dwelt upon
at the Indiana diary convention. First rinse
in cold -water. This removes the greater por-
tion of the adhering milk and should be done
immediately after the vessel is emptied.
Then wash thoroughly, using brush or cloth,
or both, to remove every trace of milk in-
gredients. If this is done in too hot weather,
it will eurdle the albnmen of the milk and
cause it to adhere to the surface, filling every
crack, corner and crevice, and even adhering
to the smooth surface, and the scalding in
boiling water that wust follow will only
make thesizing of albumen harder and more
adhesive. There is no such thing as melting
it. Only scouring or a heat that would burn
it off will remove it. But if rinsed in cool
water, washed in tepid and then scalded in
boiling water the utensils will keep clean and
sweet, if it hasa fairly smooth surface. If
wiped after scalding, let it be done only with
a perfectly clean cloth. Otherwise it is better
to place the vessel so it will perfectly drain
and not wipe it at all.

Cheese Factories.

Mr. Phillips, a7 Wisconsin cheese instructor,
last winter said before the dairymen of New
York state, that all factories should be built
with a view to plenty of room, both for work
and for storeroom. ILach factory should be
provided with perfect drainage so that there
need be no necessity for foul odors _within or
without. Curing rooms should le so con-
structed that the temperature can be invar-
iably kept at from sixty to sixty-five degrees
Fahrenheit. He emphasized the point that it
is poor economy to invest in cheap apparatus.
Always get the best of everything; it pays in
the long run; a poor article is dear at any
price. Another example of false economy is
in hiring a cheap maker. He finds many
such makers, poorly taught; having too little
experience; without a due regard for the im-
portance of their work. Some may have the
idea that anyone can make cheese—a mis-
taken idea—the good maker needs brains; or
possibly we find a maker of long experience
who tries to fit methods of twenty-five years
ago to conditions of to-day, and sneers at the
idea of receiving instructions in advanced
methods. For this class nothing but a term
at the hard school of experience, losses on
cheese, and ill-luck defying their best efforts
will serve toredeem them from the error of
their ways, but for the young and professedly
ignorant much may be done. Proper aeration
of milk is another point where ‘line upon
line, precept upon precept” is still needed.
The traditions of our forefathers are not more
easily rooted up than Canada thistles, and
the practice of instantly cooling the milk
when it is drawn from the cow has peen so
long followed that we find it hard to institute
a new order of things; but the fact still re-
mains that what would do for our fathers will
not do for us to-day in hardly any depart-
ment of life, more especially in cheese making.
But while the spirit of progress is thoroughly
awake and great improvements are noticeable,
there is still room for improvement, and prac-
tices which are clearly against common sense
and decency should be discontinued. even
though the consequences are not immediately
felt.

The comparative consumption of butter in
European couutries is reported as follows :
The consumption per head, ‘per annum, in
England is 13 pounds; in Germany, 8; in
Holland, 6; in France, 4;in Italy, 1 pound.
An exchange says the small quantity -con-
sumed 1n Italy iseasily accounted for by the
enormous quantity of olive oil the Indians
use. When we should give a child a piece of
bread and butter, an Italian mother would
toast the bread and spread it over with oil.
And the same thing obtains in Spain, in which
country butter is almost unknown to the
working class.

Pea meal is claimed to be exeellent for but-
ter. In England peas or beans, or both mixed
are of every day use for milch cows, fattening
bullocks, pigs, and sheep. Calves, too, are
allowed a small quantity of pea-sonp. occasion-
ally, but crushed linseed—not ground cake,
but the seed itself—is always given with it,
for fear of the peas being to constipating. It
is claimed that a pound of pea meal is worth
six pounds of ordinary bran as a feed ration.
A good crop of pees will average forty bushels
to the acre and give 2,500 pounds of pea meal,
the equivalent of 14,600 pounds of bran.

Singular Suicide in a Liverpool Public
Houxe.

An extraordinary case of suicide oc-
curred in a public house in Clubmoor the
other day. About half past one o’clock in
the afternoon a welldressed man,entered
the Farmers’ Arms public house, and
called for something to drink in the bar.
Very shortly afterwards he was found to
be in a comatose condition. The police
were called in, and the stranger was
taken to a medical man practising in the
district. The doctor found that the man
was suffering from opium poisoning, and
after applying the stomach pump direct-
ed_the patient’s removal to the Royal
Infirmary, whither he was conveyed by
the county police. For upwards of two
hours the medical staff of that institution
resorted to every means whereby to re-
store him, including the application of
electricity and artificial -breathing, but
in this they were unsuccessful. Two
bottles containing two or three ounces of
laudanum were found in his possession. .

The coroner inquired into the circum-
stances attending the death of the man.
It was dlscovered that deceased’s mother
died about Christmas last, and since
then he Lad been drinking very heavily,
but had never been heard to threaten to
commit suicide, although a difference in
his demeanour had been noticed. He
went into the Farmers’ Arms puldlic
house, Clubmoor, and ordered half a
glass of whiskey, which was supplied
him by the bar-maid, who afterwards
found him lying in an unconscious con-
dition. The medical evideice proved
that the deceased had tak-n an overdose
of laudanum, and that death was due to
the effects of narcotic poisoning. A ver-

dict of “Suicide whilst temporarily in-
sane” was returned.

HORRIBLE CRIME.

A Terrible Case of Murder Followed by
Lynching.

A terrible case of murder, followed by
Iynching occurred at Findlay, Ohio. Joseph
Lytle, an inmate of the National Soldiers’
Home at Drayton, having obtained leave of
absence visited the home of his divorced wife.
He remained quitely in the house a few days,
when without any warning he suddenly made
a murderous attack upon his daughters,
Della and Emma, who were at breakfast. He
dealt the former a terrible blow on the head
with a hatchet, crushing in her skull. He
then attacked his other daughter, but she
dodged the blow aimed at her, and escaped
with a slight wound. The murderer then
rushed at his wife, who, although an invalid,
struggled desperately with him, trying to
avoid the. blows of the hatchet. He struck
her six times on the head without breaking
her skull, bat one cut severed a finger. The
woman at length sank down exhausted, and
Lytle then crushed in her skull. After
smashing the piano and other furniture in the
house Lytle then surrendered to the police.
No motive for the crime can be imagined.
When the tragedy became known the people
grew furious, and a howling crowd of about a
thousand persons soon assembled outside the
gaol in whieh the man was confined. Stones
were thrown at the building and the windows
broken, but Lytle’s cell could not be reached.
Oil well drills were then procured and the
gaol doors pierced. The mob rushed through
the prison, and were directed to the mur-
derer’s cell bp Lytle himself, who called out
to them, and seems to have expected the
verdict of thc people. It took nearly an
hour to batter down the cell door, as the mob
did not attempt to get the sheriff's keys.
When, however the cell was at last thrown
open Lytle was dragged out and taken toa
bridge a short distance off. On arriving
there the people placed a rope round his neck
and the end over the crosspiece. As the
wretched man was being hauled up a revolver
shot, fired by a man in the crowd, severed the
rope aud he fell to the ground. He was
quickly raised again, however, and hustled to
a telegraph pole where the lynching was
completed. Lytle left a note in his cell ask.
ing that his body might be handed over to
his brother, and that he might be buried
beside his mother. Lytle was much addict-
ed to drink, aud was sentenced to a term of
imprisoument some time ago for shooting his

little son.

Any one who reads the American
papers must often notice the frequency
with which the death notices are accor
panied with the words, “Pleaso Ouwit
Flowers.” It might be supposed by those
who are ignorant of the facts that there
was a simultaneous re-action against a
custom which has been hallowed by the
usage of ages, which has been sung by
poets and hymned by musicians, and
which, in its pristine form, was confess-
edly one of the most touching of all the
tributes of esteem and affection which
the hiving can render to the memory of
the dead.

The reason for the change in this beau-
titul and admirable custom, is not that
the grief for the departed is any less
deep or sincere, nor because there is any
change of sentiment regarding the beauty
or propriety of the custom, but because
certain venders, of flowers, greedy for
gain and keen in search of the nimble
shilling, have come to thrust themselves
80 obtrusively upon the presence of a
grief that should be sacred, that the only
remedy has been to ask the omission of
all floral tributes at such a time. In
none of the plays of Shakespeare is there
anything more sad, more touching, more
imbued with pure sentiment than when
poor Ophelia strews her flowers, with
“There’s rose Mary, that's for resem-
blance; there are pansies, that's for
thoughts; and there’s a daisy; I would
give you some violets, but they withered
all when my father died.” But had the
hapless polonius come to his untimely
end inone of these American cities of
now-a-days, he would not have been
dragged out from behind the arras before
some enterprising firm of florists would
have bad their business cards in Ophelia’s
hands. Thank fortune no such lines are
required to be added to these sacred no-
tices, in this country.

The Nova Scotia government has now
brought before the Legislature of that
Province the following bill, by which it
hopes to outdo the proceedings taken
against that body by Mayor Thomas.

1. The Honorable Michael J. Power,
peaker of the house of assembly, Alfred
J. Halliburtun, Esq., sergeant-at-arms.
and Thomas A. Chambers, keeper of the
county jail at Halifax, and each and
every one of them, is and are hereby in-
demnified and exonerated from all lia-
bility to any damages or other responsi-

. pility, and from any suit, demand or

judgement which may have been or may
hereafter be brought or rendered against
the said honorable Michael J. Power,
speaker, Alfred F. Halliburton, sergeant-
at-arms, and Thomas Chambers, jailor,
with respect of or in relation to the issue
of such warrant in the preamble of this
act referred to, or the execution therefore.

2. This act may be pleaded as a bar
and discharge to any action or suit pend-
ing, or which may be brought, again t
the said Michael J. Power, speaker,
Alfred F. Halliburton, sergeant-at-arms
and Thomas A. Chambers, jailor, or any
or either of them, for any matter, cause
or thing mentioned in this act, and shall
also be adischarge of any judgement for
ni:y such penalty as is mentioned in the
next preceding section, and any costs in
such judgement. 2

3. Any act or thing done by the speaker
or other officer of the House of AssemLly
by authority of the house under the pro-
visions of the chapter hereby amended
is hereby ratified and confirmed, and it
is declared that the speaker and such
officers are and each of them is and shall
be free from all action atlaw of every
kind and in all courts within the pro-
vince, and this act may be pleaded in
bar to all such actions, suits or other pro-
ceedings.

Many stories are being told ahout the
desire of Great Britain for a monetary
conference with the United States, at
which the subject of extending the use
of silver as a money metal is to be dis-
cussed. The brilliant journal which
makes this statement asserts that the re-
quest of England has no reference to
bimetallism, but its broad terms imply
that the proposition covers these means
‘as well as othiers as a subject of investi-
gation by the congress. The man who
penned this sentence is absolutely ignor-
of the subject he was writing about, and
be muy safely bo set down ps a falsifier

o s
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as well a8 an ignoramus. No one with
the slightest knowledge of the subject
believes that the government of England
has made a proposition of any kind con-
cerning money, to the United States gov-
ernment. It is possible that the British
would accept an invitation to a monetary
congress if one was extended by the
United States, but it is absurd to expect
them to take the initiative. There is
nothing upon which the government of
the British nation are so thoroughly
agreed as that the retention of the single
gold standard is essential to that nation,
for as a creditor nation she derives the
greatest profit from the constantly en-
bancing value of the metal which she
insists that her debts and their earnings
be settled ip.

The revelations of the committee which
is inquiring into the condition of thé
British army are not calculated to arouse
the enthusiasm of the English taxpayer.
After coming down handsomely for tlie
support of a military establishment, it is
discouraging to be told by competent
authorities that it would be impossible to
mobilize two army corps on short notice.
Considering the {fact that the Germans
with a much smaller expenditure profess
to be able to place a score or so of corps
in the field at a day’'s notice, the dis-
closures do not speak well for British
msnagement. It may be true that sol-
diers are hard to get in England, but ir
they are not to be had Englishmen
ought not to be compelled to pay out ex-
travagant sums for the sake of having an
army on paper.

Reports indicate that the business of
taking seals is not likely to prove very
‘lucrative this year, as they have been
thinned out to such an extent that they
are relatively scarce. The destruction of
the seal fisheries will only add one more
to the numerous instances of the folly of
man killing the goose that lays the
zolden egg. I

A CHICAGO FIRE.

The Atheeneum Building Totally Destroyed

The Chicago Athaeneum building, a
seven storey structure adjoining the art
institute on Vanburen street was burned
this week. The loss is estimated at
$150,000. There were 400 persons in the
building, attending the law school and
other classes when a terrific explosiun,
followed by a sound of crashing glass and
timbers, was heard on the seventh floor.
The building was shaken to its founda-
tion "and the fire broke out at once. A
terrible panic ensued, but 1t is believed
all the occupants made their escape.
Woods’ hotel, which adjoins the Athenae-
lum, caught fire, but the blaze was ex-
tinguished with slight loss, though the
guests were badly frightened and rushed
pell mell into the street. Several valu-
able paintings belonging to the Chicago
society of artists, were destroyed in the
Athenaelum building. The cause of the
