The order to rescind the strike
order was presented by counsel for
the mine workers.

The following statement was is-
sued: “The operators have repeat-
edly stated that they were willing
to negotiate if the sirike order was
withdrawn This has been done
in accordance with the order of the
courts, Good faith requires it to
see that & resumption of negotia-
tions s begun at once and coa-
ciuded without delay.”

Following this action, Secretary
of Labor Wilson said after a meet-
ing of the Cabinet: “I shall im-
madiately call the miner: and oper-
atodg, together to nggoflate a wage
agreelient.”

At the time of writing it is very
problematical whether the miners
shall return to work, but It is ex-
pected that this will happen. In
obeying the mandats of the courts,
the miners will undoubtedly get full
support of the public, and while it
has not been possible in the past
to negotiate a satisfactory  agree-
ment, it is thought that now . the
aperators. will be only too willing
to bring about a setilement.
