London, May 26.—The French sub­

marine Pluviôse, with a crew of 27 men 
aboard, was rammed and sunk by the 
packet boat Ville De Calais in the Eng­
lish channel to-day. Reports indicate 
that none of the crew escaped.

A wireless message from Calais was 
received to the effect that the collision 
occurred a few miles from that port. 
British and French torpedo boats rush­
ed to the scene as soon as they picked 
up the wireless call for help.

The weather was clear at the time 
of the accident, and the cause of the 
collision was not learned. The Pluvoise 
was half submerged when struck by 
the packet.

The Ville De Calais put back to the 
French port in a crippled condition.

Due to Recklessness.
Calais, May 26.—The commander of 

the French submarine Pluviôse, two 
officers and twenty-four men were lost 
when the submarine was sunk by the 
packet Ville De Calais Just outside the 
bay to-day.
- The recklessness of the commander 
of the submarine in attempting to pass 
under the packet was the cause of the 
accident. The commander miscalculat­
ed the depth to which he would have 
to go to get by the packet, an4 the 
collision followed.

The captain of the Ville De Calais 
did not know the Piuvoise was near 
until his vessl struck the submarine.

The Ville De Calais put back to this 
port badly damaged. The captain left 
a number of small boats to pick up 
possible survivors.

Several hundred persons who had 
been watching the submarine manoeu­
vres saw the accident.

6aturdays they will be closed at-7 p. m.

Vancouver, May 25.—The results of 
the plebiscite taken in South Vancou­
ver on tfife incorporation and school 
by-laws questions, were a defeat of 
the scheme to incorporate the borough 
a» a city by 541 to 523, or a clear ma­
jority of 18, and the acceptance of the 
proposal to borrow $179,000' for the pur­
pose of school extension and accom­
modation, by 724 to 334, or a straight 
majority of 390.

London, May «.—A parliamentary 
white paper Just issued deals with the 
question of colonial treaty-making 
powers, and contains correspondence 
between the British Government and 
those of the over-seas states.

Lord Rlpon, in 1895, sent a circular 
dispatch To the Dominion government, 
laÿfng down the principles that a for­
eign power could only be approached 
through, the British representatives at 
Use court of that power,, and that to 
give he colonics the power of negotiat­
ing treaties for themselves without ref­
erence to His Majesty's government, 
weald be to give them International 
status as separate sovereign states, 
VKIch would be equivalent to breaking 
up the empire. But, Lord Ripon ad- 
deft. it is desirable that the British am­
bassador who is conducting the negoti­
ations should have the assistance of a 
delegate of the colonial government to 
act" as second plenipotentiary or In a 
subordinate capacity.

Oil July 3rd, 1907, Sir Edward Grey, 
in informing the British ambassador at 
Baris of the desire of the Canadian 
government to open negotiations with 
the Fi-eneh government fbr a new 
cerermerclal convention, recalled this 
dispatch of Lord Rlpon, and «aid: "1 
dp ltd, however, think It is necessary 
to adhere In the present case to the 
strict letter til this regulation, the ob­
ject whereof was to secure that nego­
tiations should not be entered into and 
carried through by a colony unknown 
to, or independent of His Majesty's 
government. The selection of the ne­
gotiator is principally a matter of con­
venience, and in the present -circum­
stances, It would be obviously prac­
tical that the negotiations should be 
left to Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and tl)t 
Canadian Minister of Finance, who 
wlH doubtless keep you informed of 
their tprogress. If the negotiations are 
brought to a close in Paris you will 
sign the agreement jointly with the 
Canadian negotiators, who have been 
given full power.”

In a subsequent dispatch to the 
Ambassador, Sir Edward Grey added: 
•'In the event of the Canadian dele­
gates desiring to make or accept any 
verbal alterations either in the Eng- 
lt»b or the- French text, you are au­
thorised to agree thereto without ref­
erence to me.”

formidable plot to assassinate King-Al­
fonso and Queen Victoria of Spain 
cousd the doubling of the king's body­
guard to-day.

The death of Callemayor; By his own 
hand, after the premature explosion ol 
a bomb, is regretted by the police, ai 
they believe it prevents them from 
learning the identity of persons .now 
engaged- in further plots to kill the 
Spanish rulers.

Callemayor accidentally dropped" a 
bomb on Monday on the ■ street where ’ 
Alfonso and’ the Queen were to pass in 
a carriage upon the former’s return 
from England. The bomb exploded 
and wounded him. The police started 
to arrest him, but he shot himself land 
died.

Following Callemayor’s suicide, the 
police ransacked his rooms and gath­
ered evidence showing that plans to 
kill Alfonso and the Queen are still un­
der way. The evidence threw no light 
upon^ the identity of the persons en­
gaged in the plot.

Although Callemayor was injured by 
his own bomb and then took hia life 
to escape arrest, open threats of ven­
geance for his death have been made. 
The police attribute, the anonymous 
letters they are receiving to anarchists 
who have become active since the re­
turn of Alfonso from England.

Anti-Government Demonstrations. 
Barcelona,, May 25.—The barracks in 

Barcelona and vicinity were filled with . 
additional troops to-day- in anticipa­
tion of a revolutionary outbreak; The 
reinforcements arrived th time to- quell 
several anti-government outbreaks 
that took place in the streets to-day.

The editor of “Land arid Liberty,’’ an 
anarchist newspaper, was placed ifi jail 
this afternoon, following the assertion 
in the perlo'dlcal that tire recent bomb 
outrages here and at Madrid were 
planned and consummated by anar­
chists. The statement " removes all 
doubt of the existence of a plot to as­
sassinate the king.

- Ottawa, May 25.—Negotiations 
tween Canada and the Ünited States 
looking to reciprocity arrangements 
are not1 likely to be taken up before 
next autumn. Before the conclusion of 
the tariff arrangements in March last 
the United States secretary of state, 
P. C. Knox, in a letter to the Canadian 
Minister of Finance expressing Presi­
dent Taft’s satisfaction with the out­
come, wrote:

""Let me then take this opportunity 
to express by his direction the desire 
of the president that your government 
find it convenient to take up with this 
government at such time arid ' such 
manner as may be mutually satisfac­
tory, the consideration "of a readjust­
ment of our trade relations upon the 
broader and more liberal lines which 
should obtain between countries so 
closely related geographically and ra­
cially as Indicated by the president in 
his recent public utterances.”

These sentiments Hon. W. S. Field­
ing in his letter of reply courteously 
reciprocated, yet it Is an open secret 
tnat notwithstanding President Taft’s 
“public utterances” it' was tacitly un­
derstood that the United Stages gov­
ernment was in no "hurry to proceed 
with" reciprocity negotiations.

Many memories of early days on 
Vancouver ’Island are recalled by the 
death of General Sir. WlUiafii Purvis 
Wright at Plymouth this month. The 
deceased officer was* in his 64th year 
and had been connected with the Royal 
Marine Light Infantry for 48 years, 
serving in most of the divisional and 
headquarter staff poste,
' There are a few Victorians who re­
member General Wright as a young 
man when he was here in the warship 
Sparrowhawk in the sixties. In the 
spring of 1869 several cases of trouble 
with the Indians were reported from 
both the east and west coasts of 
Vancouver Island, and"' the Warship 
Sparrowhawk was ordered north with 
Governor Seymour ' .and Hon. Mr. 
Trutch to investigate. At Hesqulot a 
force of marines, under the late Gen. 
Wright,, was landed to punish • a band 
of Indians which had murdered several 
members of the crew from a wrecked 
British barque. It was on this trip 
that Governor Seymour, who had suc­
ceeded Governor Douglas in 1864, was 
taken ill and died at Bella Bella.

The late general was connected with 
the land staff of the R. M. L. I., short­
ly after his return from Victoria. From 
1897 to 1900 he was assistant-adjutant- 
general at the R. M. quarters in Lon­
don, and from June, 1902 to 1907, he oc­
cupied the highest poet hi the corps— 
that of deputy adjutant- general : He 
was awarded the Jubilee and Corona­
tion medals, and In 1904, on the occa­
sion of his late Majesty's birthday, was 
decorated a K. C. B.

On their way to Shusharti Bay, on' 

the northeastern end df Vancouver 
Island, where they will open up a con­
siderable area of land and settle on 
ranches, a number of experienced 
farmers, headed by A. J. McKey, left 
Victoria last evening. The party is the 
first of several which McKey, who is 
one of the pioneers of the district south 
of Hope1 Island, intends to'bring from 
the United States to settle in the vicin­
ity of Strandsby, which is the official 
name of the post office recently estab­
lished at Shusharti Bay.

A notable fact in connection with the 
settlement of places in the north, both 
on the east and west coats of the isl­
and, is the zeal displayed by the pio­
neers, the majority of whom are Am­
ericans, in bringing out friends to Join 
them. In conversation with the secre­
tary pf the Vancouver Island'Develop­
ment League, which has assisted in in­
teresting McKey’s' friends, the Times 
learned this morning that many en­
quiries for information regarding the 
possibilities of several districts, at the 
north of the Island were being received. 
Many of the outsiders who* have gone 
on trips of inspection to places where 
nq settlements exist have become en­
thusiastic over the potentialities- of the 
land and have hastened to bring 
friends and relatives to assist in the 
establishment of colonies away from 
thq beaten tracks.

This type of Immigrant is usually 
possessed of considerable capital and 
represents the best class of settler, 
the man with the pioneer spirit who 
passes by the more limited opportuni­
ties of the populated districts for the 
greater reward which the virgin land 
offers to industry and perseverance.

Yesterday a party of four spent two 
hours at the headquarters of the De­
velopment League, amassing informa­
tion on the openings for farming en­
terprise on the Island. They were 
Frank Labolle, Misé Labolle, his sister;

FISH PROPAGATION. OLD FOLKS’ HOME.

It is very satisfactory Indeed to note 

that while Puget Sound trap, fishermen 

have announced their determination tc 

oppose regulations which qualified au- 

tk#rlties have pronounced to be neces­

sary tor the preservation of the sock- 

eyes salmon which make their breed- 

ltlgptace in the waters of the Fraser 
RiVer, the Dominion government . is 

making ample prtfvisiofc for thfe propa­

gation of this valuable commercial fish 
in other waters of the province. Mr. 
F. H. Cunningham, of .Ottawa^ Domin­
ion Superintendent of Fish Culture, 

who was in the city yesterday, states 
that during the present season two new 
hatcheries of considerable . capacity 
will be constructed on the west coast 
of Vancouver island. Mr. Cunningham, 
who is now up at CoWlehan Lake, 
alee gays that the culture station pro­
jected on that magnificent body of wa­
ter will be completed during the pres­
ent year. Both commercial and sport­
ing fish will be propagated there, in­
suring ■ permanent supply of the 
various tribes of fish dear to the heart 
of the angler. An attempt will be made 
Just as soon as possible to introduce 
upon the Pacific Coaat not only the 
fam^d Atlantic salmon, in regard to 
whose preference for the fly there can 
be no doubt, but the true speckled and 
brown trout also, made famous by old 
Isaak In his Compleat Angler and by 
the celebrated “Christopher North" at a 
later day, If the unfortunate conflict 
between the Dominion and the provin­

cial authorities In regard to Jurisdic­
tion could but be settled and necessary 
regulation» establishing close seasons 
agreed upon and enforced, British Col­
ombia would soon become what Nature 
designed her to be, a veritable para- 
dire for fishermen. Other provinces of 
tfce Dominion, realising that the pro­
ps* conservation of the fisheries is be­
yond their capacity, have agreed to 
soik their conflicting claims under the 
British North America Act and give 
the Dominion government absolute con- 
trel. It the federal authority could be 
charged with indifference or neglect in 
respect to the-fisheries of this or any 
of the provinces, there might be some 
excuse for the-attitude of the local gov­
ernment. But when It Is stated that 
since the present Dominion government 
assumed power in 1896 ten hatcheries 
have been established within this prov­
ince while previous to that time there 
wa«| only one. It will be understood that 
the : Marine and Fisheries Department 
is doing the best it can to live up to 
Its obligations. The federal revenue 
from the fisheries of this province is 
but a bagatelle compared with the ex­
penditures. It is, therefore, not from 
a desire to make profit from the ex­
ploitation of the fisheries that the Do­
minion government desires an amicable 
adjustment of the unfortunate dispute 
In regard to jurisdiction.

Conference of Formed Mainland Muni­
cipalities Ask Government For

nual - meeting of the Young Men’s 
Christian Association Of Vancouver, 
held in the gymnasium of the institu­
tion, was a noteworthy one, in that it 
marked a new era in progress of r asso­
ciation work in this city. So great has 
been the growth of the different de­
partments during the past few years, 
that a$ the present time the association 
building is far too small to accommo­
date the membership," and the an­
nouncement was raad,e that a campaign 
Would .be launches Ufc Ofrt'ober this year 
to raise a fund of about $406,900, with 
which to erect a large modern building 
in the Central part of the city, and two 
or three mpdest branch buildings in 
other sections.

The directors are now looking around 
for public-spirited men who will offer 
initial subscriptions, varying from 
$5,000 to $50,000, with which to form the 
nucleus ef the campaign ffind.

During the year tlie directors report 
stated 1,683 memebrs had been upon (Jle 
rolls. Owing to removals and changes 
the actual net membership at the 
present time is 978, a gain over last 
year of forty-two. During the ^ year 
all expenses have been met and'about 
$1,000 has been cleared off the lean 
and building accounts. The total rev­
enue for the year amounted to $19,S18. 
an Increase of $$,600 over that of last 
year. The year ended with a small 
balance in the treasury.

According to the physical* director’s 

report 644 classes had been held in 
that department during the season, 
with an enrollment of 612 members, 
about two-thirds of the entire mem­
bership of the association. Lectures 
had been given upon t’First Aid to the 
injured," and, in connection with 
the swimming club, life saving classes 
had been held. The senior basket­
ball team had won the championship 
of the Pacific Northwest and various 
other trophies had been secured by 
thé Junior teams.

The educational committee report­
ed having hçld classes in a large num­
ber of varied commercial, technical 
and literary subjects, with an enroll­
ment of 114 men and boys. The read­
ing rooms had been well stocked with 
newspapers and magazines. Another 
very Successful fèature of this depart­
ment had been the institution of a de­
bating society, which has been a mark­
ed success.

In the midst of these many and 
varied activities the first care of the 
association has been to provide for the 
spiritual needs of the men, and the 
report of. the religious work depart­
ment gave testimony, to much good 
wbrk along those linejt • The associa­
tion had also been supporting a secre­
tary in China, the members Contribut­
ing last year $1,019 for that purpose.

Most of the work Which has been 
done for men has been duplicated for 
the benefit of boys, the juvenile branch, 
having been well looked after during 
the year. In the physical department 
992 classes had been held tor tlie boys, 
and various organized games and sports 
had been provided for them. Supple­
mentary educational classes had been 
provided, and various Bible classes and 
religious meetings had been well at­
tended. During the summer a boys’ 
camp had been held at Howe Sound, 
and other social events had added much 
to the pleasure of the lads.

Vancuver, May 24.—The conference 

between the local civic health commit­
tee and the representatives of lower 
mainland municipalities resulted in the 
passing of a resolution advocating the 
purchase of a suitable old folks’ home 
site and the erection of a building, the 
cost to be borne equally,by the govern­
ment and the municipalities.

The joint committee will arrange a 
meeting with the provincial represen­
tatives from the lower mainland and 
enlist their support later. A sub-com­
mittee will wait upon the provincial 
executive and attempt a reconsidera­
tion of the latter’s decision not to as­
sist in the project at the present time. 
v- The resolution, which was moved by 
Reeve McNaught of North Vancouver, 
and Alderman Ramsay, was to the fol­
lowing effect: "That the committee 
recommend that a sufficient quantity 
of land to meet any demands for the 
erection of an old folks’ horde on the 
lower mainland and the recreation for 
the inmates,-be purchased; that each 
of the municipalities contribute to tlie 
extent of 50 per cent., the provincial 
government to provide the other half 
of the cost of erection; that the ex­
pense of conducting the home be borne 
by the municipalities, so much per 
capita on the inmates from each dis­
trict; any loss ot operation to be shared 
by the government and the municipali­
ties; that the home be governed by a 
joint board from the government and 
the municipalities; meantime the pro­
vincial government to accept at the 
Kamloops institution such indigent per­
sons as the municipalities may recom­
mend, the municipalities to pay the 
cost ot their maintenance, and fix resi­
dence restrictions."

The suggestion was made at the 
meeting that a new building, to cost 
in the neighborhood of $50,000, should 
be erected, having a capacity for 150 
persons. This, would be open, with re­
strictions, to all aged and infirm per­
sons from the municipalities of the 
lower mainland, each district bearing 
the cost of the inmates it sent to the 
home. It would be the intention to 
have the institution located where a 
considerable amount ot garden truck 
could be raised. One large building 
with several cottages surrounding 
would be erected at the commence­
ment, and the accommodation would 
be increased with the demand.

At the present time the home here 
has fifteen aged inmates, and twelve 
more are supported at various places 
throughout the city. Then, too, the 
city is contributing to the support of 
thirteen in the Kamloops home tor 
aged men.

STAMPEDE STARTED
TO IDITAROD MINES

May OotHyal Palmy Days of Nome 
and Klondike—Steamer St. Mi­

chael on Way

Dawson, May 26.—,The steamer St. 

Michael, the first boat of the year for 
Fairbanks and the Idltarod, Is on the 
way down the river to-day, making 
the opening of the stampede from the 
Yukon to the new diggings. The same 
scenes that are marking the rush from 
the coast, from Nome and from Fair­
banks, are being repeated here. Al­
ready the stampede has reached the 
proportions of the Fairbanks rush, and 
if it keeps up will outrival the palmy 
days of Nome and the Klondike.

The St. Michael is carrying HO pas­
sengers and 200 tons of freight. Half 
of the passengers arrived Sunday on 
the steames La France and Pauline, 
the first boats from the upper Yukon.

Three hundred local people have 
booked passage on the next boat to tbe 
Idltarod and scores more are waiting 
for an opportunity.

The steamer Casca arrived yester­
day and proceeded to Eagle with the 
International boundary survey, com­
prising 65 men and 100 horses, who will 
extend the line between Canada and 
Alaska from the Yukon to the Arctic.

In an attempt to ran the race yes­
terday afternoon, both shells swamped. 
The Washington crew was ahead at the 
Lime, and the race was awarded to 
them over the protest ot Stanford. 
Washington refused to accept the vic­
tor:/. however, and postponed their de­
parture to Wisconsin 12 hours in order 
to i un the race over again this morn­
ing. The Stanford men were picked 
up by a launch following in the wake. 
A life preserver was provided before 
hand for the Stanford coxwaki, the 
only one in their shell who was unable 
to swim. .

That the Democrats would rally Joy­
fully to the aid of the radicals if the 
move to oust the speaker were started, 
h certain and It is believed that any 
attempt to depose Uncle Joe would be 
suoeessful.

Fear that a deadlock would result

TWO PERISH IN FIRE.

Bellingham. Wash., May 26.—Two 
Japanese sleeping in a lodging house 
were cremated when fire destroyed a 
solid block of two and three-storey 
frame buildings bounded by West Hol­
ly and Fourteenth, and C and D 
streets.

The members 
of the board thought the points raised 
by Mr. Dowler of extreme importance, 
and it was decided to discuss the same 
at the next meeting of the board of 
works. The city clerk’s letter was as 
follows:

By unanimous vote the city council, 
at its meeting on Monday evening, 
passed the resolution moved by Aid. 
Bannerman, and seconded by Aid. Ful­
lerton, embodying an offer to the school 
board which will allow of the new 
High school being erected on a site at 
Spring Ridge. This proposal is, that if 
the city board of trustees agrees to set 
aside the sum of $30,000 for site pur­
poses the city will, on its part, give 
the 3% acres of land which it owns 
there, expend the sum of $13.000 in re­
grading work and hand over the pro­
perty in shape ready for building to 
commence. This offer will be consider­
ed at a meeting of the school board 
to be held shortly. >

Aid. Bannerman, In presenting his 
resolution, explained that he 'had 
ceived à letter from J. Haggerty, the 
contractor, wljo offered to do the re­
grading work provided he was allowed 
to utilize the surplus sand and gravel, 
and he would in addition pay the city 
the sum of $1,000. The amount of ma­
terial at the site was estimated at 66,000 
yards. About 28,000 yards would be re­
quired for the filling in work. The peo­
ple of Spring Ridge were willing to 
contribute the sum of $2,000, if neces­
sary, in order that such financial ar­
rangements might be made as would 
enable the school board to utilize the 
site. It was estimated that the sale of 
houses on the site would realize a 
considerable sum. The total cost of the 
eleven acres embraced In the area 
which would be handed over to the 
board for site purposes would be $46,000.

Aid. Fullerton protested against the 
proposal that the residents of Spring 
Ridge should be asked to go down in 
their pockets and pay for the removal 
of an eye-sore which they had not 
created.

Aid. Bannerman, in reply to this, ex­
plained that the suggestion that - the 
residents of Spring Ridge should con­
tribute the sum of $2,000 had corné from 
the people themselves.

Mayor Morley expressed the opinion 
that die eleven acres was more than 
would be required for the purposes of 
a site. The city might go ahead and 
secure that amount of land, however. 
Seven of eight acres would be suffi­
cient for the_, site 
be held for civic purposes.

Aid. Sargison considered that the 
entire eleven acres ought to be given 
for the purposes of the High school 
site. Any other proposition would hard­
ly be considered by the school board.

Aid. Bannerman said it ought not to 
be forgotten that It was quite possible 
other buildings might in the near fu­
ture be added to that it is now pro­
posed to erect, and that therefore all 
of the eleven acres would be needed. 
He weis firmly convinced that Spring 
Ridge was the very best site available 
in the city. IV had been stated, that the 
location had not sufficient elevation.

The solicitor has 
enumerated certain advantages which 
in his opinion the new procedure pos­
sesses over the old, though I regret 
that I am unable, to estimate these so- 
called advantages as highly as he, and 
agalp I would point out that they do 
not relate to matters of legal interpre­
tation or construction, hut simply to 
matters of ordinary procedure. “The 
advanages are,’’ he says, “(a) The 
necessity for the work hits not to be 
decided upon by the city engineer, nor 
has he to consult the wishes of the 
owners either as to work or material.” 
It is difficult to see where the advan­
tages lies in either one. of these state­
ments, and one of thejm is hardly in 
accordance with fact. The city engineer 
does not decide as to the necessity for 
works of local improvement, but the 
council, that is, under the system 
hitherto 4n vogue, and if he does not 
need to consult the wishes of the own­
ers either as to the work or material 
under the new method, then it is rather 
a large power to be vested-hi any civic 
official and an advantage, which, the 
property owners, who1 have to pay for 
the work, will hardly, appreciate.

The 
method is intricate, it has not yet been 
subjected to the test of the courts, and 
there is no assurance, that it is safe and 
reliable. It is a well recognized prin­
ciple of civic administration, and it is 
the aim of all well ordered business 
houses to see, that-all procedure should 
be simplified as much as possible con­
sistent with security and efficiency.

So far as I am able to judge the pro­
posed method of procedure is distinctly 
retrograde • and
wholly unnecessary. It possesses no ad­
vantages of any material kind 
that hitherto followed, unless it be that 
of'providing opportunities for litigious- 
ly disposed persons to avail themselves 
of the numerous technicalities which 
the system is capable of producing for 
their benefit, and of.preventing the sale 
of the debentures when the money is 
required.

The solicitor has presented one side 
of the case, and I may be permitted 
to invite your attention to the other, I 
shall endeavor to confine myself ex­
clusively to the practical points of the 
two-methods of procedure, às establish­
ed In practice up to the present, and as 
elucidated by the solicitor in hls letter 
to the council of the 14th Inst.

The underlying principle in the 
method hotherto followed is that till 
works of local improvement shall be 
initiated by the city council. The object 
sought by subsection 148 of section 50 
is to afford an opportunity, to property 
owrens to Initiate proceedings them­
selves whenever a majority is desirous 
of having any particular " work of local 
improvement done. Prior to the session 
of the legislature of 1910, only certain 
works of local improvement could be 
carried out under the provisions of the 
said subsection, but the section Is now 
amended so as to include any work of 
local improvement within the provls- , 
ions of section 256, Including the con­
struction of boulevards and lateral 
water pipes from the main to the line 
of the street. The procedure under the 
system hitherto followed almost ex­
clusively, is, briefly, as -follows;

1. Resolution by the council to do the 
work.

2. Report thereon'by the city engineer 
and city assessor, giving estimate of 
the cost.

3. Advertising of the work for a 
period of fifteen days.

4. By-law to authorltze the work and 
to provide the money therefor.

The procedure under the method pro­
posed to be adopted is as follows:

1. Requisition signed by a majority
of the owners of one-half the assess­
able value of the property abutting on 
the street to be Improved, and iti the 
case of lighting, watering or sweeping 
a street, the occupiers may âlsd re­
quisition. ■ ,

2. Report thereon by the city engineer 
and city assessor giving estimate of 
cost.

3. Advertising the work for a period 
of seven days.

4. Giving of seven flays’, notice, to all 
non-signers of the requisition of the 
intention of the council to assess their 
property as well as that of the signers 
for the cost of the work.

!j. By-law to authorize the work.
The difference between the two sys­

tems then may shortly be defined as 
consisting in:

(a) Initiation by thé council in the 
one case, and by the property owners 
in the other.

(b) Shortening, in the case of- a re­
quisition, of the period of advertising 
from fifteen to seven days.

(c) Requirement in the case of re­
quisition that the non-signing owners 
shall be notified.

(d) A counter-petition may. be pre- 
1 sented In both cases. A petition will be

effectivé under the system generally 
? followed hitherto, if, signed by a ma-

The essential difference Is thus 
to exist in the initiative, period 
vertising, the serving of notice, and as 
to the counter-petition.

New York, May 25.—The government 
threw a legal bombshell into the ranks 
of the accused sugar trust officials 
Monday in the trial of Charles T. 
Heinke, secretary of the trust, by in­
troducing on the witness stand Oliver 
Spitzer, a former dock superintendent 
of the combine.

Spitzer was pardoned recently by 
the president after he had served sev­
eral months of a two years’ sentence 
for fraud. His testimony involved 
some of the high officials of the trust. 
Spitzer made a complete confession of 
sugar frauds, his testimony contra­
dicting that given by him at his own 
trial last December, when he swore 
tnat he knew nothing of any frauds.

Spitzer said that bags of lead had 
been used on the scales by the sugar 
company employes to make false 
weight, and that when the scaled were 
ordered boarded In, he furnished the 
sugar checkers with small springs 
which were placed under the beam to 
influence the scales.

The witness declared that he bored 
holes for the springs and arranged' a 
system of signal lights which warned 
the checkers that they were being 
watched by government agents,

Spitzer, when on the stand, testified 
that he knew Heinke only slightly. He 
also said that he knew of his own 
knowledge that the sugar company 
used the city weighers’ returns as a 
basis on which to pay for raw sugar 
anct that the government weights were 
not used in the Wall Street office for 
any calculations. Prosecutor Stimson 
said that this testimony would be used 
to show that Heinke, as secretary, 
knew of the frauds.
