Nearly a Million and a Half
Was Collected Last
Year.

Nearly one and a half million dollars
were collected at the local customs
house during the year ending March,
31st, the total receipts from all sources
being $1,472,205.97, an Increase of $555,-
41211 over the receipts of the year end-
in March, 1907, and $703,873.10 over that
ending on'the same date in the previous
year,

The above enormous increase means
that the receipts ‘have doubled since
the year before last, and the figures in-
dicate an unpnecedented advance in the
city trade during the last two years.
The large increase-hps, however, been
mostly. accounted for during the last
twelve months as the difference be-
tween the revenues received last year
and the year before’ was only in the
neighborhood of $150,000, which, com-
pared with last year’s advance of over
“half a million dollars shows that a won-
derful increase was -made during 1907
#ud the first three months of this year.

‘WWashington, D. C., April 9.—In one
of the shortest messages which he has
yvet transmitted to congress, President

| Roosevelt to-day called attention to the

necessity for further lggislation on the
subjeet of anarchy. With the message
he transmitted a report reviewing the
legal phases of the question by Attor-
ney-General Bonaparte.

The president’s message follows: To
the Senate and House of Representa-
tives: I nerewith suicmit a letter from
‘the department of justice which ex-

,rlains itsélf. .Under this opinion, I hold

that existing statutes give the presi-
dent the power to prohibit the post-
master ‘general from being used as an
instrument in the commission of crime,
that is to permit the use of the mails
for advocacy of murder, arson and
ireason. And ‘I shall act upon :such
construction. ' Unquestionably, how-
ever, there ‘should ‘be further legisla-
tion by congress in this matier., When
compared with the suppression of an-
archy every other question sinks into
insignificance. The anarchist is the

| enemy of humanity, the enemy of man-

kind, and his is. a deeper degree of
criminality than any other. No immi-
grant js allewed to come to our-shores
.if he is an anarchist'and no paper pub-
lished here or abroad should be. per-
mitted circulation in this country if it
rropagates anarchistic opinions.

Bunkers of Helois Broke and

Vessel Listed—Crew Res-
cued in Mid-Ocean.

Plymouth, April 9—The Norwegian
tank steamer Helios, the crew of
which were rescued in mid-ocean by
the steamer Majestic, was abandoned
in north latitude 44, west longitude 39.
She had encountered a terrific storm
that lasted three days. Her bunkers
were broken and the vessel listed bad-
ly. Her ‘cargo of oil invaded the stoke
hole, and its overpowering -fumes
compelled the crew to abandon the
vessel.

The accident to the Helios oceurred
on Saturday last. There was great ap-
prehension that the oil would reach
the fires and a disastrous ‘explosion
would reult. One hundred and sixty
tons of oil were pumped from the
bunkers, but the task of removing the
remainder of the oil was beyond the
efforts of the crew. The hurricane with
the accompanying heavy seas rendered
it impossible-to remove the hatches to
allow the fumes to 'escape.

Before leaving the vessel ' the sea
cocks and hatches were opened to
facilitate her -sinking, as she was in
' the direct track of liners.

America to Keep Up With Huge
Naval Expenditures of
Powers.

Washington, April 9. — The naval
appropriation  bill, authorizing the
construction of two instead of four
battleships, and eight instead of four
submarine torpedo boats, and carrying
a total appropriation of $103,967,512 for
the naval service for the fiscal year
ending June 30th, 1909, was reported to
the House yesterday by Chairman
Foss, of the committee of naval affairs.
Representative: Hobson, of Alabama,
submitted a minority report, recom-
mending that provision be made in the
bill for four first class battleships in~
stead of two.

The total appropriation recommends«
ed is $22,518,831 less .than the aggre-
gate estimates submitted® by the de-
partment, and $2,622,916 more than
the amount appropirated for the fiscal
year ending June 30th, 1908,

The report- shows that there are in
course of building seven - battleships,
four armored cruisers, three scout
cruisers, five torpedo boat destroyers,
four submarine torpede beoais, two
colliers and two sea-going tugs. The
amount necessary to be appropriated
to pay. for the work now progressing
and contracted for during the mnext
fiscal year is $17.322,062.

Under 2’3 “heading “Naval Pro<
gramme,”’ #he committee recommends
that the president be authorized to
have -conistructed two first class hat-

oagedo boat tleutr

hédve the ‘Highest practical spoed
and to cost exclusive of armament, not
to exceed $800,000 each; that the sec-
retary of the navy be authorized to
have constructed eight submarine tor-
pedo boats, to cost in the. aggregate
not more  than $3,500,000, of which
amount $1,000,000 is appropirated, and-
one sub-surface torpedo boat at a cost
not to exceed $32,500; a total author-
ization of $23,945,000, whichs will' be
increased 37,000,000 by the .cost of
arming and equipping the two battles
ships.

The report shows that the naval con-

struction programme of the several
foreign powers contempalte the ex-
penditure of the following amounts for
vessels as indicated during the com-
ing fiscal year: England-Three bat~
tleships of the Dreadnought type, one
fast unarmored cruiser, flve ocean-go-
ing destroyers, twelve first class tor-
pedo boats, twelve submarines, $39,418,«
650. France—Five destroyers, ten gubs
marines, $18,696,346, Germany — Two
battleships, one armored cruiser, two
scout cruisers, twelve destroyers and
several submarines, $30;575,860. Japan
—$17,965,793 for construction and re-
pair, including#the restoration of Rus-
sian warships taken as prizes. Rus-
sia—$15,000,000 for construction and
repairs, Brazil—Thres battlenhfps,
two scout cruisers, eighteen’ torpedo
boats and-destroyers.

Treasury.
New Premier's Career.

Mr. Asquith is one of the greatest de-
baters in the Liberal party. His keen
and merciless replies to the Protection-
ist orations of Mr. Chamberlain have
done more to discredit the cause of
“Tariff Reform” than any other influ-
ence. They revealed not only the fin-
est intellectual gifts, but broad sym-
pathies 'and lofty ideals. In the de-
bates on the Education Bill, Mr. As-
quith gave a statesmanlike fead to his
party, putting the objections . to the

* measure on the highest grounds of

principle and of the public weal.

Born in 1852, Mr. Asdliith has reéach-
ed the summit of a pdlitician’s ambi-
tion at the age of 56. He comes of an
old Yorkshire - manufacturing family
near Huddersfield. He went to the
City of London school, where he was
recognized as an intellectual glant. He
was captain of the school, and the first
to win for it the high distinction of
the Balliol scholarship. At Oxford he
was a brilllant success. After serving
in only one parliament—that of 1886—
Mr. Asquith was selected by Mr. Glad-
stone in 1892 as Home Secretary, a bold
step, which surprised: the country, but
more than -justified itself. For during
his three short years:of office the new
Becretary of State showed that an
enormous amount of work could be
done administratively without calling
jn the aid of legislation, Sweating,
child labor, factory -inspection, ap-
pointment off women inspectors, regu-
lation of dangerous trades, were all
dedlt with by Home Office rules. He
prought- in an .Employers’ Liability
Bill, which awas wrecked by the Lords,
a Truck Act Amendment Bill] which
dropped with the defeat of the govern-
ment, and a new Factory Act, which
passed into law. A

He took office as Chancellor of the
®xchequer  in the present government
in 1905.

Citizens Will Be Given Oppor-
tunity of Getting Infor-
mation on Question .

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

A week from to-morrow the rate-
payers of the city will vote on the four
monay by-laws which the council is
submitting for approval, and in order
that the measures may be explained to
the people 'a public meeting will be
held in, the city hall Tuesday evening,
when. membérs of the council will be
present to explain the three civic
measures, while the trustees will be
on ‘hand to explain the necessity for
the passage of the by-law for school

urposes.
pTrl:e four by-laws represent & total
of $210,000, of which $70,000 is for the
installation of a salt water high pres-
sure system for fire protection, $70,000
for the purchagse of a site and erection
on it of a nfw ischool in the northern
portion of tHe city'and purchase of 2
site for a new school in the southern
portion of the city; $50,000 is for sewer
construction’ and, ~$20,000 is for addi-
tional ‘fire equipment.

Mayor Hall, discussing the three
measures which the city is submit-
ting on its own initiative, said that in
his opinion all should pass. It was
especially desirable that the measure
for the raising of the $70,000 for the
salt- water system should@ receive the
endorsation of the people, for the in-
stallation of such a system would
benefit every property owner in the
city. ‘While it was planned to serve
only the business portion of the city
with this system; still it would also
mean protection for the whole city.
For example, if a fire should break out
in the outlying portion.of the city at
the same time as one in the district
served by the salt water system, the
water from the latter could be used,
leaving the fresh water free for fight-
ing the conflagration in the outlying
district. THe cost per year of the sys-
tem would be comparatively small, and
would in any case be much more than
met in the reduction of insurance rates
promised. By all means this by-law
should be passed by the people.

As to the sewar by-law he could not
see how, any one could vote against it.
The by-law, if. passed, would not in-
crease the city's debt one cent, for all
charges would be met out of the sewer
rentals from “ properties "'past which
pipes would be ‘laid 'with ‘the‘ money
thus raised.” It Was necessary to raise
this money to complete the sewerage
system of the ¢ity, a thing that it was
essential to the health of the  city
should be done at once. All the money
already voted for this purpose had
been expended, and if more money
were not forthcoming through a favor-
able verdict by the people on the meas-
ure now being submitted, the work of
sewer construction would have to close
down until sucH time as the ratépayers
saw fit to vote} the funds required {for
the undertaking. Any delay in the mat-
ter would, he considered, be highly
inimical to the -interests of the city.
As for the by-law for additional fire
eduipment, the experience at the big
fire of last July, he thought, should
put the people in a position to judge as
to whether it was required.

The submission of the by-law to
raise money for a new school in the
northern portion of the city and for
the purchase of a site in the southern
portion of the city, it may be said, is
due to the rapid increase in the city’s
population in the.past year or so, and
to the fact that the day of usefulness
of the Hillside school hag passed:. Fol-
lowing the erection of the new school
thts building will be abandoned, while
some relief will be afforded from the
congestion at .present existing in the
other schools.

Foacult
(shot in. the nead, but not dangercusly
wounded), James -Smith, the cause of
the trouble, wasshot with.  revolver
bullets in the chin, the breast and the
arm, ‘ ; %

All ‘the whilc “a ‘crowd numbering
several .  thousand_ surrounded the
house ‘and witnessed’ the most stren-
uous effort to make an arrest in the
history of the Montreal force.

The trouble began late yesterday af-
ternoon, when Constables Foacult and
Shea were sent to 334 Mance street with
a warrant for the arrest of Smith, ob-
tained by his landlady, Mrs. Pritchard.
Foacult attempted to enter the house
first, and was met by Smith armed
with a riffe. Without a word of warn-
ing Smith fired, at Foacult, the bullet
striking his forehead and glancing off.
Shea was immediately behind, and
when Foacuilt fell he bravely rushed in.
Once  more Smith fired, the bullet
piercing ‘Shea’s heart. !

Assistance was summoned. By the
time it had arrived Smith had barri-
caded the windows of the house, ap-
pearing every now and then at one
of them armed with the rifle. Orders
were given to capture him alive, and
this the police at first attemtiped to
do by smoking him out. 'This means
proved ineffectual, ‘a couple of hose
wagons were summoned from a near-
by fire station. ' Streams were: turned
from both front and rear, and a volume
of water poured into thé place. ;

When this was done-Smith appeared
armed at a window and levelled his
rifle at those standing in front. Again
he fired, and this time Chief Detectiv(
Carpenter fell, shot through the hand
and hip. When Carpenter fell, the
police, urged on by the demands of
the crowd, disregarded the order to
take Smith alive, and the revolvers
of fifty men began blazing. After a
few moments the firing was stopped.
Smith gave no sign of life, and the po-
lice finally decided to rush the place.
This they did, meeting with no oppo-
sititon. Smith was found lying on his
bed, and submitted to arrest without
further resistance. He was conscious
and appeared sane. He was taken to
;he hospital and a guard placed over

im,

Smith is a well known figure around
town, having been engaged in selling
books for -years. About himself he
was most reticent. It is believed that
he came from the Southern States
and that Smith is not his right name.
His habits were generally good, but re-
cently he had been drinking heavily,
and it was a threat to kill his land-
lady that led to her taking out the
warrant. .

WELL-KNOWN BRITISH
‘M. P. DIES AT MENTONE

Sir Howard Vincent Was Sup-
porter of Joe Chamberlain’s
Policy.

In 1891 he
founded ‘the United Empire Trade
League and in connection with this vis-
ited Canada on several occasions. He
has been the honorary secretary of it
ever since. In 1898 he was sent as the
British delegate to the Anti-Anarchist
conference at Rome. From 1899-1902 he
was present with the British soldiers
in South Africa and received a medal
on account of his good work. He made
a number of reports on commercial in-
terests in Canada, Japan, China and
various other places. During his latter
years he came much before the public
eye as an earnest advocate of protec-
tion. Deceased was a brother of Sir
Edgar Vincent whe recently delivered
an address before the Canadian Club
in Victoria.

China Kicking Over Traces.

Pekin, April 7.—The Chinese Foreign
Boakd has rejected the proposals made
by Japan with regard to a reciprocal
postal arrangement in Manchuria on
the ground that such an arrangement
would contrayene China’s sovereign
rights.

DRAMATIC CONFESSION
' TO NEW YORK OUTRAGE

“Ariérchist” Says Strange Mis-
sile Was Fired Prematurely
by JCigarette.'

New York, April 7.—The bomb thrown
by Silverstein in Union Square park, a
week ago last Saturday, following the
dispersal by the police of a crowd of
New York’s unemployed, was made out
of a brass top of. a bedstead. This
statement was made by Silverstein. to
an attendant at the hospital where the
bomb-thrower lies hovering between
life and death, and is the first infor-
mation from Silverstein since he com-
mitted his desperate act.

“I made the bomb from the top of 2
bedstead,” Silverstein is reported to
have said. “It was a round brass ball
and hollow. I bought a quarter of a
pound of nails, broke them in hailf and
put them in the ball. I put nitro-glycer-
ince on top of them and on top of the
nitro-glycerine I put some gunpowder.
‘When I got to the park I saw a police-
man who had beaten me. I put a fuse
in the bomb .and walked over to the
fountain. I had a lighted cigarette in
my hand and 1 tried to' touch off the
fuse; but in my excitement I put the
cigarette in the wrong- hole, causing

tthe explosion.”

Silverstein said the TUnidn Square

| bomb was the second he had made, but

declined to tell when the firat one was
made or the use to which it was put.
Silverstein,” who has shown femark-
able vitality, was said to be much
worse last night, and he was suffering
great pain.

TROOPS SWARM IN
LISBON STREETS

PRECAUTIONS AGAINST
FURTHER RIOTING

Monarchists Triumph in Elec-
tions—;Terror Prevails in
City.

Lisbon. . April- 7.—The eoxcitement
caused by the election rioting in this
city on Sunday evening in which seven
persons were killed and one hundred
wounded, has by no means subsided.
‘There 'is ‘considerable consternation in
government  circles, and the most ex-
‘treme precautions are being continued.
“"The streets of Lishon swarm with
troops. Regiments of infantry and bat-
térles of artillery hold Camoes square
and Pedroes square. The streéts are
p'atrolled by eavalry, and mounted lan-
cers are massed at some of the street
corners,

Bernardino ‘Machado, the republican
léader, has calied"on the civil governor

to withdraw ' the troops from the
streets, ;
» The official* complete returns.of the
elections of members to the new cham-
ber of deputies, including the colonies,
are as follows: Regenerators, 62; Pro-
gressives, 59; Independents, 17; Na-
tionalists, 2; Republicans, 5—4 in Lis-
bon and 1 in the provinces; Francoists,
3; and Dissident Progressives,
Reinforcing Garrison,

Lisbon, April 7.—Two battalions  eof
infantry and two companies of light
cavalry were hurriedly ordered into
Lisbon this morning to reinforce the
garrison. Terror prevailed in the city
last night. Bands, of men rioted and
plundered throughout the poorer
quarters.

The troops were on the frail of the
marauders and early this morning drove
them into thiding.

Monarchists Win.

Washington, April 7.—The TUnited
States minister at Lisbon has, under
to-day’s date, sent to the department
of state the following dispatch regard-
ing yesterday’s election in Portugal
and the disorders in Lisbon:

‘““Monarchists everwhelminly victori-
ous in elections. Disorders confined to
Lisbon. The rest of Portugal quiet.”

SAYS EMMA IS DETAINED.

U. 8. Officials Hold Woman Leader of
L Anarchists on Boundary Line.

St. Paul, Minn., April 7.—An express
messenger on the Soo line arriving here
from the international border reports
that the United States immigration in-
spectors have detained Emma Goldman
at Noyes on the international bound-
ary line as she was returning to the
United States from Winnipeg. No con-
firmation of the report can be obtained
here.

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THE FISHERIES CRUISER.

©On the 14th of March a memorial,
signed Dy representative citizens- of
Victoria, was sent to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier asking that the cruiser. design-
ed ‘for the protection of the fisheries of
British Columbia be constructed with-
in the province., The memorialists gave
txcellent reasong why the government
should give earnest consideration to
their request. They pointed out the dis-
abilities under which shipbuilding is
prosecuted /n the province as com-
pared with British yards, and set forth
_in convincing terms the necessity for
the government giving'every encour-
agement possible, and consistent with
the interests of the people at large, to
a young and| struggling industry. The
disparity in wages here compared with
Great Britain was impressed upon the
. Premier and his eolleagues, together
with the fact that in any government
contracts the fair wage clauses for the
/protection of | workmen are rigidly en-
forced. The attention of the First Min-
ister was also directed to the effect of
the tariff upon the shipbuilding indus-
try in the following memorandum: “A
vessel built in Great Britain can be im-
ported inte’this country. free of duty
on Hufl’ ang machinery, together: with

" Jer éntire dutfit, ‘while cur‘local build-

ers+in their. competition are compelled
to pay ‘duty en.the machinery (25 per
cent.) and on the material usgd in con-
struction, except plates and angles,
which is almost a prohibitive handicap
{o the success of . the shipbuilding in-
dustry on this coast.” PR

It is and has al-
wéys been the peolicy of the presens
administrati&n to lend every possible
encouragement to |Canadian.industries,
Large sumﬂhavé: been voted for the
purpose of placing industries -yet in
their infancy, and for  reasons- which
are apparent incapable of competing
_pon level terms with éstablished in-
institutions in ‘other countries, upon a
firm and permanent basis. Such’being
the case, it|is hardly credible that a
business of such importance ‘to Canada
at large and of special importanfe to
British Columblia | because of its po-
tentialities in conpection with kindred
| industries, such as the development of
fron deposlté and the eventual estab-
lishment of;smelt{lng works, would be

‘ overlooked by the government. But if

it ever was ’the intention of the Marine
and Fisheries Department to have the
new cruiser (built in a British yard, the
_prayer of the Victoria petitioners, has
had a good effect. It is not likely to
be granted in its| entirety, because no
government | could justify to Parlia-
ment the lexclusion of shipbuilding
yards in any part|/of Canada from com-
petition for; the, contract. It is prob-
able that tenders will be called for,
#limited to shipbuilding concernsg within
the country. Yet|there are considera-
tions which must be takeg into ac-
count in | awarding @ ‘the contract,
and they are conﬁideratlons which will
operate’ with a grea) deal of effect in
favor of r provincial yards. If the
sm"'p were built in the east—upon the
inland waters of| the counfry, for ex-
ample, where the most complete estab-
ilshm_ents are situated—the cost of de-
livering her in Victoria would a&mount
to a not inconsiderable sum. That sum
might very propérly be deducted from
the tenders of British Columbla firms
submitting figures. Or there might
reasonably be placed in the contract a
provision calling for the delivery
of © the steamer in the port of
Victoria. The fact that ‘if the
cruiser were built in British Columbia
all the plans and specifications, moulds,
etc,, would remain here in possession
of the builders should also be consider-
ed as fact@rs affeeting the cost of
maintenance, as in case of accidents
to  propellers, or mishaps of any
kind, reapirs could. be more speedily
executed and with a. great deal less
cost to the country.

On the whole, it will be agreed that,
as.a result of the action of the me-
meorialists, | British Columbia has a
most excellent chance of having the
cruiser built in the province. She will
be the largest steel ship of Canadian
construction plying in these coast
waters. The govermment has gone as
far as any responsible® government dare
go in deciding to limit tenders exclu-
sively to Canadian builders. If the
yards of British Columbia are success-
ful in securing the contract, as we be-
lieve they will be, the experience gain-
ed ought to prove of great value im
enabling Qur builders to compete for
the construction of commercial ships of
all’ classes and in laying the founda-
tions of an industry ef large propor-
tions,

CIRCUMSTANCES ALTER CASES.

When the Dominion elections act now
in force.was passed it aboligshed one af
the most oppressive and " ‘fniquitous
measiires ever designed to circumvent
the true ‘will -of the pedplé under a
pystem wof popular. government. ~The
Libeérals of Victoria know this to be
true, because they dequired their
knowledge by practical experfience. The
old franchise act was so cumbersome
that the lists were mever up-to-date.
Elections were often held upon voters'
lists several years old, stuffed with
names of dead and absentee voters. It
was a matter of jest amongst Conser-
vatives themselves, and Liberals knew
to their cost that it was ~abgolutely
true, that the last occasion-upon which
Messrs.. Prior and Earl secured a ma-
jority in this-eity, that majority was
Grawn from Ross Bay cemetery and
other mortuary - sources. One of the
first acts of the Liberal government
was to repeal that act and to sub-
stifute a measure based upon provin-
cial acts and municipal lists. And it
is anotable fact that the leaders of
the Conservative party in Parliament
at that time . placed themselves upon
record as inflexibly opposed to the-Do-
minion surrendering its control of the
franchise and of the voters’ lists. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier and other members of
the government at the time disavowed
any intentention of surrendering con-
trol of the lists. The Manitoba Free
Press has taken: the trouble of con-
sulting Hansard and of reviewing the
speeches made when the subject was
discussed in the House of Commons.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, says our Winni-
peg contemporary, spoke at length on
the second reading of the bill and also
when the measure was being consid-
ereé in committee. His+main. argu-
ment in favor of taking the Provincial
franchises was that it was advisable
that the people of each Province should
determine the basts upon which the
franchizse should be granted for the
election of members from that Prov-
ince. He was much more concerned
upon this poing than upon the actual
machinery for thaking the lists; but he,
too, made it clear that he assumend
that where theré was a permanent list
it would be made and revised annually
by the Municipal Councils. : He 'said
(Hansard, page 2287): “If ‘there be.a
system wifich is absolutely fair and in-
expensive, just and equitable, it is the
system whereby |the . preparation’ of
the voters’ lists is pla¢eéd in the hands
of local Councils.” Sir ‘Wilfrid Laurier
went on to point out how:the adoption
of ‘the municipal system, of making lists
was ‘a guarantee that the lists woull
ke complete and fair. J/Fhis was the

systém ' which, he said; the, Liberals®

proposed to ‘revert to. ‘““We ‘propose;”’
he said (Hansard, page 2288); “to comie
back to the cpstom of former times
and use lists prepared by the Provin-
cial Councils in Ontario and Quebec.”

enactments as. they exist at present,
and the basis on' which the voters
lists are now made up in the diﬁereﬂt
Provinces, shall be the basis on which
we shall proceed in the future.

BRITONS AND CANADA.

Canada is receiving ail kinds of. ad-
vertising in Great Britain atgthe pres-
ent lime—and not a little in the United
States. "The publicity our country is
receiving in Great Britain is not all
favorable, unfortunately, although the
criticism does not appear to be doing
any particular harm, judging by the
tmmigration returns of steamship lines,
The Times has lately received 'a num-
ber of clippings from British- newspa-
pers dealing with the experience of im-
migrants, and it is a somewhat re-
markable fact that the vemtures which
have'turned out unfortunate appear to
be confined exclusively to immigrants
from the south of England. One F.
Oldfic’d, writing to the Kentish Inde-
pendent, “drops into poetry” in epito-
mizing his opinions of Canada and Can-
adians. “Thig is my opinion, boys,”
he says: s
“T'o-the West, to the West, the land of

the free,

Yes, free, without a doubt,

And if you haven’t got a meal,

You're free to go without.”

“Men,” continues Mr. Oldfield, “there
is a lot of talk in your district about
Canada, telling you to emigrate, as
there is a great advantage and great
prospects. Yes, there are—to starve,
the same as they are doing now in the
towns! of Montreal and Toronto, and
I challenge any one to say different, as
I have seen <t.” Contrast the asser-
tions ‘of Mr. Oldfield with the opinions
of two correspondents of northern Brit-
ish journals, and say whether it is not
true. as it ever hag been that the mat-
ter of success or failure in Canada de-
pends to-day, as it ever has depended
in all days and in all countries, upon
personality.

chises existing to-day will continue for
all time. I cannot follow the argu-
ment of hon. gentlemen on the other
side. who say that we dispossess our-
selves of control over our franchise.

But if a man is lazy,
or sees difficyities always before him,
or has any inclination of the 1loafer
about him, Iét him stay right beside
the oid co-operative cQrner and enjoy
the sea air and save himself a lot of
trouble and hardships by not coming
to Canada.”

James Pennie, in the Fraserburgh
Advertiser; offers this advice to his
countrymen:

“The main point of the whole matter
lies in the fact that it gives the poor
man and the small capitalist a better
opportufiity than elsewhere under the
British flag to become independent and
wealthy, if he is thrifty and indus-
trious. The man who comes out here
need not expect he is coming to a sec-
ond edition of the heavenly city where
bricks of gold can be picked up for the
stoopmg. He wili find competition keen
in every line of work. It should be his
first endeavor to acquire the ways of
the people here, because the environ-
ment and condition of life are so differ-
ent that the method of the home-land
will not apply. The gold he gets will
be earned by the same old fashion—by
the sweat of the brow,

“The style of living is much superior
here than at home, and, naturally, is
more expensive. I suppose it is be-
cause money is more easily got here
and the old adage is true that “what
comres easy  goes easy.” Clothes are
much dearer and not s6 gogd in qual-
ity, but the necessaties of life are Jjust
‘as cheap. Luxuries are very much
dearer, except tobacto, which is better

and cheaper here,

They find f
our climate and our customs congenial. i
They buckle too with a will, recking
nothing of minor initial .-difficulties.
They are welcome on account of the!
spirit of optimism, cheerfulness and !
confidence which enables them and in-
spires others to surmount difficulties
and make light of the trials insepara=
ble from.pioneer life.. The Englishman
is just as likely to ’lcceed as -either
the Scotsman or thé American, but he
carries wherever he goes his inherent
right to grumble and to point out how
much better “they do things at home.”
It is this characteristic, savoring'  of
conscious superiority, which tends to.
make him, it would not be just to say
unpopular in Canada; but certainly to
render him less popular than his fel-
low-immigrants - from other lands.
With his national downrightness, he
says what he thinks regardless of the
fact that Canada is just now in a stage
of development which renders her peo-
ple somewhat sensitive and impatient
of criticem—just as sensitive as the

American people were half a century
ago and less.

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HIGH PRESSURE
SYSTEM. PLANS

REASONS GIVEN FOR
VOTING FOR BY:LAW

Electric Light - Sispérintendent

Expressed Schemg People

Asked-to Endorse.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Probably the one .by-law out of the
four that are to be ‘submitted to the
ratepayers a week from to-day that is
giving 'the people of Victoria most
thought is the measure providing for
the raising of $70,000 for the installa-
tion of salt water high pressure system
of fire “protection. For many reasons
this by-law is not as well understood
by many as are the others, while some
people in the outlying districts ask
why thev should be taxed to pay for a
fire protecfjon system which will, in
their opinion, benefit only a small por-
tion of the city. The object lesson af-
fordsd by last summier's fire is also be-
ginning to fade from the memory of
some people. The proposal to establish

the system grew out of the action of |

the fire insurance companies in raising
their rates after last year's fire. Fol-
Jowing this Robert Howe, C. E., muni-
cipal expert of the Dominion Under-
writers’ Association, visited Victoria

| and reported in favor of an extensive

salt water high pressure system as an
auxiliary tc the fresh water domestic
system in fighting fires, The council

‘were of the opinion that the scheme as

outlined by Mr. Howe was tco ambi-
tious for a city of Vietoria’s size, and
adopted a plan which they considered
more in keeping with local conditions.

Discussing the proposal to instal a
salt water high pressyre system, M.
Hutchinson, superintendent of the elec-
tric light works,' who was entrusted by

| the council with arranging the detalls,

said that there were several misconcep-
tions regarding the proposed work.
For example, the complaint, that the
installation of such would not benefit
the city as a whole was without
ground. In the first place if the system
merely prevented heayy fire loss in the
business district the whole city -would
benefit, for agheavy loss couldnot fall
on the business men without being felt
by all other sections of the commun-
ity. There was\also the fact that while,
in the case of a big fire such as occur-
red last July, the salt water system
was being used in the centre of the
city, the fresh water system could be
used to prevent the spread of the eon-
flagration to other sections. The need
for this had been clearly shown in the
case of the last two big fires thgt the
city had, both of which-had originated
in and spread from the very district
it was now proposed to protect. In the
first of these the fire practically burn-
ed itself out when it came to open
fields. If it had not been for this open
space the fire would have swept Spring
Ridge. Last summer if there had been
a high pressure system in use it would
have -prevented much of the loss that
had occurred, for as a resuit of the bri-
gade using the pressure on the lower
levels to fight the main conflagration,
there had not been enough pressure in
the other portions that suffered to pro-
tect the roofs from the flying embers
that had really been responsible for
the spread of the fire eastward. With
a high pressure system «in use the or-
dinary fresh water system would have
been available for this purpose with
the regular pressure. With protection
against flying embers the streets were
wide enough to block the .progress of
a fire such as last summer’s,

Some people ‘asked  why sufficient
pressure could not be secured on the
fresh water system for all fire fighting
purposes, The .feply was that a pres-

sure sufficiently strong to flood build-
ings, as is often necessary in the case
of a big fire in the business Section of
the city, could not be put ofi the fresh
water domestic supply because the or-
dinary house plumbing would not
stand it. To put in a plumbing that
would do so would be very much more
expensivé than the work now being
done to stand an ordinary pressure,
and even then for many reasons would
be highly objectionable. X
The plans for the system which it
was proposed ‘to instal were as. com-
plete, he thought, as conditiong called
for, The pumping station would be lo-
cated on the waterfront beside the
electric lighting station, !
contain two sets of pumps, one to be.
" operated- électrically and the other by
steam from the lighting station boilers.
lThe electricity for the former would
| be suppiled by the B. C. Electric Com-
| pany, but M1 order to guard against

be operated by steam. In this way the
salt water system would be available,
no ‘matter -what happened. These
pumps would be exact duplicates, and
would pump direct from the harbor,
so that the supply would be unlimited.
The capacity of each would be 4,000,000
gallons in 24 hours, or 2,600 gallons per
minyte. The pressure at the pumps
wodfld be 150 Ibs. to the square inch,
and the hydrant 100 bs. at maximum
supply. This would be sufficient for all
fire fighting purposesg, no matter hew,
| large the conflagration,

From the pumping station mains
would be run to protect the whole cen-
| tre of the city from the water front
[to beyond Blanchard street between
Chatham street and the Empress hotel.
Pipes would be laid along Store, Wharft,
Government, Douglas and Blanchard
streets, the ends being connected by
mains along Herald stredt. on the
north and Broughton and Kane streets
on the south. A bragch would be rup
to Humboldt street 18 give protection
to the Empress hotel, while another
would be run along Broad street to
Fort. It was proposed to lay the main
on Broughton and Kane/ streets rather
than on Fort on account of the last
being paved and it was desired to in-
terfere with paved streets as little as
possible. In this connection it was
also desirable that, if pipes were to be
laid in certain of these streets, the by-
laws for the paving of which have al-
ready passed, it was advisable that
this should be done before the work
was started. :

From a fire-fighting standpoint a high
pressure system had many advantages.
One of these that the placing of hy-
drants at short intervals would render
unnecessary Such great lengths of hose.
This was a saving in many ways. In
the first place the shorter the hose
length the less loss of pressure there
would be. What this meant would be
seen, when he said that at a delivery
of 186 gallons per minute from a two
and a half inch hose the loss in pres-
sure was 10 pounds per 100 feet. The
iife of hose .was only about seven
yvears, so that six or seven supplies of
hose would be worn out during the life
of cast iron pipes. It is therefore as
cheap, if cheaper to lay pipes than it is
to use long stretches of hose. In ad-
dition it would take three fire engines
to do the work of one high pressure
pump such as it was proposed to in-
stal. The cost of these engines would
be at least $30,000 and they would not
be nearly as satisfactory. In the fi
place they would not be assured of an
adequate supply of water, while a high
pressure system, using salt water,
would have an unlimited supply to draw
from. Then too a stationary 'plant

IT COSTS MONEY TO

Recent Arrival in City is Fined
Twenty-five Dollars for
Offence.

ARMED HINDUS PUT
ORIENTALS TO FLIGHT

Solid Square Formation Strikes
Terror in Hearts of Yel-
low Mén.

Vancouver, April 8.—An interesting
and exciting exhibition of the value of
military training was given recently
at a milling camp situated on the
north arm of Burrard inlet, ;where a
heterogeneous number of Hindus, Jap-
anese and Chinese are employed. The
Orientals are perpetually at war with
the East Indians, and many a fracas
is witnessed betwe¢en these, the Orien-
tals throwing in their lot together and

belligerent Hindus.

Last week ‘the turmeil reached a
crisis, when the Hindus, armed with
cant hooks and other implements used
in the logging and milling industry,
fcrmed a “four square” after truly
British methods, and walked through
the ranks of the Orientals .In solid
phalanx. They then wheeled with true
military precision and on their return
march the Japanese and Chinese scat-
tered like panic stricken and van-
quished defenders of their ramparts.
The incident was witnessed by a large
number of Anglo-Saxons, and, beside
t}xe amusement afforded, has estab-
lished a sort of entente cordiale be-
tween the races which had never been
known to exist before.

C. HARRISON TELLS
OF QUEEN CHARLOTTES

He Poin/ts Qut That Better
Transportation Facilities
Are Wanted.

(From Thursday's Daily.)

Charles Harrison a wealthy resident
of Graham City, Massett Inlet,  Queen
Charlotte .Island, who is at the Do-
minion hotel and bas just returned
from a pleasure trip with Mrs Harri-
son to England, which was made the
celebration of their silver wedding, re-
lated to the Times this morning the

hard conditions of communication be-
tween Victoria and Massett Inlet and
the disadvantages that the residents
are under, owing to lack of transporta-
tion at a reasonable rate- Mr. Harrison
says there ig on Massett inlet, some
of the best fruit and farming land to
be found anywhere in Canada and that
enormous gquantities of lumber are
awaiting a market and uncut owing to
poor but exhorbitant transport and lack
of a gevernment recognition and sub-
sidy.

He said this morning ‘that it will cost
him more to travel from Port Simpson
to Graham ecity than the cost of the
jourmey from Liverpool to Victoria.
The trip as it must be made at present
costs $250 if the traveler is in a hurry
and wishes to .reach there without
waiting for a steamer load of passen-
gers to be made up. A -vessel can be
specially chartered for that sum if but
ten persons are going. If more than
this number wish to make the trip
then the rate is $2§ per head.

Regular transportation facilities and
with it a regular mail service are, says
Mr. Harrison, necessary for the devel-
opment of the richest asset in compari-
son to its size of any territory in Can-
ada. In an interview at the Dominien
this morning, he said:

“We arrived in London on December
20th ‘and I left there again on March
20th. I found from conversation with
stockbrokers and financiers in London
that they are all looking towards Brit-
ish Columbia to invest their surplus
money. The government has an agent-
general in Finsbury Circus. Owing to
the financial depression of the United
States " there is a feeling of unquiet-
ness, but British Columbia is called
the premier but unknown province.
That was the definition given to me by
two members of the nobility and sev-
eral financial men., Fromitime to time
we hear complaints “against the ' cost
of keeping open the agent. general's
office but I think it is the means of
putting millions of dollars into Brit-
ish Columbia.

“Prince Rupert is now well known in
London on account of the G. T. P. hav-
ing got the $10,000,000 loan for railway
building on! the stock exchange, and
the upper coast is receiving great no-
tice from all who have money to invest.
There are hundreds of young men with
a2bout a thousand dollars to invest who
are buying fruit and farm lands in the
province. On the way I met a lot of
them who had come out.and invested
also going home to be married, or for a
holiday and a visit to their relatives,
and on the return journey I came
out with another batch who were eager
for investhent, and who were bringing
the money with them. The last after-
rioon of my stay I attended a meeting
in the Mansion house, got up by the
immigration society of the church
army. There speakers all favored the
idea of sending out men who could pay
their way, and also have some capital
when they arrived, Several elderly and
conservative men well posted on
money matters, with whom I conversed,
I asked why so many people were
coming instead of staying in the east,
and the answer I received was that the
climate was the first reason, and sec-
ond, around Toronto and Montreal
there are so many idle peopie,

“These will eventudlly be the larg-
est mills in the whole of Canada, erected
at Massett. At present it is utterly
impossible for the poor man to go to
there owing to the exhorbitant rates
of transportation. The investments to
be made there are in Ilumber, coal,
farming and fisheries, I have lived
there twenty-six years and the popu-
Jation is now about 800, of which 650 are
Indians. The majority of the capital
invested there is American. Queen
 Charlotte, compared with the area of
Jany other portion of land in Canada, is
the richest asset the country has.”

OVERDOSE OF OPIUM.

Verdict in Death of
Kamloops.

Chinaman at

Kamloops, April 8-—Died from an
overdose of opium, was the verdict of
the jury at an inquest held last week
by Dr. Clarke in the council room upon
the body of a Chinaman named Chong
Foy.

After police evidence had been given
as to the finding of the body, medical
testimony was taken to the effect that
no marks of violence or foul play were
on the body. On lips, teeth and chin
were traces of opium, the eye pupils
being dilated, which fact pointed to
an overdose.

Chinese evidence given through an
interpreter was that .deceased hai
asked to. be supplied with opium ash
for the purpose of making a lotion.
About an ounce had been given him,
but nothing was known as 'to the use
he had made of it.

SOME ALDERMEN’S STAND

A Member of the Body Explains
What Has Been Done and
Obstacles Encountered.

(From Wednesday's Dally.)

The unexpected, and almost umnex-
pladned feeling iwhi¢h has arisen _be-
iween certain mcmbers of the council
and the public parks board has been
very much in evldbnce at the last
meetings of the 'respective bodies.
Throughout the city it is felt that this
is untortunate as each can do its
work to the best | advantage = only
through the co-oper@ition of the other.

At the meeting  of the city council
on Monday ‘night a number of com-
plaints were made. |Ald. Hall declared
specifically that thg board. was reck-
lessly vextravagant and inferentially he
and Ald. Mable charged that unless the
council kept a watchful eye over them
the park commissioners would spend
their appropriation| in Beacon Hill
park and ignore thg new North Ward
park. Ald. Pauline| wanted it under-
stood that the parks board was sub-
servient to the co%ncil and suggested
that its by-laws be amended accord-
ingly. ;

+ 'The Mayor claimed to be on record
as being opposed to anyone spending
money who was no¢t directly respon-
sible to the council and pointed out
that the present Parks by-law did noi
give that- control. Ald. Henderson
criticized the board for sending its
resolution providing- for, boulevard
work to the city engineer for report
before it came befgre the council. It
is ‘a fair deduction|that the members
of the couneil mentipned, together witn
Ald. Cameron, chaigman of the finance
committee, have lititle enthusiasm for
the new governing |body of the city’'s
public places.

©On the other hand the park com-
missioners are outspoken in their
opinion of the way|in which they are
being treated, ““If |the present coun-
cil,” said ona of them to-day, “con-

“tinues to make tHe unfair, uncalled
“for, and unwarranted remarks reported
in the press as taking place at Mon-
day’s meeting, they will speedily es-
tablish a unique repfitation for peevish-
ness and pin-pricking criticism, scarce-
ly worthy of them.

“Last year,” he continued, "although
it was midsummern before the board
was constituted, there was the heart-
jest and most generous co-operation be-
tween the board and council. From
the moment the new Mayor and coun-
cil took office, however, they, or some
of them, seemed to regard the board as
an object of distrust and suspiciom; or
as-Ald. Hall put it the other might, ‘as
a body of men who know nothing about
how to spend money.” . 1

“What does Ald. Hall mean by his
charge of extravagance, and undue
favoritism in the expenditures on Bea-
con Hill? Last year the authorized
vote for Beacon Hill was $5,240 of which
the board spent jonly $4,226.08. For the
Gorge park $250 was apprepriated, of
which not-a dollar was spent. For
North Ward park, $1,250 was author-
jzed of which for reasons which can
be stated later only $220.25 was spent.
Do these bear out Ald. Hall’s charge
of extravagance?

“Clearly his strictures do mnot apply
to last year’s business. But what is
the case this year? The sum of $20,000
would have been a modest one to do the |
work which the ‘board Is expected to
do thiz year. Yet because of the fact
that the demands on-the council were
¢n heavy they asked for only about
$12,000. If this was an extravagant de-
mand why was the motion adopting
that estimate, and ordering its trans-
mission to the council, fathered by Ald.
Cameron, who is now jaining in this
hue and cry against the board? And
if. the charge of non-responsibility or
the part of the board is to apply, how
do these aldermen explain the fact
that of the four members present at
the park hoard when these estimates
were decided upon, two (Mayor Hall
and Ald. Cameron) were members of
the council and the first named, as
acting chairman, ‘had the casting vote.

““The suggestion|that the park board
will not do justice|to North Ward park
looks very |much like a convenient
break for cqver by the men really re-
spensible for the| delay ,in getting
started there. The chairman of the
board, after|waitihg long for the com-
pletion of the esdtimates, applied for
an interim approgriation for just such
work as that now| demanding attention
in the North Ward. Finally $500 was
passed and |work|commenced at once.
Last year, fpr obyious reasons, consid-
ering that the board assumed office
only. in June, it was inadvisable to do
much to the new| playground. But if,
as should have Heen done, the unex-
pended balance dpe the board for that
work had' remaired to its credit, the
work of preparing that park for this
year could have |been completed ere
now. This |balance was absorbed by
the ¢ouncil.

“Like the| bojevardlng work ths

North Warnd Park work has been
hung up awaliting] the completion of the
interminable estimates at the very
time of yedr when every dollar spent
would do rore good than two spent
the jear, As a matter of
fact the only tild in stock in the city
which the [board has been trying to
get hold of |is now gone and there will
bé' further delay|in consequence.

“Yet clause 23 of the board by-laws
scems to leave no doubt that the
course complained of was the proper
one. It provides that:

“The board. shall from time to time,
by resolution: determime and recom-
mend such of the avenues, boulevards,
etc. . . . to be formed, boulevarded
(as wéell construction as re-
construction). Upon the notification of
any such resolution it shall be the
duty of the city engineer and eity as-
sessor to make report upon the pro-
posed work as a work of local im-
provement in all. respects and with the
like incidents and formalities as if the
sald resoluﬂo:, of the board were &
resolution of ‘council to- undertake a
werk of local improvement, and the
council shall consider such report .gnd
may thereupon pass all necessary local
improvement by-laws.”

“Is not this the very procedure the
board has followed?

“Take, too, the conflict of authority
over Park road. After consultation
with the council and its officers last
year the board adopted a policy of hav-
ing the cement walks laid flush with
the street line, thus keeping the boule-
varded portion in one strip. This was
consistently followed till it was found
that some property oOwners on Pa
road objected. This letter of objection
was referred to the board by the city
council and it was agreed that the
board should visit the street and de-
cide on the best course. That de-
cigion finally being that the board ad-
here to its policy, the matter was car-
ried to the council which revoked the
board’s action and practically in-
formed them they had nothing to do
with it. One of ‘the chief reasomns, I
may say for instituting such a board
as ours was that it would be more or
less continuous in personnel and pol-
icy and hence the work of beautifying
the city and any settled pelicy in con-
nection therewith would not be nulli-
fled by the action of impor!nate vot-
ers in the manner mentioned.

“The same is true of trees. Last fall
the city engineer submitted a list of
trees which obstructed the work of lay-
ing sidewalks or boulevards and Ald.
Henderson moved that the letter be ré~
ferred to,.a committee of which he was
a meémber ‘to examine these locations
and order the removal of the trees
should they see fit to do so.’ Yet the
same alderman a few nights ago de-
clared that the board had no jurisdic-
tion over trees which interfered with
street work. i

“As a matter of fact the answer to
all the criticism which has been of-
fered was made by Ald. Fullerton the
other night. 'The parks board was
created to do certain work. It was
created. by the city council and to en-
able it.to do its ‘'work the council, vol-
untarily .clothed ‘it with powers which
up to that time were vested in itself.
If it now chooses to repeal its action
and revoke thoge powers it can alter
the by-laws accordingly, and. it may
be able to obtain a board which will
undertake_to carry on the work with
authority which will ‘be perrhissive
only. But''the council ‘cannot by sim~
ple declaration decide that it will- ex-
ercise certain authority with which it
has already parted.

“Notwlthstandin‘ the attitude of cer-
tain members of the eouncil, the mem-
bers of the board can justly feel grat-
ified with the progress they have al-
ready made. They aré just as disinter-
ested:-as the aldermen; they give their
services gratuitously; they undertodk
a -work which citizens generally re-
garded ' of prime importance in making
Victoria. the City Beautiful, and they
are ready to give their energies and
time to attain. that object. They ex-
pect to:be-criticized if they make mis-
takes, but they do not expect to be
attacked for things of which they are
not guilty,” nor '"do they ' propese to
meekly carry the odium for neglect, the
blame for which' rests properly on ether
shoulders.”

AMERICAN FLEET IS
TO BE INVITED HERE

Council Would Like American
Battleships Here for Vic-
toria Da(.

The Victoria city counecil will extend,
through the usual channels, an invitation
to the American battleship fleet® to visit
this port on its forthcoming call at the
Sound, if possible about Victoria Day,
May 24th, the big holiday event of the
year. The matter was brought to the at-
tention of the council at its meeting last
evening by Ald. Hall, and a resolution
asking the Mayor to take the necessary
steps in connection with the matter was
carried unanimously. )

Mayor Hall, while the subject was up,
announced that he had taken the matter
up a month ago, but had been assured by
Consul Smith that it wouidq not be pos-
sible for the fleet to be here on May 24th,
but it would call later,

In introducing the suybject, Ald. Hall
sald, in view of the fact that the United
States battleship fleet would be in near-
by waters about the time of Victoria Day,
he thought that it would be a good thing
to invite them to visit Victoria to take
part in the city’'s annual ’celebration.
Vancouver had already taken action in
the matter of the fleet visiting that city,
and had presented an invitation through
the Premier of the Dominion. This was
a slick ‘thing of the Vancouver council to
attempt to secure the honor of entertain-
ing the fléet while the Dominion govern-
ment paid the piper, The city should
memorialize the Dominion government to
ask the proper American authorities to
allow the fleet to visit this city to take
part in the celebration here of the Em-
pire’s great Holiday. Victorians, as well
as Canadlans as a ‘whole, had always
showed a willingness to join in any cele-
bration of the péople on the other side of
the line, and he thought that the Ameri-
can officials would be only toe willing to
have their fleet to participate in the cele-
brationt here next month. .

Mayor Hall explained that he had taken
the matter up with Consul Smith about a
month ago, and had becn told that it
would: not be’ possiblé for the fleet to ar-
rive here by that date. The previncial
government, he knew, however, had taken
the matter up and had already invited the
fleet to visit both Viectoria and Vancouver,

Ald. Norman said that he was extreme-
ly pleased that X1d. Hall had brought the
subject up. According to his information,
gleaned from the newspapers, the fleet
would leave San Francisco for Puget
Sound on May 22nd, and s0 would arrive
in lots of time, for, as Victoria Day fell
on Sunday this ¥ear, it would naturally
be celebrated on Monday, May 25th,

A resolution moved by Ald. Hall, second-
ed by Ald. Mable, was then moved, ask-
ing the Mayor to take the proper steps to
invite .the. fleet to visit this city, - This
was passed unanimously.

SECRETARY OF WAR

R. B. Haldane is Named for
Lord High Chan-
cellorship.

London, April 8.—It is officially an-
nounced that King Edward will leave
Biarritz on April 15th in order to hold
a Lrivy council in London on the 16th.
The new ministers probably will have
their first audience on this occasion,
as it is understood that Mr. Asqu‘ith,
the new premier, was able to submit a
list of his main appointments tp h%s
Majesty this morning. Mr. Asquith is
expected in London to-morrow, when
he will complete his ministry. 2

The latest information in-well in-
formed circles points to the strong pos-
sibility of the retitement of Lord Lore-
burn, lord high chancellor, who, w is
understood, does not stand very high
in the estimation of Mr. Asquith, and
the appointment of R. B. Haldane,
secretary of state for war, to this post,
with the peerage attachment. It is
known that Mr. Haldaneis ready to
leave the war office. He would have
liked to have become chancellor of the
exchequer, but it is apparent that
David Lloyd-George, president of the
board of trade, has the keys to that
office In his pocket.

In the event of Mr. Haldane going te
the Upper House, Winston Churchill,
under secretary of the colonial office,
will most likely get the war office,
which would be much more congenial
to him than the board of trade.

COMPLAIN OF DELAY
» IN’SIDEWALK WORK

-

Councillors -Discuss City En-
gineer’s Department—Parks
Board Relations.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

The expedition or lack of expedition
with which -the cngineer’s gepartment
handles applications for public im-
provements proved a subject of debate
at last night's meeting of the city
council. Several of the aldermen could
not understand why some petitions had
been held up for a year or more, while
the engineer was able to report within
a week or so on other work which the
parks board desired to have taken up.
Incidentally the relation of the parks
board and. engincering department
came in for some discussion as well as
the methods to be followed in putitng
through council ‘work decided upon by
the parks board. Hereafter the council
will expect that al} recommendations
of the parks board for the undertaking
of boulevard work will come before
the council, and will then be referred
to the city engineer, and from then on
will go through the council the same
as other local improvement work.

The matter was brought up by a re-
port from City Engineer Topp present-
ing the estimate of the cost of certain
proposed boulevards, This work had
passed the parks board and had been
sent on to the city engineer by that
body. Mr. Topp then prepared the
necessary estimate which he presented
to the cdouncil last night. As a result
of the objections raised the report will
stand over until next meeting, when
it will be presented’ by resolution in
the usugl way, and will then have to
lay aon the city assessor’s table for 15
days to allow of objections to the pro-
posed work being entered.

The streets referred to by Mr. Topp
in his report were seven in number,
the total cost, the cost to the city and
the number of lineal feet to be treated
were ag follows:

Linden avenue, both sides, Rockland
avenue to Fort street: totzl cost,
$360.50; city’s portion, $120.15; feet to bn
treated, 1,023.

Garbally road, north side, Douglas
street to Gorge road; total cost, $437.25;
city’s share, $145.75; feet to be treated,
971.4.

Dunedin street, both sides, Douglas
street to Gorge road; total cost,
$1,083.72; city’s share, $344.57; feet,
2,296.4.

Ormand street, both sides; Fort to
Yates streets; total, $480.85; city’'s
share, $160.80; feet, 1,088.6.

Cook street, both sides; Fairfield road
to Pandora street; total cost, $4,909.57;
city’'s share, $1,636.52; feet, 5,035.5.

Yatgs street both sides; Fort to
Cook streets; total cost, $3,754.42; city’s
share, $1,251.57; feet, 3,681.

Mears street, both sides; Vancouver
street to the east line of the park;
total cost, $112:50; city’s share, $37.85;
feet, 302.5.

When this report was presented Ald.
Henderson explaifted that this had been
referred to the city engineer by the
parks poard, but there was no resolu-
tion of the council in connection with
+he matter. He thought that to make

it absolutely legal it should go through
the counecil in the usual way, the same
as other local improvement works.
Otherwise the work would be done con-
trary to the provisions of the local im-
provement by-law.

City Solicitor Mann said that such
mattérs should come from the parks
board direct to the council, and go the
same as other local improvement
works. :

Ald. Cameron wanted to know how
it was that the engineer could handle
the recommendations of the parks
board with such dispatch while he
could not get the council’s work
through his hands. There were people
in James Bay who had petitioned last
year for much needed sidewalks, but
the engineer had not yet reported on
them to the council. There was one
such case of which he had personal
knowledge, in which no estimate of the
cost had yet been submitted to the
council by the engineer. These recom-
mendations of the parks board on the
other hand had been placed in the en-
gineer’s hand only a week or ten days
ago.

The mayor read from the parks board
by-laws and said that according to
these all boulevard work undertaken
by the parks board should come before
the council on recommendation of the
parks board, and then go through in
the usual way.

Ald. Norman said that he would like
to see some reports on sidewalk con-
struction and other works come out of
the city engineer’s department. When,
he came in he had inquired about the
by-laws for certain works that had
been petitioned for last year, but up
to the present the engineer had pre-
sented no report upon them. He thought
that all work should be takem up in its
turn by the department, and not have
some matters being rush through and
others held back for months,

Mayor Hall explaineq that th® city
works department was now tizd up in
the m.tter of sidewalks | constructjon
owing to the shortage of sand. This
was due to the action of the council in
cancelling the deal that had been made
for sand and calling for tenders. This
had delayed all work on sidewalks
three weeks this year, 5

It was finally decided that the city
engineer’s report on  the boulevards
in question be brought up in council
next meeting by the streets, bridges
and sewers committee.

RESCUE DROWNING SWEDES.

Vancouver Yachtsman in Guise of Life
Saver Near Deep Cove.

Vancouver, April 7.—W, J, Taaffe, the
well known local motor yachtsman,
was instrumental in saving the lives
of two Swedes near Deep Cove on Sun-
day afternoon. With his son. Frank,
Mr. Taaffe went up the north arm in
his motor boat Gypsy, and the boy
went ashore in the dinghy to look for
a site for their summer camp on a
piece of recently acquired property.

Another gasoline launch put into the
cove and anchored some distance out,
and its three occupants started to go
ashore in their dinghy. The little craft
was overloaded with three men ‘in fit,
and ‘upset.- Mr. Taaffe heard yells for
help and at once slid his dinghy into
the water and went to the rescue, ac-
companied by his son, One of the men
struck out for the launch and man-
aged to reach it, but the others could
not swim and clung desperately to
their dinghy., One was just letting go
when Mr. Taaffe grabbed, him. The
boat was too small to take in the men,
so with the wornout one half-way over
the stern and the other clinging to the
side, they were towed to the launch.
Arriving there Mr. Taaffe found that
the third man was unable to pull him-
self aboard. The other two had to be
hauled up with ropes.

None of the men ecould speak Eng-
lish well, but one of them managed to
convey his gratitude to his rescuers.

DISTRACTED LISBON
QUIETING DOWN

City Still Under Martial Law—
Sweeping Victory of
Royalists.

Lisbon, April 8.—The situation in
Lisbon has been improved. There has
been no resumption of the election riot-
ing and this morning the shops re-
opened. Lisbon is virtually under
Martial law and with the arrival of re-
inforcements the military government
is in absolute control of the city. The
Republican leaders disclaim responsi-
bility for the disorder and bloodshed
of Sunday and Monday.

The general opinicn is that the roy-
alists have gained a sweeping victory
at the polls.

SCENIC BRIDGE TO
SPAN FIRST NARROWS

Structure, Crowned by Tower,
Will Be of Unique
Character.

Vancouver, April 7.—Plans will be
presented for consideration by the
board of park commissioners to-mor-
row evening for & scenic bridge to be
erected across the First Narrows,
The structure will be an unique one,
both from a structural standpoint and
from the view of the tourist and
pleasure-seeker, * in whose _interest
the bridge is particularly désigned.
The Burrard Bridge Company is mak-
ing the application, which will to-
morrow evening be discussed by the
park board.

The structural -feature of the
bridge is a tower 222 feet in height to
be erected ‘on the north side ofl the
Narrows. The top of this tower will
be on a level with the top of a much
smaller tower to be erected on Pros-
pect point. The smaller tower will be
only thirty feet in height, and it is for
permission to erect this that the ap-
plication will to-morrow evening. come
before the board.

The distance hetween the towers is
1,280 feet—almost a quarter of a mile.
Cables will connect the towers., The

plans provide for a ‘“sag” of the
cables, for it would be impossible to
hold them absolutely tight, even if
they were put up that way. The
drop is, of course, most marked in the
centre, where the floor of the bridge
will be 66 feet below the level of a
straight line between the towers. Even
then the cables are one hundred and
fifty feet above high water mark—well
out of the way of the tops of the masts
of the largest steamers.

The tower on the north side is fifty
feet in diameter at its base. A passen-
ger elevator will be operated inside the
tower. Apparently great pains have
been taken in the anchoring of the
higler tower, for cables connecting with
those forming the bridge are shown as
running for a thousand feet further to
the north, and are to be anchored in
the rock of the high ground beyond the
Capilano flats.

The bridge will of course be dire:tly
in the view of every person who comes
to the city by steamer,

GAME PRESERVE FOR
VANCOUVER ISLAND

No Decision Has Been Reached
Towards Setting Aside
One.

Some time ago the Fish and Game
Club in Victoria petitioned the provin-
cial government to set aside a sectjon
of land on Vancouver Island for pur-
poses of a public park and a sanctuary
for game of all kinds. Following this,
the government obtained power form
the legislature to do so, but since the
prorogation nothing hass been heard
about the matter. It seems as if the
scheme is to be shelved for another
period. until the people again speak.

There have been whispers from time
to time that something is to be done,
but the whispers have died down. Now
the government has decided to send
Game Warden Williams to the Koot-
enays to select a suitable place in that
locality. There is no doubt but that is
a wise step to pursue. There have
been a number of recommendations
made, and none of them agree. When
the report is received from the warden
the government will have an authorita-
tive opinion on the subject upon which
they can act.

There seems to be a somewhat similar
difficulty on the Island. The warden
made three recommendations when
asked to do so by the government.
Sportsmen and others have m&tie num-
bers of other recommendations and
meanwhile the time is passing and no-
thing is done.

Not only are sportsmen and natural-
ists interested in this move but there
are many who like to see the timber
preserved in some natural park where
future generations may get a glimpse
of the veteran trees which now fill our
forests. In California the immense red-
woods came very near being all de-
stroyed, and the result would have beén
a loss to the whole world; but recent-
ly a private person has come to the
rescue and presentéd-a large tract to
the United States government in trust
for the use of the people for ever. This
ensures that the big trees will not be
cut down. There is great danger that
on this island the big trees will all fall
beneath the lumberman’s axe, They
have Stanley park in Vancouver, and it
seems a pity that there is no similar
area on the Island that can be pre-
served. It is now impossible to obtain
this anywhere within easy reach of the
city of Victoria, but there are other
tracts, and transportation is-every day
becoming easier.

MONETARY. STATUS
OF NORTH VANCOUVER

New City Discusses Estimates
—By-Laws to Raise
$25,000.

North Vandouver, April 7.—The sub-
ject of the city’s finances came up at
last night's meeting of the North Van-
couver council,

During the past week a rumor has
been circulating to the effect that the
city was $25,000 “in the hole” and Ald.
May last evening called attention to
this.

“I would like to say that the coun-
cil knows nothing of such a defici-
ency,” he declared, “and what gave
rise to the rumor in my opinion is the
fact that some time ago the city is-
sued debentures and gave a 10 per cent
discount and it, is this discount which
probably has been mistakenly regard-
ed as a deficiency. The discount given
in this way amounts to between $20,000
and $25,000.

Afterwards the council went into
comimittee of the whole to discuss the
estimates, and these include a money
by-law to raise $15,000 which partly
covers the discount loss,

Ald, May also brought up a by-law
10 enable the city of North Vancouver
to raise by way of a loan the sum of
$10,000 for the purpose of paying off
the city proportion of the debenture
debt of ths corporation of the district
of North Vancouver In&urred prior to
the incorporation of the city. In con-
nection with this it is interesting to
note that the whole rateable property
in North Vancouver according to the
last assessment roll is valued at $2,-
387,980, while the present debenture
debt is $162,200. .

TO PLY ON VICTORIA
TO SYDNEY ROUTE

Sevénteen Knot Vessels Will
Caterto B. C.’s Trade With
Australia.

The renewal of the subsidy held by
the Canadian-Australian line which
operates the steamship Aorangi and
the Union steamships Moana and Ma-
rama between British Columbia and
Sydney, Australia, will ke the signal
for the disappearance of the two fer-
mer steamships during the next two
yvears from the route, according to ad-
vices brought by the Marama.

Both these vessels will be replaced
by steamships of the Marama class,
one of which is now bpeing buillt in
Scotland and will be ready for service
in November. This vessel is the Ma-
kura, 7,500 tons, which will replace the
Aorangi in March next, the old liner,
which has now proved top old for the
trade, being probably bought by the
Union S. 8. Co., for the coast service
in the Antipodes. The Miowera which
was receatly purchased by the com-
pany has already been named the
Matai and placed om the inter-colonial
run, as the Australian-New Zealand
service is known.

Officers of the Marama confirm the
above news, and state that, contrary
to a host of stories published in the
Australian and Canadian neswpapers,
the Canadian-Australian line entered
an agreement with the Union 8. S. Co,,
of Dunedin, owners of the Moana and
Marama, which practically means the
absorption of the former concern should
the subsidy be renewed. The agree-
ment ealls for the purchase "of the
Aorangi and its withdrawal from the
trans-Paciflc service in March next, to
be replaced by the Makura, and the
withdrawal! of the Moana in March,
1910, to be replaced by a steamship of
7,000 tons which has not yet been laid
down,

The service will then be maintained

by three magnificent new steamships of -

7,000 tons each and a normal speed of
16 to 17 knots. This splendid service
would make a strong link in the por-
jected chain of communications famil-
farly termed ‘“the All-Red Route,”
which would be heavily subsidized by
the Imperial and colonial governments.
and it is stated that the probability of
Sir Wilfrid Laurler’s scheme material-
izing was seriously considered by the
Union S. 8. Co., when the agreement
with the present Canadian-Austrailan
line was entered into.

With the Union Company and the
subsidized’ company ready to combine
in placing fast, up-to-date stéamships
on'the run to the Antipodes it is
thought that a renewal] of the subsidy,
which . expires this summer, will he
grantéd by the Dominlon government,
unless some other arrangement 1Is
made pending the establishment of the
All-Red Route, which in influential
quarters is now looked upon as a fore-
gone conclusion.

Complete.

‘The new sternwhee]l steamer which
is being built by Alex. Watson for use
by the Grand Trunk Pacific on con-
struction work is to» be launched next
week and will be ready for service by
dune 12th. The hull is complete and
everything ready for the vessel to take
the water with the exception of a few
details in construction which are now
being finished.

¥From the Polson Iron Works, in To-
ronto, engines are on the way for the
new steamner and will arrive in a few
days. The boat will be the counter-
part of the Port Simpson, now almost
compleled, her dimensions, engines and
wheel being exactly the same, but she
will not be fitted with a saloon as she
is.to be used only for freighting work
for the company in the north.

Except for a little work on the ma-
chinery, which is now all in place, wir-
ing, painting, decorating and equip~
ping the saloon and staterooms the
new Fudson’s Bay steamer Port Simp-
son is complete. Her paddle-wheel has
been installed and the connecting rlods
are being put into position. The paint-
ers are already hard at work and the
boat will be ready for service on the
20th of this month. Ixcellent quarters
are being provided for sixty passen-
gers in berths but the boat will carry
many more in comfort without state-
rooms.

The FPort Simpson is 136 feet between
perpendiculars, and 160 feet over all,
with a beam of 30 feet, a depth of §
feet 4 inches and a draught of 2 feet.

Ald. Hall said that he was not ob-
jecting to the amount to be voted, but
was afraid the North Ward park would
not get tts share, He -would, however,
look to the mayor and Ald. Cameron
and Henderson to see to- it that the
I‘Lortli Ward was being properly treat-
ed.

The matter was eventually settled by
granting the parks bpard a lump sum
of $7,000, instead of the various amounts
contained in the estimates as brought
down,

The vote for the police department
brought forth a number of objections
from Ald. Gleason, While Ald. Fuller-
ton also took objection to the appoint-
ment of a prosecutor, whose duties, he
said, would rather be those of a perse-
cutor. Ald. Gleason did some figuring
in connection with this ‘item, and
pointed out that it provided for 34 men
on the force. He thought the depart-
ment was altogether gver manned, and
was costing too much. The appropria-
tion passed as brought down, includ-
ing $66 for a public prosecutor.

Other items were passed without dis-
cussion, and the estimates will come
up again before their consideration in
committee is completed.

WILL INTRODUCE
LIGHTING BY-LAW

Pressure Brought to Bear on
Council Induces
Action.

(Special Correspondence).

Ladysmilh, April 6.—A few weeks
now will decide whether Ladysmith
will have a lighting system or whether
she is to remain a cfty of darkness. At
tasnight’'s mecting of the city council,
Secretary Wilson, of the Citizens’
League, presented a petition praying
the counci] to introduce a by-law for
the purpose of borrowing the necessary
money for the installation of an electric
light plani. It seems that the league
had prepared two forms of petitions;
the one favoring private ownership and
the. other municipal ownership. These
petitions had been taken round. by
three members of the league and over
ten per cant of the ratepayers in town
had signed them.

The gignaturgs disclesed the fact that
there is:an overwnelming feeling. for a
municipal plant. Only two persons out
of the large number who signed the pe-
titions favored private ownership, and
ithe business men without exception de-
clared for a city owned plant.

This fact was commented on by Ald.
Matheson. He had always, he said,
been in favor ot a private company, but
their petitioners were all in favor of
the corporation taking over the busi-
ness, Under the circumstances he-had
no hesitation in saying that he would
help the scheme along to the utmost
of his power. Ho therefore gave no-
tice of motion that at the next meet-
ing of the council he would introduece
a by-law in accordance with the re-
quest of their petitioners.

It would now really seem that this
question is to, be settled, The list of
names on the petition included all the
most influential residents of the city,
and, provided the plant can be installed
and operated at a reasonable figure,
there is every reason to believe that the
town will have a lighting system by
the time winter.comes round again.

The following report from the streets,
bridges 2and sewers committeg was
adopted at last night’s meeting of the
city council:

Re communication of W. J. Anderson,
asking permission to be allowed to
place house numbers in permanent
sidewalks. Recommended that Mr.
Anderson be informed that the council
do not deem it advisable to allow the
placement of these numbers in the ce-
ment walks, ‘but would be willing to
permit of them being placed in the ap-
proaches leading fro the main walk
to residences, subjec™ to the approval
of the city engineer.

Recommended that the purchasing
agent be instructed to call for tenders
for 1,000,000 fir blocks for street paving
purposes in sizes of 3 by 8 by 3%, 3 by
8 by 4 and 3 by 8 by 5.

City Officials Will Now Report
on Cost of Victoria West
Matter.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.) .

In connection with the Victoria West
arbitration case it was decided at last
night’s council meeting that City' So-
licitor Mann and Mr. Devereaux, of
the city engineer’s department, should
go into tHe whole question of the num-
ber of properties to be affected by the
readjustment of lot and street lines
which it is proposed to make with the
idea of reporting to the council on the
approximate cost of the work, follow-
ing which sthe people of Victoria West
will likely’ be consulted in regard to
going ahead with the undertaking. The
idea appears to have gained ground
since the judgment of the court in the
Patton case that the cost ofthe work
may run into a great deal more money
than was expected. Consequently the
counci] is anxious to know how matters
stand before going any further in the
matter,

The question came up last night on
the initiative of Mayor Hall, His recom=
mendation regarding the payment of
the award of Mrs. Martha Patton, in
the Victoria West arbitration,” was
moved by Ald. Gleason, seconded by’
Ald, Henderson. The mayor explained
that it might be as well not to pass
the measure as there appeared to be
some dissatisfaction.

Ald. Cameron said he felt that the
council should have more information
on this subject, and" know exactly
where they were at in the matter. If
this particular award passed it might
mean that the council had thereby
committed itself to the whole scheme'
whi¢h might run into a very large
amount of money. .

Ald. Hall also took the stand that
the council should know more about
the matter before they moved. From
what he understood, on the basis of the
Patton award, the total amount that
it would be mecessary to levy on the
property in the district affected might
run to between $25,000 and $30,000, and
the pe.ple would arise in arms, for
the levying of that amount on the local
improvement plan would impose an ex-
ceedingly burdensome tax upon them.
The council should secure all the in-
formation possible and hold a confer-
ence with the property owners affected.

Ald. Mable said that the people of
Victoria West were never consulted in
matters which affected them. They had
to take what they got in the way of
schools and streets and be thankful.
Last year, for example, the new school
had been placed where the people did
not want. it.

Ald. McKeown remarked that he ha.d.

thought this matter settled last year,
but apparently this was yet to be done.
He had, hewever, understood from the
city soliciter that the recent judgment
of the Supreme court in the ‘Patton
case had settled the matter so far as
the counecil was concerned, and that all
that was now to be done was to settle
the other claims on that basis.

Ald. Henderson favored having the’
arbitrator go ahead and decide on the
various awards and report to the coun-'
cil, when they would know what the
work wag going to cost, and could then
submit a by-law ror’ the full amount.
The people would then know what the
work was going to cost and could be
heard if they thought it too much. If
the Patton case weére paid it would
commit the council to the whole under-
taking.

Mayor Hall explained that-about &

year ago a petition had been presented
to the council asking for certain im-
provements on Catherine street, but
these could not be taken up until this
matter was straightened out, ’

City Solicitor Mann, when -called
upon by.the mayor, said that with the
assistance of someone from the engin-
eer's department he could arrive at
an approximate idea of what the cost
would likely be. There were not many
properties affected, some Seven on’
Catherine street. and thirteen others
on other streets. He did not think there
would be a vegy great sum involved.
With the assistahce of Mr. Devereux and
some aid from Mr. Northcott he could
arrive at an idea of the cost in two or
three days. There were only a couple
of cases where any very large amount
would be ‘involved. It must be under-.
stood that before the arbitrator was
called in, the city must make an offer
to the owner of the property that it
was proposed to disturb, 4

Ald. Hall asked how about certain
properties which he mentioned and
how about the question of .*“‘senti-
mental” loss in the changing of the
lines, e

Mr._ Mann replied that “‘sentimental”
loss was not allowed in the judgment
of the Supreme court,

On motlon of Ald. Henderson it was
decided to table the resolution until
the next meeting, and in the meantime
Mr. Mann and Mr. Devereaux will go
into the whole matter and report to
the council on the approximate cost.

Down the [178th Meridian.

The departure’jof the Koonya marks
the first stage of our journey, after a
tow of 1500 milps through a' stormy
sea. We saw on|January 15 ice ‘ahead,
and sighalled her to stop. After tow-
ing through rough water some ten
sheep for cur winter stores and putting
Mr. Buckle: on [board, she left us for
home, bein the| first steel steamer to
cross. the Antarcitic circle. We then set
our fates to thd south. Captain Eng-
jand and I decided that in view of the
small amount. gf coal ‘avallable, and
strained conditions of the ship, that we
would try a mew way south to avoid
the pack of ice, which every Vessel has
had to forge its way through, and after

carefully considering the matter, ‘we

decided that if we went down on the
178th Meridian west, we might be more
fortunate than the Discovery was in
1901, 80 on the 178th medridian we
steamed.

Through Lanes of Ice.

On the morning of January 18 we
entered the city of the white marvel-
lous Venice of ‘the South—mile upon
mile of great icebergs; never a sign of
pack ice, but from the crow’snest on
the main mast stretched out east and
west as far as we could see were these
wonderful heralds of the frozen south—
great gilants weaned from the bosom
of Antarctica. Through: broad paths
and . through narrow alleys, between
towering walls of white ice the little
Nimrod thresded her way, surrounded
by flocks of Antarctic petrels, now and
then greeted by the astonished squawk
of a penguin, which saw for the first
time in its life & ship. The thud of our
gsérew, and the wash from the propel-
der as we passed stirred some of the
glant ice walls, and they fell in our
wake with a mighty crash and roar.
S8ad would have been our lot had we
been in that spot just then. After pass-
ing for hours through these narrow
lanes ' of lce, often thinking we were
in a cul de sac, but ever finding a.
way -through on towards the south, we
at length emerged into an open sea.
To the south-east and west was ice-
free ocean, and behind us lay our line

- bergs. We had eluded for the first time
tempest, towering [icewalls, and blind-

in the history of Polar, navigation pack-
ice; and to greet our entry to Ross sea,
to remind us that it was not all plain
sailing, a wind.came from the south,
which -made  our rigging shine with
frost, and the ropes slippery with froz-
en sea water. The Nimrod began again
to pitch. We did not mind that, as the
swell causing this told us there was.a
free southward. When the wind was
over  -we were soon on our way, and
though next day we had to steer west-
ward for a few hours to avoid some
heavy land ice, we made good distance
on our way south.

The Great Ice Barrier.

Thus we went along until the morn-
ing of January 22 we saw a low line on
the horizon, and knew we were in sight
of the QGreat Ice Barrier, At last by
noon we were clgse to this, wonderful
rampart, that so far has guarded the
secret of the south from the attack
of ships, rising sheer from the water
to a height of 150ft, and stretching |
east and west as far as the eye could
see. It is truly one of the wonders of
the world. At once we turned to the
eastward, and steamed along the ice-
wall, passing a deep Inlet, and towards
midnight turned a sharp corner open-
ing to a wide bay filled with pack ice,
on which were numbers of seals and
emperor penguins. The whole bay wa:
alive with huge finned-backed whales.
To the south about seven miles across
the packed ice Tose’a steep cliff of ice,
beyond which ‘to the eastward werc
high ' undulations terminating in very
steep hills rising to heights of 1000ft
approximately, no bare rocks being
visible. Pack ice lay thick to the east-
ward and northward, interspersed with
huge bergs and land ice, but the open
lead gave us a passage north. Pass-
ing this section of the pack, we steamed
down close to ‘the barrier again, and
at 8 p.m. turned another sharp corner,
round ‘whi¢h we  went. The bar-
rier trended north-castward. We had
now passed the position of the inlet
where we hgd hoped to have wintered,
and found it had broken away, so thus
met our first seriqus check, Everything
was ready for discharging, but our
prospective port had disappeared, ind
we steamed on éastward to try to 1e.%
actual land of King Edward VII, Lana.
But soon we were barred from this
route by ice, which pressed up close
against the barrier. To add to my
anxiety, the pack was rapidly closing
in behind us,, and with the knowledge
of what this meant to our little ship, I
turned round, just .clearing the corner
of the barrier by a bare 50 yards.

A Sensational Escape.

What we escaped can be realized if
one imagines that one is in little boat
close under the white cliffs of Dover,
and one sees great, solid masses, some
as large and high as the Royal Ex-
change, the Bank of England, the New
War Office, and some as long as Fleet-
street and Northumberland-avenue, all
moving down to crush the little vessel.
Then one can gather the seriousness of
our position. On clearing the point we
steamed back along the barrier in the
afternoon, entering the bay again, thus
finding that the barrier had broken
away, taking some 15 miles of ice, and |
leaving a sheer ice face of 150 ft in
height. It was not until 8 p.m. we found
an opening to the north through heavy
ice,”and again I turned east to try to
reach the eastern land. All that night
we pursued a  zig-zag course, sometimes
steaming into an apparently open sea,
only 10 he brough: up by close-screwed
and hummocked-up ice packs, ahd huge
berge. At 6 p. m, next day we were
further west than the day before, and
well to the north. That evening the
wind sprang up from  the north-west
with squalls, driving hail, and snow,
s0 thick that we had to go slow, our
horizon being limited to a few yards.
Once it ¢leared up, and I saw the ice
was rapidly closing round us, so re-
luctantly, I gave orders to turn back,
and it' was not until 1 o'clock next
morning that we cleared the ice to the
north,

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our very limited and rapidiy-decreasing
coal would not allow us further time
to go anywhere else, and the strained
condition of the ship was a cause for
grave anxiety to me., There seemed
absolutely no prospect of reaching King
Edward’s Land. It was barred by im-
penetrable ice. - The only expedition
which was  fortunate enough to find
clear water was the Discovery. Thus
foiled in obtaining  either of these
places we, slowly battling against a
ptrong west wind, made our way to
Macmur's Sound, which lay under the
shadow of a mighty active volcano,
Mount Erebus. Hope ran high as we
steamed down the sound that morning,
January 29th, that we might reach the
winter quarters of the Discovery, but
at 10 a. m. we found ourselves held up
twenty miles from our goal. When the
Discovery entered in 1901 she had ab-

solutely an ice-free sea to her winter:

quarters. We tried the remaining ice,
but in a few minutes realized we might
as well have tried to have rammed
through the great pyramid. So I tled
the ship up to the ice face, and prayed
for a northerly sgell to break up the
ice, We lay at tNE edge of the ice till
February 8rd, making only a trip west
to see if 'there possibly was a place te
winter, but found ‘ice extending all
round. During this time about one
mile of ice broke away, and on the re-
turn of the party which I sent to our
old quarters, they reported that the ice
was soiid all the way in. T felt that I
must not delay longer, but must seek
rew winter quarters on the eastern
shore, north of the ice.
Selection -of Cape Royds.

‘Whilst getting. some stores on deck
an unfortynate accident occurred to
one of the landing party. Mr. Macin-
tosh ‘was struck in the right eye by a
hook, necessitating  the removal of the
eye. He is now doing well, and has
returned in the Nimrod. I am deeply
grieved about him, and appreciate the
great loss he is to us as a valuable
member of my staff; I eventually de-
cided to make winter quarters on Cape
Royds, and the work of discharging the
stores, buiiding the hut, etc., began, It
was under great difficulties, for a great
proportion had to be done in boats,
under exceptionally trying weather.

The temperature was low, and falling
daily. On February 19th the Nimrod
was blown away by a terrific blizzard.
For three days it continued thick, with
driving snow, and the temperature was
16 dégrees below zero. A very high,
short ,séa was continually breaking
gover her, freézing on all the ropes and
sides, and accumulating’ in great mass-
es on ice for and aft. We had to cut
away part of the bulwarks to allow the
ship .to free herself of water, which
was frequently ‘up to the men’s waists,
All ports were frozen solid. The rud-
der was frozen fast in the trunk, and
the men were continually working to
keep ‘it clear with axes, and crowbars.

At Foot of Mount Erebus,

All hands’' were wearing ship about
every foyr to six hours, avoiding great
bergs and heavy flows of land ice, with
much difficulty. The ship was blown
over forty miles N.N.W in spite of trv=
ing to work to windward, under full
steam. The men, ponies, :md dogg are
all fit and well. -Two ponies were near-
1y lost, one by falling between two huge
floes of land iee, when the ice broke
up in the bay. They were saved with
difficulty. ‘Theéy had to be literally lift-
The hut is built in
a, sheltered valley at the foot of Mount
Erebus, on Capé Royds, about twenty
miles north of the Discovery’s winter
quarters, and . well sheltered from
southerly, winds,

OYSTERS DO WELL AT

COOPER COVE, SOOKE |

Government’s f;'xperiment Tried
Three Years Ago Proves
a Complete Success.

The fact that Eastern oysters will
thrive to a remarkable degree when
transplapted to this coast is demon-
strated beyond guestion by the results
of the Dominjon government’s experi-
ments in this line. ' About three vears
ago, or, to be exact, on June 30th, 1905,
thc government placed three barrels of
young oysters from Prince Edward
Island, in Cooper Cove, Sooke, where
the Dominion government is now pre-
paring to place a shipment of lobsters,
and to-day M. Young, proprietor of the
New England restaurant, has on exhi-
bition some of the same oysters, which,
after three years’ fattening, are now
ag large and as toothsome as any oys-
ters that can be found anywhere. The
experiment has been a success beyond
the expectation of those who advocated
it a few years ago.

Mr. Young has given the whole ques-
tion of oyster culture considerable
thought. “He it was who first advocated
the transplanting of Eastern oysters in
British Columbia waters, and who was
the one to start the’ movement.for the
cancellation of the duty on, oysters, a
subject which he was instrumental in
bringing before Han. W. 8./ Fielding,
minister of finance, wheh that gentle-
man was here three yvears ago. Up to
that time oysters for breeding pur-
roses, or sced oysters, as they are call-
ed, could be brought in free of duty,
but, as Mr. Young pointed out to Mr.
Fieclding, this concession was valueless
for oysters will not propagate after
being changed from one water to an-
other. However, since the duty was re-
moved young oysters can be brought
In free of duty and fattened in these
waters. The oysters put in Cooper
Cove were about ten months old at the
time and have since then developed to
an exceptionally large size. Their fla-
vor is also equal to the best.

The planting of the oysters was made
gquite an occasion at the time. The
ghipment wag conveyed to Sooke on the
gteamer Maude and a large party went
on her. There was, however, no osten-
tation about the raising of the oysters
now in Mr. Young’'s possession, which
demonstrates the success of the experi-
ment,”

MANY MATIERS
ARE TAKEN UP

SPRING RIDGE WANTS
THE POUND REMOVED

Water Supply Question Also
Dealt With by City Council
Last Night.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Many and varied were the matters
which came before the council at its
regular meeting last night. In addition
to regular routine the question of the
location of the city pound cameé up, as
well as the matter of supplylng water
to adjoining districts. The question of

' the location of the pound was brought

up by Ald. Fullerton by way of pro-
iest over the failure of . the streets,
bridges and. sewers committee to re-
port on a petition from the people of
Spring Ridge, asking for its removal.
The committee was asked to take the
matter up again.

The question. of a- water supply for
the adjoining districts was disposed of
so far as the city council was concern-
ed by the adoption of the resolution of
which Ald. Pauline gave notice some
days ago and which was then publish-
ed in the Times,

Among other matters that came up
was the receiving of tenders for uni-
forms for the police. The striking point
about these was that the British mili-
tary style can be secured for less than
the present American pattern.

All the members of the council were
present except Ald. Meston. It was af-
ter 11 o’clock when the meeting ad-
journed.

Will Be Torn Down.

Mayor Hall reported that the city
health .officer and building inspector
had informéd him that the barn on
Yates, street upon. which they had been
asked to report was to be torn down
within a week or so. This was satis-
faciory to the council

A letter from the parks board was
read, stating that all the property own-
ers on Hayward avenue but two had
signed an agreement undertaking to
pay for the construction and main-
tenance of boulevards on that street.
A resolution was passed instructing
the city treasurer to levy the amount
chargeable against the various proper-
ties.

A letter from the parks board stat-
inz that the resignation of J. G.
Thompson, park- keeper, had been ac-
cepted was ordered filed,

Maurice Hills wrote thanking the
couneil for its action in attending to
his request regarding sewer connec-
tion for R. W..Dunsmuir's house.

H. W, R. Mpore wrote regarding his
appointment as ‘public prosecutor, en-
closing copy/ of “minufés of the police
commission, - stating that he had been
appointed to. fi}l, the position temporar-
ily and that he had been notified to

“that effect.

Ald. Mable—I' still maintain there
was no such appointment made, no
matter what is‘on the books, This is
another ‘mistake and muddle of the
clerk.

Mayor ‘Hall—We certainly made no
appointment, for we knew we had no
power to do so.

The letter was filed and the matter
closed for the present.

Otto Weiler wrote, asking permission
to shoot a rabbit belonging to Beacon
Hill park which has eaten the tops of
his carnations. The matter was re-
ferred to Mayor Hall -to take up as
chairman of the police commissioner.

Pound -is a Nuisance.

Ald. Fullerton inquired what had be-
come of the petition of Mr, Lyone and
84 other residents of Spring Ridge rel-
ative to the nuisance created by the
presence of the city pound in that dis-
trict, and asking that it be removed to
the exhibition grounds. The matter he
saw by the list of communications dealt
with by the clerk during the week had
Leen referred to the streets, -bridges
and sewers committee which, however,
had not reported upon -it. It was not
Lusinesslike to leave matters lying in
abeyance this way until they were for-
gotten. This was a serlous matter for

Ald. Henderson, .chairman of the
streets, bridges and sewers committee,
said his commitiee had discussed the
matter but had decided to make no
change until a better place could be
found for its location. It might be a
good deal of a nuisance where it now
was but it had been there for a num-
ber of years and to locate it anywhere
else would be to devreciate the value
of property in the locality chosen. The
exhibition grounds were too far out and
to put it there would also require the
services of a couple of more pound-
keepers. He did not see how it was so
much of a nuisance outside of the noise
made by the dogs but he thought a
building could be erected in which t»
house these animals which would dead-
en the sound of their barkings.

Ald. Cameron—Why not deaden the
dogs?

Mayor Hall explained that the pound
could not be placed at the exhibition
grounds for they were outside the city
limite and the city could not legally
tzke them there.

Ald. Hall said he was not prepared
to say where the pound shofid be
moved to, but it should be taken from
where it was. In summer people in the
neighborhood could not open their win-
dows on account of the smell. He won-
dered that the people of the district
had stood it so long.

Ald. Fullerton remarked that the
pound was a disgrace to the city, es-
pecially in view of the stringent meas-
ures that were being enforced by the
council to make the people of the city
live up to the health regulations.

The streets bridges and sewers com-
mittee will report upon the matter.

Contract Awarded.

The report of the purchasing agent
and the water commisgsioners recom-
mending the acceptance of R. P. Rithet
& Co.’s tender for meters was adopted,
the figure, $764.61, being the lowest.

The water commissioner advised the
calling for tenders for gate valves re-

quired for the new distribution system,
and also asking for a joint conference
of the streets, bridges and sewers and
the water committees when he could
go into with them the work to be
done in connectinn with the imprave-
ments to be undertaken this year. He
aiso said that Arthur L. Adams, th2
water expert, had written the council
congratulating them on the low price
at which they had secured their pipes
for the new distribution system. The
report. was adopted and Thursday ev-
ening set as the date of the conference.

The city milk inspector reported that
a sample of cream he had taken from
the can of a local dealer was found
to contain gelatine.

Ald. Mable explained that the city
by-laws referred to milk only and not
to cream so that the council could do
nothing.

Ald. Gleason—As soon as the council
passes the pure food by-law of which
I have given noticeé we can deal with
such matters. I have had a draft of
it for two weeks now but have not
been able to get it prepared for sub-
migsion to the council owing the crush
in civic work. ;

The report was filed.

Two tenders were received for 100
cedar poles required by the city. John
‘Watt offered to deliver them within
iwo months at $3.50 each, while the
Shawnigan Lake Lumber Company of-
fered to supply them at 13% cents per
foot which it was figured out by the
aldermen would bring the price up to
$5.40 per pole. The tenders were re-
ferred to the purchasing agent and the
superintendent of electric lighting for
rcport. -

Policemen’s Uniforms.

Two tenders were received for uni-
forms for the police. The Wide Awake
Tailoring Company offered to supply
the British military style made - of
Strathcona serge at $22 per suit and
the present style in the same material
at $24 per suit. D, F. Sprinkling of-
fered the present style in either Strath-
cona or Strathmore serge at $82 or two
other styles in the same cloths at $30
and $28.50 respectively.

Ald. Mable—The present style is the
dearest, according to these.

The tenders were referred to the
purchasing agent and the chief of po-
lice for report.

Committee Reports.

The finance committee recommended
payments amounting to $1,276.82 on
general account, $490 to Luney Brothers
on account of the contract for the
Victoria West school and $150 on ac-
count of the waterworks loan.

The fire wardens recommended that
the offer of a horse for $300 made to the
city by Mr. Thompson be accepted and
that the team now in the Xingston
Street hall be sold for the offer re-
ceived for them, $350.

The report of the strets bridges and
sewers committee was then called and
the council proceeded to pass it in the
usual way  without being read, when
Ald. Norman protested that he had not
seen it yet. It was then  discovered
still going the rounds of the aldermen’s
desks for signature and after this had
been completed it was passed unani-
mously without being read.

A resolution was passed-authorizing
the mlayor and clerk to place the seal
of the corporation on ‘the contract be-
tween the city and 'W. Beverly Robin-
son of Montreal for the cast iron pipe
for the new distribution system.

Water For Adjoining Districts,

Ald. Pauline then moved his resolu-
tion declaring the willingness of the
city to supply water to Oak Bay and
other adjoining districts in reasonable
amount, at reasonable price, at reason-
able points and “the same water as is
supplied to the citizens and generally

under reasonable conditions, with ref--

erence to arbitration to determine all
questions arising.”

Ald. Mable asked what this refer-
ence to arbitration meant.

Mayor Hall replied that it referred
to anything in connection with
matter that could not be settled ami-
cably between the two parties to the
agreement, except the price of water.

Ald. Pauline said that the object of
the resolution was simply to reassure
the people of Oak Bay and other ad-
joining districts that when the city got
the additional supply that it hoped to
under the powers granted the city by
the legislature, it would be ready and
willing to supply them with water.
These districts could, however, have
no grounds of complaint: because of
failure on the part of the city to sup-
ply them until such time as the cor-
poration took advantage of the powers,
amounting practically to a monopoly of
all unrecorded water rights within
but they

vantage of its powers, it then refused
to grant them a supoly. The residents,
of ‘the districts affected had rights that
the city was bound to respect. Thesa
people, however, would not expect
water at the same price as that at
which it was sold in Victoria. They
would be prepared to pay a little more
for it.
The resclution was then passed.

Manager Van Sant Says Finan-
ces Prevent Road Acced-
ing to Request.

Sidney, April 6.—At the regular meeting
of the North Saanich municipal council
held on Saturday evening all the members
were present, with Reeve Sangster pre-
siding.

A communication from Russ Humber
complaining about the stoppage of a cul-
vert under the railway was referred to
the road foreman for a report.

Messrs. Bryce & Bates wrote asking
for a return of impounding fees on some
horses. This was laid on the table to be
taken up at the next meeting of the coun-
cil.

Capt. A. A. Sears requested the council
to consider the advisability of sewerage
for Siuney. He will be referred to the
local improvement by-law: 1

The Victoria & Sidney railway, in an-
swer to the council’'s request that that
company appoint an agent at Sidney,
wrote as follows: ¢

“Victoria, B. C., March 30th, 1908,
“Mr. R. B. Brethour, C. M. C., Sidney:

“Dear Sir:—Acknowledging ths receipt
of your favor of the 17th inst.,, I beg to
advise that at the present time the earn-
ings of the road will not permit of instal-
ling an agent at Sidney. I recognize the
fact that the absence of an agent at your
station must necessarily cause some In-
convenience to the patrons of the line,
but at the same time it iz no secret that
the entire earnings of the road are used
up in operating expenses and general re-
pairs, and, even at that, there has been
an uncomfortable deficit since the present
owners took charge-of the property.

“I am inclined to think, however, that
should the present season prove as good
as the last, we will be able to do some-
thing for you next year.

“Plans have been laid for the expendi-
ture on the track this year of an amount
at least equgl to that of last season, and
this will préciude the appointment of an
agent at Sidney. I sincerely regret that
it is not possible to comply with your re-
quest until conditions change.

“Yours truly,
(Signed) “F. VAN SANT.”

This was received and filed and the
writer will be informed that the council
intend laying the matter before the rail-
way commission.

The by-law for the regulation of licensed
premises was next taken up, and was read
a third time.

The following resolution was next car-
ried unanimously:

“That whereas the residents of this
municipality and other patrons of the
Victoria &  Sidney railway are being put
to serious inconvenience and loss through
the neglect of the said company to keep
a station agent at Sidney;

“And whereas, owing to the higher pas-
senger and freight rates now charged
and the increase of businss through the
operation of the sawmill, brickyard, etec.,
the revenue collected at Sidney is much
greater than formerly, when &an agent
was employed;

‘“Be it therefore resolved,-that the
municipal clerk be instructed-to write the
secretary of the railway commission en-
closing a copy of this resolution, and ask-
ing for the consideration of this question
by the commissioners.”

Councillor Henry Brethour introduced a
by-law to amend the pound by-law by in-
serting a new section as follows:

“2%a., If, in the opinion of the council,
any animal referred to in this by-law shall
have been at large without the fault of
the owner thereof, and such owner shall
have paid or is liable for the pafment of
any fee, charge, cost or penalty in re-
spect thereof, the council may remit or
refund to such owner the amount of any
such fee, cost, charge or penalty.”

This by-law passed through the regular
routine, including the third reading, and
will be taken up ggain for final considera-
tion at the next meeting.

Councillor Herber asked leave to intro-
duce a by-law to ‘“regulate the planting
of shade trees.”” Leave was granted.

The council then adjourned.

MARAMA MAKES
HER FIRST CALL

NEW TURBINER BRINGS
HOST OF PASSENGERS

Two Men, Crazed Through
Heat, Will Be De-
ported.

Completing her first trip across the
Pacific and the first under the pennant
of the Canadian-Australian line, the
fine new turbine steamship Marama,
Capt. John Gibb, reached the outer
wharf at 5 o'clock last night after a
short delay in quarantine. A large
crowd of interested sight-seers as-
sembled at the wharf to see the liner,
and as many more people were present
to meet friends among the 375 passen-
gers who came over on the turbiner,
Several notables, including General de
Negrier, the famous French general;
Bishop Lenihan, of Auckland, and Sir
Robert Walker, a youthful baronet
who is making a tour of the world,
travelled on the Marama,

{ The trip was attended by good wea-
i ther except for two days between Suva
and Honolulu, when disagreeable winds
were met with. Although capable of
over 17 knots, the Marama was not
i driven above a normal speed, making
{ the trip two days ahead of schedule
time, a feat which was performed by
| the Moana on her last trip. It is, how-
ever, anticipated that the turbiner wil
make a faster run on her return trip.

Owing to a general strike of union
longshoremen the Marama brought very
light carge, having only 578 tons, in all
of which 40 tons were landed at Vic-
toria, The strike commenced on March
13th, and for three days all the ocean
steamships at Sydney, including many
mail liners of the White Star, North
German Lloyd and other fleets, were
lying at their moorings without a der-
rick working.

Altogether 3,200 men went out. The
peculiar feature of the deadlock was
that the strikers had no grievance
against the companieg that were made
to suffer. They aimed at. the coasting
companies which, during the last two
years, have employed non-union men
in the face of all threatened action on
the part of the unions, It was thought
by the labor organfzations that by
paralyzing the work of the larger
steamship concerns the latter would
accede to their requests to bring suf-
ficient pressure on the coastal compan-
ies to cause the abolition of non-union
labor. The strike ended on the 16th,
disastrously, if anything, for the men.
many of the companies having em-
ployed non-union men in the interim
with the idea of maintaining them
permanently. Only a few hours wer(
left for the Marama to load her cargo,
and a quantity of freight had; esnces
quently, to be left behind,

Intense heat, which caused many
deaths in the Australian cities, and
Melbourne in particular, where a tem-

ed, accounted for the development of
two cases of insanity among the pas-
sengers.

| E. Wells, a steerage passenger, at-
tempted to jump overboard a few days
after the Marama left Brisbane, and a
second class passenger, H. A, Kake,
also developed symptoms of eraziness.
The two were placed in confinement
under guard, and Kake endeayored,
unsuccessfully, to strangle himself /by
putting his head through some steam-
pipes. As the immigration officials re-
fused to allow the two .to land they
will be deported.

The Marama is one of the finest ves-
sels ever seen at this port. She was
built by Caird & Company, Greenock,
and is 420 feet long, 53 feet beam and
24 feet depth, moulded to upper deck.
Her engines are turbines and give her
a speed of over 17 knots, although the
steamship has never been run at this
speed since her trials, her ordinary
speed being a knot less. On the voyage
out from Scotland she averaged 16
knots over the greater part of the dis-
tance.

Splendid accommodation is provided
for saloon, second and third class pas-
sengers, the upper or promenade deck
being divided by rails to mark off tne
quarters allotted to each class. Except
for a sliort “well” the closed-in decks
are unbroken, the space referred to be-
ing forward between the forecastle and
the housework, giving access to No. 1
hold. The first class saloon i8 sumptu-
ously decorated and furnished, and
seats over one hundred people at. one
sitting. The music room ig artistically
planned, and one of the finest to be
found on any passenger boat sailing
the P:cifle. Excellent accommodation
in both other classes are alsosprovided,
and the passengers landing from the
liner express themselves as delighted
with their quarters and treatment,

For handling cargo, mails and bag-
gage the Marama has the latest pat-
tera of hydraulic winches, serving two
booms on each of her slender masts.
She is, however, primarily a passenger
boat, and carries, even when fully load-
ed, a comparatively smail quanfity of
freight.

Capt. John Gibb, well known at this
port as a former ecommander of the
Moana, has charge of the new tur-
biner. He brought her out from Scot-
lJand and has walked her bridge since
taking her at Greenock. The other of-
ficers are A. C. Showman, first officer;
H. C. Saunder, second officer; G. Fer-
guson, third officer, and F. E. Jackson,
fourth officer. The purser is W. Bar-
nett; P. Mudie is chief engineer; 'E.
Read, chief steward, and Dr. A. Briggs,
surgeon. Most of the above members
of the crew are well known at this
port, having been here before on many
occasions with other vessels of the
Canadian-Australian line.

At 3:45 this morning the Marama left
for Vancouver.

GENERAL ARRIVED

Prominent Military Man Reach-
ed Here on the Australian
Steamship.

On his way around the world, filling in
four months’ leave of absence in plea-
surable travelling, the distinguished Gen-
eral de Negrier, one of the most promin-
ent military men in France, arrived from
Australia’ on the Canadian-Australian
liner Marama last evening.

The General had little to say of his visit
to Australia and New Zealand, although
he stated that his observations led him to
believe that both countries have before
them a great future. He is keenly inter-
ested in things English, and converses on
the Imperial government’s naval policy
with an evident knowledge of interna-
tional affairs in Europe. Referring to the
Kaiser’s letter to Lord Tweediiouth, the
General expressed an opinion that it was
of little significance.

The “entente cordiale’” was referred to,
and the General spoke warmly of King
Edward’s popularity in France. He was
pleased, he said, that he had met His
Majesty-and also the Duke of Connaught,
whom - the General has been associated
with at several military events, and of
whom he holds a very high opinion,

General de Negrier served in the Franco-
Prussian war, and has seen, during his
long military career, a great deal of ac-
tive service. He served in Algeria, and
was in eommand of the French troops In

the Indo-China war of 1885, His military

brochures are famous.

He retired from the command of five
army corps a few years ago and is now
on half-pay.

Victoria is really to have a big apart-
ment house, This is not a paper scheme
or hot air talk but a reality. 'The lot
has already been purchased gn the cor-
ner of Superior and Douglds streets

facing Beacon Hill park and the build-
ing will be commenced within thirty
days. The deal for the property was
put through yesterday by Herbert
Cuthbert & Co. It is a big block 160
feet square and on it will be erected
one of the most modern and finest
apartment houses. on the Pacific
coast. It will be built of brick and
concrete, and the floors will all be of
cement. .

On account of its situation right in
the heart of ohe of the best residential
districts this institution will be bound
to be a success.

SUCCESS ATTENDS
ELECTRIC INCUBATOR

William Baylis Tells - of the
Results From His Own
Device.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

“I promised last month to give the
details and results of my success with
the new method I have perfected viz.,
by “heating’ the' incubators by the 0L~
dinary electric household Tight.” I’ ex-
perimented with ‘various candle-power
lights and "attachivents until I suc-
ceeded’ in maintaining ‘a steady heat
6f 103 -‘degrees. My attachment is so
simple ‘that'it 'is ‘almost impossible te
g6 wrong, and as soon as the'incu-
bator iz heéated to-103 and set at that
mark, the lght switches on and off
automatically; when the thermomete?
registers 103, the light goes off until
the heat drops helow the 103 line and
the light then  switches on.

“My first incubator 1 started with 75
eggs, and 'I hatched out “on the twen-
tieth day 55 'good ‘strong chicks.
These were Wkite, Brown "and Buff
Leghorns, and Jjust catch ~eggs, not
picked. My second mcupator T set
with® 100 picked” eggs, “expérimented
with- different’ lights and ran very un-
even until tenth day; left in 60 fertile
My
third- and fourth hatches  have run
steady at 103 degrees right through
to fifteenth day, and there is 'a per-
centage of 85 good strong chicks, and
I am perfectly satisflted that the per-
centage of chicks hatched by'the elec-
tric light will far exceed those hatched
by the coal oil lamp, as the air is far
more D'lll‘c when free from the coal
oil fumes.”

' CONSULTED LAW BOOK,

THEN SHOT POLICE

Irishman Who Defied
Montreal Force is Ex-
Constable.

Montreal,* April 8.—An examination by
the police of the papers of Joseph Smith,
the man who held the police at bay for
five hours, killed Constable Shea and
wounded Chief Detective Carpenter and
Constable Foacault, and who was him-
self ‘wounded by the police, show that his
right name is John Dillon, and that he is
a native of Ireland. He served several
yedars in the Reyal Irish’ Constabulary
and afterwards in:the CHeshire, England,
constabulary. (While on . the latter force
he shot a burglar, who was resisting ar-
rest, but was discharged by the court,
which held the shooting justified,

Soon after Dillon crossed the ocean, and
coming to New York in October, 1888, was
ceelared a citizen of the Unitsd States.

Up to the présent time buoys, bea-~
cons, fog-alarms and other contriy-
ances for the’ assmta.nce of navigation
have been installed at various points
ty the department and notices giving
full information regarding them have
been issued as soon as possible after
the work was completed. It occasion-
ally happened that the 'captains of
vessels who had not received notifica-
tion through absence from port at the
time new buoys and lights were in-
stalled, were s6mewhat puzzled by find-
ing an unfamiliar aid that was not de-
scribed by his sailing book or charts.
The government has decided to issue,
in the future, notices of proposed
changes in &l buoys, beacons, fog-
alarms and lights so that navigators
will be prepared for them. The first
notice of this kind was issued by the

local department to-day and refers to |

the operation “‘ef a new fog-signal at
Cape Beale and a change in the blast
of that at Pachena. It'reads :

‘““The government of Canada propose |

Among those
who lived there was the noted Victoria
literateur D. W, Higgins, but that was
before his literary light began to shine.
The place was bulit in 1858, the time of
the mining rush to the Cariboo. °

CANADIAN BUOYS ARE
VERY SATISFACTORY

Com. Werlich, Who Inspected
Aids to Mavigation,
Says So.

Commander P. J. Werlich, chief in-
spector of the Thirteenth lighthouse
district, has just completed a survey of
some of the light buoys angd aids-to
navigation in Canadian waters, says
| the S¢attle Post-Intelligencer. e pass-
| ed through Seattle on hig way back to
i Portland after having made a thorough
|

examination of some of the acetylene

buoys, and it is possible.that as a result
| of his investigations thg, : tignunouse
| board at Washington may be induced
| to make further examination of the de-

The attention of the authorities in the
east have been .called to the condition
of affairs on the Alaska coast by many
of the steamship companies, large ship-
pers and. commercial bodies who have
i suffered considerable loss by the lack
of .proper facilities for protecting ton-
nage, and there is a general belief
among shipping men:in Seattle that at

! give adequate protection.

Commander Werlich went finto the
Canadian waters on the lighthouse
steamer ‘Heather and inspected the new
| acetylene buoy, which is a combination

bell and beacon, recently established on

Swiftsure bank. This he found to have
| a good, steady light and to be visgible
at a long distance. He also paid a visit
to the Kelp rock near Nanaimo, where
there is a newly established beacon.

These buoys are. practically auto-

matic \in their operation. and require
little attention, once set. They have
been placed all along the inside chan-
nel on the British Columbia coast, and
the experience of severa] years has
proved their service satisfactory from
| practically every point of view. Steam-
{ ship men’ are unanimous in declaring
their satisfaction with the buoys and
the American vessel owners are equally
strong in their approva)l with the Can-
adians.
* Owing to this lack of facilitles and
other conditions, the insurance compan-
ies underwriting American shipping on
the Pacific Coast have recently largely |
increased the rate of insurance on bot-
toms plying out of these waters. In
some classes of business the rates have
been little more than doubled and the
insurance people have answered the
protests with the reply that owing to
conditions they were not at all anxious
to carry the insurance even at the
advanced rates,

The advance in the cost of insurance
has caused the shipping men to re-
double their efforts to secure better pro-
tection on the Alaska coast. It is ex-
pected that Commander Werlich will
make an immediate report to the light-
