Olzewsky 
was interviewed at his home in Nan­
terre, he explained his wife’s act, saying 
his family was in straightened circum­
stances and lived on 800 francs a year, 
and that his wife committed this act in 
ôrder to draw' attention to her misery.

The rev^er she meed is of wmril cali­
bre and contained only one cartridge. 
The grudge of the Olzewsky* does not 
appear to be against M. Delcasse for 
personal reasons, but against him in his 
position as minister of foreign affairs, 
who. had refused, as did his predecessor 
in office, to entertain certain claims 
which Mme. Olzewsky presented to his 
department. Her persistent visits to the 
foreign office on the matter of her claims 
resulted in her obtaining several small 
sums of money.

Later particulars w ould seem to reduce 
the importance with which the Baudin 
incident was at first regarded

James Bay mud flats with the depart­
ment of public works at Ottawa with a 
view to securing the use o*. the new 
Dominion government dredge, now being 
constructed at New Westminster, for 
that purpose.
. The following letter received last night 
is the outcome of the correspondence 
which has passed between Hon. J. Israel 
Tarte and Senator Templeman on the 
subject:

Seattle, July 18.—The steamship Port 
land arrived in port early to-day bring­
ing news of awful ice fields and a great 
congestion of people at St. Michael, 
which was relieved by her arrival at the 
mouth of the Yukon, followed by other 
craft.

The Portland took two weeks to reach 
St. Michael from Nome. She ploughed 
through vast ice floes and on June 24th 
was within eight miles of St. Michael, 
only to put to sea again. The report 
from St. Michael was to the effect that 
1,500 Yukon men and women had laid 
at that port for three weeks waiting for 
the first steamer. So scarce did provi­
sions become; that they were living for 
a time on one meal a day.

There is a great rush down the Yukon 
from as far up as Dawson for Nome. A 
big ferry business will be done during 
the summer between these ports. The 
Portland took 400 passengers from St. 
Michael to Nome.

The river steamer City of Paris was 
carried out from the mouth of the Yu­
kon by the ice floe and was lost for a 
time in Behring Sea. The steamships 
Portland and Dora went out after her 
but she finally managed to put back un­
der heisown steam, making port on June 
28th.

This morning representatives from the 
city council and from the Agricultural 
Association visited the 
grounds and made a thorough inspection 
of the various buildings.

It is most interesting to see the pro­
cesses of training that are obvious to 
us, such as to fly compactly in a flock. 
Tho wing exercises, for example, oif 
sandpipers, ’who fly as one bird, as 
dwellers on the seashore know, showing 
one moment all silvery beasts flashing ih 
thé sun, and the next instant gray backs 
that blend with the ocean color and 
make them almost invisible. This wing 
practice may be seen over the solitary 
marshes or low lands of which they are 
fond, and one realizes that perfection of 
flight is n matter of much practice, and 
not instinct.

LOSS OF THE FALKLAND.
Dublin papers of June 24th contain 

vivid accounts of the wrecking of the 
four-masted British bark Falkland on 
June 22nd, off Bishop’s rock. Six of the 
Falkland’s creW were drowned, includ­
ing Capt. Grace himself and First Mate 
Bateson, of Leeds; Alexander Anderson, 
steward, of Glasgbw, and George Citer- 
all, W. Daniellson and Voule Frenehis, 
three able seamen.

The Falkland is well known along the 
Pacific Coast. When wrecked she was 
135 days out from Tacoma, wheat laden 
for Falmouth for orders. George Bale, 
the cabin boy oil the Falkland, gives the 
story of the disaster as follows:

“We approached the lighthouse under 
shortened sail, find commenced to1 loosen 
the crossjttcksàils to get more way on, in 
order to weather the rocks. The man 
on the lookout just then reported ‘Break­
ers ahead!’ but it was too late. The 
captain tried to back the ship, and 
everything was confusion, some shout­
ing one order, some another. We did 
not know what to do, and in the confu­
sion which prevailed we were helpless.
Then tfie vessel got caught abaft, and 
drove astern right on to the Bishop’s 
rock. We went so close that the fore- 
yard struck the lighthouse. She bump­
ed amidships, and must have had her 
bottom torn clean. She then drifted 
about half a mile to leeward of the light­
house, and turned on her beam ends.

“YVhçn the ship struck, the captain 
gave orders for the boats to be got out. |
There was a rush for hatchets, and we 
chopped away the cholks, cut the covers 
and guys adrift from the port lifeboat, 
which was on the lee side, with about 
six men in the boat. While they kept 
the boat off. the captain and seamen got 
the captain’s wife and child aboard.
There was then a rush for this boat, as

Construction work on the telegraph 
line to Dawson will be completed about 
the 1st of August. Mr. Charleson, who 
is staying at the Vancouver hotel, re­
ceived a dispatch from the end of the 
line going north on Monday, which 
stated that the men were occupied in 
cutting a trail through the forest to 
make a way for the poles and to en­
able them to push the supplies along. 
They complained that they were some­
what handicapped on account of the* 
snow which still exists in considerable 
quantities in places. The heavy timber 
and general roughness of the country 
contributed to made their progress rather 
slow. Poles were, however, being grad­
ually got into place, and the line behind 
them cleared of wire and other ma­
terial scattered along. There is now a 
gap of about 35 miles to be traversed 
in order to complete the line. The men 
were considerably hampered by the large 
number of rivers and streams which 
abound in the country. It is necessary 
to forward supplies and provisions by 
pack train, either horses, donkeys or 
mules being employed, and in cases 
bridges of considerable dimensions must 
be constructed before the work can go 
on. The streams, too. are unusually 
full of water and the difficulty is thereby 
accentuated. The point where the line­
men are working at present is about 136 
miles north of Hazelton. Communica­
tion will be established with Rochester 
as quickly as possible. The several sec­
tions of the line which will in the near 
future be finished into a complete sys­
tem are from Ashcroft to Quesnel, 220 
miles; from Quesnel to Hazelton, 400 
miles; Hazelton to Telegraph Creek, 350 
miles; Telegraph Creek to Atlin, 214 
miles, and 570 miles from Atlin to Daw­
son, making in all 1,754 miles of line. 
Mr. Charleson will probably leave on 
Thursday next for Ashcroft 
will start in over the line to 
see that everything is in proper shape.

Regarding the passenger traffic, al­
though the rates are absurdly high—for 
instance, $20 from White Horse to Skag- 
way, a distance of 11U miles—yet the 
public are not disposed to complain, since 
the service is good. The magnificent 
scenery and the thrilling nature of the 
trip can only be appreciated by those 
who have journeyed over the line. The 
great danger possibilities are evident. An 
accident at any point for over a third 
of the line would, of very necessity, be 
of the most shocking nature. But evi­
dence of utmost vigilance and care may 
be seen all along the route. Gangs of 
navvies are at work every few miles 
strengthening and repairing the road 
bed, which appears to be kept in ex­
cellent condition; the train averages 
less than twenty miles an hour, aud a 
keen and unceasing watchfulness pre­
vails. Nearly twenty cents per mile 
is a high railway rate, but passengers 
will willingly pay it if at such a 
•charge only the greatest degree of safety 
t« life can be assured.

To a Times representative this morn­
ing he explained the situation as it now 
exists, and.certainly his explanation dif­
fers materially from the reports sunt out, 
inasmuch as he says the attitude of the 
strikers is firm, and the company will 
eventually have to grant what the men 
ask for. There are three hundred mem­
bers in the Revelstoke union. These are, 
of course, all on strike. Mr. Graham esti­
mates the number of trackmen on Strike 
throughout the province between four 
hundred and five hundred.

Possibly that part of the road most 
seriously affected and which requires 
the most careful supervision on the part
