City
life could be made'good andwholesoe,
and it was certainly more comfortable.

It would perhaps“be as well if he told
thém first about some mistakes which bad
been made . civic goyernment. Learning
came mostly by  blundering. The world
was wise today hecause of the foolishness
of yesterduy. In the past, “people  hail
frequently failed. $o appreciate the double
character, of civi¢ government. A. muni-
cipal body was a co-operative- business
enterptise ‘and a-pofitical organization, and
much misunderstanding had arisen through
not recognizing the.importance of both.

A municipality had also another duality.
Not only was it a self-governing body but
it wus alto the agent of the local govern-
ment. Much of  the  civic  machinery
was -opérated on' the. . local govern-
ment’s behalf. He was not well acquaint-
ed with the form of administrdtion in St
Johii but.in Toronto, 'in establishing a
| board: of control, they.had:a serious prob-
i lem 1o-golye.

] e would like to impress. on them that
continual changes were not desirable. No
| good results would tome from making ra-
!lical changes Which had not been carefully
| thought .out. In the English. municipal
system, which was regarded as a mode|
for the world, ‘they were very slow at
making changes. They, stood for a con-
tinuity not only of methods but of men.

The board of control in Toronto had
been in operatien now for tenyears, and
the systera had developed more usefulness
and effectiveness than 'its advocates ox-
pected. It should not be lost sight of that
what might suit one city might, not prove
satisfactory in another. - Position, climate,
industries and other factors had.to ve
| considered, but-the-same general principles
would apply everywhere. . ..

There were three “main  functions in
civic government—the legislative function
which madc the law, the executive. func:
tion which enforced it, and the judicial
function which interpreted it. All diffi-
culties arose in the relationship between
these three. The legislative . function
should be democratic; the executivestrong
and active, and the judicial impartial, uni-
- form‘and just, «

-The same functions were in evidence m
the provincial and federal governments.
The legislatures and the doq:tinion parlia-
ment were democratic; the executive con-
' sisted of a.cabinet, every member of which
was respapsible to. the . legislative body;
and oueide these two and independent of
both: were. the judges and magistrates to
interpret the law.. S

Briefly, referring to the Toronto sys-
tem, there are eighteen aldermen elected
by the ward system, which, . however,
there ~is mow eome talk: of abandoning
for the at-large ‘eystem of elections. Each
of the six wards elects three aldcrmgn.

+Then there :are a mayor and four coy-
irollers, elected by the voig of the whole
city. The controllers are memlqcm of the.
douneil, and take part in its deliberations,
just as - the members -of the cabinet  do
in the debates in parliament.’ The con-
frollers arc the cabinet. They get $2,500

. a year, the mayor .gets $$5,000, and }he
aldermen $300. All are elected for” one
Yyear on]) , and Mr. Spence believes this
rule gives the best sesults. The council
has ite own standing committees, which
mnsndex. legislation and pass their report
on to the controllers, who in turn sub-
mit a recommendation to council. Thus
all matters of proposed 'legmlatnon have
been very fully discussed, commented on
Dy the press, and fairly well digested be-
fore the council, as a whole, is called
upon to pass judgment upon the measures.
The controllers meet daily, and they carry
out the measures adopted by the couneil.
"They also attend to all matters of admin-
istration, and citizens who want a matter
attended to do not have to wait. The
head of the depqrtment concerned is
alled to meet with the controllers, the
whole question is threshed out, and action
taken without needless delay. This is

: regarded as one of the great advantages
of the system. Kvery act of the control-
lers, and every measure recommended by
them, is keenly scrutinised by the -alder-
men, who are a constant check upon them
and may amend or reject their proﬁosnls
In Toronto they have had a board of
control for ten years, but the system has
been altered and amended from time to
time in an effort to secure increased
efficiency.

Asked if he believed the board of con-
trol system would work in a city of the
size of St. John, Mr. Spence replied that
the principle would not be affected by
the size of the city. It ‘would not be
necessary in the smaller community for
,the controllers to meet as often, or per-
'lmps to be paid ag much. Under this sys-
tem the council had less committee and
administrative work to do, ang therefore
there would be less demand upon the
time of busy men.

DRIVEN FROM HOME IT
" HAS OCCUPIED 27 YEARS

(New York American)
After twenty-séven years the Jerry Mec-
Auley Cremorne Mission, which has been
housed in a portion of the once notorious

" Cremorne Garden, at No. 104 West Thirty-
second street, will soon move to a mnew:

home at No. 108 West Thirty-first strect.
By a peculiar dispensation the new home,
according to the statement made by Su-
perintendent Charles E.-Ballou at the an-
niversary celebration last night, has for
years had a-bad reputation.

It will be the home of the mission for
only about, a year or so, as it is hoped to
have' an entirely ‘new - edifice erected in
the neighborhood mthlu that time. The
section of the city in which it'js located
continues to sustain its reputatmn as a
part of the “Tenderloin,” and the mission-
ers do not wang to move away.

The anniversary services brought a large
audience of the “boys” and some of the
“girls” who have been won back to a life
of mghteouem.ss, and when it came time
fo give testimonies, many more than could
be given a chance signifled a desire to tell
their gladnees over their redemption.

Superintendent Ballou and his wife have
been in charge of the mission since 1902.
Jerry McAuley died jn 1884, and his wife
conducted . the mission until the Bgllous
took charge. The Pennsylvania Railroad
‘has torn the face of the neighborhood
tatters for its new terminal, and the wa ls
and windows of the mission ‘have cracked
from _the continugd blasting.

“The “old place has been very dear to
me and Mrs. Ballou,” eaid the superin-
tendent. “It looked for a while that we
would have to move out before we could
get a mew home.

OF DRINKING

Conditions in Germany and the
United States Twenty Years
Ago Centrasted.

As a contribution to the discussion of
the drink habit and its evil effects,.a read-
er of the T;mcs has handed to this paper
the following, which appeared in the St.
John Globe Nov. 6th, 1886, or more than
22 years ago:

SCIENCE OF DRINKING.

How it is Done in Germany—The Ameri- .

can Drinker too Anxious to Take ‘it
. All at Once.

Consgul Tanner, of Chemnitsz, Saxony, in
a recent ‘report {0 the State Department,
presents some novel and interesting state-
ments about beer and beer drinking n
Germany, and also gives us an insight into
the “science of drinking” as known and
practiced in that -country. Mr. Tanner
has been in Europe for some time, ani
evidently - writes from iide observation.’
He puts out his conclusions about intem-
perance in the Xnited States and his erit-
icisms of the blind, irrational and suicidal
manner of'drinking in the United States.
confidently and fearlessly going on to de-
scribe the manner of drinking in Germ-
any ‘and contrasting it with the manner in
vogue in_ the United States.

Mr. Tanner first observes that sciemce
may be carried info everything, and then
tells us the Germans simply practice the

We have been paying.science of drinking that has been known

in Lurope for ages. This science consists
simply in the tardiness of drinking. All
drinks arve taken sip by sip, half an hour’s
time being consumjed over drinking a glass
of beer. This is such a simple thing that
Mr. Tanner fears ridicule for laying great
stress npon it, and yet on this ene pnint
he thinks, hinges a question of vast im-
portarce to Americans. By this slow man-
ner of drinking the blood is aroused 1o
greater activity so gradually that there
is no violent derangement of the“animal
economy, and so by slow drinking the
German, aceording to Consul Tanner, ac-
complishes the object of drinking and
gives his animal economy a chance to say.
“Hold, encugh!” -which only slow dunn\-
ing will do:

Here is the picture he draws of sober,
qlow-drinking Germany: “Cafes and drink-
ing places in Germany are places of re-
sort for families, and gentlemanly deport-
ment is as much observed in them as in
a ball room. The heads of the best fam-
ilies, with' their wives and children, call
for what they want te drink, and order
beer or what-not for their children, and
they sit and pass an agreeable hour over
their drinks. No swagger or loud or boist-
erous conduct is ever seen. There is 10
stealing into these places as if one were
committing a crime.. At many theatres
and other places of amusement a gentle-
man or lady can indulge in a glass of beer -
or wine while the performance is in pro-
gress, no notice whatever being taken of
it, and nothing of this kind is out of !
place, unless the person should place the
glass to his mouth and drain it at one.
gu]p, but this is never seen here. ;

‘“Woman unquestionably carries a puri-
fying influence with her wherever she
goes, and her -presence in the drinking-
places of Europe drives from them that
low class of vagabonds that hang around
American drinking-places. Hence one nev-
sees a drunken man #r a cafe and rarely
ever on the street. Perhaps no better il-
lustration of th purifying influence of wo-
man could be found. Cafes are open to
all classes, but the lower classes seldom
visit them. They would be abashed by
doing so as much as they would by enter-
ing a parlor where they would meet re-
finement and elegant manners. There are
some exceptions to this rule in the larger
cities, but this is confined to cafes that
are well known, and ladies avoid them,
but there are no drinking-places in Germ-
any but that a lady may enter with all
propriety. Drunkenness is rare, and so it
rarely manifests itself in a boisterous or
belligerent manner, but more frequently
takes the shape of song, fun and generally
pleasurable feeling of warmth, energy and
gelf-command, and hence - those shorrid
¢rimes that sometimés shock us in the
United States are rarely heard of in Ger-
many”’ I

After this picture Mr. Tanner asks yvhv
should there exist such a difference in the
evils of drinking in Eurape and the United
States, and answers this question by bold-
ly asserting that it is manifestly the ve-
sult of the manner of drinking in vogue
in the two countries. As a whole, the
people of the United States are the most
temperate in the world. The consumption
of intoxicants in Germany per head is four
times as great as it is in the United
States, being in Germany forty gallons per .
year, and in the United States less than = *
ten, and yet there are a thousand “habi-
tual, hopelessly habitual, drunkards:in the
United ‘Stdtes to ten in’ Germany. ‘And
this difference is against us. according to
Tanner, mainly because the Germans drink
their beer “slowly, and “in this, country
we drink it fast, and the facts:and fig-
mgs seemt 10 Do on his sldo of the ques-
tion.
