had to do, especially as all the sewing for
the paupers had to be done by the keeper’s
daughter. = He thought she should be paid
extra for that work and that the sum of
$350 per annum, which the keeper receiv-
ed, was not sufficient when there was no
allowance for such extra labor. The sup-
plies for the Alms House should be ten-
dered for and one or two persons should
not be allowed to furnish them a®their
own will, as they could furnish whatever
quantity or quality they liked and the
keeper had just to take what was sentand
say nothing about it, or leave,

Coun, Saunders had heard great com-
plaints against the management of the
Alms House and although he did not be-
lieve over one-quarter of the charges, still

€%

even that was bad enough. One man
who had been sent to the Alms House had
died there and been buried, and his friends
were not informed of it until after the
funeral. That was groesly wrong. The
management of the Alms House should be
vested in the Council, instead of the Legis-

lature.

Coun. Sullivan said he had had occasion
to visit the Almshouse and had found it
clean, orderly and in good condition. One
man who had spent some time in it had
complained to him of the food, but. after
having learned from him what the general
bill of fare was, he (Sullivau) told the
man that he would not mind living there
on that himself, and theie were plenty
families in the County who contributed to
the support of the Alms house who conld
not afford to have theif tables so well supe
plied. ®

A Few Plain Words About the Alms-
house and i1ts Management.

Chatham, Jany. 22nd, 1883

Epitor Apvance:—Iu the World of
17th inst., there appears a report of pro-
ceedings of the Couuty Council in session
on Tuesday, 16ih, a congiderable portion
of which is devoted to a discussion raised
by certain remarks made by Coun. Peter
Loggie in, regard to the Almshonse and
i s management by the Commissioners,
Coun. Loggie, to say the least, must have
acted on very inaccurate information, as
his utterances on the subject are full of
misrepre :entation and utterly misleading.
[u the first pluc, Coun, Loggie, perhaps
unintentially, stated that three people do
all the work of caring for the County’s
poor and get but $250 a ye r forit. Now,
keeper Horrington’s salary, s8 Couu.
Loggie might easily have ascertained,  had
he cired to be correctly informed, is three
hundred and fifty dollars per year. When
he was appointed to the position he agreed
to take care of the house and perform all
duties belonging thereto, it cluding what-
ever farming was thought necessary by the
comnmissioners, for the sum of $300, re-
ceiving such help as would be rendered by
his wife and daughter in return for their
hoard. Subsequently on petitioning the
Commissioners at one of their aanual
meetings for an increase ot salary, it was
agreed to give him $50 extra for that year,
but this increase has been cout nued along
ever since. Stull. not content with this,
every year, at the t.me of the #&unual
meetings, th s canvasser and agitator comes
forth to a certain petty wire-puller and
intriguer, (whose Lusiness ie so »mall and

And, one
thing. during the last four years or so,—
no one, either rich or pvor, caa say, that
any request or application, cither for ad-
mission to the Almshouse, outside relief,
or ticket for passage away, has been
refusy d or not attended to.

The Sec’y furnishes supplies from  his
store to the amount of a little over $300:u
a commission ranging from1 to5 7. am-
ouunting altogether to about $10or $12.

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Op:ning of th> Chatham Skatirg
Rink

The new Chatham Skating Rink was
spened on Tuesday evening by a Carnival,
which was one of the most saceessful ever
held in the Province. It 1s about three
+eeks since skaters have been admitted to
b+ Rink and there have been two band
nights. bat the f.rmal opening was defer-
«d uut 1 Taesday, as the building was not
ulficient'y near completion before that
time to admit of the ante-rooms being
made cothtort. ble, or the windows aud
doors properly closed,

The building, which is located on the
corner of St. Juhn and Church Streets,
is & credit to Chatham. The ice area is
130x60 feet, which is surrounded by a
continnous  promenade 9 feet wide, The
cover ng over the ice area counsists of a
clear arch ot 60 ft. ¢pan, which is 30 ft.
nigh in the centre from the level of the
promenade and about 31 fe. 6 in. from the
we. This arched roof runs the whole
ength of the buiiding—including the end
promenades--withuut support or ob truc-
tion of auy kind, and is surmnoanted by a
full leugth *““movitor” top  which has
lonvred ventilating sides, and glass sky-
I'yhts for lighting the riuk from the top.
The side promenades are covered by a
lean-to, the framing of wLich is substauti-
ally kueel overhead to assist in supporting
the muin arches. There is a gallery sixty
feet long and n'ne feet wide at each end,
gained |y two fl ghts of stairs each. The
main  arches—s xteen in  number -are
huilt of inch boards seven inches wide
ane twelve boa:ds thick., which were bent
to form on mealding blocks and nailed and
spiked to shape befme being raised.
These main arches, which are ten feet
apart from ceuties, have purlins placed
across them to which the roof boards are
vailed up and down. The leanto 100fs
aud that of the monitor are shi 'gled and
the main roof is to e covered with naint-
el canvas. The sides are lighted by day
by twenty-two windows on the ground or
promenade Hoor aud six in the sccond tier,
two of which—one in the centre of each
end—are triplet and circular headed. The
main front, on Church street, is built out
12 feet from the line of the lean-to for a
length of 50 feet, the centre heing brought
out 3 feet further for a length of about 15
feet and presenting a two-storied front,
with gable to the street, flanked by the
one-storey dressing rooms covered with
hip-roofs—the whole givinga solid and
sightly appearance to the Riuk.. The
main entrance doors npen ontwards and
the doora b.tween the vestibule and
promenade swing both ways, while there
is a do-r mn the 8. John Street front huny
on rollers at the t p, which is ea-ily and
readily n,nénwdaud ix capable of letting out
1000 pecple in leas than tive minutes. The
lighting is by four se's of gas j:ts depen-
dent from the centre fuurteen feet above
the ic~, each set having ten burners, while
the band balcony, vestibule and dressing
rooms are a'so hghted with gas,

An eighty feet tlag-staff is placsd at the
front and one at each eud of the main rivk
—the latter rising about thirty feet above
the mon't r.

For size, beauty and convenience the
Chath \m Rink is second only to that of
St Job +, while nany have exp essed the
opinion that it is more su table for skating
because of the absence of any ccntral
obstru. tioh—the hand-balc ny being over
the main entrance and leading off fom a
comfortable r0om used exclusively by the
musi.ians ard d rectrs. 1t is not three
months since Messr«. Geo. W.tt, P. H. C.
Bens n and a f w others of our public-
spirited young men commenced to canvass
for stock-subscriptions for a Skating Rink
in Chatham.

CaRe AND Usg oF BELTS.—In lacing a
belt, always b -gin at the centre, keep the
ends exactiy in line, and lace both sides
with equal tightue:s. The lacing should
never be crossed on the side of the belt
that runs next the pulley. Use thin but
strong laces. Belts should ucver be oiled
except when they become hard aund dry.
and even then the oil should be u-ed very
sparingly. Oil not only 1ots the leather,
by its own decomposition, but also canses
the belt to stretch. Iu viling or greasing
a belt use only a pure thin oil. A thick
pasty oil is not gowd. Such ml will goon
enter upon a proc 8+ of decomposition and
rot the belt. —Scientific Ex.
