Chatham bas had two visits from
ministerial representatives of the
Fisheries Department, Ottawa, prin-
cipally for the purpose of clearing np
difficulsies in conmection with our
Smelt industry. The Minister of
“Marine and Fisheries, accompanied
by the Commissioner, came here in
November 1877, and Lt. Col. Tilton
the Deputy Minister, visited us on’
Tuesday. As nearly everybody ac-
quainted with the Miramichi knows,
its smelt industry is a3 most import.
ant one and, for the last twelve
years, there has been a constant con-
tention between' the Fisheries In-
spector for the province, for practical
prohibition, on the one hand ; and
the fisherman, for -the right to fish
under intelligent regulations on the
other. The Imspector’s contention
all along has been, in turns, for the
prohibition of bag-nets, for stringent
restrictions and a -high license fee
which wonld be prohibitive.

‘has constantly supported his
commendations to this effect
representing that bag-nets were
terminating the fishery, that other
fisheries were being destroyed by
their use being permicbéd, that the
catch was largely allowed to rot on
or near the fishing-grounds, that the
fishermen were lawless, ignorant,
greedy, etc.

On the ovcasion of the visit of the
Ministetr and Commissioner in 1877
a thorough investigation was held at
the Bowser Hotel, at which fisher.

Scientific Miscellany.

A New Frora,—The luxuriant vegeta.
tion of Krakatoa was total]ly destroyed by
the eruption in 1883, not aliving germ
being left. Three years later the island
was visited by Dr. M. Treub, who now
refmrts having found six species of micro-
scopic alge, which coated the rock and
seemed to have tormed the so1l on which
eleven species of ferns had taken root. A
common grass of Java was growing, and
there wete quite a number of such species
of flowering plants as first appear. on coral
islands. Seeds or fruit of several coral
island trees were found on the shore.
Krakatoa is ten miles from the Island of
Sibesie, containing the nearest terrestrial
vegetation, twenty miles from Sumatra,
and twenty-one from Java.

WasniNeron, Dec. 3.—The closing
session of the fiftieth congress opened
to-day. President Cleveland in his mess-
age deals first with the relations between
employers and employed. He says the
gulf between them is constantly widening,
He says that “‘trusts” and monopolies
combine against the citizen, who is
struggling in the rear, entrampled under
an iron heel, and corporations are becoming
the people’s masters. In contemplating
the relations between the government and
the people itis found that the forme
exact from the latter millions, which lie
dormant in the treasury, and divert it
from the legitimate channels of business,
The message reviews the inordinate bur-
den of taxation laid upon the people for
the benefit of the favored few—a scheme
into which the government enters asa
partner to the advantage of a few favor-
ites and to the injury of the vast majority
of the peeple—which is certainly not

equality bafore the law. All this fosters
gelfish greed and stifles patriotism. The
commanism of combined capital which un-
dermines the juatice and the integrity of
free institutions is not less dangerous than
the communism of depressed poverty
which seeks to overthrow by violence.
A just and sensible revision of tariff laws
should be made and should receive
the supnort of all who love
that equality due American citizenship
and of those who desire to see the pro-
ducts of American skill in every market
in the world coupled with the restoration
of American commerce. The necessity
for revenue reduction is generally con-
ceded and a plan should be effected for
reducing the cost of necessaries and pro-
viding free raw material. It is the peo-
ple’s cause and should never be comprom-
ised. There is a growing assumption
against the government in favor of pri-
vate claims and waiving of business rules
in dealing with such. Contracts with
the government are broken, claims against
it prosecuted on insufficient evidence,
pensions granted unwisely and large sums
expended for public buildings, crowding
out actionon more importaut matiers.

Department and a more friendly feeling
towards the  .government at Ottawa,
who, while they burden the fishermen
with taxation to protect industries in
the benefits of which they cannot share,
add to that burden by the excessive
license tax on the nets with which
they toil for but small returns at best.
The fishermen, who were present at
the meeting, understand, fully that the
bag-net license fee—being fixed by Or-
der-in-Council —caunot now be changed.
It is, therefore, the duty of those who
wish to fish bag-nets to pay it this sea-
son. Itisa hardship, but by bearing
it patiently and awaiting the results of
the Deputy Minister’s visit, which we
shall all know in a few weeks, the fish-
ermen of the Miramichi will maintain
their reputation as an intelligent,
patient, law-abiding class,and strength-
en their claims upon the best considera-
tion not only of the Department, but
also the community of which they form a
part and which, it is needless to say, is
in the fullest sympathy with them in
the hardships and drawbacks that have
been imposed upon them.

“When Oanada comes in.”

The New York World of 1st inst.
publishes a map of North America
illustrating what it calls ‘‘the future
great Republic” and iucluding Canada
in the fcrm of twenty-eight States and
territories of the Awericad Ucion. Te
show how the World deals with the
great subject we reproduce its article
accompanying the map, so thgt our
readers may have an idea of the aspect
in which the proposed union of the
peoples of this continent presents itself
to some of those who advocate it. It is
well, we think, that all phases of the
question should be understood. The
World's article is as follows :

The WoRLD presents herewith a new
map of what the United States might
lovk like'after Canada is admitted to
the Union. Prominent Canadians feel
that such s result is inevitable, and
are anxious to retard it by a system
of commercial union advocated by
Erastus Wiman and Prof. Goldwin
Smith. In this map the new country
is carved up into twenty-eight new
States and Territories. If the seven
provinces of Canada were admitted as
80 many States, there would be four-
teen new Senators and fifty-two new
Representatives in Congress, and the
newly made citizens would probably
obtain representation in the Cabinet.

The Canadian discussion has pro-
gressed far enough to justify specu-
lations as to what changes the annex-
ation of the British possessions in
North Awerica would make in the
map of the continent, and so Tusr
WorLD to-day lays before its readers
a comprehensive gand graphic outline
of political subdivisions that may be
made in the not altogether distant
fursore.

The partition of an empire is an
agreeable task that does not frequent.
ly fall to the lot of newspaper writers,
but it is an entertaining amusement,
and if any reader of the WorLp is
disatisfied with the mauner in which
vast tracts of Territory have been cut
up and designated in the accompany-
ing map, all he has to do is to take
out his pencil and make and unmake
States to suit himself. *But the ar-
rangement of possible States and terri-
tories as shown on THE WORLD’S map
was not arrived at by any whimsical
and reckless use of a pencil. In the
main it shows the British possessions
in North America as they were form-
erly subdivided in accordande with
topographical and 'political exigencies.
There are still traditions in Canada
of similar independent territories, and
in the majority of cases the old'names
‘have been retained. At the same
time the admission of British North
Americass a whole into the Uwion
would precipitate discussion as to the
further division of some of the pro-
vinces of large population in accord-

ants and the present aparent tendency
in the United States to multiply
Senators and bring new Statgs into
existence. This of course would to
a large extent depend upon the political
affiliations of the newly made vitizens
and the complexion of the party in
power at Washington. But as a gen-
eral rule in the making of new States
density of population, rather than ter-
ritorial extent, wonld be considered.
Thus the five or six millions of Cana-
dian citizens live in those parts of the
country that sre contiguous o the
present porthern border of the United
States, and there, as a political possi
bility the TEE WORLD'S map makes
two or three new_ States, with new
destguations. The great -province of

three new States, Quebec could _easily

Nova Scotia the same number.

In the old-time maps of Canada the
political sub.divisions were much more
numerous even than those suggested by
Tae WorLD, and in many instauces
whole provinces have been throwa to-
gether in order to make a State of re-
spectable proportions as to ‘area and
population.

But, leaving these petty details aside,
what a majestic empire the accompany-
map suggests ! In one unbroken line
from the Arctic. Ocear. to the Torrid
Zone the United States of America is
here seen embracing nearly the whole
of the North American Continent.
Having conquered the western wilder-
ness the star of empire northward points
its way. This consummation, it will be
noted, would at once remove what is
about the only disturbing foreign factor
in contemporary politics by shakiug off
Great Britain from the North Ameriesn
Continent. There would be no more
trouble about fishing. treaties or re-
taliation measures, and peace with all
nations would be assured by making
the United States absolute muaster of
the vast Western Continent.

become more than ever aroused to the
necessity of taking the-final step.

.. One of the most careful observers of
Canadian affairs, and a man whose long
residenog in that country has given him
the best of opportunity for knowing its
condition and the wishes of its people, is
Prof. Geldwin Smith. He believes that
it is the duty of Canada to be annexed to
the United States, but has still hopes that
this ¢ vent may be temporarily averted by
a commerocial union.

A UNION SLOWLY TAKING PLACE,

In a recent letter to the Toronto Mail
Prof. Goldwin Smith says:

“It is my avowed conviction that the
union of the English-speaking race upon
this continent will some day come to
pass. For twenty years I have watched
the action of the social and economical
forces, which are all, as it seemed to me,
drawing powerfully aud steadily in that
direction. Intercourse of every kind,
co-operatiun for every sort of object, in-
terchange of hospitalities, intermarria
are dally on the increase, The uuifyin
influence of railways is felt more an
more as the international system becomes
more complete, and it is strange that men
whose calling it is to promote and facili-
tate such communication should be found
recoiling with horror from the thought of
commetcial union. An sotual fusion is,
in fact, taking place through the migra:
tion of Canadians to the centres of wealth
and ewnployment; and the Separatist sys-
tem, as it impoverishes Canada, thus
militates againat its own particular object
by driving Canadians into the arms of
the American Republic. The population
on the two sides of the line being not
ouly kindred and rimilar, but ideuntical,
and the political institutions of both be-
ing, not ouly in principle but almost in
form, the ssme, the consummation to
which this points can hardly fail some
day in the course of nature to arrive;
though ne one who had a particle of
statesmanship in his composition would
desire to anticipate the course of nature
or to hasten the union by a day.”

WHAT IS TO BE GAINED BY IT?

Referring further to the same subject,
Prof. Goldwin Smith says: “The longer
the discussion lasts the clearer the case
becomes, The map settles the juestion.
Here is a great continent, infinitely varied
in its productions, the bulk of it eujoy-
ing perfect freedom of trade within its owa
pale, and manifestly owing its boundless
prosperity to that system. But on the
northern edge of it are four blocks of ter-
ritory separated from each other by wide
#paces or great physical barriers, having
little or no natural trade a.ong themselves
and at the same time shut out by a cus-
toms wall from free commercial inter-
course with the continent at large, Each
of the blocks has natural resources—min-
erals, lumber. tish or capacities for apecial
farm products —which by reason of its
isolation, remain but half developed. Is
t possible thatsuch a state of thiugs can
be sound or that it can last? Looking at
the case from the American ppint of view,
is it possible that the people of the counti-
nent at iarge shoald be content forover to
exclude these northern blocks of territory
from the commercial pale and forego the
additional wealth with their resources, if
developed with the aid of American ocapi-
tal and onterprise, would bring? Difficul-
ties there may be in getting rid of any es-
tablished systemn, and even when the peo:
ple have made up their minds as to their
ewn interest it is not certain that legisla-
tion in that sense will at once follow,
Every day shows us that & Gcvernment
in possession of prwer and patronage,
though elective, may bea different thing
from government by the people. Yet in
the end nature cannot fail to have her
way.” .
ERASTUS WIMAN'S OPINION.

Erastus Wiman is the most enthusiastic
Canadian in New York. He keeps his
enthusiasm at fever heat. by having over
his desk a map of the North American
continent on Mercator’s projection. The
effect of this system of map-making is like
taking the skin off an orange and straight.
ening it out. It enlarges the northern

‘countries, which open out l:ike a fan, and
Ontario alone has material for two (xr jreduces the size of those nearer the equa-

ton . Mr. Wiman’s map isa ctrikin? one,
as it shows Canada to be very much larger
thin: the United States, and he looks at
it two or three times a day. But a look
of horror spread over the features of Mr.
Wiman when a WoRLD reporter saw him
yesterday and said that as Canada was
being cut up into States, he might like to
uugg«,aut how some of the lines should be
run.’
‘‘Have you got as far as that?” said Mr.
Wiman. *You Americans seem to think
that all you have to do when you want
Canada 18 to take it. If, as you say, Cac-
ada were annexed to the United States I
could not tell what States or Tecritories
might be made out of it, nor could any
man, Such matters generally depend
upon the circumstances of the case. So
far as regards its size and proapeots, I will
say that it is much larger than the United
States and has, millions ef areas of the
finest land awaiting the pioneer. The
area of Canadais 3,500,000 square miles
and that of the United States, excludivg
Alaska, 3,036,000 square miles. Take the
Province of Ountario alone. It is larger
than the States of Ohio, Indiana, Illinois
and Michigan by 10,000 square miles;
larger than Iowa, Minnesota and Wiscon-
in by 11,000 square miles; larger than the
six New England States, with New York,
New Jersey, Pennsylvania and Maryland,
by 25,000 square miles, and larger than
Great Britain and Ireland by 78,000 square
miles, Ontario, in short, is only 4,000
square miles less in area than the French
Republic, and only 8,000 less than the
(German Empire. Itis one of the most
fertile countries in the world.”

THR EFFECT OF AMERICAN POLITICS,

Mr. Wiman says that attitude rather
thau latitude makes climate, and that a
large portion of Canada is in latitudes
which in Europe have proved the most
favorable to man, and that it conld easily
maintain a population quite as large as
that of the Unired States.

The annexation of Canada wonld neces-
sitate an addition to the House of Repre-
sentatives of about fifty-two members and
to the Senate of twice the number of
Senators that there were States. There
are at present seven provinces, amd were
no change made in their number the Sen-
ate would be increased by fourteen.
There would probably bea Canadian in
the 'Cabinet, and & President might be
taken from Canada not many years after
its admissi The political balance of

would be directed to the development and
populatioa of the continent. As was re-
cently pointed out by Senator Ingalls, the
time is now at hand when the land in the
United States available for occupation and
development is-nearly all pre-empted, and
yet asteady flow of immigrants is arriv-
ing, and the population of the country is
increasing at an enormous rate with noth-
ing further of the wilderness to conquer.
Senator Ingalls has pointed out that pres-
sure of population will soon begin to be
felt, with the attendant evils to be seen on
the countinent of Europe, and that an out-
let must be found in some direction. It
remained for Senator Sherman to point
out what that outlet should be and to
propose the purchase of Canada by the
Ubuited States for $300,000,000 or there-
abouts.

ANNEXATION SENTIMENT IN !.‘ANADA.A

Many another method has been pro-
posed and is contemplated whereby Can-
ada may be made a part ef the American
Union, but these efforts only serve to show
that the time is at hand when the Ameri-
can people are uwakening to the fact that
as long as Canada is destined to be anpex-
ed to the United States some time, the
gooper it is dove the better. Nobody
doubts that when the United States wantg
Canada she can have it. The Canadian
people themselves have long been ' agitat-
ing this question with periods of greater
or less activity, but it is the opinion of
the most careful observers that never be.
fore in the historv of that country has
the annexation sentiment been stronger
than at present. The country is uddﬁd
with an enormous debt, which the Amer-
| ican people would be glad to assumeasa
i means of reducing the surplus, and com-

mercial depression and internecine quar-
rels have rendered them much discontent-
ed with their lot when confronted with
| that of the American citizens across the
| border, who are daily receiving acoeesions
! to their ranks from the young men of

the Cavadian Dominion. They have been
