| Eprroriar worszs.

For several reasons careful attention

should be given to the article entitled
“The Japanese View of the Situation,”
which is contributed by “A Japanese
Diplomat” to the August number of
the North American Review. In the
first place, Japan has taken a leading
part in 'the capture.of Tientsin, and
is furnishing a larger contingent to
the expedition againt Pekin than is
any other treaty Power. To the sacri~
fices thus made by her will rightfully
be proportioned the part taken by
Japan in the soklution of the problems
which will present themselves after
the relief of the legations has been
accomplished. Having accepted and
even solicited the Mikado’s generous
and probably decisive cooperation, the
Western Powers cannot, with any
show of decency, refuse to him a large
measure of influence in the future
regulation of Chinese affairs. It is,
therefore, important to learm what
Japan’s attitude will be, and, for that
reason, we have noted with interest
the views expressed by ‘A Japanese
Diplomat,” who must know the drift
of public opinion in his country, and
should thus ‘be able to forecast the
intentions of his Government, Japan
is opposed to any further mutilation
of China’s territorial integrity, and,
while exacting reparation for past in.
juries and guarantees against a re-
petition of such wrongs, desires not
to weaken but to strengthen the su-
preme authority in the Middle King-
dom so0 as to qualify it betten for the
maintenance of internal - peace and
order and the enforcement of treaty
obligations.
The course pursued by Japan during
her late war with China shows that
the programme now outlined by “A
Japanese Diplomat” had then already
been adopted by the Tokio authorities,
No one doubts that, after the capture
of Port Arthur and Weibhaiwei, the
keys of the Gulf of Pechili, the Jap-
anese could have taken Pekin, and this
they would have done, had they wished
to undertake the stupendous task of
substituting a Japanese for a Man-
chu dynasty in China. The Japanese,
however, were too well acquainted
witht Chinese history to underrate the
difficulty of such an enterprise. They
knew that success, while, perhaps,
attainable, would 1nvorve an outpour
of blood and treasure for many years,
and that .the resources of Japan, as
yet undeveloped, might be strained
severely in the process. Consequent-
ly, the Tokio diplomatists checked
the advance against Pekin, and evine-
ed a willingness to “save the face”
of the Manchu dynasty, whose prestige
would not be seriously shaken so long
as the soil of Chiina proper remained
virtually intact. The pecuniary in-
demnity which they exacted was, as
the event showed, a bagatelle com-
pared with China’s borrowing capabili-
ties, while the Liaotung Peninsula,
lying as it does outside of the Great
Wall, could be ceded without inflicting
any wound upon Chinese national
pride.

The Chinese, moreover, have too
much eense not to recognize that,
when two people play a game of war,
the defeated one must pay the piper.
It was with very different feelings
that the Chinese saw Germany punish
the murder of two German mission-
aries by the arbitrary seizure of the
Bay of Kiaochou and the demand for
a ““lease” of a considerable section of
the Province of Shantung, especially
endeared to Chinese sentiment as the
birthplace of Confucius. Germany’s
high-handed act being followed by
Russia’s seizure of Port Arthar and
Talienwan, by England’s occupation
of Weihaiwei and by a similar aggres-
sive movement on the part of France
on the southwest frontier, it was easy
for Chinese agitators to convince the
coastwise population that their coun-
try was in danger of wholesale dis-
memberment, and thus to convert
what seemed at first an insignificant
disturbance into . a dangerous rebel-
lion. Just such a commotion and up-
heaval would have occurred all over
China five years agd but for the cir-
cumspection and moderation evinced
by the Japanese in the terms of peace
accepted by them at Shimonogeki.

i

What the Japanese were willing to
do then, they will be willing to do
now, after the foreign legations shall
have been rescued through the occu-
pation of Pekin. Onee more they will
try to “save the face” of the Manchu
dynasty, believing it the best attain-
able instrument for the restoration of
order. It is, in truth, the omly in-
strument at hand. Let that be re-
jected and China will undergo for a
certain period the process of violent
disintegration to which she has been
repeatedly subjected; she will be split
up into a number of separate King-
doms or principalities, which, after
a more or less brief term of independ-
ence and intestine war, will be again
consolidated into a single unified Em-
pire. The utmost that could be ae-
complished under the “sphere of in-
fluence” plan would be for a parti-
cular foreign power to take under its
protection the ruler of a particular
coastwise province and help him to
make head against his neighbors. No
commercial privileges could be assur-
ed beyond the bounds of the province
in question, and the probable out-
come of a state of interprovincial
hostility would be that the foreign
Powers would sooner or later be
drawn, through their relations to
their proteges, into war with one an-
other. This “A Japanese Diplomat”
foresees, and that is why, while de-
manding that due amends shall be
made for the treatment of the foreign
legations, and that guarantees for
better protection hereafter shall be
given,
ther mutilation of China’s national
domain and against any measures cal-
culated to damage irreparably
prestige of the Manchu rulers in the
eyes of their Chinese subjects.

The tiger lived in a deep, dark for-
est, which was full of all sorts of oth-
er wild animals, such as leopards, and
monkeys and elephants, and his name
was ““ Old Yellow Eye,” because he had
such beautiful great yellow eyes. But
O dear me he had a most shocking
t- vﬁper. and wused to fly into such
rages, and rush about roaring so hor-
ribly that all the other beasts were
frightened almost out of their wits.

Now, I'm sorry tosay that Old Yel-
low Eye had another very bad habit.
He used to eat little monkeys when
he felt hungry between meals, justas
yov eat a cracker sometimes when
you are so very hungry you simply
can’t wait till dinner time. Now, this
was a very wicked habit of Old Yel-
low Eye, worse than the other one,
because, although it is very nmaughty
to fly into a passion of temper, it is
much worse to do something that will
hurt our neighbours. But Old Yellow
Eye had never been told that it was
cruel and wrong to eat little monkeys,
sa you see he was not quite so much
to blame. 2

Well, one day he woke up from a
long nap in a thicket, feeling very
hungry indeed, and, of course, it was
nowhere near dinner time, for the sun
was still sending his bright, hot spears
down through the thick trees of the
jungle, and it would not be time for
dinner until the sun’s sister, the round
moon, was turning all the open forest
glades to silver. Old Yellow Eye got
up and stretched himself and gave a
low growl, and showed all His beau-
tiful white teeth, which in tiger lan-
guage meant : ““ Oh, how hungry I am!
I could eat a whole elephant!” Then
he pushed his way out of the thicket
and walked slowly along the path,
looking for something to eat. It was
a long time befare he found anything,
because all the beasts had moved out
of the neighbourhood, he was so dis-
agreeable. So he walked and walked,
and the longer he walked, the hung-
rier he got, until he was almost ready
to fly into one of his passions.

QUARANTINE PRECAUTIONS

TO PREVENT THE INTRODUCTION OF
THE PLAGUE INTO CANADA.

——

The Season Is Too Far Advauced for the
Disense 1o Do Much Harm in This La
titunde—Quarantine Officials Instructed
to e Vigliant,

The danger of the possible introduc-
tion of the Bubonic plague into Can-
ada, either from London or by way of
the P’acific coast, from the Far East,
is receiving the atlention of Lhe
quarantine officials as well as of the
medical profession throughout the Do-
minion, There does not seem to be
any great anxiety upon the subject.
The season bere is so far advanced
that the cold weather would soon put
its strong hand upon the Asiatic
disease, and the general opinion is that
even if the disease did get an entry
here it would prove no more than
sporadic.

So far the quarantine authorities
have received no official intimation of
any deaths from Bubonic plague in
England, nor do they anticipate any
serious danger of the infection being
brought into Canada from England.
All the quarantine officials on both
coasts have been instructed to be par-
ticularly vigilant in their search for
cases of this dread disease; and vol-
uminous instructions have been is-
sued them in the matter. 'These in-
structions cover every conceivable
point of danger, and are most ex-
plicitly drawn. i

The following synopsis of the in-
structions peculiarly adapted for the
prevention of the importation of the
Bubonic plague, is taken from

THE OFFICIAL DOCUMENT:

1. Pilote bringing in vessels from
plague infected ports shall hold them
in stream for inspection, not coming
to any pier until sanctioned by the
inspecting officer. Pilots who have
gone on board infected vesséls will be
detained in quarantine a sufficient
time to cover the period of incubation.
If the pilots have been exposed to in-
spection their dunnage must be disin-
fected.

2. In inspecting infected vessels
from these ports the personnel of the
vessel shall be inspected after the re-
moval of such clothing as will inter-
fere with the thorough examination
of all glandular regions, including
axillary, inginical and cervical.

3. Inspected vessels must be plac-
ed where it is impossible for rats to
swim to the nearest land or other ves-
sel, and in case of the vessel being
attached to a pier or lighted by a
hawser the hawser must be either en-
closed in iron or tarred to prevent
rats passing along it.

4. If the plague is on board, the
patients must be moved to hospital
and carefully isolated, and the well
disinfected and supplied with sterile
clothing.

5. All steerage passengers and crew
and their effects must be disinfected
before being admitted to the deten-
tion buildings.

6. After the removal of the per-
sonnel the vessel must have a prelimi-
nary - disinfection with sulphur, a
guard being placed round her to des-
troy all escaping rats. ;

7. No one must be allowed around
the vessel with bare feet, and gloves
must be used in Temoving cargo, or
dead vermin. No persoa with an
abrasion, or open asore, may be em-
ployed in this work.

8. All water must be changed and
the tanks disinfected by steam, or a
10 per cent. solution of potassium per-
manganate.

9. Nothing, not even the sweepings
may be thrown overboard. Such ma-
terial must be burned in a furnace in
a place specially designated, but not
in the galley.

Sections 11, 12, and 13, apply to the
disinfection, repeated in intervals of
all cargo, and ballast.

14, All compariments, cabins, etc.
must be thoroughly treated. Bed-
ding, fabrics, clothing, etc., must be
disinfected by steam, sulphur dioxide,
formaldohyde, or mercuric chloride,
and cooking utensils immersed in boil-
ing water, or steam.

15. After the vessel is thoroughly
emptied she must undergo 2¢ hours’
disinfection by sulphur dioxide, the re-
mains of all rats and vermin gather-
ed and burned, and the place where
gathered disinfected with mercuric
bichloride solution.

The vessel must be kept under ob-
servation sufficiently long to satisfy
the quarantine officers that all rats
are destroyed, and a new crew or a
crew that has passed the period of
observation should if possible be pro-
vided.

The usual quarantine regulations ap-
ply to the disinfection and detention
of the personnel of any vessel coming
from an infected or suspected place.

Directly the plague 8 known to
have appeared at any particular point
or any place is declared infected, a
circular note is forwarded to every
quarantine officer informing him of
the fact and requesting him to be
specially alert in regard to vessels
sailing from or touching at such a
place. This will be done in regard to
England should official intimation be
received.

It is said that because salmon are not
as plentiful on the Mlramichi now as
they were in the earlier history of the
river, theidea that the decline is due to
the establishment of our sulphite pulp
mills is being promoted in certain quarters
and being entertained by many fishermen.
It is a plausible ths ory and, no doubt,
eacily makes its way amongst those who
have not the means or knowledge to
analyse it thoroughly. They know that
the salmon does not frequent impure
water. They hear that the water used
in washing pulp, and which is draiced off
into the river from the sulphite mills,
contains a quantity of acid, and as they
take fewer salmon now than formerly,
thay attribute the lessened catch of the
lean years to the presence of acid in the
water.

In the first place, it is a matter of
wonder with those who give attention to
the salmon problem that the stock of fish
is maintained on the Miramichi even as
well as it is, idering the reckl
with which it is attacked by wmany of the
people living along the riverand who net
the fish in and out of season. On the
Southwest, particularly, no salmon is
allowed to pass up the river if it can be
taken, and there are hundreds of men
pursuing the fish withouta thought of its
fature. The Dominion parliament, which
passed a law in 1889, the principal effect
of which has been to drive former law-
abiding settlers into the ranks of the
salmon proaching fraternity, has failed to
provide for adequate guardianship, par-
ticularly of the Southwest Miramichi,and
salmon are swept from the pools and
intercopted by pound-nets on the bars to
an extent never before known. This
destruction of parent fish has been
going on for years and, so long
a3 only half a dozen men are
employed tv protect a hundred miles of
river, it will continue for, no matter how
vigilant the individuals of such a small
force may be, it is impossible for them
to prevent it to any but a limited
extent.

It is not, therefore, necessary to go
far afield to find reason for a decrease in
the numbers of salmon frequenting the
river. How canthe stock be keot up
under the conditions which we all know
exist ?

As 1o the theory that the acid from the
pulp muille affects the fishery in the least,
all the aathorities, as well as scientific
data are against it. Professor Piiuce,
Dominion Commissioner of Fisheries,
has shown that there is no reason to fear
that the pulp mills will do any injury
to the salmon fishery of the Miramichi,
unless they become much more numerous
and differently situated from what they
now are.

The most eminent European authority
on the subject is, perhaps, Professor
Mitscherlich, to whom it was referred by
the Austrian government, in connection
with the pulp industry in that country.
In his report hes said, amoungst other
things : ‘“ After the cooking is finished
‘‘and the acid blown off if it has water
*‘ enough so chat it is diluted in the
*‘ p-oportion of one to a thousand, it is
‘* not only harmless, bat is nourishing
“ for plante, tish and animals, on account
““of the large quantity of =albuminous
*‘ matter contained in the same.”

The quantity of waterin the Miramichi
opposite the town of Chatham—say in a
mile of the river—is 714,000,000 gallons,
which,with a tidal change twice in every
24 hours, and the current of fresh water
from the Northwest and Southwest pass-
ing along, is a volame to which all that
comes from the pulp mills bearsa ridicu-
lously small proportion. Moreover, the
dilution which the acid necessarily unde:-
goes in the pulp-washing procsss renders
it very weak indeed before it reaches the
river, so weak that the serious discussion
of the idea thatit can have any possible
ill effect on the salmon which visit the
Miramichi seems almost an absurdity.
Nevertheless, we shall expect that the
class of men who appear to think it is
to their interest to appear ‘‘ wise above
what is written ” and to cater to the
prejudices of the uninformed, will continue
to work thisidea of the pulp mill as the
bane of the salmon industiy. We hope,
however, that the salmon fishermen, and
especially those up-river, will realise the
true reason for the decreasing stock and
govern themselves accordingly.

| A Sample of Opposition Methods.

| The Globe, Gleaner, Sun and other
papers of the Province, which are playing
Hon. Geo.

~bat the fact that these papers
| never meuntioned the subject until after
the Rsilwvay Company’s memorial had
been before the government and disposed
of, shows that their purpose in referring
to it as they have done is purely for the
purpose of creating political capital for the
government’s enemies.

The facts are that the Restigouche and
Victoria Railway’s $100,000 proposition
was presented to the Lieutenant Governor
in Council on 26th July by memorial. The
memorialists were heard on that day,
and on the 27th—the very next day—
the Council unanimonsly decided that
their application should not be granted,
and it was so entered on the minutes of
Council. At that time neither Dr.
Emmerson nor Hon. Mr. White were in
the provicee. They were away on a
tour of western Canada and the Pacific
Coast. No application of any kind has
since been made by or in behalf of the
memorialists or in hehalf of their
undertaking and nothing pending
before the Council in reference to it.
How then could Dr. Emmerson
be influenced in rasigning the premiership
becanse, as the Globe hinted, (it was the
first to do so) he didn’t want to be
responsible for the provincial treasury
beirg exploited by means of the $100,000
application referred to? When the facts
are as stated, and the whole wmatter is
made use of by the papars named as it
has been, what reliance can ba placed in
anything they may publish against those
whom they wish to huit politically 7 If
tney had stated that the application was
made and promptly rejected, and had
given the acting premier, Mr. Tweedie,
and his coileagues credit for their course,
that would have been in keeping with
the facts and the government’s deserving
in the matter.

Reconstruction of the Provincial
Goverament.

The reconstruction of the Govern-
ment of New Brunswick—which had,
for some time been anticipated, in view
of certain Federal contingencies which
it was ekpected would lead to Hon.
Dr. Emmerson’s resignation of the posi-
tion of premier—wa~ announced last
Saturday morning. i} . Emmerson had
retired and Hon. L. J. Tweedie, one of
the representatives of Northumberland,
and proviancial secretary simce 1896,
was cslled upon by His Honor, the
Lieutenant Governor to form a govern-
ment. Mr, Tweedie undertook the duty
and, with little delay, submitted the
names of the new administration as
follows :—

He is, however, always attacked
by innuendo, which is the form ever in
favor with the irresponsible and cowardly.

- The New Promier.

Hon. L. J. Tweedie, who has been select-
ed premier of New Brunswick, has had
perhaps the largest legislative experience of
any one in the House of Assembly at
Fredericton. He was first elected to the
legislature in I874 when he was only 22
years of age and with the exception of the
term which commenced with 1878 and ex-
tended until 1882 he has had a seat con-
tinuously on the floors of the house. After
the election of 1890 he was offered and ac-
cepted the portfolio of Surveyor General
by Mr. Blair, a position which he held until
){r. Blair’s retirement’in 1896. When Mr.
Mitchell formed his government in that
year, Mr. Tweedie was offered the port-
folio of Provincial Secretary, which he
accepted. The following year on the as-
sumption of office by Mr. Emmerson Mr.
Tweedie continued to act in the new
government in the same position and he
will retain the secretaryship in his own
cabinet.

During the ten years that- Mr. Tweedie
has been a member of the government of
New Brunswick he has proved himself a
most useful and energetic member of the
cabinet. As surveyor general of the province,
he continued the reorganization of the
Crown Land department commenced by Mr.
Mitchell. For a century the Crown {ands
of the province had been looted at will by
interested persons. Hundreds of thousands
of dollars’ worth of timber lands have passed
from the hands of the government to those
of private individuals, often for the most
trifling consideration.. A result of this
policy of past administrations was that:the
present’ government found themselves in
possession of a greatly depleted estate and
a constantly decreasing territorial revenue.
Under the guidance first of Mr. Mitchell
and afterwards of Mr. Tweedie the revenue
from Crown Lands has been doubled and in
some years quadrupled over what it was
before the present government took office.
The administration of the Crown Land
department was greatly improved by Mr.
Mr. Tweedie who took a deep interest in
everything connected with it. Much com-
ment was made regarding the success of the
New Brunswick exhibit at the Sportsman’s
fair. But had it not been for the fore-
thought of Mr. Tweedie in originating a
collection of the birds and animals of New
Brunswick, the exhibition in Boston would
not have been possible. The revenue from
the public domain was largely increased by
the wise administration of Mr. Tweedie.

In other words : had the
overnment been compelled to pay the
rokerage chnrges and to have placed the
interest in London as the Dominion govern-
ment has always done, the net proceeds of
the loan would have been smaller and the
annual expenses greater. Mr. Tweedie
made a conspicuous show of courage in
dealing with the loan as there was a most
determined effort made by the opposition
leader, . Dr. Stockton, to compel him to
accept an offer of 94, but Mr. Tweedie
refused the offer and as a consequence made
the best sale of Provincial bonds ever
recorded.

Tweedie has no peer in the house and he is
not without experience as a leader,as during

The new premier of New Brunswick is
not a new man in any sense, or a stranger
to political life He has not been imported
into the government and placed at its head

i an untried man, but has served faithfully

for many years in the legislature, and has
filled important departmental offices in the
government of this province. Mr Tweedie
was first returned to the House of Commons
at the general elections of 1874, although
from his youthful looks one would never
suppose that he had been a member as much
as twenty-six years ago. He served one
term of !ur years and was then defeated,
but he was re-elected at the general elections
of 1882 gnd has been continuously in the
legislature since that time.

Tweedie’s experience as a member of the
government has, therefore, been a long one,
and he has filled for four years the most
important office in it, that of provincial
secretary, for the provincial secretary is the
keeper of the public purse and a man who
is responsible for the financial condition of
the province.

He 1inter-
preted this demonstration as one not so
much for himself personally as a mark of
appreciation of the honor dons to the
county he represented. The honor of
any success t» which he had attained in
public life was, in & great measure due to
Northumberland, which had always stood
by him and in everything he had done as
a representative, he had always been
mindful of the county’s interests. He
had gone to the legislature asa young
man «nd was proud that he had begun at
the fout of the ladder. He refarred to the
factsthat he had mads his way unsided
by fortuitous circumstances, and his ad-
vancemeunt in pablic life demonstrated
that, in  this country, the son of the
humblest citizan might aspire t) its high-
est positions,

For the past ten years he had been a
member of the government of the prov-
ince, and he did not hesita’e to say that
it had always been his aim and that of his
colleagues to administer the country’s
affairs to the advantage of the people,
They had been criticised and censured in
certain quarters, but whenever they had
appealed to the people they were hand-
somely sustsined. In the last election
only some seven men »were returned in
opposition, which showed that the people
approved of what he and his colleagues
had doue. Their constant care was to
promote the people's welfare and he could
claim on behalf of himself and his as<oci-
ates in the representation of the North
Shore that its interests had been properly
fostered and cated for and that North-
umberlaund had nothing to complain of.
Qur industries had done well. Tna estab-
lishment of flour mills his been encouraged
and the agricultural interests promoted
in a substantisl manner. He believed
that the industrial development of the
Province, and particalarly of the Noucth
Shore, had ooly just begun. The atten-
tion of the people of the Dominion and of
other countries also is being more and
more turned to New Brunswick as a place
for industrial icvestment, St. Juhn will,
in a few weeks, start its second pulp mill;

Spray-
iog has failed to stay the progress of the
disease, which has attacked the potatoes,
and intermittent rains have destroyed
both corn and potatoes.

““Where the potato ficld is the anxious
and paiticular care of the farmers” the
article says, ‘‘the dreaded spots appear on
the stalks, Black potatoes have already
been dug in Mayo, in West Kirk and in
Kerry."”

Revolting News from Shanghal.

SuaNGHAT, Sept. 4, —Despatches announ-
cing that the American government refuses
to agree to the withdrawal of the troops
from Pekin before satisfaction for the out-
rages and the losses of its sabjects shall have
been given, bave been receivedjhere and are
applanded by tha entire foreign colony in
Shanghai. Any other policy, according to
the business men and missionaries with
whom the Associated Press representative
has talked, woald be a vital blow to the pres-
tige of the foreigners and would weaken
their status in China, Tha local English
papers fiercely denounce the proposals to
evacuate Pekin and say that the Chinese
would interpret evacuation as defeat. The
masses of Chinamen now believe that the
Chinese army are victorious.

The Chinese papers printed in Shanghsi
contain long circumstantial aczounts of
alleged Chinese victories at Pekin, Tien
Tsin and Lung Chao and the shopsin the
native quarters display for sale lurid pictures
of the celestial army driving the European
soldiers into the sea at Taku and eutting
them to pieces at Tien Tsin. They also
show piotures of the foreign admiiale being
tortured in the preseuce of the viceroye.
Vice-Admiial Seymour is represented with
his srme piuioned kotowing before the
throne. The people accept these reports
and pictutes as correctly representing the
situation and consider the reports of the
Eoglish press as ““merely foreign lies.” The
European community continues to demand
the destruztion of Pekin and the exemplary
puuvishment of the officials, deeming indem.
nity and paper promises of new treaties in-
adequate, Undoubtedly the information in
detail of massacres of foreigners dsily re-
ceived inflames this sentiment.

The Dowager Empress is living “in the
Yamen at Tsi Yuao Fu in Shan Si province.
Fifty missionaries have been slauglitered in
that Yamen under orders, practlcally in the

presence of the viceroy. Three were be-
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headed in the iuner court and the others
were killed barbarously n the outer court
yord. Their bodies were thrown to the dogs.
The Empress has ordered a commissicner to
investigate the conduct of the southern vice-
roys who made a compact with the foreign
oonsuls, and their degradation is expected.
No investigation of the oficisls opposed to
foreigners has been ordered.

The Associated Press representative
learns from official sources the facts of
the k:lling of several Amorican women
miseionaries. At the request of the Mission
Board the details were witbheld out of
regard for the fecliugs of the relatives of the
murdered women. But other prominent
Americans, who have long antsgonized the
policy of sending women to isolated inland
points, think it important that the fact
should be known. The names of the
victims are withhcld by request. Two of
these women were captured while attempt-
ing to leave the stations where they were
locsted, were led about the country naked,
repeatedly outraged and finally killed by »
method too revolting to be described. Two
other American women were coming to the
coast with a party when a number of China-
men followed and stoned them. The
women fell exhausted and were taken by
the Chinamen into the preeerce of the local
officials, They were then put upon the
execution block and a feint was made of
beheading them. Oage of them became
bysterical and laughed. Thivking her
insane the Chinese escorted her to the coast
because of their superstition regerding the
inesne. The foregoing sre matters of
official record.

The fourteen English missionaries, in-
cluding six women and four children, who
were murdered at Chu Chau, in the
province of Che Kisng, according to the
story of a Spanish priest, who escaped, were
killed with hayforks sud ancient spesrs by
the msgigtrates’ bodyguard and their naked
bodies were hanged from treces. Taoese
incidents make a lenient polcy unpopalar in
Shanghai, where all the viotime had friends.

Piacards appeared to-day in all public
places exhorting foreigners to oppose a com-
promise with the goverament and attacking
Li Hung Chang, qu.ting the reamiark to
Consul Gooduow credited to Earl Li that
“the foreignere in Pekin except the ministers
were of no accoant.”

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THE ART OF BED-MAKING.

Before making up the beds see to
it that the rooms have been aired. On
a clear, sunshiny day opzan the win-
dcws before breakfast and strip the
bed, hanging the clothing over chairs
near the windows.

Allow the rooms to air for a couple
of hours and shake the bed clothing
free of dust. If the day is rainy do
not open the beds while the room is
airing. They will gather moisture if
you do. On a damp day hang the
bedding to air in the rooms with the
windows closed, make up the beds and
air the rooms again after the beds
have been made up.

The most important part of bedmak-
ing is to get the sheets properly ad-
justed. Wrinkles in a sheet are an
abomination. The bottom sheet
should be tucked in securely at the top
so that it cannot be jerked down by
the restlessness of the sleeper.

The top sheet should be tucked in
tightly at the bottom so that it can-
not easily be drawn out of place.

It should be aid with the wide hem
at the top and the rough side of the
hem turned uppermost, so that when
it is folded back over the coverlet the
right side will be exposed.

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COOKING VEGETABLES.

It 18 very much; easter, to cook vege-
tables right tham wrong—thq trouble
is, most cooks ignore the fine points
of the process. One is never to cook
a wilted thing, if it is in any’ mano-
ner possible to revive 1t. Whether
things come from the home garden
or the market, they are the better for
standing in fresh, cold water until
they are crisply plump. Wilted tis-
sues always cook tough and stringy,
to say nothing of lacking one-half the
proper flavor.

Another thing worh knowing
the difference it makes to have the
water boiling briskly when the green
stuff goes into it. Still another 18
the importance of skimming. No mat-
ter how carefully things have been
prepared, in boiling they will throw
off waste and effete particles, which
rise as froth, and, unless removed 1n
time either cake upom the edges of
the stew pan or encrust what is cook-
ing within- it. The skimming needs
to be done withim the first ten min-
utes after putting things over the
fire. Do not put, on iids unless there
18 extreme need off haste. This ap-
plies even to Irish potatoes, which
are, however, very much better
steamed than boiled.

Caulifiower.—Trum carefully and
soak at leat an hour. Take out of
the cold water, plungg up and down
in scalding water, then drop 1nto
briskly boiling water, and keep it
boiling thard for twenty minutes.
Take out the ocauliflower, cut the
heads into quarters or eighths, ar-
range the pieces neatly 1n a very
hot deep dish, then pour over them
a cupful of rich melted butter, made
thus: Work a scant spoonful of sift-
ed flour into a heaping spoonfuf of
the best butter, add a dust of cayen-
ne, a good sprinkle of black pepper,
and half acup of water the cauli-
fluwer was boiled in. Stir smooth and
dip by spoonfuls over the cauliflower
pop the dish into a hot oven for
about two mimutes, then take out,
sprinkle thickly with grated cheese,
and serve at omce. Those who like
toast with almost everything can
vary Lhis by putting a lining of toast
in the dish. In, that case 1f 1s better
to add the cheese before setting in
the oven, and to leave the vegetable
there until the cheese browns slight-
ly.

S:cond Way—Boil for twenty-five
minutes then cut upy and lay closely
in a very deep covered dwsh, made
very hot. Dot the cauliflower thick-
ly with butter,.mmto which you have
worked the juice of a lemon, and black
and red peppers., Cover at: once, let
stand 1n a warm- piace two minutes,
then serve in individual platters, pas-
sing with it grated cheese and toast-
brown bread.

Third way—Bofl a large head
twenty-seven minutes, take out, leave
whole, let cool, thenj set on ice. Make
a French dressing, using: femon juice
instead of vinegar, and flavoring it
liberally with cayenne. Set your
head of cauliflower, stem downward,
in a bowl, scoop a deep bit from the
middle of it, and pour the dressing
in the hole. Let stand for ten minu-
tes before serving. To make it high-
!y ornamental, use: a clear glass bowl
iined with lettuce, and lay around the
white head small bright red tomatoes,
one for each person, scaled and peel-
ed, but not sliced.

Beans.—Wash, the beansa In two wa-
ters, them soak before siringing.
Break them in inch lengths, and boil
until tender in well-salted water.
Drain them very dry, then put them
back ia the stew pam~ with a light
seasoning of red and black pepper, and
a tablespopnful of the best salad ol
to every quart of beans uncooked. Set
then over slow, fire for five minutes,
stirring most of the time. Turnout
into a hot dish upon very crisp toast,
and serve with either quartered lemon
or pepper vinegar. Instead of the
o1l fat bacon muy be used. Try half
a dozen slices crisp without burning
them, then put the' drained beans in
the bacon gravy, and stir well over
the fire until it is absorbed. Serve
on, a hot dish with the bacon laid on
top, along with. #iol corn bread and
sliced cucumbers in vinegar.

Second way—Boil the beans after
stringing, until tender, drain and put
in a deep dish with alternate layers
of sliced onion and very thin bacon.
Bake umtil the onion 1s well done.
Serve Lot with corn bread and strong
pepper sauce.

®
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Beets.—Wring, off tops and tap-root
instead of cutting, so the beets will
not bleed too muchi in cooking. Boil
until very tender, and be sure the wa-
ter is not too salt, drop i1n cofd wa-
ter, peel and set on ice untili want-
ed. They, may be served, half a dozen
ways, sliced with vinegar, as asalad,
or made very hot amd dressed with
melted butter and lemyon juice. Do
not, mistake melted butter: for drawn
Lutter, Anything with flour 1n 1t
spoils a beet, Melt! ihe butter with
a very little hot water, say a tea-
spoonful to the tablespoonful of but-
ter. Beat in the lemon juice thor-
oughly, adding a dash of white pepper
and cayenne, also a little sugar, un-
less the beets are very sweet. By
choosing red and yellow beets of equal
size and shape, slicing them in half
. lengthwise, and arranging them to
alternate around the dish, you may
make it . very decorative. Amnother
way 18 1o make a richl meat gravy by
stewing half a pound of round steak
to rags in a pint of water, taking
out the meat, then thickening the
liqguor with a tablespoonful each of
butter and oream, and pour it over
the sliced beets, after which they
must’ be baked for fen mnutes in a
very hot ovem. Dust with: white pep-
per just as they go to table, and either
serve with quartered lemon or squeeze
a lemonm. over thie dish.

ICES WITHOUT A FREEZER.

If ice is procurable, onme oan enjoy
many frozen delicacies, even though
not pospessing & freeser; the mubstid

tutes requisite being two tin pails, one
deepand narrow,one larger and rook
salt. The narrow, deep pail should
have a tight-fitting cover.

Lemon Ice—Grate the rind of 1
large lemon into a 2-qt. bowl. Bs
oareful not to let any of the white
stray in, by grating too close. Add
the juice of 6 lemons, 1 qt. of water.
Make very much sweeter than lemon-
ade. Freeze as follows: Place mix-
ture in the deep pail, put on cover,
and put the pail into the larger ome.
Fill in the space with layers of pound-
ed ice, alternating a layer of ice and
rookl salt. Continue to pack in this
manner, even covering the top. Spread
over entire pail, old carpet. Set in
cellar 1 hour. In removing cover, be
careful not to let any salt fall into
the pail. To assure this, brush away
the ice and salt which may be on top.
With a long knife clean away the
frozen flim on the sides. Beat all
with a long-handled spoon for some
minutes and freeze again. If not
served when frozen, pour off the brine,
replenish with ice and let stand till
ready to serve. If you wish to serve
on platter, dip towel inta hot water
and wrap around the pail containing
the ice and the cream will slip out in
form nicely. However, for ices, it
is just as good farm to serve in little
lemomade glasses.

Pineappla Frappe—This is especially
nice for fetes of all kinds. Select,
if possible, one ripe Florida Queen
pineapple. ‘Shred with forl or grate
in deep bowl; sugar and let stand tilk
syrup forms. Add the juice of 1large
lemon, more sugar if necessary and 1
qt. of water, together with juice and
pineapple; freeze same as lemon ice.
Let stand, well covered with lumps of
ice and old carpet, till hard. Serve
with) fancy cakes.

Peach Ice Cream—The secret of
success with ice cream is frequent
beating. Select 12 very ripe peaches.
Pare and stone, crush in cake bowl,
sweeten with powdered sugar. To 1
qt. of rich cream add 2 eggs, well
beaten, granulated sugar, making very
sweet. Place on fire, let come to
boiling point. Remove and strain.
When cool add 1 teaspoon of vanilla.
Freeze as lemon ice. 'When nearly
frozen, stir in the mashed peaches and
freeze again. Occasionally beat well
with a large spoon. Les stand till
hard.

Orange Sherbet—Add the juice of 6
oranges and 1 large lemon, also 1
teaspoon of the essence of orange to
1 qt. of water. Swesten, and add
1-2 pt. of rich cream. Mix all to-
gethen and freeze as ice cream. Serve
in' lemonade cups.

GOOD TO KNOW.

When binding up cuts and wounds
use linen, not cotton, as the fibres
ofi cottom are flat and apt to irritate
a sore plac:, while those of linen are
perfectly rounded.

A little sugar added to the water
for basting meat improves its flavor.

Never wash an omelet-pan; wipe it
clean with pieces of paper, then rub
with a clean, dry cloth. If the pan
is treated in this way the omelets will
be less apt to stick or burn.

Apple sauce is much improved by
the addition of a tablespoonful of but-
ter, and requires less sugar.

For a burn or scald make a paste
of common baking-soda and water;
apply at once and cover with a linen
cloth. When the skin is broken, ap-
ply the white of an egg with a fea-
ther; this gives instant relief and
keeps the air from the flesh.

Plaster Paris ornaments can be
cleaned by covering them with a thick
layer of starch. After applying it
dry thoroughly, then brush, and the
dust will come off with the starch.

Mix stove-blacking with soapy wa-
ter. This will prevent the dust from
flying, and will also produce a finer
polish.

Never let vegetables stand in the
water in which they were boiled.
Drain the moment they are done, and
dress.

In order to free a room from un-
pleasant odors boil mixed spices in
vinegar twenty minutes or longer. If
enoughl are used they will destroy all
unpleasant scents, even such as fried
fish, onions, etc., and the room will
have a delightful and invigorating
fragrance.

A study of anger from experiences
in about 2,000 cases, collected fromy
reliable observers, has been made by
G. Stanley Hall. The cases were
many and various, often being ‘tri-
vial, and the physical sensations ac-
companying it differ greatly with the
individual.

Flushing “was very general, al-
though pallor was a characteristic in
27 per cent of the cases. The heart
beats were violent, several cases of
death from rupture of this organ be-
ing reported, and there were some-
times peculiar sensations in mouth and
throat, sometimes dizziness or faint-
ness, frequemntly tears, and gener-
ally copious salivation, which might
produce frothing at the mouth.

Common sounds were animal-like
cries in children and oaths and
threats in adults, while in many cases
the throat was paralyzed and there
was inability to speak above a whis-
per, or without erying or trembling.
Butting with the head, bitting and
scratching are mnoticeable in chil-
dish anger.
