Passenger Trade.

That Interferes

Allan Line's Passenger Traffic Man
ager Talks of Prospects for
the Winter Season Here

George Hannah, passenger trafflc
manager of the Allan Line S. S. Co.,
was in the city today and had a long
conference with Messrs. Wm. Thomson
& Co., the local agents of the line.

Mr. Hannah arrived at Halifax the

other day from Bermuda and will
leave this evening for Montreal, his
headquarters. : Talking to a Star re-
presentative, Mr. Hannah said that
it was too early in the season to pre-
dict large or small business. This was
particularly true of this week and next
as the St. Lawrence was not yet closed
to navigation and consequently ship-
pers would not send freight here till
the last steamer had 1est Montreal. The
last Allan line boat to sail from the St.
Lawrence will be the Pretorian, and
she is due to sail in a day or so.
‘ A drawback to the winter passenger
traffic was that in the west St. John
was not known as well as Boston and
New York and that in consequence this
port and Halifax suffered 'to.a great
extent. The steamship companies had
to rely ‘entirely on a certain class of
trade in a limited district.

He expects that there will be a good
Christmas trade this year and that the
“Bavarian, one of their finest ships, and
the next to sail after the Ionian, will
have not only a big freight but a big
passenger list.

Mr. Hannah is particularly pleased
with the splendid run .made by the
Ionian from Moville to Halifax, the dis-
tance being covered in seven days and
four and, a half hours, a record winter
passage.

Two Allan Boats, First of Winter

Season in Port—Montrose Came
This Morning

Two winter port steamers have ar-
rived and are docked at Sand Point.
The Allan liner Ionian, Capt. John
Brown, was the first to arrive. She
reached here Sunday morning and
docked at 7.40 o’clock. At Halifax the
Ionian landed a large number of immi-
grants. She brought here 22 second
cabin and 9¢ steerage passengers. Of
this number twenty-seven are en route
to the United States points and after
al had undergone the usual examina-
tion by the immigration officials, they
were only six of the number detained.
Three of these were enroute to the
States and three for Canadian points.
Those who passed examination will be
sent to their destinations this evening.

The Ionian has a fairly large cargo,
including a quantity of fruit.

This morning the C. P.-R. steamer
Montrose, Capt. Evans, ‘steamed up the
harbor and as the tide was just right
was quickly docked. The Montrose
came from London via Antwerp and
made a spleddid run across arriving
here a day before she was expected.
She has 314 passengers and a good
cargo.

The next C. P. R| steamer due 1is the
Champlain. She has 167 passengers and
should arrive here Saturday.

There is considerable change this
yvear in the handling of immigrants.
The Union street building, which was
the first one erected, is now used as a
detention hospital upstairs 2and the
lower floor is used for baggage, dining
rooms and kitchens. A new set of
ranges has been put in for Caterer
Allen and the government department
are using the old ranges for supplying
food to the immigrants who are de-
tained for various reasons.

The passengers are all examined and
ticketed in the mew building over No.
4 warehouse.

JAPS PREPARING FOR
ONE MORE ATTACK.

]

Another Important Port Arthur
Fort Captured - Large Rein-
forcements for Gen. Nogi---

Fighting Near Mukdcn.

FREDIKSHAVEN, Den.,, Nov. 21. —
The second division of the Russian se-
cond Pacific squadron has arrived
here and is anchored in the bay.

CHE FO0O, Nov. 21, 3 p. m.—A Japan-
ese official among the latest arrivals
from Dalny, states positively that the
general attack upon Port Arthur has
not been resumed. Rumors to that
effect in Dalny have arisen because
fresh troops, including the seventh di-
vision recently landed, are being sent
to the front. It is believed that the
explosion which took place on Nov. 6,
took place in some counter tunneling
work. The second explosion which
was heard on Nov. 19 was much heav-
ier and it is reported upon the best
authority was due to the blowing up
of a Russian magazine.

It is expected that the next attack
upon Port Arthur will be a tremendous
affair. More reinforcements are com-
ing to the support of General Nogi than
those despatched to Field Marshal
Oyama.

The Japanese have now constructed
coast defence forts at Pigeon Bay,
which is accepted as an indication
that they expect to be defending Port
Arthur themselves some day.

Field Headquarters of the Second
Japanese Army, Nov 19.—(4 p. m.) via
Fusan, Nov. 20.—The past few days
have been unusually quiet along the
Shakhe river. The front of Gen. Oku’s
army and the Russians have been fir-
ing only occassional shots. The armies
have been lying entrenched and practi-
cally in touch for over a month but
there have been only cavalry and small

infantry skirmishes. The Japanese are
virtually living in the trenches and the
army is standing the first cold weather
very well. The winter clothing has
proved excellent for the purpose.

TOKIO, Nov. 21. — Reliable reports
say that the Japanese occupied and
mined a counter scarp on Rihlung
Mountain Nov. 19. The Japanese after
successful mining had occupied a coun-
ter scarp on Sungsu Mountain on Fri-
day, Nov. 18. Rihlung (or Erhlung)
Mountain is east of Sungsu Mountain.
The latter is due north of Port Arthur.
Rihlung Mountain forms part of the
rnortheastern fortifications.

TOKIO, Nov. 21.—The navy depart-
ment reports the capture of the German
steamer Battlam, while attempting to
run the Port Arthur blockade. The de-
partment says that at three a. m. Nov.
19, a Japanese squadron cruising off
Yental (near Tallen Bay) sighted a ves-
sel steaming for Port Arthur. The gun-
boat Tatsuta pursued and overtook the
steamer at five in the morning. On
board the vessel was found a great
quantity of winter clothing, blankets,
medicine and canned meats. Her cap-
tain said he was bound for New-
chwang. The route and cargo of the
Batelan were coincident to the sus-
picion and she was taken possession of
and brought to Sasebo.

ST. PETERSBURG, Nov. 19.—It is
reported that a battle between the two
armies below Mukden is in full swing.
The war office does not confirm  the
rumor, although it admits that the ac-
tivity all along the line indicates that
both armies are ready.

PUNCHED MAN WHO
JILTED HIS SISTER.

How John Hunter Got Square
With W. S. Marr—The Magis-
trate Sympathised.

In the police court this morning John
Hunter, of Mispec, pleaded guilty to be-
ing drunk and also to asaulting Wil-
liam 8. Marr, of Golden Grove. He
was arrested Saturday afternoon by Of-
ficer Marshall, and evidently got his
load after he had settled his business
with Marr. When asked why he had
struck Marr he sprung a surprise on
the court and all present.

He said:—“I: had a hard feeling
against that fellow,” looking at Marr,
who was In the witness stand, “he was
engaged to marry my sister, took her
to the exhibition, and only a week be-
fore the day set for the wedding, ran
away to Boston with another woman,
leaving my sister in the lurch.”

Marr said he could not deny the
statement. He had previously been en-
gaged to the girl he married in Boston,
and when they met here he simply
went away with her and was married.

His honor said as Hunter had plead-
ed guilty to being drunk he would have
to fine him on that count. “I do not
believe,” his honor remarked, “in in-
discriminate thrashings, that is all.”

Hunter paid his fine and left.

Four Sunday morning drunks were
fined $8 each, or two months. All said
they purchased their liquor prior to the
closing hour Saturday. and his honor
remarxed that he had his own ideas on
that matter.

SENLAC'S STEWARD IS
CHARGED WITH THEFT

Small Sums of Money Have Been

Missing for Some Timo—Steward .
Suspested. !

The Halifax Herald publishea this
morning an article to the effect that
the steward of a coasting steamer be-
twétn Halifax and St. John, had been
caught in the cash box of that steamer
while in that port last Monday. Since
the steamer has been running, says
the Herald, the purser has beem miss-
ing small sums weekly, but thinking
himself partly to blame, has been mak-
ing good the losses out of his own
pocket. He has had one or two others
of the ship’s company under suspicion,
but was astounded when the crime was
brought home to the steward. On be-
ing accused the steward made a par-
tial confession and restored a small
sum. Members of the crew and one or
two passengers have also missed small
sums and the owners have long been
suspicious that the bar and stores were
being tampered with. It is estimated
that the thefts will amount to fully a
thousand dollars and though the stew-
ard denies everything but last Mon-
day’s incident, he is suspected of the
others. It is said that if he makes good
the losses he will not be prosecuted.

Percy W. Thomson, of Messrs. Wm.
Thomson & Co., the managing owners
of the Senlac, the only steamer that
runs between St. John and Halifax,
says that the man was dismissed, but
they do not make any charge of dis-
honesty against him, and have no evlid-
ence that he in any way took the com-
pany’s funds. The captain did not ap-
prove of the steward, and being the
boss of the situation, discharged him.

Mr. Thomson says that that is all
there is to the matter, and any stores
to the effect that passengers lost money
are incorrect.

RUSSIANS WANT
A PARLIAMENT.

A Notable Day in Russia’s
History.

Progressive Men from All Over

Russia are Flocking to St.
Petersburg.

St. PETERSBURG, Nov. 21.—The in-
terest in the meetings of the Zemstvo
representatives is intense. Nothing
else is talked of. * Liberals from all
parts of the empire are flocking into
the city, including many from Poland
and Finland.- The hotel lobbies are
crowded. The permission granted by
Interior Minister Sviatopolk-Mirsky
was for an assembly of three hpndred
of the participants. They display com-
plete confidence in the protection af-
forded by the minister and his more
outspoken sentiments. The situation
altogether is unparalleled. Nothing
approaching such a gathering has ever
before been permitted in Russia. As
evidence of the remarkable state of af-
fairs it is necessary to mention that
one of the most prominent speakers
yesterday was Trunkevitch, who spent
twenty-five years in exile, and who had
only been allowed to return since
Prince Sviatopolk-Mirsky's advent to
the capital. Nevertheless the most
able men in the assembly are counsell-
ing moderation and are doihg every-
thing possible to prevent demonstra-
tions which might compel interference.
One of the strongest members of the
conference said to the Associated
Press:

“We want to make our position plain
to the government but we desire to
avoid every appearance of lawlessness.
I sincerely hope the meeting will be
productive of great good. We hope and
expect that all provincial and dis-
trict Zemstvos will follow our lead and
demonstrate to the government that
the voice of the people is unanimous in
asking for a direct share in the gov-
ernment by the people.”

At the meeting of the delegates to-
day section nine of the memorial by a
vote of 105 to 3 was strengthened into
a practical recommendation for a par-
liament: the motion being changed to
a specific declaration in favor of an
elective body to make the country’s
laws. Sympathetic demonstrations are
reported in various parts of Russia.

THE BALTIC FLEET.
—

Geheral Stoessel declares he can hold
Port Arthur till the Baltic fleet reaches
the Far East, and events of the past
eight months have shown him to be
a man who can make good his declara-
tions. But when that fleet will arrive
at the scene of war and what it will
be able.to do when it gets there are
questions which are puzzling impar-
tial observers of all nations.

The squadron has divided, one di-
vision going by way of the Suez canal
and the other around the African con-
tinent. The first is about passing the
canal, if it has not already passed.
This is reported to consist of the bat-
tleships Sissoi, Veliky and Navarin,
five cruisers, eight torpedo boats and
several transports. At the same time
the departure of the other division
from the French port of Dakar on the
west coast of Africa is announced.
That is near Cape Vgrde, so that this
division has got little more than a fair
start on its long voyage around the
continent and has not reached much

farther on that side than the first di-.

vision on the east side. Luckily they
have friendly French and German ports
to fesort to nearly all the way around,
though how they can take on coal at
these without violation of neutrality is
not plain.

Though the first division will be able
to reach the Yellow Sea long before
the second, it is improbable that any
action will be ventured until the two
have joined. But even after they do
meet, what will the combined fleet do?
They will certainly be short of coal
after their long voyage. Fuel is as
important to warships as ammunition
and it will be absolutely necessary for
them to have some Russian port which
they can use as a base and where they
can obtain the necessary supplies. But
there are only two such ports in the
East, Port Arthur and Vladivostok,
one blockaded and the other, by the
time the fleet can reach it, probably
blocked with ice.

Considering these difficulties and the
straits of Stoessel’s garrison for whose
salvation he is sent, it is evident that
Rojegilvensky’s plan will be an imme-
diate battle wita Togo’s fleet, probably
reinforced by Kaminura’s squadron,
and an attempt to unite with the rem-~
nant of the Russian fleet in Port Ar-
thur. It is possible also that the Via-
divostok squadron may join Rojest-
vensky in time to help in the fight,

Should this be the Russian admiral’s
policy, and it is difficult to see what
other course i8 open to him, the naval
experts of the world will withess what
they have longed for since the war
began, a sea fight between two great
fleets, battleships, cruisers and torpe-
do boats, of not unequal strength, a
bf,ttle which will mean more to both
sides than any yet fought. For, should
the Russians fail to score a decisive
victory, it would probably mean the
capture or destruction of ev-
ery ship in the fleet. Even should any
escape from the battle they would be
out of reach of any friendly port and
could only dodge from one place to
the other till their coal was exhaust-
ed. It would also mean the fall of
Port Arthur, the practical annihila-
tion of Russia’s sea power, and a blow
at the nation’s confidence that could
hardly fail to end the war. On the oth-
er hand, if the Japs were defeated, it
means that all the lives they have
flung against Port Arthur’s walls will

have been wasted in vain, and that the
command. of the Yellow Sea, their only
means of transporting supplies to their
Manchurian army, will be wrested from
them. There can be no doubt that such
a battle would be the greatest sea
fight of history.

It is - o wonder Russia hesitated long
before wagering so tremendous a stake
on one throw. The world will await
the outcome breathlessly though, judg-
ing by the comparative records of Rus-
sian and Japanese sailors in general,
and of Admirals Togo and Rojestven-
sky in particular, thoese who sympa-
thise with the Japs will not worry
about the result.

RUSSIA AWAKENING.

The czar is evidently temporizing in
his choice between the liberal and the
reactionary sertiment in Russia. He
refused official permission to the pro-
vincial zemstvos to meet, but allowed
them to assemble privately and pre-
pare a memorial on the interior condi-
tion of Russia that under Plehve’s re-
gime would probably have sent many
of them to Siberia. This memorial is
to be sent to the new minister of the
interior, Prince Sviatopolk-Mirsky, the
leader of the liberal movement, who
will endeavor to have it placed before
the emperor. Should he succeed, and
should Nicholas be convinced of the
truth of the representation radical im-
provement in conditions should fol-
low.

The czar, though in the hands of evil
couneellors, undoubtedly has the inter-
est of his people at heart. He is kept
in absolute ignorance of the frue state
of affairs and if, through the influence

of the new minister, his eyes are op-
ened, there must be results. The fact
that he so far went against the wishes
of his reactionary advisers as to allow
even secret meetings of the provinetal
representative bodies shows that their
power over him is not what it was.
— O
If the workingmen expected any re-
sults from the Factory Act commis-
sion there might be entered some pro-
tests against the very leisurely and
careless way it is doing business. But
under the circumstances there will be
little complaint if the business is al-
lowed to drop right here.

DROWNED ON DAY
OF SILVER WEDDING.

Arthur Iverson, Mate of a Lighter,
Knocked Overboard on His Way to
Dock.

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.—While guests
were assembling at the home of Mr. and
Mrs. Arthur Iverson, at No. 205 Thirty-
third street, Brooklyn, last night, to
participate in the celebration of their
twenty-fifth wedding anniversary a de-
tective of the Fourth avenue police
station made his way through the
throng to inform Mrs. Iverson that her
husband lay dead at the bottom of the
upper bay.

Mrs., Iverson fainted in the arms of
the detective and was carried to her
room unconscious. It is feared the
shock may kill her. Nineteen of the
guests, all men, volunteered to aid the
harbor police in grappling for the body
of her husband.

Arthur Iverson, forty-eight years old,
was the mate of the lighter Japan,
which T. W. Beasley, of No. 130 Pearl
street, Manhattan, is the owner. Beas-
ley had promised Iverson to put in at
the dock early in the afternoon. Beas-
ley was to have been one of the guests.
The lighter was making for Erie Basin
from Manhattan, and was close in when
Iverson was struck by a swinging sail
and knocked overboard.

His cries were the first intimation to
those on the lighter that a man was in
the water. Charles Sorenson, of No. 76
Rapleyea street, knowing that Iver-
son could not swim, went to his rescue,
but before he could reach the unfortun-
ate man, having some distance to swim,
Iverson sank. Several times Serenson
went to the bottom, as did others on
the lighter, but no sign of the man could
be detected. The lighter was tied up
at Erie Basin, and Beasley hurried to
the Fourth avenue station to report the
matter.

At nine o’clock last night, while the
harbor police were grappling for the
body and many friends of the dead
man were standing about a pier at Erie
Basin, Captain Evans of the Fourth
avenue police station, saw a young girl
about sixteen years old sitting on a box
on the adjoining pier alone and weep-
ing. He went to the girl and found
that she was Setfried Iverson, the eld-
est of the five children of the dead man.
She begged the Captain to permit her
to remain until the body of her father
was brought to the surface. She was
sent home.

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NO MORE MERCY
FOR SHOPLIFTERS.

S

Ha'fa Million Dollars a Year Lost
to Various Department Stores

by these Thieves.

NEW YORK, Nov. 17.—Because de-
partment stores in this borough and in
Brooklyn have lost through shoplift-
ers between $400,000 and $500,000 yearly,
as is estimated by ‘their managers, they
have formed aa alliance which will en-
deavor to have all who take to this
kind of crime punished more severely
than has been the custom in the past.

This announcement was made in Spe-
cial Sessions Court yesterday when a
woman who had offended was sent to
jail for fifteen days. The three judges
expressed themselves willing to do all
they could to put a stop to this evil,
saying that all who are convicted in fu-
ture will be sent to prison for one
month at least.

Mrs. Minnie Roemerman, who said
her address. was No. 209 East 109th
street, was the prisoner. She was
charged with having stolen articles val-
ued at more than $5 from a Broadway
department store. She denied her guilt
until she had heard the testimony of
Miss Bessie Howard, a private detec-
tive, when she chang2d her plea and
sald she was guilty. Then, before sen-
tence was imposed, Thomas F. Went-
worts said to the judges:—

“My firm has been retained by an al-
liance of twenty-one department stores
here and in Brooklyn to prosecute every
person accused of shoplifting. This
evil has become so great, owing to the
leniency of the judges, that it is a seri-
ous matter to the firms involved. Their
losses have amounted to almost half a
million dollars a year. The proprietors
of these stores are all good citizens; in
many cases they are prominent philan-
thropists. They do not wish us to
prosecute shoplifters as individuals, but
they ask that, for a time, at least, you
will make severe examples 6f those ac-
cused of this offence who are brought
before you and convicted. We wish to
see if something may not be done to
check the operations of these persons.”

“I have always felt,” said Judge Zel-
ler, “that we have been too Ilenient
with shoplifters, and in such cases I
kalways have voted for nothing less than
imprisonment.”

Judge Wyatt was of the same opinion
and . said he had been inclined to be
merciful because the’defendants, in the
vast majority of cases, were women.

In asking for mercy for the woman,
Mark Alter, her lawyer, said she was
a victim of kleptomania.

“I have defended in this court,” he
said, “the wives of many prominent
men who have been accused of shop-
lifting, and one of them was no less a
person than the wife of one of the
highest figures in a well known court.”

He would not give the name of this
“highest figure,” and no one who heard
him seemed to know to whom he refer-
red.

— The World
says: William Teed fell 110 feet from
the new Williamsburg bridge to the
park under it at Kent avenue. and
South Fifth street, Brooklyn, yester-
day afternoon. Yet he lived to say
feebly to the surgeons in the Eastern
District Hospital, “It’s an awful sen-
sation to fall so far,” and he was alive
late last night, with a chance to re-
cover. He struck on a soft muddy
grass plot, else he must have been in-
stantly killed. As it is he suffered se-
vere internal injuries and probably a
fracture of the skull.

Teed is a muscular fellow, 22 years
old, and lives in Manhattan. He is
an employe of a bridge company and
was laying car tracks on the bridge
when he lost his balance, vainly grasp-
ed at the iron work, plunged through
it, and, twisting and turning, continu-
ed his frightful descent. A fellow-
workman grabbed at his collar and
missed it by an inch.

Many persons saw Teed’s downward
flight. He turred three somersaults
and struck in a heap on his right side.
Women hid their faces, men ran to
him dreading to look on what they
were sure they would see. Blood was
trickling down his mouth and ears, but
'he soon recovered consciousness, and
Dr. Short hurried him to the hospital
in an ambulance.

Yale, 12; Harvard, 0.

NEW HAVEN, Conn., Nov. 19.—
Yale earned a victory which in every
way was satisfactory to her friends,
over old-time rival, Harvard, in the
presence of over 32,000° spectators, on
Yale field this afternoon, the final score
12 to 0, being the same as that in her
victory over Princeton a week ago.

The game was one in which the
brainy men in blue proved the superior
of a brawnier set of opponents both in
the art of offence and defence, in the
first place through better team work
with a few simple formations and in
the second instance through her ability
to stop or break up any play whether of
a plunging character against her line
or used as a subterfuge to turn her
flanks. Ydle was not called upon to
use a formation which had not been
shown in her games of the entire sea-
son and at no time was there any doubt
of the outcome. As the Yale men
fought their way to Harvard's goal
line, they knew they were bound to win,

| and the courage which came with this

knowledge gave them more power on
the attack.

Harvard, on the other hand, placed
some reliance on plays which were in-
tended to gain ground by runs around
the ead, and in nearly every instance
these failed. The precision with which
Yalz moved her plays all the time, the
united action of her backs with the
linesmen, stamped Captain Hogan’s
team as one of the most remarkable
which ever went on a field to uphold
the glory of the blue. To Harvard,
however, which sent here a team of un-
known quality, must be given the credit
of playing a wonderful game, on the
defense and of showing at times, in
the second half, flashes of inherent bril-
liancy on the offence.

he game itself as a whole was some-
what tedious to the immense throng of
spectators. It was almost devoid of
sensational or spectacular plays and its
one brilliant incident was the blocking
of Perry’'s punt in the second half,
which brought Yale’s second touch-
down. Even this was better appreciat-
ed by football men themselves than the
spectators for it was a truly remark-
able thing that Kinney and Tripp
should break through Harvard’s pro-
tective line for the punter to block the
ball and that Bloomer, another tackle,
should get it many yards behind Har-
vard’s line.

The chief
reason for the length of the scrimmage,
more especially Harvard, when time
and again it looked as if her men want-
ed breathing spells. Yale played faster
than the crimson and went from be-
ginning tc end without a change in her
jlne up. Harvard played many substi-
tutes in places of men who seemed to
have been used up in scrimmages, but
luckily no player was seriously hurt.
At times the game was rough, with
some fisticuffs. In every position Yale
had the advantage, sher linesmen, es-
pecially Captain Hogan, who was used
repeatedly to carry the ball, outplayed
the man against them, and Shevlin and
Neal at ends being fast down the field
under kicks and sure in their tackling.
Hoyt outclassed Sperry and Nicholas in
punting and was a worthy successor
to Mitchell, who taught him the art of
booting the ball. On Harvard's side
Brill showed up the best, although Mat-
thews who replaced Randall at left end
did finely.

MAINE LUMBER NEWS.

1,500,000 Feet of Last Year’s Logs
Frozen in—Cuts Everywhere
Will Be Reduced

(Bangor News.)

Contractor Willlam Connors is hav-
ing a hard time with the last steam
mill drive of the season, which arrived
at Bangor boom on Nov. 10 and con-
tained 82,000 logs, or about 10,000,000
feet. By rapid work abut 70,000 logs,
or 8,500,000 feet had been rafted on
Thursday night, leaving about 1,500,000
feet in the boom, of which about 850,-
000 feet are above the water works
dam and 650,000 feet in the section of
the bom below the dam. On Thursday
night these logs were frozen in and
could not be handled on Friday, the ice
being too strong to break with boats
and not strong enough to bear a man.
It is likely that a thaw will release the
logs, and that they will be rafted out.
otherwise, when the ice becomes
strong enough for men to go on, the
logs will have to be cut out and hauled
up on the shores, as if left where they
are they would be in danger of being
carired out in the spring freshet, caus-
ing much loss to owners and, possibly,
damage along the river.

Of the logs now in the boom, about
1,000,000 feet are owned by the Eastern
Mfg. Co., 375,000 feet by Lowell &
Engel and the remainder to F, H.
Stickland, the Sterns Lumber Co. and
the-Sargent Lumber Co. About 80,000,-
000 feet of logs have been rafted at

Bangor boom this year, this breaking,

all records, the greatest previous year’s
rafting having ben about 72,000,000.

It is said that only about two-thirds
the usual number of horses and men
have been sent into the woods of the
Penobscot region this fall, and that the
cut will be correspondingly reduced.

The St. John river operators have
reduced wages of woodsmen from $30,
last year’'s price, to $26 2 month, have
started a month later and expect to
make a cut of only 70,000,000 feet—just
on2 half of last year’s cut. There is
about 18,000,000 feet of last year’s logs
hung up, and 30,000,000 feet still in the
booms not rafted, making a total stock
of 48,000,000 to carry over. With all
this to come down, and a clean drive
of the new logs, the St. John mills
would have a total of 118,000,000 feet
to saw in 1905. But such good luck
cannot safely be counted on, and it
looks like rather quiet times on the St.
John next summer.

On the Kennebec, operations are be-
ginning late, and the lumbermen are
rather undeécided as to the size of their
cut. The cut will be, however, consid-
erably less than last winter’'s. The
Hollingsworth & Whitney Co. will be
the largest operator, getting 30,000,000
feet, or the same as last year. This
company has seven camps in operation
on the Lily Bay lands, Moosehead, pur-
chased last summer from the Shaw
estate—a tract of 36,000 acres. This
season, in addition to their new cut
last winter, the eompany received 15,-
000,000 feet of logs that had been left
on the landings or hung up in the
previous season, and of this great
quantity of logs 30,000,000 feet are now
piled up about the mills at Winslow,
to be made into pulp.

As illustrating the extent to which a
Maine railroad is dependent upon for-
est products for its freight traffic, the
report of the Dangor & Aroostook R.
R. for the year ending June 30, 1904,
shows that of a total of 2,030,336,488
pounds of freight carried, 1,046,493,232
pounds were products of the forest,
while products of agriculture contrib-
uted 452,510,523 pounds and all other
traffic 531,332,733 pounds. .

The Bangor & Aroostook R. R. offi-
cials estimate the daily capaédity of saw
mills in northern Maine, nearly all of
whose products are carried on the B. &
A. as follows: Long lumber, 1,270,000
feet; -shingles, 1,275,000; laths, 621,000.

The mill of the Twin Lakes Lumber
Co. was shut down for the season, Fri-
day. This mill has employed a crew
of sixty men.

0. C. Ward will cut 6,250,000 feet of
logs on Machias waters this seasoh,
also 3,000 cords of pulp wood.

The Narraguagus river logs cut this
winter will be only about 6,000,000 feet,
of which G. R. Campbell & Co. will get
5,500,000, A. L. Stewart and Joseph
Wyman, 500,000, William M. Nash &
Sons will not operate this winter, thus
reducing the cut on the river by 2,500,-
000 feet.

The first steamer ever loaded with
lumber at Portland for the Argentine
Republic is the Osceola, now taking on
700,000 feet of Canadian spruce there
for the Marrett Lumber Co.

ST. PETERSBURG, Nov. 2.—The
Zemstvo representatives meeting to-
day adopted the remainder of the
memorial and besides considering sev-
eral supplementary articles, providing
for practical co-operation of the Zem-
stvos in the Red Cross work and for
extension of school facilities. The
vote on the question of the adoption
of the memorial stood 88 to 10. The
meeting probably will be continued
several days. The memorial and min-
utes of the meeting will be sent to
Prince Sviatopolk Mirzy for transmis-
sion ‘to the emperor.

What the result will be is a matter
of speculation, but the men who have
participated in this meeting in most
cases are the most influential men in
their respective provinces and are re-

solved to press the movement every- |

where with the greatest vigor.

A Zemstvo banquet will be arranged
for Dec. 4th, the fortieth anniversary
of the emancipation proclamation is-
sued by Alexander II., and on this oc-
casion speeches along the lines of the
memorial will be made. Later the
Zemstvos, which are to meet in Dec.
14, will be urged to adopt resolutions
embodying a similar programme of
agitation.

The government’s attitude is awaited
with breathless interest. The mere
fact that a mesting with such a pro-
gramme was permitted, although offi-
cial auspices were denied, it is unpre-
cedented; but the vigorous character
of the memorial adopted and the reso-
lutions to push the agitation must
compel the government to act.

The Associated Press has heard that
recently the emperor has spoken much
of M. Witte’s famous memorandum,
written just before his fall, on the ad-
visabllity of yielding the people a voice
in the government. One thing which
must commend itself strongly to the
emperor is the fact that the memorial
represents the view of able and moder-
ate men who have no sympathy with
revolution. They have taken particu-
lar pains to discourage the student de-
monstrations which were planned for
Saturday and Sunday in front of the
Zazan Cathedral, and none occurred.

Not a single word about the meet-
ings have been printed in the news-
papers here, and yet the news has
spread everywhere and created a tre-
mendous stir and today was almost
the sole topic of discussion in St. Pet-
ersburg.

OUT AGAIN--IN AGAIN.

The Ups and Downs of Walter Dickey’s
Life in Halifax.

HALIFAX, Nov. 20—Walter A.
Dickey, the young man from Brooklyn,
who has been in jail here for a week
under a telegram from the Brooklyn
police on a charge of theft alleged to
have been committed in Brooklyn, New
York, came up yesterday before Judge
Rusself under writ of habeas corpus
and was discharged. The judge said
that arrest on a proceeding such as a
mere telegram would be wholly void
in the case of a fugitive from one state.

CHAPLAIN LANE IN CENTENARY.

Chaplain Lane, preaching in Centen-
ary’s pulpit yesterday morning, took as
his text St. John, 16th chapter, and 8th
verse: “And when He is come, He will
reprove the world of sin, and of right-

Here, said the preacher, religion is
brought down to a science. The cor-
rect rendering of the passage is some-
what as follows: And when He is come
He will demonstrate to you certain
things. This is the truer meaning, and
truth is a spiritual reproof of wrons.
Now science is rightly a demonst
tion, and therefore in this passage . .-
ligion may be said to have been re-
duced to a science.

Christ when He says these words is
teaching His disciples how to live, and
He draws lessons from nature, from
the green grass and the fresh budding
spring. It.is a truth that no one of
us knows how to live, knows how to
make the most of youth and of life.
Only those who have been drawn near
to the throne of God, and have receiv-
ed power from Him to do right, will
ever know how to live right, will learn
sufficient wisdom to avoid wrong.

Again, to demonstrate, two things
mre required—first, an intelligence to
appeal to, and second, a conscience to
work through. In contrast with brute
nature, man is endowed with both of
these, and therefore the word of God
can reach the heart of man . and teach
him to live right. As a pupil must be
in harmony with his teacher to catch
the spirit of the instructor’s effort, so
must we conform with God’s will, and
give ourselves unreservedly to His ser-
vice.

Mr. Lane’s sermon in the evening
was of a most original character.

WITH HULL FLEET

Everet Whalen Was on One
of the Trawlers

When Fired ‘Upon by the Cussians in
the North Sea.

*e

(Transcript.)

Everett Whalen, aged 25 years, a re-
sident from boyhood of Moncton, N.
B., and son of the late George Whalen,
was on one of the Hull fishing tzawl-
ers when fired upon on the Dogger
Bank by the Baltic division of the Rus-
sian flest on October 21st. ®

If there is anything important doing,
a Monctonian is sure to be somewhere
around. Everett Whalen, who until
seven or eight years ago lived in Monc-
ton from early childhood, and who
came here from Prince Edward Island,
left Moncton for England. Since that
time he has been in regular correspon-
dence with ex-Ald. J. 'W. Whitehead.
The latter this week was surprised to
receive a letter from Whalen enclos-
ing a memorial card of the Dogger
Bank fatality and stating that Whalen
was in the fleet when fired on and re-
turned to Hull with the bodies of the
murdered fishermen.

In the course of his letter he says:
“I am now in a ship (a trawler) named
the Ouse, in this fleet. We had a great
time of it with the Russians. I believe
that if it had been fine steady weather
at the time they would have sunk the
lot of us. We left for home the next
morning and were there for the funeral
of the victims. Such a sight was never
seen in Hull before. We stop out here
at gea five weeks at a time. England
is all in an uproar about the cowardly
act.”

The memorial card ' bears on the
frontispiece the words, “Until the Day
Breaks,” and the inside pages bear a
cut of a steam trawler, with the words:
“To the memory of the Hull fishermen,
George H. Smith -and John Leggott,
who lost their lives through the Rus-
sian Baltic fleet blunder, on the Dog-
ger Bank, on October 21st, 1904."”

In rebuilding the King of Korea’'s pal-
ace, which was recently destroyed by
fire, papier mache will be solely employ-
ed, and one thousand Koreans, especi-
ally selected for their strong jaws are
to be employed in chewing it up ready
to be used.

In some parts of Russia a paper
house is hardly a novelty. Even the
chimneys are built of prepared paper.
In other Russian towns paper has been
used for paving streets, though it has
proved somewhat costly. But for
court yards, mansions and other uses
where the cost is a lesser consideration
it is frequently used.

An Austrian daily has been com-
pressed into a small yacht; with deck,
masts, centreboard, and-all the equip-
ments. It required an enormous pres-
sure and 2,500 leaves to do this. It is
fifteen feet long and the inventor has
made several trips in it.

Krupp, the great gun maker, made
before his death a number of field
pieces out of paper, and despite their
small weight they offered greater re-
sistance than steel field pieces of the
same calibre.

They
are said to give great satisfaction and
are guaranteed to be very durable.

Crowds Attend Séance in
York Theatre.

Many Use the Medium’s Influence
to Gall Up Spirits From- the
Other World.

Madame Cunningham, the spiritual-
ist, drew a magnificent audience at the
York Theatre last night. It is some
years since a professional spiritualist
was heard in public here, but inter-
est in the mysterious belief of spiritual-
ism' has evidently spread among the
people.

Advise them
by all means to make changes; cer-
tain conditions known to them are ful-
filled.

No one would raise a hand in sign of
having written either this or the sec-
ond note, and Mrs. . Cunningham be-

| came angry and disclosed the contents

of the note, which was from a young
man.

and will I ever be able to marry the
girl I love?” signed Fred. No hand
was raised in sign of ownership and
Mrs. Cunningham scolded the unknown
Fred in rosand terms; nor did she blame
him for not recognizing his note.

TAKING ON COAL AT SEA

Large quantities of coal have been
taken to sea to replenish the bunkers
of the Russian war fleet on its way to
the Orient. The comparatively new
expedients for coaling -steamships at
sea will have the most thorough tests
given to them. The result of experi-
ments with the transfer of coal in seas
not too rough seems to have placed the
work on a practical basis . Ever since
Admiral Seymour succeeded in coaling
the British naval fleet in the Mediter-
ranean during the short campaign of
1882 against Egypt the problem has
been regarded as needing only better
appliances for its full solution.

No nation has since been compelled
in the stress of war times to develop
a systemVof sea-coaling, though in 1898
in the late war with Spain, the United
States navy occasionally coaled at sea,
but while the large fleet lay off San-
tiago for many weeks it made a coal
depot ‘at Guantanamo Bay, to which
vessels were sent for renewal of sup-
plies.

In the early days of experimentation
it was thought that to coal successfully
the colliers and warships must seek the
quieter waters inshore, outside of the
three-mile limit, but with the appli-
ances and methods since invented ves-
sels have been coaled far out at sea
and in stiff winds if the water sur-
face were not too tumultuous. The
Russians themselves have been prom-
inent in these experiments and a series
of pictures published last spring show-
ed the Dbattleship Retvizan coaling
while under way.

The method now used is to have the
collier in tow of the steamer to be
coaled. An overhead cable extends
from the aftermast of tl.. warship to
the foremast of the collier and on the
eable is a traveller provided with hooks
for carrying buckets of coal. The full
buckets are sent over to the warship
and returned empty.

In this way from 25 to 40 tons of
coal have been transferred to the hold
of a warship in an hour while the ves-
sel was steaming at the rate of 10 or 11
knots. With a sufficient number of
colliers the Russians are not likely to
suffer for lack of steam power on
their long journey to the other side of
the world.
