That
is, salvation in the sense of reconciliation
and union with UGod, was completed
when they accepted Christ by faith j sal-
vation in the sense-of growth in grace,
was golng on; salvation in the seuse of
perfection of being, soul and body, was
reserved for the future. Or, as the theo-
logisus say, saleation is begur in regen-
eration, continued in sanctification, com-
pleted in glorification.  “Confession
unto salvation” has to do with the weo-
ond stage, our growth in grace, our re-
building in christian character, as well
aa heing an e¥idence of the faith through
which we enter the firet stage.
