But it would seem
a2 though the day is coming when so much
strictly ~ junvenile fiction. will not be
written—a day when the rising generation
will be more quickly and more directly in-
itiated into the really great boeks which are
the supreme heritage of the human race.

A Physician Wanted 8500 for one From an
Iosurance Man.

Havurax, April 1,—The Chronicle the
other morning stated that one of the pro-
spective candidates for aldermanic honors
went on a “‘jollification” the night betore.

The Amherst man found it necessary in
order to obtain the amount of the policy,
to obtain & certificate of death from the
dootor who had attended the case.

$500. The result of this visit to the States
has not yet been learned, but the dootor
may depend on it that the Amherst bene-
ficiary will wait awhile ere he pays $500
for the privilege of drawing the money
which any other physician would make pos-
sible, it it lay in his power for s mominal
fee. The law seems strange that would
give a grasping doctor such power.

The citi-
zen's are to get the federal government
to erect a hospital that shall be a credit to
the city, and failing this geta grant from
the Dominion governmen®, another from
the local government, and a third from the
city, and a city council, the remainder to
be raised by subscription, “or otherwise™
and the income from the different benefit
societies of the city is to make the inatitation
self supporting. Perhaps it might, but ¢
have my doubts, and it i3 just possible
that the benefit sociaties might not exactly
care to have their incomes garmsheed in
this manner; they might require a little
ready cash to pay their own expenses.

Of one thing I am satisfisd—if Moncton
bad an hospisal, the county would, in all
likelihood refuse to contribute one cent
towards its support, but the sick poor from
all points in Westmorland county, would
no longer be cared for at their respective
almshouses, but passed on to Moncton
hospital, and the city left to bear the burden
of their support. This which would be all
right enough, i the city oould afford it,
but untortunately it can’t.

To go back to the point from which I
started—the hospital, besides being much
the most expensive memorial, would bene-
fit the few, while thesquars would be ot
unestimable benefit to the whole population.
There are ten thousand people in Moncton
and a very large proportion of these are
working men and women whose lives are
spentin daily toil, and who contribute their
just proportion to the city's revenue, but
in all this city, though there are churches,
and societies galore to look after his spirit-
ual welfare, there is not one spot where the
working msn can turn aside from the
bustle and heat and rest himself for & few
moments ; or where he can take his fomily
of & summer's evening, or & Sunday atter-
noon, for atew hours of rest and recrea-
tion

Surely the well need looking alter
slmost as much as the sick, in order that
they may preserve their health, and there
is no better tonio than fresh air.

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4ADAUGHTER’S STRANGE TOMB.

A Mourning Father’s Tribute Over a Weo-
(2man’s Early Grave.
Bucharest has, perhaps, the strangest
tomb ever erected in a civilized land. It
stands over the - embalmed body of Julia
Haesden, a young authoress, who died six
years ago. Her father, Professor Hasden,
of the University of Bucharest, believes,
says the New York Tribune, that he is able
to communicate with bis lost child. He
sits every day for hours by the side of her
c:ffin, and occasionally surprises his fel-
low scientists by gravely quoting some re-
marks that she has made to him.
The tomb is constructed, so it is claimed
in accordsnce with plans outlined to the
father by the daughter after her death.
Itis in the Greek cemetery. The structure
is of marble. Over the entrance and under
the name ‘Julia Hasden’is a niche filled
with her well-worn school books. As one
@ iters he is greeted with strains of unearth-
ly melody. At the entrance a huge slab of
black marble bears an inscription, which
may be translated: ‘Let those who seek
not knowledge pass by this grave, but
those who fain would learn the secret of
lite in death descend !’
The vault is paved with black and white
marble. Its walls are of the purest white
marble, with inscriptions in letters of gold.
These according to Prof. Hasden, ave re
marks culled from the conversations he has
bad with hia daughter since her death.
Here and ther, gre quaint little triangalar
stools. Close to the stairway stands two
handsomely d ted mirrors, whieh
iormerly adorned Julis Hesden's boudoir.
At the further end of the vault, behind a
white marble balustrade, is an exquisitely
carved sarcophagus containing the body of
the young girl. The coffia is so arranged
that by drawing back a slide the broken-
hearted parents may still gsze on the face
ot their child. Two colored lamps burn con-
tioually at either end of the sarcophagus.

In the centre of the balustrade stands
a beautilul bust of the young Romanian
woman. It represénts he 4s a handsome
clever looking girl, attired in & moderd
evenino dress, A white veil is drawn over
it to preserve it from the dust, and at the
waist nestle a few faded roees, held in
place by long satin ribbons that float to
the ground. They are the flowers and
ribbons that Julia Hasden wore at her
last ball.

Ripe for the Harvest,
A missionary of the American Board
writing from the Madura region tells of &
great movement towards Christianity:
*During the year we have had formed
#six mew congregations, wih a total of
about two bundred souls, including men,
women and children. These congregations
wera formed in places where thers were
previously no Christians. They. do not come
singly. That would be very difficult, and
would involve starvation or some financial
help from us. A man’s entire caste snd his
own faniily wonld csst him out. No one
would give bim work, food or shelter.
They generally come to us in a body. all
of one caste in a village and after much
public deliberation © For example, in a
village twelva miles from hera there were
ninety Shanars who came over to us last
year. In January of this year forly-five
pariahs, or outcasts, in the same place
joined us, but tkey lived on a different
street. A Christian woman' moved to that
place, and by her advice and the catechist’s
effor's they all decided to join us. We
have not been able to build them a church
yet. When I preached to them two weeks
ago, they listened like hungry men and
women. They bave developed so well
during these ten months tbat four or five
are now ready for admission to the church,
and more will soon follow. As the services
are all beld in the street, baptism and the
Lord’s Supper are out of the question.
When a people join us in this manner we
do not immediately receive them to the
church. They need instruction and testing.
But they have renounced idolatry and put

THE ABAKWEZIA DANCE.

It is the Most Popular Ceremonial Among
South African Savages.

The abakweta dance, the wild war dance
ot the Umtata youths, is the most famous
savage caremonial in South Africa and a
rite seldom witnessed by European eyes,
says Pearson's weekly. This barbaric
dance has a curious place in the bridal
customs. In Umtats, whichis the pative
state i the east of C:p2 Colony, in South
Africa, every able-bodied youth is taken
from his parents just before arriving at the
age of hood and maintsined at public
expense for one year. During this
transition period the young men
are known as abakwetas or neophy-

mothers and families—for the dance is a
public one—long capes of straw, much like
the skirts, are worn over the face. These,
too are hot and heavy and chafe the skin.
The abakweta who flags under the
tatigue or torture ot the dance is looked
upon with contempt. ‘If he breaks down
completely he is sent back to the women
and torever loses his position in the tribe.
The rest are applauded and encouraged by
their instructors. After a year of this
train'ng they cease to be abakwetasjand be-
com3 tull-fladged warriors, entitled to all
the rights and privileges of men. Those
who can survive the terrible training have
proved themselves fitted to undertake the
responsibilities of the South African war-
riorship.

Sow a Man Spent Some Time as a Prisoner
In the Weods.

The student of natursl history who in-

DB LESSEPS AND MEHEMET ALIL

Wby the Prisoners From Nazareth Were
Quickly Liberated.

Monsieur De Lesseps, the builder of the
Suez Canal, was nothing if not picturesque.
His somewbat abrupt and interesting
qualities—for he did everything as if it
were a bit of ‘‘play-acting”—made him
very much liked by the Egyptian potentates
in the old days in that country, when the
will of the pasha was law. M. Anatole
France, & new French academician, to
whom the task has lately fallen of eulogiz-
ing his pred in the academic chair,
—that predecessor having been Monsieur
De Lesseps,—has found some new anec-
dotes of the great canal-builder.

One of these relates to the time when
Dé Lossépewas in Egypt as president of &
sibitary commission, 1834. In this
capagity ifs became his duty to .inspect 8
great number of convicts in the Egyptian
galleys, And smong these he found upward
of, four hundred Syrisns from Nazareth, all
Qhristisps, whohad been brought in chains
from Sygis; political prisoners, as the re-
régult ‘of, & foray into that country by
lbu.lih,l' asha, the son of the famous
viceroy, Mebomet Ali.

.The Nagarenes no sooner found an
officia],. Frenchman among tbem than they
began to beseech him to do scmothing to
get them free. “De Lesseps bad no diplo-,
matic functiotis whatever, but his heart was
touched by the appeal, and as be had al-
ready become known to the viceroy, and
felt qure that he bad made a favorable 1m-
pression upon him, he set about procuring
the release of the prisoners.

Mehemet Ali sbook his head when he
bad heard Tie Lessep’s plea. :

“¢These ars wy son Ibrahim’s prisoners,’
he geid, ‘and I could no more handle him
in éuch ¢ mistter than I could handle the
hghﬁmig' ; .
But De Lesseps was not to be put off in
gich's way. He persisted in his applica-
tion, and ds'Mehemet had at that time rea-
adng for vuhmf to stand well with the
