Powetful and Eloguent Reply
Made to Hon. Mr. Fielding
By Hon. Arthur Meighen

Attacks Three Phases of His
the Ridiculousness of the

Address of Friday, Picturing
Statements — Champions the

Prime Minister’s Work in England, Where He is Giving
His Best for Canada’s Cause in the World’s Deliberations
on Peace Matters—Shows the Inconsistency of Mr.

Fielding’s Position.

Ottawa, March 17.—A powerful and
eloquent reply to Hon, W. 8. Fielding
was made by Hon. Arthur Meighen in
the debate today. He dealt with only
three phases of Mr. Fielding's speech,
his claim that this was not a free par-
liament; his attack on the war times
election act, and his complaint that
Canada should mot be represented at
the peace conference.

“Anyone who has watched the pro-
ceedings and observed the extraordin-
ary at here of ind d in
this house,” declared Mr. Meighen,
amid cheers, “and hag seen the latj-
tude and freedom of criticlsm, will
have difficulty in coming to the con-
clusion that this parliament of all par-
liaments is shackled.” Mr. Fielding's
specific instance of a shackled parlia-
ment was the title's debate of a year
ago. Mr. Meighen pointed out that

‘the government had come to a con-

clusion on this subject before the de-
bate had arisen and had outlined its
views in an order in council, which
they had laid before the imperial guth-
orities. The British government had
asked for a conference, In view of
this, following all British precedents if
the government had been beaten on
this matter of polioy, it would have
had no alternative but to resign. Sir
Robert Borden had hot made a threat
to the House at that time, he was sim-
ply following British constitutionad
practice.

Mr. Meighen could not gee the ob-
ject of the attack on the war times
election act. Mr. Fielding approved ot
union and of a government elected un-
der this act. He knew tais act automa
tically expired with demobilization,
and that the government had no inten-
tion of a further appeal under it be-
fore it expired. There was no prac-
tical end to be served by his denun-
ciation of it, In defending the act he
was speaking as a member of the old
government responsible for it. The
veason for the act was clear. It de-
{ranchised men who, by bonds of kin-
ship to the enemies of the nation, were
not in a position freely as Canadian
citizens to decide od the issue before
the people. In hig judgment this was
sufficient cause. Mr. Fielding had
made the strange statement that ow-
ing to the disfranchisement of these
citizens, the honor of Canadians had
suffered a severe catastrophe. Mr.
Meighen -said this was not the first
time Canadian citizens had been dis
franchised.

Mr. Fielding had left provincial pol
tics.

This argument Mr. Fielding
had supported was ten times more
powerful when applied to the disfran-
chisement of aliens born in an enemy
country.

He couid not believe
that the opposition members, who
had so loudly applauded Mr. Welding’s
stand that Canada could be best rep-
resented by Great Britain, would find
much endorsement among their consti-
tuents. This brought a hearty “hear,
hear,” from Hon, Charles Murphy. Mr.
Meighen went over the various points
in President Wilson's fourteen planks.
and said there was wearcely a subject
in which Canada had not a distant in-
terest. Mr. Fielding had sneered at
the fact that Sir Robert Borden was
present on the council of ten, when
Serbia’'s boundaries were being tixed,
and asked what interest had Canada
in the boundaries of that Balkan
state. “Sixty thousand Canadians
lost their lives,” declared the minister
of interior eloquently, “and we don't
have to trace back the causes of the
war far to come to the boundaries of
Serbia. On the delintation of t he
boundaries of these nations on prin-
ciples of right and mationality, on the
fundamental equity between nations,
will be determined the peace of gen-
€rations.”

Replying to the claim of Fielding
that Sir Robert Borden had no bysi-
ness to have gone overseas last No-
vember, Mr. Meighen sald that the
prime minister went only after repeat-
ed edlicitation. from ‘Lloyd . George,
who had asked him to come early to
give hig services to the whole empire
in determining the conclusion of the
Peace Conference and in settling the
arrangementg leading up to the gath-
éring. Mr. Fielding’s argument that
Canada had no morg right to he rep-
resented than New York State was
ridiculous. New York State had a
say in the selection of the American
delegates, but Canada had no voice
in the selection of British delegates.

LIBERIA

Paris, March 16.—From a little strip
of West African coast four degrees
nonth of the equator two negroes have
come to the peace conference to re-
mind the.world, and particularly the
United States, that Liberia is a child
of America and still needs American
protection and assistance.

Mr. King, Secretary of State for Li-
beria, and Mr, Dunbar, a Liberian edu-
cated at Lincaln College, Pennsylvania
are at Paris awaiting an opportunity
to present their case at the confer
ence. Mr. Worley, the American fin-
ancial adviser and general receiver for
Liberia 1s on his way from the United
States to join them in their efforts.

The appeal of Liberia for the friend-
ly interest of America is not new. It
was set forth in 1907 by a Liberian
commission which visited America and
and which received there the encear-
agement of President Roosevelt; it
was put before the Senate by the Am?
erican commfssion that went to Liber
fa fn 1908 and was given the support
of the State Department.

Years ASd to Troubles.

Now, in the days when new bound-
aries are being drawn and new politi
cal alignments are being made at
Paris, the Lilberian delegates have
come from the outpost of American
republican institutio m the contin-
ent of Africa to tell the same story
with the experience of ten more years
of trouble to add as new data in sup-
port of their programme

Briefly stated, it is that the Undited
States act as a ma tary power to
whom authority be delegated by the
proposed league of nations to guide
Liberia in its relations with other
powers and to assist it in ibs intermal
development; that the United States
xtend its aid in the event of further
boundary disputes arising with France
and Great Britain; that the, United
States help Liberia in i#ts internal and
external financial problems, and direct
and organize a constabulary force in
Liberia on some such lines as the con-
stabulary of the Philippines. In re
turn Liberia willing to grant the
United States a coaling station and
naval base on her coast and give a
hospitable welcome to American capi-
tal and the American negro who
wishes to find a new home in Africa.

€

Surrounded by French and British.

A glance at the map of Africa as it
was partitionod by the European pow-
ens reveals sone of the difficulties un-
der which the fittle African Republic
has labored in recent years. The great
French emp in Africa, greater than
Burope itself, almost surrounds Liber-
fa, the Fr Ivory Coast pressing
down on it frc orth and east. Sierra
Leone, the British colony on the coast,
adjoins Liberia on the north.

Liberia’s history since its organiza-
tion as a republic has beer ome of
constant retrocession before the un-
conscious
north and ea
perior races the race for African
territory. The survivale of Liberia
has been due to a certain tact on the
part of the government, and to the
fact that both France and Great Bri-
tain have been aware of the friendly,
if very casual, interest of America in
the fate of the African Republic.

Lost Land by Treaties.

By the treaty of 1892, according to
the official report of the American
commission of 1908, Liberia lost to

France sixty miles of coast and ex-
territory The survival of Liberia
by the treaty of 1907 2,000 square
miles of territory. In 1885, by a

treaty with Great Britain, Liberia lost
considerable coast line to the north.
Two loans of small amounts by Brit-
ish capital, very disadvantageous to
Liberia, almost led to her undoing,
and finally forced her to accept a Brit-
ish receivership and control of her
customs by the British. British di-
rection of the Liberian constabulary
resulted disastrously on account ot
the unfortunate personnel intrusted
with the task 1t, too, almost brought
about British occupation of Liberia,
As a result of these incidents there
is a very decided anti-British and
anti-French feeling in Liberia,

Railway Offer Goes Unanswered.

At the present time there is an
offer of some years standing before
the Liberian legislature. It is from a

French development company whicn |

proposes to construct a railway into
the interior. But though Liberia needs
the railway badly for the develop-
ment of her rich interior, she looks
upon the French railway as the enter-
ing wedge for French occupation of
her territory, And go the offer stands,
Liberia not wishing to say “Yes” and
hardly daring to say “No."”

From 1906 to 1812 diplomatic in-
trigue had led to chaos in the little
state. France insisted upon French
officers sharing in the control of the
natives constabulary. Germany had
absorbed about 80 per cent. of the
trade of Liberia and was asking for a
Jarger hand in affairs.

InterMational Control Fails.

On this commission France, Great
Britaln, Germany and the United
States were represented, the repre-
sentative of the United States being
genemal receiver, with two votes im
case of a tie.

But the receivers of the Huropean
bowers were much more anxious to
protect the interests of their respec-
tive countries in Liberia than to help
Liberia out of her difficulties, and thus
the receivership proved inefficient.
Now Liberia asks again what she ask-
ed before—that one disinterested par-
ty be left to guide her in her develop-
ment as an independent state.

A recounting of the history of the
Liberian Republic partly accounts for
the selection of America for the task.
In 1781 Thomas Jefferson advocated
the abolition of slavery and the de-
portation and colonization of negroes
in Africa. As early as 1773 there was
missionary propaganda in America to
the same effect. From 1826 to 1845
the United States appropriated money
to further the effort of sending ne-
groes to Africa. .

Republic Founded in 1847.

In 1817 missionary societies sent a
ship to negotiate for a colony near
Sierra Leone, and in 1821 the first ship
from America arrived there with ne-
groes to found the first settlement. In
1847 the Republic of Liberia was
founded, based upon a constitution
which was almost a copy of that of
Massachusetts with executive, legisla-
tive and judicial functions after the
American model. The language was,
of course, English,

Great Britain recognized the new
state the year after, and other Furo-
pean states followed suit. The United
States, still a slave state, waited until
1862. But the United States had par
ticipated in the initial ac! of coloniza-

tion. Aid was given by the American
navy.
There a great deal of religious

omotionalism in the American interest
in Liberia. When it had ebbed some-
what, and when it became clear that
Liberia was not the solution of the
negro problem in the United States,
Liberia was left to shuffle along for
the most part by itself.

Today the republic has a population
of about 2,000,000, of which less than
100,000 have some degree of civilza-
tion. The American Liberians and
their descendants number about 40,
000. They live along the coast and
are the dominating element. They
came out of slavery—poor and igno-
rant—and. were set down on the Afri-
camn coast to live or die, according
to their ability to stand equatorial ma-
laria and to adjust themselves to the
requirements of pioneer life. The test.
imony today is that they have dons
remarkably well.

There have been no revolutions in
Liberia; the government has been for
the most part wisely directed as far
as a simple people can direct a gov-
ernment with a great hinterland of na-
tive tribes to control and the constant
menace of absorption by European
powers.

The nation lacks capital. Liberia
has a coast line of 350 miles and is
about 200 miles wide—about the size
of the state of Indiana. Its interior
is rich in tropical products—rubber,
palm nuts and oils, ivory, and fiber.
It has a thriving coffee trade umtil
Brazilian competition drove it from
the markets.

At present the great industrial neea
is for roads tapping the interior. They
would open up the country’s resour-
ces. That is one reason why Libara
needs such a power as the United
States to guarantee its stability ang
independence under careful supervis-
ion. It would give foreign capital
confidence in the future of Liberia
and lead to investments.

America has taken steps in Liberia
which will make it difficult for her to
withdraw. In 1912 she took a lead-
ing part in helping Liberia financially
by the advance of a loan of §1,700,000,
Her representative became general re-
ceiver. Last fall she advanced $5,000,-
000 more, the largest loan Liberia has
ever raised. Since 1912 America of-
ficers have replaced British in direct-
ing Liberia’s constabulary. American
missionary interests are still impor-
tant. Liberia is America’s child. The
world knows t, It will hardly be pos-
sible for America to disown its off-
spring at the peace conference.

Arrived on Minnedosa—
Following Mexican War He
Went to France.

One of the few American soldiers
who arrived on the Miunedosa yester-
day was Courler W. A. Nell, Boston,
o member of the first American Kx-
peditionary Forces,

Nell was a momber of the compo-
site American forne which campaign-
ed along the Riv Uwaude during the
fracas with the Mealvwus, Later, when
the expeditionary army was mobilis-
ed for overseas duty, he joined the
65th U, 8, Artillery, trained at Galves.
ton, Texas, and salled with his unit
from Boston in December, 1917,

Arriving in France his unit was ik
leted in a French town and later mow
ed up to a French yeserve line trench
whaere they became acoustomed to thé
heavy shelling ana il ne passsur pas
modern trench warfare, As they grew
proficient they wore moved up to the
second line and flnally were used as a
relleving unit Coming up to the front
line on the Argonne sector, Nell sald
that he often saw the Fritzsles coming
out in broad deylight to tule a bath
in the sholl holes of Nu Man's Land.
Of course the doughwnoys, new to the
trenches, wanted to enoot everything
they saw moving, but the Pollus told
the Yanks to go easy with the Huns
or they would bring down a return
fire.

Nell, who was attached to a trench
mortar section of his battery, wanted
o taste of open warfare so he volun-
teored and was accepted as o dispatch
rider, As a courler he saw action in
the three important battles in which
the Yanks took part—Chateau Thierry,
Mihiel and the Argonus. He was gass
ed once, but esuayel without a wound,
though he has had some very narrow
escdpes, especially at Verdun, where
five companions, who were talking,
Joking and reading letters from home
dround him, were Instantly killed by
Hying shrapnel., He s now returning
trom Cologne, where he served with
the army of occupation, &

American expeditionary force is op-
poeed to the wanderings of the Unitea
Statea president. [luey do not thina

Those Who Are in Position to
Speak Believe Shoes Will be
Higher Than Before the
Armistice.

From those who are well qualified
to speak relative to the prices of
shoes for the fall 1919 sdason it would
appear that instead of having lower
costs, prices have already advanced:
80 that today raw materials cost more
than when the armistice was signed.

In normal times we import 98 per
cont. of the goatskins, 56 per cent. of
the calfskins and 45 per cent. of the
hides consumed in this country. In
order that all available shipping facili
ties might be diverted to winning the
war, importations by this country were
greatly ourtailed, to an extent which
would represent 50 per cent. As a re-
sult we have been living off “our fat”
and raw stocks in this country are
depletad, The maximum price set up
the government are off the prices of
raw stock have advanced from 5 per
cent, to 26 per cent.

It must be borne in mind that con-
ditions in the shoe and leather indus-
try are quite different from conditions
in the cotton, wool, steel and other
industries. Many products have ad-
vanced from 200 per cent. to 800 per
cent., whereas shoes and leather have
advanced from 60 per cent. to 100
per cent.,, and as eompared with other
basic materials they are the cheapest
in the world.

The conclusion, therefore, s that
with as absolute shortage of raw ma.
terial, plus an abnormal foreign de.
mand, prices will not only maintain
for fall, but with an almost certainty
will increase and purchasers are not
only justified but owe it to their busi
ness to place their advance orders
now for fall requirements.

On the West, accprding to the news.
paper, the corridor will begin on the
shore of the Baitle, west of Danzig,
and will Include a small part of Pom-
erania which is inhabited by Poles.
Thence it will run east of Lauenburg
and, continuing southward, east of
Konitz and Schneidemuhl. The east.
ern horder of the corridor will run
through Frigsche Nehrung, which
(ivides, thence through Frische Haft
tc the west of Elbing and Osterode,
which are left to Germany, and thence
€puth to the present Prussian-Poland
Lorder. The western border of Po.
land, from Schneidemuhl southward
will give Birnbaum, Lissa and Kroto-
echin to Poland. In German Silesia
the Poles will get the regions of Op-
peln and Kewpen. The Polish and
Ciech frontiers will meet east of Neu
stadt, south of Oppeln.

The Polish frontlers on the north,
easl and south have not yet been ¢
pleted by the commission.

Capt. Shiels enlisted in the
Flying Corps in 1917, received his
first aerial training in Canada, and

THORNE'S TODAY

Not a Single Complaint from
Any of Passengers Arriving
on Minnedosa Yesterday—
All Pleased With Attention
Accorded.

Another high record has been set
by the Canadian Pacific Ocean Service
for when the S. S. Minnedosa entered
port yesterday morning, she carried
nearly a thousand women and chil-
dren in addition to the 419 military
casualties and there was not a single
complaint regarding the food, the
steward service, nor the medical at-
tention from any one on board.

And most surprising of all, theve
had been no deaths at sea, and ouly
one hospital case was on board the
ship, this time a lady from the cabin
accommodations, who wasgsuffering
from incipient pnewmonia. - Outside of
this one instance there were no cases
of sickness on board, except the inevi-
table seasickness.

This most. satisfactory condition on
board the ship was largely due to the
untiring efforts of Ship Surgeon Dr.
Faille and D. H. Allan, thc chief
steward.

Mr.' Allan went beyond the duties
of other officers to assure the comfort
and health of his fellow passengers,
He appointed stewardesses to serve
during the entire long night watches,
a consideration which was greatly ap
preciated by the many mothers anu
women in the third class compart-
ments. At all bours, day and night,
therg was a plenteous supply of hot
milk, bovril, and cool milk for the
children, mothers and others, which
could be had for the asking, and espec
ial attenticn was paid to the food for
the younger children, who were mid-
way between the bottle and the knife
stage in their gustatory adventures.

Rev. T. Albert Moore in Cen-
tenary Hall Last Evening
Took for Subject *The
Church and Industry.”

“The Church and Industry” was the
subject of a very able and instructive
address delivered by Rev. T. Albert
Moore in Centenary hall last evening,
during the course of which he outlined
the social programme of the Metho-
dist church of Canada.

to provide sufficient funds, to do
this without expense to the men.
Taking the industrial life of the
country, the speaker sail usually
there was only two component parts
of industry recognized, but the churcn
sald there were four, capital, labor,
management and community, and in-|
dustry could not exist without any «
the four. Capital and labor both need-
ed management, and without a com-
munity to ¢onsume the product in-
dustry woull ‘have to go to the wall.
The church would apply to all the in-
dustrial life of Dominion the Golden
Rule, and this would end all strikes
and labor troubles and both capita:
and-labor would get a fair return for

what they put into their work.
In closing he made an eloquent ap
peal to the Methodists of St. John to
stand behind the movement and help
