Scheme Being Encouraged
By Canadian Club.

THE PROPOSAL.

Special Rates on Railways and
Steamboat Lines to Enable Can-
adians in United States to Have
Reunion in Native Provinces---
Attractions Suggested.

Boston, April 18.—The Canadian Club
of Boston is pushing the proposition to
establish an “Old Home” month for Can-

ada. There are in the state of Massachu-

setts alone some 207,000 and in greater,

Boston about 112,000 Canadians and it is
felt that a very large proportion of these
would return and visit their native prov-
inces, and a large number of tourists avail
themselves of special rates on railway and
steamboat lines, for a trip at that particu-
lar time. This would, of course, large-
ly increase the volume of business in the
summer between the United States and
Canada.

In order to bring this subject to a
succe:sful issue, the Canadian Club has
sent a letter to each of the boards of
trade throughout the dominion asking co-
operation and suggesting that each prov-
ince select some suitable week, and ar-
range special features and attractions.

WITH TRANSPORTATION PROBLEM.

Sir'Louis Davies Takes gtrong Stand

in Support of His De-

partment--Tells of Proposed Expenditures--Lightship
in Bay of Fundy--As to May 24 as Holiday,

Ottawa, April 18—(Special)—Before the
orders of the day were called in the com-
mons today, Mr. MacLean, of East York,
asked whether the 24th of May was to
be a public holiday this year.

The premier— “There is a bill to that
effect befere the house.”

Mr. MacLean—*I know, but the public
would like to know whether the govern-
ment will see that the bill goes through.”

The premier—“The public will be in-
formed in due time.”

Mr. Lefurgey, of East Prince, made =«
protest against the mail service to b 0 Ol
Island, especially as regards the west end
of the island. He said that the mails
were arriving 24 hours later than'’in win-
ter. .

Sir Louis Davies sajd that the difficul-
ties were greatly magnified. Any delays
were due to ice at Point DuChene Har-
bor, and to the fact that the service was
in the transition stage between winter and
summer navigation. He added that the
service had never been so satisfactory as
during the past winter.

The Transportation Problem.

Sir Louis Davies resumed the debate
upon the transportation problem. He did
not deal with the general question, but
confined himself to the charges against the
condition of the lights and buoys of the
St. Lawreince route, made on Wednesday
by Mr. Bickerdike. He said that Mr.
Bickerdike’s assertion that not a dollar
had been spent by the country upon the
harbor of Montreal, left an unfair infer-
ence. It would lead to the belief that
expenditure upon the St. Lawrence be-
tween Montreal and Quebec had been
made by Montreal, while, as a matter of
fact, it was made by the country. The
amount was $5,619,000.

Sir Louis next took up Mr. Bickerdike's
special charges. He said if Mr. Bicker-
dike’s extreme allegations were true he
had justified the action of the insurance
companies in raising rates. He, however
pointed out thet Mr. Bickerdike had pro
nounced the lights on P. E. Island w0 |
good while he (Sir Louis) could say this
statement was not correct. If Mr. Bieker-
dike's other statements were mnot truer
than those with respect to P. . Island.
then he (Sir Louis) was inclined to dis-
count them very much.

Sir Louis took up the condition of at-

fairs in the St. Lawrence between )101:t-
real and Quebec. He submitted evidence
to show that there had been no com-|
plaints of the buoy service on this part
of the houte. Incidentally he referred to
a difficulty in connection with the pilot- |
age experienced in former Yycars and
claimed that his bill passed last session
upon this subject provided an adequate |
remedy therefor,

As {o buoys the same was general be-
low Quebec, and the river was well light-
ed from Montreal to the Atlantic coast.

Addressing Mr. Bickerdike he said that
nothing was gained by belittling the St.
Lawrence route. The Americans used this
against the Canadian route and the insur-
ance companies argued that they were
justified in keeping up the rates.

Nearly all the partial losses were on ac-
count of improvident deck loading.

As to the current survey, it
was abandoned because of the expence,
the result not justifying the amount ex-
pended. In regard to the telegraph ser-
vice, it was increased by 1,000 miles.

Sugar, Molasses and Glucose Will Be Taxed — Export Duty

on Coal—Income Taxes Raised —Deficit Is Over

London, April 18.—The exceptional in-
terest taken in this year's budget state-
ment was evidenced by the crowded con-
dition of the house of commons when it

assembled this afternoon. The members |

were unusually numerous, while the ap-
pearance of the galleries testifiedl to the
deep interest of the public.in the fresh
taxation proposals required to meet the
expenditure for 1901-1902, which, accord-
ing to ‘a parliamentary paper issued this
afterncon, amounts to $938,010,000, inclu-
sive of war charges, this being an increase
of $164,505,000 over last year. The nation-
al balance sheet for 19011902, as shown
by the same paper, stands as follows:
Revenue, $651,925,000; expenditures, $917,-
660,000; net deficit, $266,035,000.

On the assembling of the house the
chancellor, Sir Michael ‘Hicks-Beach, an-
nounced the following increased taxes
and mew taxes to provide for the mew
demnands upon the treasury:

Income. tax, increased from 25 cents to
29 cents.

Sugar, a duty of $1.0¢ per - hundred
weight imposed.

Raw sugar, polarizing below 98, is to pay
a duty gradually diminishing, according to

each degrée of polarization, to a minimum |}

of 50 cents at a polarization of 76.

Molasses, a duty of 50 cents per hun- |

dredweight imposed.

Glucose, a duty of 40 cents per cwt. im-

sed.

The budget does not provide an increase
in the duties on beer, wine or tea, and
there is no increase in the duty on spirits
or tobacco.

The total expected yield of the new
taxation is $55,000,000, of which $10,500,-
0C0 will be from coal.

Mr Balfour, the government leader, in- |,

directly announced the forthcoming loan,
saving he hoped to introduce a resolution.
The chancellor of the exchequer, Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach, when he rose and
commenced the budget statement, was re-
ceived with applause. His opening sen-
tence was not promising. “During the
Jast five years,’said the chancellor,“we have
been invariably able to congratulate the
house on a general increase in the pros-
perity of the country, but the year 1900,
especially the last six months, showed
symptoms of a change. Our foreign trade
during - the year considerably increased,
but in value rather than in volume.”
The total receipts amounted to 8700,
095,000, and the expenditure to $917,960,-

000, of which 325,000,000 were for the |

war in South Africa and $15,000,000 for
China.

The chancellor of the exchequer pro-
posed to suspend the sinking fund and
horrow $300,000,000, and asked for per-
mission to extend the present borrowing
powers to borrowing on consols. The
loan will be in consols.

The deficit £53.207.000 showed that they
had paid £15,413,000 out of the revenue
for the cost of the war. The total amount
provided by the state last vear aggre-
gated the enormous sum of £198,346,000.

“As to the national debt.” said the
chaneeilor of the exchequer, “it stands in
painful contrast with last year. But the

funded debt had decreased by £1.425,000.

April first the national debt stood at
£687,500.000, an increase of £55,000,000 ou
account of the avar.”

Turning to the present year, the chan-
cellor of the exchequer said that the total
estimated expenditure was £187.600,000.
On the existing basis it was estimated that
the revenue would be £132,255,000, leav-
ing a deficit of about £55,000,000.
_“How 1s this deficit to be met? ‘asked
Sic Michael. “I will never be responsible
for the fatal policy of paying the whole
cost of the war out of loans without put-
ting a reasonable amount on the {ax pay-
ers of the day. The real difliculty, how-
ever, is not so much the cost of the war
in South: Africa as the operations in
China. as they will increase our ordinary
expenditure even if itlie war came to an
end within three or four months (this
statement caused cheering from the lrish
members), or sooner than the honorable
members suppose. Our ordinary expendi-
ture would not permit of the remittance
of the additional taxation proposed for
war purposes last year. It thereiore be-
comes necessary to put our expenditure
on broader bases. The country has reach-
ed a point when it is necessary to widen
the scope of taxation. but the direct tax-
payers must beav their share of the bur-
den.

“I propose that two pence shall hLe
added to the income tax, making one shill-
ing and two pence in the pound. The
extra two pence will vealize £3,800,000.
There will betan addition to the heer.

wine, tea, spirits or tobacco duties. I am
not disposed to impose a customs duty on
manufactured imported goods, as suggest-
ed by Sir Howard Vincent.

“The average comsumption of sugar is

56 pounds per head. Sugar is taxed in

every other community in Furope and i
taxed in the United States. In t'hiv'
country taxes remained on sugar long af-
ter the institution of free trade. Wha!
I propose is not a protective duty, but an
adequate public necessity
some duty, of which the laboring classes
should bear a fair share. The effect of
my proposals on the price of sugar is
doubtful, as the price of sugar is governed
by the bounty system. I propose a duty
on refined sugar of four shillings and
two pence a hundredweight. A halfpenny
per pound would be four shillings and
eight pence, so a margin of sixpence is
left to cover the customs handling, etc.
There is, therefore, no reason why a tax
of four shillings and two pence should
increase the renta} price more than a
halipenny per pound. The graduated scale
of taxation will be as follows:

“Refined sugar, which is polarized at
98.and upwards and which represents two-
thirds of the total imports, would pay the
full tax. This will diminish to a mini-
mum of two shillings per hundredweight
on raw sugar polarized at 76. This scale
is only tentative aid I am perfectly will-
ing to listen to criticism and the benefit
of experience and better knowledge.

“Molasses, in which are included the
grocery syrups consumed largely by the
poor, pay two shillings per hundred-
weight, and glucose, of which a great deal
has been heard lately and which is used
in the manufacture of jams and aerated
waters, will have to bear a tax of one
shilling and eight pence. I anticipate a
vield of £5,100,000 from this tax. The
West Indies will not be exempt.

“My next proposal is a novel one un-
known in this country for 45 years. It is
export duty of a shilling a ton on coal.
In aiming to sccure a revenue from conl,
I am not sacrificing trade. The impos-
tion of a shilling, which is infinitely less
than the fluctuations in price, will do ne
real injury to the coal trade, even sup-
posing that the export of coal is checked.
T.am not sure that even that result will
be an evil. From this source I expect
£2,100,000, making an aggregate of £11,-
000,000 from this taxation.

“My final balance sheet will be from
taxation a revenue of £122.200.000; from
non-taxation, £21,085,000, a total of £143,-
255,000. 1 propose to reduce the expendi-
ture by again suspending the sinking fund
to £183,962,000. This shows a deficit of
£39,707,000, to which must be added £1,-
950,000 for the fresh debt [ have to bor-
row. I must ask the house to give me
borrowing powers considerably in excess
of this deficit of £41,000,000. In order to
finance the Exchequer I ask powers to
borrow £60,000,000 .by means. of consols.

As to obtaining contributions from the
Transvaal, Sir David Barbour’s reports are
not encouraging at present. I think the
house will see that war has brought that
country to the verge of ruin. (Oppo=ition
cheers greeted this remark). This can no
longer be considered. The small war has
cost £151,000,000; double the cost of the
Crimean war. There was £67,000,000 of
the unfunded debt redeemable within the
next ten years.

“I have tried to put before the house
a true account of our finances for the pres-
ent and immediate future. In our time
no chancellor of the Exchequer has ha:l
so difficult a task and nome has hatl 2
n.orve indulgent audience.”

Qir Michael Hicks-Beach concluded at
6.4+ p. m., amidst loud applause, having
spoken two hours and twenty-six minutes.

Sir. William Vernon Harcourt compli-
mented the chancellor of the Exchequer
on the ability he had shown, declaring
that his speech was characterized by hon-
esty, a quality very much lacking in the
conduct of the war, in telling the house
and the country the truth in regard to
the nosition.

Phe bhudget. continued Sir William Ver-
non Harcourt, was but a chapter in the
disastrous incident of the war. Tt was
proposed - to borrow altogether £127,000,-
000 more, four times as much as was bor-
rowed for tlre Crimean war.

Sir William argued that England was
not as strong now as she was at the close
of the Fremch war and declared in con-
clusion that it - was-the most disastrous
stutoment that the Ixchequer had ever
made.

Sugar and' Coal Duties Adopted--Redmond

Moves Prog ess on War Loans.

London, April 19—At 1.40 this morning,
Mr. Balfour, the government leader, said
it was necessary to pass resolutions to-
night, whereupon the house divided on
the sugar duty, which was adopted by a
vote of 183 to 125. The coal duty was
adopted by a vote of 171 to 127. On the
resolution to authorize the war loans be-
ing put before the house, Mr. Jolin Red-
mond moved to report progress.

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach assented and |

the house then adjourned.

Sir Michael's Courageous Statement Ex-
tolled—Chamberlain Criticized,

————
On the whole the ‘statement of Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach, which was listened
to by Mr. J. Pierpoint Morgan, among
the others in the distinguished strangers
gallery, appears to have been fairly well
received and the chancellor of the exche-
quer is generally congratulated upon a
just distribution of burdens. A 'llea,vier
addition to the income tax had been ex-
pected and the fact that only two pence
were added brought a feeling of relief.

The Liberals in the lobby declared that
the budget proposals afforded them. the
best electioneering weapon they had had
for 20 years. One Liberal figured out that
the war had cost £1,000 for every Boer
kiled. 1

In the course of an editorial on this
point the Daily Mail reproaching the gov-
ernment with a failure to show gratitude
to Queensland and Natal, says:

“A few words from the chancellor of
the exchequer would have upset the
whole bounty system. It does not seem
to strike him that an infinitesimal de-
crease in the price of sugar would be mis-
erable compensation for driving the West
Indies into the American union.”

The coal duty, however, seems destined
to excite the keenest opposition. It has
created consternation in Wales and the
north- of England. The north country ex-
porters to the continent assert that the
duty will almost prevent effective com-
petition abroad with Westphalian coal.
In South Wales it is urged that the duty
will injure the miners and materially as-
sist the United States and Germany.

The shipping interests which are very
powerful in the house of commons, are
also strongly opposed to the coal duty.

Altogether, although the government
organs have littie but praise for the bud-
get, they fain would admit that if the
near future were to bring by-elections the
results might be unfavorable for govern-
ment candidates.

The entire press, Liberal and Conserva-
tive alike, is loud in praise of the courage,
honesty and candor of Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach's statement, which was delivered
with grveat ability and lucidity but with-
out any attempt at rhetoric.

The chancellor sketched the situation
in hard, pitiless outlines. “I aim at mo
transient popularity.” he said. ¢f ask
for no cheers and I expect none. I come
to tell the nation the truth and the whole
truth. It is necessary for the salvation
of the nation that I should do so.

“You have had your feast. You have
all, Liberals and Tories, been mad for
rioting and expenditure.. Now comes the
reckoning and you may laugh or nor as you
please.”

In a brief perovation he added:

“If you defeat our budget you will re:
lieve us of an almost insupportable bur-
den.”

“YWhy not make Chamberlain Chancel-
lot®’ shouted Mr. tealey, while Mr.
Redmond exclaimed: “There will be less
“Mafficking after this.”

Mr. Redmond’s indication of Mr. Cham-
berlain as the real object of Sir Michael
Hicks-Beach’s unsparing exposure of the
oost of the war policy was loudly cheer-
ed by the Liberals and the colonial secre-
tary appeared anything but happy during
the sueech.

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Story of Fire in Pekin Winter
* Palace.

OFFICIAL KILLED.

General Schwartzkopf, Chief of
Staff, Fatally Burned -- Incident
More Serious Than Appears,
Because of the Military Occu-
pation,

Washington, April 18.—The secretary
of state received a cable message - this
morning from Mr. Squires, United States
charge at Pekin, dated at Pekin April 18,

| saying that “winter .palace occupied by

Von Waldersee accidentally destroyed by
fire; General Schwantzkopf, chief of staff,
fatally burned.”

This incident may prove more serious
than appears on the surface. It is known
from diplomatic communications received
in Washington that intense feeling has
been aroused among the Chinese over the
occupation of the empress dowager’s palace
by Count Von Waldersee and his mili-
tary staff. This was graphically set forth
in a letter recently received here from
one of the foremost officials at Pekin. He
described in detail the manner in which
the palace had been turned over to mili-
tary uses, and commented upon the in-

‘dignity avhich it involved to the Chinese

people and the imperial family.
Moreover, it is known that this mili-

"tary ocupation of the imperial palaces was

a moving cause for the rejection of all
overtures for the return of the imperial
family to Pekin. From the Chinese stand-

 point, it was impossible even to consider

the return of the imperial family so long
as the commander-in-chief of the allied
forces was in actual occupation of the
empress’ palace.

Now that the palace is entirely de-
stroyed it may have a bearing on the re-
turn of the imperial family. .

Berlin, April 18—The body of General
Schwartzkopf, it was announced this even-
ing in a despatch from Pekin, has been
found. The body of his dog was first
found and it is suposed the general re-
entered the palace to rescue the dog.

Warner and crew of five men of the Brit«
ish schr. Gazelle, which was picked up
abandoned at sen .and towed into Bever-
iy Tuesday, arrived here this: morning.
Besides Captain Warner the crew inelud-
ed Louis Cabell, Steward m@nr
eaux, and Seamen David Therbault, Thos.
Buckley and Leo Gaudet. The story told
by the men of their experience on the
waterlogged vessel is thrilling. o

The Gazelle, a two masted schooner of
121 tons net, hailing from Wmul,
sailed from Port Greville, N. 8., April 20,
for this port, with about 15,000, feet of
piling, part of which was earried on deck.
When only a few hours out fl:mn port
she experienced heavy weather in .wh'lch
the vessel sprang a leak, neeessitating
constant pumping from that time uatil
her crew left her, a

for 80 hours the crew wut the
pumps to keep the vessel from filling and
on Sunday when it became: apparent that
she could not remain afloat much longer,
the masts were cut away in order to we-
lieve her. Prior to this the deckload of
piling had been swept overboard and the
detks washed of everything moveable; by
the heavy seas which constantly board-
ed her. The crew had rigged a distress
signal, hut no vessel passed close enough
to see them. On Sunday, a sail was dis-
cerned several miles away and the crew
at once dropped over their boat and start-
ed to row to her. - i

Within a shot time afterwards a fog ,
set in and the schooner was lost sight of,
and when it cleared she was located and
finally reached after the men had rowed
o distance of five miles. The schoover
proved to be the Manuel R, Cuza, 3
bound from &t. John, N. B., to Philadel- .

The Gazelle's crew was nearly exhausted
on reaching the Cuza, but they were ten-
derly cared for and when they landed at
Qalem on Tuesday they had all recovered.
They came to this city this morning and
Deing in a destitute condition, were pro-
vided with a complete outfit by the Brit-
ish consul, and will be sheltered at the
Marviners’ Home until they leave for Nova
Neotia tomorrow. .

Washington. April 18.—An order in
council has been passed by the Canadian
government modifying the operations of
the San Jose scale act which heretofore
practically has prohibited the importation
‘from the United States of all kinds of
nursery stock, .acording to a report to the
<tate department from Consul Graham at
Winnipeg. The order exempts from the
San Jose act any irees, shrubs, plants,
j vines, grafts, cuttings or buds, commonly
 known as nursery stock, from any country
to which the act applies and all importa-
 tions of such shrubbery are permitted to
‘ke entered at the customs ports of Win-
nipeg between March 15 and May 15 and
between Oct. 7 and Dee. 7; and at the
customs port. of Vancouver, B. C., from
Qct. 15 to March 15. Entries are not
permitted at other ports than these men-
‘tioned. The plants must be thoroughly
fumigated but the Canadiart government
assumes no responsibility for any damage
‘resulting.

Boulder, Colo., April 18--A terrible ac
cident occurred today on the Colorado &
Northwestern road near this city. Twe
big engines attached to a passenger train
coming from Ward to Boulder were struck
by a huge snow slide and hurled into the
chasm below, Four trainmen were kitled.
They are: Engineers Hannon and Fitz
gerald, Fireman Miller and Conductor
Bair. The second fireman has not yet
been accounted for and it is believed he is
also dead. ‘The bodies have not bcen re
covered. The passcuger train left Ward
for Boulder, dvawn by two engines. When
the train reached Boomerville the engines
were uncoupled and started up the hill
to buck the snow which wils deep on the
tracks. A sharp curve occurred ncar the
apex of the mountain and just as the en-
gines started to round the curve a vast
avalanche of snow and earth was loosened
from above. It came down with a terrible
force and gained momentum every second.

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There Has ‘Been Big Business
in Hay Shipping.

THOUSANDS OF TONS.

Hovz-,t"l;ié"‘Ns_fr’k is Done--Has Re-
sulted in Payment of About a Mil-
lion Dollars So Far--One Ship a
Week Will Go Forward Unti! June
--All Satisfactory.

The war in South Africa openeld a large
trade in hay and canned goods for Cana-
dian farmers and merchants during the
past year, and the most of these shipinents
have been made from St. John. Mr. W.
Moore, of the agricultural department at
Ottawa, is in charge of the handling of
the hay and is {requently in the city look-
ing after the work. Mr. Moore is a young
man of much experience. Since the war
broke out he made a trip to South Af-
rica in the interest of the work of which
he has charge. e left this city on
the steamship Nyassa last. September. The
steamer had a cargo of hay and canned
goods and on arrival at Cape Town, Mr.
Moore set out to wvisit the ddifferent sea
ports. He visited all of importance and
also paid a visit to the renowned Lady-
smith. On his return to Canada a few
months aiterwards he still had a Detter
idea of the manner of hay shipping.

Mr. Moore was seen at the Clifton
Huse Jast evening, by -a reporter and
when asked about the hay trade said that
the way oflice asked the dominion govern-
ment to look after the shipping of hay to
South Africa for the imperial government.
The worlkk was commenced early in 1900
and the first two shipments were made
from Boston, Mass. The hay was all Can-
adian and was,of a good class. The hay
was shipped from Canada to the United
States in bond, and at Boston, there be-
ing no other available presses, the Lowery
presses were used. These, in fact, were
cotton presses, but were very good for
hay. The hay was shipped from Canadian
poiuts to Boston in the large commercial
bales, and there were compressed into
smaller packages, and in this manner a
large quantity could be shipped on board
a steamship.

After two <argoes had been shipped
from Boston, arrangements were made
for these shipments to take place from
St. John, and the work was commenced
in February, 1900, and the officials have
been shipping the hay away steadily ever
since. Up to the present time there hav
been 18 stramship loads of hay shipped
from Canada to South Africa, and two
from Poston. and in every shipment there
was a large quantity of canned meats and
jams, and the first eight shipments con-
tained a large quantity of Canadian flour.

Dhe hay has been shipped on the war
office special order which is as follows:
The hay has to be first-class quality and
especially selected, well saved and put wp
in bales of uniform size, averaging 100
pounils to each bale. F

These bales are hound with five-strand
No. 12 wire, which is heavier and stronger
than the usual.wire used on hay bales.
About half of the ‘hay that is compressed
wil stow about one ton ‘in every 100
cubic feet of space. The Lowery presses
make a cylindrical bale, while the Jame-
son press, now in use at the government
pier, makes a square bale. Since the ag-
vicultural department ‘has commenced
shipments about 30,000 tons of hay has
been shipped from Camada to South Af-
1ica  and the agricultural department,
acting for the imperial government, has
paid out about $1,000,000 for this work
since it has started.

Most of the hay shipped is from Que-
bec. Mr. Moore says that, from the pres-
ent orders, they will be shipping until
well on in June, and will load and send
away about onc ship a weck until that
time.

When the fir-t shipments were made
the vessels all carried heavy deckloads,
Lut lately this deckload scheme has been
dong away with and the hay is all carried
under deck. The ships now average about
1,500 tons to the cargo. The orders fromn
the war office say Mr. Moore is to ship
the hay up till the middle of June, and
that the stock and style of goods shipped
have given every satisfuction.

Mr. Moore has been in ithe city for the
past few days, more especially seeing that
the seven men for the constabulary found
accommodations on the steamship Nyanza,
whidh sails this morning for Cape Town
with a cargo of hay. These men were left
behind the regular body, having been in
hospital, and the militia departiment have
arranged so that the men can go out on
the hay steamer.

Other steamers are chartered, and the
work will Leep ‘a large number of wmen
busy at least until June 15th. Other of-
ficials in  charge of dhe hay shipments
from this port are Messrs. William Me-
Fardane, James Davidson, Homer Goffe,
and Mr. Woodward, would have been sent
here from Ottawa to look after the weigh-
ing of the hay and inspecting the quality.
All are men of experience and good juilg-
ment and are doing their work well. Mr.
Moore will return to Ottawa today on
business.

Mortison, of Oxford, held an inguest, the
verdict being that death was from ex-
posure while lost in the woods.

Here to Vancehoro.

—stand the blunt of persons arriving here

irom foreign ports without money or any
way of looking after themselves, was ex-
perienced last night when six men and
three boys sought the police station for
protection tor the night. The party are
Italian immigrants, who arrived last Sat-

urday c¢n the Lusitania from Liverpool..

They were lacking funds to take them in-
to the United States let alone pay their
passage on the train, so they decided to
start on @ tramp to Boston. They left
Sfand Point Sunday morning on their long
journey of about 480 miles. They hud
but little food and, with some clothes
slung over their backs in bags, and somie
carrving small gripsacks . they made 2
sorry picture. Being of a hardy class they
made 1apid progress and tramped along
all day cager {o gain their destination.
After the hardships of tramping the high-
way and obtaining food from farm house
to farm house, yesterday about noon, the
party, footsore and tired, reached Vance-
bere, Me., weary, but still willing to con-
tinued on their journey.

But at Vanceboro their first real diffi-
culty was met. lhey were discovered by
My, Peter Miller and other oflicials of the
United States inumigration  service who,
learning that the party had left St. John
on Sun.lay last, had been on the lookout
for them. When found the party were
placed in dharge of the officials and put
on buard the Portland express for St.
John.

They avrived at the I. C. R. depot last
night and when they left the car were
left there alone, unable to talk to any per-
con as there was no. interpreter about..

The mnfortunates were unable to move
from the spot where they alighted from
the train as they were like people lost.
They were certainly in need of a friend
and as they could not he allowed to stay in
the depot over night, I. €. R. Officer John
Collins took hold of the case. There was no
person present able to talk to the party
of strangers. By signs the officer had the
men taken to the ceuntral police station,
where they were given comfortable quar-
ters in the cells by Officer Gosline.

Their case is a harl one and when they
arrived in the city last might they pre-
sented the appearance of hungry and tired
travellers. It now looks as if they would
have to re-embark on the stecamship that
brought them out and relurn to the
country whence they came, providing
they do not reccive funds from friends
to enable them to gain admittance into
the United States. =

It seens quesr that the city, has to
lovk after such cases aud that such people
have to put up with such herdships after
their arrival here.

Washingtlon, April  14.—In this
discourse Dr. Talmage sets forth
religion as an exhilaration and
urges all people to try its uplifting
power; text, Proverbs iii, 17, ‘*Her
ways are ways of pleasantness.”’

You have all heard of God's only
begotten Son. Have yvou heard of
God’s daughter? She was born in
heaven. She came down over the
hills of our world. = She has queenly
step.  On her brow was celestial ra-
tiance. Iler voice was music.  Her
pame is Religion. My text intre-
duces her.
pleasantness,” and all her j:aths are
peace.””  Bul what is religion?  'The
fact, is that theological study  has
had a different cfiect upon me fromn
the cffcet, sometimes produced. Every
year I tear out another leaf from my
theology until T have only three or
four leaves left-—in other words a
very brief and plain statcment of
Christian belief.

An aged. Christian minister said:
““When I was a voung man, I knew
evarything. When T got to be 35
years of age, in my creed T had
only a hundred doctrines oi relig-
jon. When I got to be 50 years of
age, T had only 50 doctrines of ve-
ligion. When I gou to be 60 years
of age, I had only ten doctrines  of
religion, and now T am dying at
75 years of age, and there is only
one thing T know, and that is that

Christ Jesus came into the world
to save sinners.”” And so T have no-
ticed in the study of God’'s word

and in - 1y contemplation of the
character of God and of the eternal
world that it is necegsary for me to
drop this part of my belief as being
‘nonessential, while I cling to the
doctrine that man is a

one great
Almighty

sinner and Christ is his
and Divine Saviour.
Now, I take these three or four
leaves of my theology, and I find
that in the first place and dominant
above all others is the sunshine of
religion. When I go into a room,
I have a passion for throwing open
all the shutters. That is what I
want to do this morning. We are
apt to throw so much of the sepul-
chral into our religion and to close
the shutters and to pull down the

‘blinds that it is only through here

and there a crevice that the light
streams. The religion of the Lord
Jesus Christ is a religion of joy in-
describable and unutterable. Wher-
ever I can find a bell I mean to ring
it.

If there arc any in this house this
morning who are disposed to hold
on to their melancholy and gloom,
let them now depart this service be-
fore the fairest and the brightest and

the most radiant being of all the’

universe comes in.  God's Son has
left our world, but God’s daughter
is Here. .Give her room. Hail, prin-
cess of heaven. Hail, daughter of
the Lord God Almighty! Come in
and make this house thy throne-
room.

In setting forth this idea the dom-
inant theory of religion is one of
sunshine. I hardly know where to
begin, for there arc so many
thoughts that rush upon my soul.
A mother saw her little child seated
on the fioor in ‘the sunshine and
with a spoon in her hand. She
said, ‘‘My darling, what are You
doing there?’’ ““Oh,’’ replied the
child, “I am getting a spoonful of
this sunshine.”” Would God that to-
day I might present you with a
gleaming chalice. of this glorious,
everlasting gospel sunshine!

Kirst. of all, I find a great deal of
sunshine in Christian society. I do
not know of anything more doleful
than the companionship of the mere
funmakers of the world—the Thomas
Hoods, the Charles Lambs, the
Charles Mathcwses of the world—the
men whose entire business it is to
make sport. They make others
laugh, but if you will examine their
autobiography or biography vou
will tind that down in their soul
there was a terrific disquietude.
Laughter is no sign of happiness.
The maniac laughs. The  hyena
laughs. The loon among the Adiron-
dacks laughs. The drunkard, dash-
ing his decanter against the wall,
laughs.

There is a terrific reaction from
all sinful amusement and sinful mer-
riment. Such men are cross the
next, day. ‘They snap’ at you on ex-
change. or they pass you, not re-
cognizing you. Long ago I quit
mere worldly sociely for the recason
it. was so dnll, so inane and so stu-
pid. My natvre is voracious of joy.
I must have it.

T always walk on the sunny side of
the street, and for that reason I
have crossed over into Christian so-

ciety. 1 like their mode of repartee
better. T like their style of amuse-
ment,  better. They live . longer.

Christian people, I sometimes no-
tice, live. on when by all natural
law they ought to have died. T have
known persons who have continued
in their existence when the doclor
said they ought to have been dead
ten years. KEvery day of their ex-
istence was a defiance of the laws of
anatomy and physiology, but thcy
had this supernatural vivacity of
the gospel in their soul, and that
kept them alive.

Put 10 or 12 Christian people in
a room for Christian conversation,
and you will from 8 to 10 o’clock
hear more resounding glee, see more
bright strokes of wit and find more
thought and profound satisfaction
than in any merely worldly party.
Now, when I say a ‘‘worldly party’’
I mean that to which you are invit-
ed because  under all the circum-
stances of the case it is the best for
vou Lo be imvited, and t¢ which yvou
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go s&allse under all, eirpumstances,
of the case’it is better that iyou go, -

and, leaving the shawls” on the sec-),’

ond floor, you go to the: parlor to
give formal salutation to the ‘host
and the hostess and then move
around, spending the whole evening
in the discussion of the weather and
in apology for treading on long
trains and in effort to keep the cor-
ners of the mouth up to the sign of
pleasure, and going around with an
idiotic he-he aliout nothing until
the collation is served, and then,
after the collation is served, going
back again into the parlor to re-
sume the weather, and then at the
close going at a very late hour to
the host and hostess and assuring
ihem that you have had a most
delightful evening, and-then passing
down off the front steps, the slam
of the door the only satisfaction of
the evening.

Oh, young man come from the
country to spend your days in city *
life, where are you going to spend
your evenings? Let me tell you,
while there are many places of inno-
cent worldly amusement, it is most
wise for you to throw your body,
mind and soul into Christian  so-
ciety. Come to me at the close of
five vears and tell me what has been
the result of this advice. Bring with
you the young man who refused to
take the advice an¢ who went into
sinful amusement. 1T will come dis-
sipated, shabby in apparel, indir-
posed to look anyone in the eyes,
moral character 85 per cent. off.
You will come with principle sct-
tled, countenance frank, habits
good, soul saved and all the inhab-
tants of heaven, from the lowest an-
gel up to the archangel and clear
past him to the Lord God Almighty,
your coadjutors.

This is not the advice of a misan-
thrope. There is no man in  the
house to whom the world is brighter
than it is to me. It i5 not the ad-
vice of a dyspeptic—my indigestion is
perfect; it is not the advice of a
man who cannot understand a joke
or who preiers a funeral;.it is not
the advice of a wornout man, but
the advice of a man who can see this
world in all its brightness, and, con-
sidering myself comprtent in judging
what is good cheer, T tecll the multi-
tude of young men that there is
nothing in worldly association s0
grand and so beautiful and so exhil-
arent as in Christian sociely.

I know there is a great deal of
talk about the self denials of the
Christian. I have to tell you that
where the Christian has one self-
denial the man of the world has a
thousand self denials. The Chris-
tian is not demanded to surrender
anything that is worth keeping. But
what does a man deny himself who
denies himself the religion of Christ?
He denies himself pardon f{or sin,
he denies himself peace of conscience,
he denies himself the joy of the
Holy Ghost, he denies himself a
comfortable death pikow, he denies
himself the glories of heaven. Do
not talk to me about the self denials
of the Christian life. Where there
is one in the Christian life there are
a thousand in the life of the world.
“Her ways are ways of pleasant-
ness.”’

Again, I find a great deal of reli-
gious sunshine in Christian and di-
vine explanation. To a great many
people life is an inexplicable tangle.
Things turn out differently  from
what was supposed. There is a use-
less woman in perfect health. There
is an industrious and consecrated wo-
man a complete invalid. Explain
that. There is a bad man  with
$30,000 of income. There is a good
man with 8800 of income. Why is
that? There is a foe of society who
lives on, doing all the damage he
can, to 75 years of age, and here
is a Christian father, faithful in
every department of life, at 35 years
of age taken away by death, his
family left helpless. ISxplain that.
Oh, there is no sentence that drops
oftener from your lips than this: *T
cannot understand it. I cannot un-
derstand it.”’ i

Well, now religion comes in  just
at that point with its illumination
and its explanation._ There is a bus-
iness man who has lost his entire
fortune. The week before he lost
his. fortune there were 20 carriages
that stopped at the door of his man-
sion. The week after he lost his
fortune all the carriages you could
count on one finger. The week be-
fore finarncial trouble began people
all took ofi their hats to him as he
passed down the street. The week
his financial troubles were under dis-
cussion people just touched their
hats without anywise bending the
rim. The week that he was pro-
nounced insolvent people just jolted
their heads as theyv passed, not tip-
ping their hats at all, #and the week
the sherifi sold him out all his
friends were lpoking in the store
windows as they went down past
him.

Now, while the world goes away
from a man while he is in financial
distress, the religion of Christ comes
to him and says: ‘‘You are sick, and
your sickness is to be moral purifi-
cation; you are bereaved. God want-
ed in some way to take your family
1o heaven, and he must begin some-
where, and so he took the
one that was most beautiful
and was most readg to
go.”” I do not say that. religion ex-
plains everything in this life, but I
do say it lays down certain princi-
ples which are grandly consolatory.
You know business men often tele-
graph in cipher, The merchant in
San Francisco telegraphs to the
merchant in New York certain infor-
mation in cipher which no other
man in that line of business can un-
derstand, but the merchant in San
Francisco has the key to the cipher,
and the merchant in New York has
the kev to the cipher, and on that in-
formation transmitted therc are en-
terprises involving hundreds of thou-
sands of dollars. Now, the provi-
dence of life sometimes seems to be
a senseless rigmarole, a mysterious
cipher; but God has the key to that
cipher and the Christian a key to
that cipher, and, though he may
hardly be able to spell out the
meaning, he gets enough of the
meaning to understand that it is for
the best, Now, is there not sun-

joys of religion are in this world. We
have here only the first note .of the
eternal orchestra. We shall in that
world have the joy of discovery. We
will in five minutes catch up with
the astronomers, the geologists, the
scientists, the philosophers of all
ages who so far surpassed us in this
world. We can afford to adjourn as-
tronomy and geology and many of
the sciences of the next world be-
cause we shall there have better ap-
paratus and better opportunity. I
must study these sciences so far ag
to help me in my work, but beyond
that I must give myself to savinp
my own soul and saving the souls
others, knowing that in one fla
of eternity we will catch it all. (
what an observatory in which ~
study astronomy heaven will be—
by power of telescope, but by su
natural vision! And if there be sc
thing doubtful 10,000,000
away, by one stroke of the win:

are there, by another stroke

Besides that, we shall have
pleasures of association. We
right up in the front of God w
any fright.

Three Seen in Copequid Bay,
Near Truro.

AN EXCITING CHASE.

One Monstery Eighty-five Feet Long,

--Other Two Escaped--Great Ex-
citement Caused in Truro and
Vicinity. :

————

T.u o, Amil 16—(Special)—Intense ex-
citement prevails here and down the bay
over the capture of an immense whale
in Cobequid Bay, 15 miles from town,
near Great Village on the North Shore.
Yesterday three whales were seen travel-

spouting water 30 feet into the air. They
created a great commotion for a time.

When they quieted’ down some, two
boats manned by eight men.all told, cap-
tained by George Barmes and Fletcher
Spencer put out irom Highland Village,
five miles from Head Bay, in chase. The
men were armed Wwith spikes, rifles and
aves. They first fired a number of heavy
charges into the largest of the monsters,
causing him to flounder madly. After a
hard fight they succeeded in injuring the
whale’s eyes so as to blind him and final-
ly brought him to.

The men towed the carcass to Spencer’s
Point today and have it’ anchoréd ready
for cutting in. The whale measures 85
feet over all, and ‘12 feet in diameter.
Two vears ago a small whale, 25 feet,
cameé into Cobequid and stranded on the
mud four ‘miles nearer Truro than where
the present whale is anchored.

Many boats. are searching for the two
escaped whales. The muddy waters caus-
ed by the heavy rush of the Shubenaca-
die river, confused the whales, so it ap-
peared, and they could mot find the out-
let to reach the'open sea.

This shows a surplus over
the estimates of £12,300,000. The principal
sources of increase were the customs with
a-surplus of £2,869,000, the excise with

£4,847,000, estate duty £4,08,000 and
property and income tax £1,120,000. On
the other hand the stamps yiclded £725,

000 less than the estimate.

This: underestimation of the revenue ol
Great Britain has been unprecedented in
the financial history of the country. It is
not clear how Sir Michael Hicks Beach
arrived at his estimates of a year ago, but
no (}bubt he was cautious not to over
estimate any of his sources of revenue on
account of the war which was then at a
very uncertain stage.

In the matter of expenditure there has
been applied from supply the sum of
1 £161,035,000, whiclg exceeds the estimate
by "£3,644,000, to which must be added an
estimated  expenditure of £21,919,000,
innking the total expenditure for the ycar
of £183,014,000 and thus therc will be 2
deficit of £42,996,000 for the year.

‘It is astonishing the indifference of
parents and - the gencral public  to the
c'mes{i(m of school hygienc. The futwe
man or woman may lay early the founda-
tion of many of their infirm.ties, in cven
enri)' age, thrpugh the meglect of proper

hygienic nieihods in and  during their
étudent days- The subject of school
liygiene has been the cause of much re-
search among continental scientists and
framy valuable facts and le-sons have

resulted from their investigations.

I'he general health of children attending
schopl'can be inpaired in a large number
of wayk. One great soupce of danger is the
wnsamitary: condition of many of the
buildings employed for ‘school purposes,

;'143-; only in this country, but also in other

fahds. Over taxing the immature mind as
another fruitful source of injury to the
health of scholars.

In few schools are the desks and seats
to
serve their purpose efficiently. Then there
is the eyes; how many young people have
through
causes, which to a large extent could be
avoided.

It is
highly important that maps and diagrams
employed should all be well printed and
easily discernable from the most distant
part of the room, so that the students are
not required to strain the eye in observa-
tion. i

A feature which is almost entirely
overlooked by the ordinary educationalist
is the time of study-.

In many institutions today the child of
ten yvears of age has to study as many
hours as the scholar of sixteen. This is
upm\tuml and much of the inattention
.and restlessness exhibited by such condi-
tions is entirely due to this fact, besides
the time spent is practically valueless and
an injury to the scholar.

A child under seven years of age should
not be emploved in study more than three
how:s; up to ten years, three and a half;
twelve years, four how:s; fifteen years,
six hours, and older students such
those atending universities, eight hours.

This, of course, includes the hours spent
in studying both at home and in school.
Longer hours of study are decidedly harm-
ful and the labor is ineffective.

Modern authorities on pedagogy hold
that the length of the lesson should vary,
according to -age, from fifteen to thirty
minutes, and this space of time should
not be exceeded, as it is useless and huut-

as

ful to prolong a lesson.” School children-

under twelve years of age should sleep at
least ten hours, while those of seventeen
can do very well with eight hours sleep.
We have frequently seen students en-
deavoring to burn the candle at both ends,
and devote twelve hours daily to study-
The result was, in the majority of in-
stances, injury to the health and ineffec-
tive work. Had the student divided the
time into three periods of eight houis,
tlte results in every way would have been
much better. There is no need of the
student sitting up half the night with
thd head bandaged in wet towels and the
strong cup of tea by his side. The time
would have been better spent in repose
or healthy exercise. It is to be hoped that
the (-lay is not far distant when people
will give more attention to the subject of
school hygiene than they do at preseat.

THE ATLANTIC SERVICE.

s

The proposition which Mr. B. R. Ma-
caulay has submitted to the Dominion
Government for the establishment of a
fast line of steamers between Canadian
and British ports, seems a reasonable
and practical solution of the question of
an up-to-date service between this coun-
try and Great Britain. The full details
of the proposal are given in our columns
this morning. In brief, the offer made
by Mr. Macaulay on behalf of English
capitalists whom he was able. to interest
in the project is as follows: The ship-
ping men interested agree to furnish a
‘fast mail, passenger and freight line of
five steamers of 10,000 tons each with
modern cold storage equipment, sufficient-
ly speedy to make the passage in 6 1-2
days between ports. In return they ask
from the government a bonus of $500,000
a year for ten years, a reduction of 2 per
cent. on the preferential duty on all goods
shipped from Great Britain to this country
through Canadian ports, and a bonus of
1 per cent. on Canadian farm and dairy
products. The benefits of the two latter
conditions are not confined to the goods
shipped by this particular line, but are to
be applied generally, but not to come into
cffect for two years, by which time the

company would have their steamers con-
structed.
The proposal seems a sound, busi-

ness like offer, and on the face of it reas-
onable. The service suggested would be
far in advance of anything which Canada
now enjoys, the bonus asked very mod-
erate. This service seems just what Can-
ada necds—a fast steamship connection of
new steamers equipped with modern cold
storage, sufficiently speedy to satisfy" the
demands of both freight and passenger
setvice. Such boats as are contemplated
would bg superior for our purposes to
any now in existence, and from the out-
line proposed the business usefulness of
the service would not be sacrificed to any
vain glorious attempt to run an imprac-
ticable passenger seivice. These boats
would carry” with the goods the bills of
ladigg, avoiding: delay in the entry of
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perishable products which * require. the
speedy transit under perfect storage con-
ditions. The question of the one per
cent. bonus, as suggested, would necessar-
ily be arbitrary, but would rather be siub-

A Suspect Under Arrest for Canadian’s
Death.

Kineo, Me., April 18—Sheriff Frank P.
Pennell arrived today having in custody
Alexander Terrio, who is charged with the
murder of Mathias Pare, on the Misery
Tote Road, on March 11.

EAST LINE SERVICE

B. R. Macaulay Interests
British Capitalists.

THE SCHEME OUTLINED.

Canada Will Be Provided With a
Six and a Half Days’ Service for
Less Money Than Paid for In-
ferior Steamships--Proposal Be-
fore the Government.

When Mr. B. R. Macaulay, of Mac-
aulay Pros. & Co., was in Ottawa last
week, he, representing an English syndi-
cate, placed before the government a
proposition for a fast steamship service {o
Canada.  The proposal of the' English
capitalists, Mr. Macaulay succeeding in in-
teresting on his recent trip to England
is that for an anual subsidy of $500,000
for ten years they will build and put in
service in two years time a fleet of 10,000
ton steamers capable of making the trip
from Canada to England in six and a half
days, and fitted with first-class passenger
accommodation, good freight facilities and
madern devices for the safe carriage of
perishable goods.

These facilities a company are ready to
furnish to the satisfaction of the govern-
ment and they are willing to submit -to
any penalty if they fail in their contract;
but they ask in return that the govern-
ment shall enact certain legislation along
lines developed by Mr. Macaulay and
considered absolutely necessary to enable
them to carry on business profitably and
successfully-

Mr. Macaulay vesterday gave out the
following statement, outlining the propos-
al which he presented to members of the
government while he was in Ottawa:

A fast mail, passenger and freight line
of five steamers, of 10,000 tons each, to
be built with a speciat view tol Canadian
shipping requirements, with all known im-
provements for cold sterage to ship fruit,
meats, dairy and general farm products
from Canada, and the fine class of dry
goods freight, etc., to this country, which
at the present time passes altogether
through the United States to our western
country.

The steamers to make the passage 1in
six and a half days to and from the ports
of Halifax and St. John in the winter
months, and to and from the ports of
Quebec and _ Montreal in the summer
months in the same time. They ask for
$500,000 per year for ten years for fast

mail eervice, also that the government
give after two vears—by which time
these steamers will be constructed—two

per cent. additional preferential reduction
in duty for all goods shipped direct to
Canadian. ports and thence shipped 1o
their destination by Canadian railways,
or, in other words, 35 1-3 per cent. pre-
ferential duty, instead of the present

33 1-3 on imports; and also, to secure the

outward freight that the farm and other
like production of our great west, and, in
fact, the whole country, Le granted a
bonus of one per cent. on all such ex-
ports, thus placing their perishable pro-
ducts in the British market in the very
best condition by the most improved
cold storage system in six and a half
days from the seaboard.

it will be thus seen that our great rail-
ways, government and others, will carry
our products to the several seaports, and
thus solve the much-discussed question of
empty cars one way. They do not ask
this two per cent. preferential duty for
their own stcamers, nor the one per cent.
farmers’ bonus. for their own line, but to
the whole of our shipping ending at Cana-
dian ponts, but that the regulation, ‘if
adopted by the govermment, come not in
force until this line is ready at the end
of two years to enter into the mail con-
traot, as they feel that a great injustice
would be done to the western shipper
to be thus compelled to ship his goods
before perfect facilities were provided.
The large part of our country at the
present time enjoying as it does great
facilities for fast freight through the ports
of New York, Boston and Portland, the
point is to -deliver inward and outward
freight. to farthest points west as quickly
as, if not in much less time than, any of
the American ponts. .

When Mr. Macaulay presented - his
views to prominent shipping men in Eng-
land they readily agreed, if legislation
along the lines proposed was passed, to
become tenderers for the mail eervice,
and said ships such as mentioned could
be furnished in two years' time, and it
i= worth mentioning that the company do
not ask for auy special concessions, but
are willing that the proposed tariff ar-
rangement. shall apply to all vessels carry-
ing freight to and from Canadian potts,
but only after such time as the new con-
tract woes into force. :

At Ottawa the ministers seen li-tened
most attentively to Mr. Macaulay’s state-
ments, and . promised careful consideration
of hix views, while at Montreal Mr.
Shaughnessy, with whom it was diffi-
cult to arrange cven a five-minute inter-
view, wus so impressed that he kept Mr.
Macaulay for nearly an hour  talking
over the project, and said that if put
into operation it would prove the most
important thing that had happened for
the benefit of Canada since the confedera-
tion of the provinces, and would soon
furnish business for a fleet of not five,
but 25 steamers.

PERILED HIS LIFE TO .
VOTE FOR METROPOLITAN.

Archbishop Lewis' Vote for Bishop Bond as
Head of Anglican Church in Canada.

PR

Archbishop Tewis, of Ontario, former
metropolitan of Canada, who is lying dan-
gerously ill at the Fotel Empire, was re-
joiced last night when he lgarned by a
despatch from Montreal that his personal
friend, Bishop Bond, of Montreal, had
heen clected to succeed him as head of
the Anglican church in ‘Canada.

Twving on what he believed to be his
death bed, Avchbishop Lewis wrote his
signature, and set his seal last Thursday
to the two votes that determined the elec-
tion in the House of Bishops yesterday.

In his weakened condition, while still
lingering between life and death, after
a long siege of pneumonia complicated
with heart disease, the excitement and
sense of responsibility that accompanied
his few strokes of the pen seriously im-
periled the archbishop’s recovery.

The election of metropolitan of Canada
is said to have been very close and to
have turned upon the vote of Archbishop
Lewis. °

The Archbishop of Ontario resigned- as
metropolitan of ‘Canada last fall. Je
planned to go at once for a much needed
rest to Egypt, where he had been invited
to take part in the consecration of the
Anglican church at Assouan, Upper
BEgypt. For some reason the election of
his successor was delayed. Archbishop
Lewis, being chairman of the Canadian
house of bishops, deemed it his duty to
remain in this country until it convened.
He therefore abandoned his planned trip
to Egypt. With Mrs. Lewis the arch-
bishop finally decided to spend the re-
mainder of the winter in the south and
return to Canada
bishops convened. .

The archbishop fell ill from pneumonia
early last February in- New York. He
was nursed by his wife, who engaged
apartments at the Hotel Empire. On thres
different occasions Dr. Douglas Stewart,
his physician, conservatively said that
death was very near, heart disease having
set in. Very slowly -Archbishop Lewis
began to mend. He was said to be slight-
ly better last Thursday. »

Archbishop Lewis, through this leng ill-
ness, had the one ambition of casting his
vote for his successor as metropolitan. As
the last head of-the church his voice in
the Canadian house of bishops counted
for two. The other ten bishops of Cana-
da have one vote only.

There were several aspirants for the
office of metropolitan. Besides Bishop
Bond, of Montreal, the name of Bishop
Baldwin, of Huron, was also prominently
mentioned. Bishop Bond was the fast
friend of Archbishop TLewis. The arch-
bishop was one of Bishop Bond’s conse-
crators when he became bishop in 1879.
Therefore, although his life hung by a
thread, the avchbishop last Thursday read
the terms of the official ballot and signed
his name and y‘t his seal thereto. Bishop
Bond was elected. i

Mrs. Lewis eaid last night: ‘“The arch-
bishop risked his life to remain in the
couutry in the hope of béing present at
the election ‘in the house"of bishops. If
he had gone at once to Kgypt-after resign-
ing he would probably have escaped this
illness. It was as much as his life was
worth last Thursday to give his signature
and seal at that time.
happy, however, to receive the news of
the election of the bishop: of Mentreal.”

Archbishop ILewis, of:Ontario, is 76
vears old. He was born-in Garryglouwe
Castle, Cork. The eastle and large sur-
rounding estates were given to.his ances-
tors by Henry II, of England. He was
elected a bishop in 183l. The new arch-
bishop and metropolitan of ‘Canada, is
about 80 years old.—N. Y. Herald.

Jacob Bottner Pining Away Because of Boy's

Mrs. Nation Ordered to Leave

Kansas City.

Allowed to Stand, to Be Collected
Should She Return--Was the De-
cision of Judge in Trial of the
Smasher for Obstructing the
Street.

Kansas City, @o., April 16.—Mus. Carrie
Nation, arrested Sunday, charged with
obstructing the street, was arraigned be-
fore Police Judge McAuley, fined $500 and
given until 6 o'clock this evening to leave
the city.

YWhen Judge McAuley finally
asked Mrs. Nation what she had to say to
the charges, she delivered a tirade against
police and court. '

She pleaded that she was merely waiting
for a car when arrested and was making
the best of her time, meanwhile, by talk-
ing to the crowd that had gathered. A
policeman testified that several cars had
passed without Mrs. Nation making an
attempt to board any of them. Mrs. Nation
flatly denied the statement. Judge Mec-
Auley then gave his decision .and warned
Mrs. Nation not to comfe to town again.
The fine was suspended. The crowd ap-
plauded the decision. and followed the
“joint smasher” to a car bound for the
Kansas side of the river.

The fine will be held over Mrs. Nation
in case she should return and, until she
is released from.the court’s order, she 1s
practically barred from visiting Kansas
City: Mrs. Nation pleaded that she wish-
ed to go to Liberty, Mo., within a few
days, and asked if she would be permitted
to pass through Kansas City en’route.

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THE FRENCH SHORE QUESTION

Hon. E. P. Morris, of Niwfoundland, Inter
viewed in Boston on Return from England

P

The Hon. E. P. Morris, K. C., of New-
foundland, who reached New York from
London by the Majestic on Thursday,
was at the Touraine yesterday, where he
told a Post reporter about his trip, with
Mr. Bond, the Newfoundland premier, on
a mission bearing on the French shore
guestion.

When asked what the likleihood of a
settlement was, Mr. Morris said:

“I cannot say definitely what the
chances of a settlement are. I was a
delegate with the premier to London,

sent there by the Newfoundland govern-
ment. We went there at the request of
Mr.. Chamberlain, and while there had
the advantage of several official confer-
ences with Mr. Chamberlain . and Lord
Lansdowne, as well as the principal ofhi-
cials of the two departments over which
these gentlemen preside.

“During the whole of our visit we were
in daily communication with the colonial
oftice, and I think we succeeded fairly in
placing a strong case for the colony be-
fore the imperial government. It now
rests with them to endeavor to settle with
the French. We have made it clear what
the position of the colony is.

1 am not at liberty to make known
the details of our proposals. All I can
say- is that the imperial government ap-
pears to thoroughly understand the griev-
ances under which the colony  suffers,
and, as far as I am able to judge, they
appear to be preparved to do all in their
power to remedy the grievance.”

Asked whether the Bond-Blaine treaty
was discussed at the conference, Mr.
Morris said: “The Bond-Blaine  treaty
was not discussed, although it is not un-
likely that the premier may bring it to
the notice of Mr. Chainberlain befo'e
leaving London. That treaty stands in

_exactly the position it did when it was

entered into, fust ten years ago.”

When asked if there was any question
in the colony as to anmexation to the
United States, Mr. Morris said:

“Qutside an occasional sensational news-
paper paragraph, I have never heard any
such question seriously suggested. I be-
lieve there is no colony of the Briti-h
crown more loyal than Newfoundland,
and while the people of the colony are
ardent admirers of the freedom and
strength of the institutions of the Ameri-
can republic, they are, at the same time,
firm adherents to the British erown.

“But much good would come to both
Newfoundland and the United States, es-
pecially to the United States, by the en-
couragement and adoption of such treaty
relations as the Bond-Blaine treaty.”

Mz. Morris said trade was never in a
better or more flowrishing condition, hut
particular aud special attention was being
given to the development. of the internal
resources of the colony. That the gov-
ernment of the colony during the past ten
vears had exhausted the resources in the
construction of railways, and that now it
only awaited capital to bring about a
great industrial boom in the colony.

At the train Mr. Morris was met by
Mr. Moulton and Mr. Cantwell, president
and secretary of the Cabot Club, which
gives him a dinner tomight at the Ameri-
can House.—Boston Post.

Later—About two-thirds of the strikers
have signitfied their willingness to accept
the new schedule of wages and will go
back to work tomorow morning. The re-
mainder left town today.

The Iron Moulders’ Association, at a
meeting some time ago, decided to ask
; for an increase of 25 cents per day from
the employers of union men. This re-
, quest the association forwarded to the
! foundry, men of* this city and, receiving
an unfavorable reply, communicated the
fact to the executive committee of the
Iron Moulders’ Association at Cincinnati.
The officers of the association yesterday
received instructions from the committee
to call out all union men unless the ad-
vance was given. Only ome foundry, the
Vulean, conceded the increase in wages
and the men at the cther foundries are
out on strike.

It is stated that all the iron moulders
in the employ of McLean & Holt and
the St. John Iron Works, and Allan Bros.,
in Carleton, are out, while in Fleming's
only a small number are on strike, as a
large number of non-union men work in
the foundry.

The iron moulders state that they are
determined to fight the question out,
while the foundry people are reported to
be just as firm in their determination to
give no increase in wages.

BUBONIC PLAGUE.

Admitted Th‘ere is a Case at Ann Arhor,
Michigan.

Ann Arbor, Mich., April 15—Dr. Viector
C. Vaughan, dean of the medical depart-
ment of the University of Michigan, ajp-
peared before the State Board of Health
and practically ackrowledged that Chas.
! B. Hare, a medical student from Nchras-
ka, has a case of bubonic plague.

Dr. Vaughan assured the board that
there would be no spread of the disease,
as all Qreczmt.ions had been taken to
prevent it. He also said that the student
would recover.. Dr. Frederick (. Novy,
who attends Mr. Hare, wears in the sicic
rocom a germproof rubber garment that
covered  him  from head to foot,
with two little eyeholes for sight. When-
ever he goes into the contagious ward he
injects preventive doses of serum into
Lizsself.

Dr. Vaughan told the board that M.
Hare comtracted the disease by an acei-
dent almost identical with that which oc-
