by C. McN. Steeves, M. S, M. E.T. €.
*Fhe lecture was illustrited by the use
of lantern slides.

After explaning the need for the
bridge and the reasoms for its being
constructed, Mr. Steeves dealt with
the various problems which confront-
ed the engineers at the commence-
ment of the undertaking. Two feat:
ures had to be considered in choos-
ing a site, viz., elimination of railway
grade crossing and safe clearance a-
tove high water. He next told of the
physical characteristics of the soil and
of the force of the current. .

He fhen went into a minute and
technical description of the substruc-
ture which consists of two—eoncrete
abutments and three semi-reinforced
concrete piers. He told how the work
was carried on, the concrete mixed
and explained the equipment used on
the job.

The work was commenced on May
10, 1921, and completed on Nov. 26,
1821. The contract ‘time set for. thc
completion of the work was Feb. 20,
1922. Twenty-nine carloads of ce-
ment, 142,000 pounds of steel rein-
forcing and more than 5,000 cubic
vards of gravel were used in the job.
The maximum number of men em-
ployed at one time was 120.

The contractors were D. C. Burpes
& Son, with whom Mr. Steeves was
associated. S. J. Chaplean, M. Am.
Soc. C. E, was engineer-in-charge for
had L. DeB. Roy, assistant engineer,
as his representative on the work. L.
Am. Soc. C. E, represented the Maine
State Highway Commission, his dep-
uty on the work being H. E. Towne:
A. W. Gregory, of the public works de-
partment, represented both govern-
ments as inspector of materials.

At the conclusion of his address,
Mr. Steeves was heartily thanked by
the chairman, following which a gen-
eral discussion of the subject place
among the members.

fare, and it will obviate all likelihood
of the public wasting time, energy and
money in attempting to rum your bas-
iness for you.

“If 1 may be permitted to give an
instance from the history of the com-
pany which I have the honor to serve,
I should like to illustrate my argwe-
ment from the case of the Camadiam
Pacific Railway. That railway holds
the ynique record of being the oaly
large private railway enterprise in the
world that escaped the fate of being
taken over by its governmeat evem
temporarily as a result of the Great
War. My firm belief is that its im-
munity was due to the impregnable
position it held in the comfidence of
the people of Canada through its rec-
ord of service ever since its coastruc-
tion as a transcountineatal railway.
One of the startling and at the time
much criticized posters with which
vVan Horne placarded the country in
the early days read:

«parisian Politeness on the CPR"
This was merely a vivid expression
of the cardinal policy of the men who

established the company that court- |

esy and consideration for the people
of Canada were to be the watchwords
of this private enterprise. These men
were all imbued with an intense pat-
riotism and belief in Canada, and con-
sidered that in building up their rail-
way they were building up their coun-
try. Service was the very breath of
their nostrils. The result was that
they established mot oaly a successful
