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Hr, Chapman's Meeting at Bay Verte.

Mr. ChaproWs first political meet­
ing of the campaign was held In Bay 
Verte last week. The hall was 
packed to its utmost capacity with 
enthusiastic supporters of the Liberal 
Conservative cause. Mr. Chapman 
took the platform amid groat ap­
plause. After referring to the plea­
sure it gave him to be present to 
address the Electors in the issues of 
the day he proceeded to discuss the 
inability, inconsistency and corrup­
tion of the present Government. 
Mr. Mackenzie has given us a tariff 
which discriminates most detrimen­
tally to the interests of the poor 
man, which is most pernicious in its 
effects upon the prosperity of the 
country and which bears most un­
mistakable evidence of the inability 
of our present Government to cope 
with the difficulties of statesman­
ship. The duties on tea, sugar, wine 
and tobacco were apparently for the 
sole purpose of favoring the rich by 
oppressing the poor. Every plank 
in Mr. Mackenzie’s Opposition plat­
form was discarded from his Govern­
ment one. In Opposition he bad 
complained of the Governor Gener­
al’s salary being too large : in power 
he had hot only left the Governor’s 
salary nndiminished but had greatly 
Increased his expense lo the country. 
We all felt proud of Lord Dufferin 
and complained not of the manner 
in which be was treated, hut it shows 
bow Iittl8> Mr. Mackenzie’s profes­
sions are in accord with his acts 
In Opposition be denounced coali­
tion as breeders of corruption ; in 
power he had held his party together 
by continually forming coalitions. 
Cartwright, Cauchon, Sir Albert 
Smith and a large per eentage of bis 
Government and supporters were 
whitewashed Tories. In Opposition 
he advocated reduction of the depart­
mental expenses ; in power he added 
greatly to them and maintained and 
increased the salaries and expenses 
which he had decreed as monstrous. 
In Opposition, (poor man I) he could 
hardly get into the Parliament Build­
ing without stumbling over dozens of 
unnecessary clerks ; in power he 
thought them so scarce that he laid 
out thousands of dollar- to increase 
their number. In Opposition he 
lamented the lavish expenditure of 
the public moneys ; in power hie ex­
penditure was greater and ho became 
extremely fond of deficits. In Op­
position he denounced private con­
trasts and appropriation of the 
revenue without authority of Parlia­
ment ; in power he let a very heavy 

. contract, at six days notice, to a 
firm in ' which bis brother was con­
cerned, and absolutely ignored Par­
liament in locating the line of Pacific 
Railway Telegraph contrary to its 
enactment, and that at an enormous 
loss to the country. In Opposition 
be had advocated the complete sever­
ance of Dominion and Local politics ; 
in power he had manipulated Local 
politics to further his own ends. In 
Opposition he had preached the ele­
vation of the standard of public 
morality; in power his party were 
notoriously corrupt and continually 
being Unseated for personal connec­
tion with bribery. The fact is that. 
In power he violated every pledge 
given in Opposition, and from find­
ing Canada a country with a full 
treasury and commercial prosperity 
he has by inability and by a fool­
hardy adherence to cast-iron princi­
ples of political economy brought her 
to fiscal embarrassment and commer­
cial prostration. Cartwright bad 
claimed great praise for having re­
duced the rate of interest on the 
public debt ; the reduction is a mere 
delusion. The bonds depreciated as 
the rate of interest fell, while the 
rate of interest on the money bor­
rowed remained the same. (Lengthy 
reference was made to the duty on 
flout to the steel rail and other tran­
sactions. During the first five years 
of Confederation lie felt we bad a 
country to be proud of. Everything 
bore the marks of thrift and pro­
gress. Patriotism burst into splen­
dour. But now everything is chang­
ed. The country has no confidence 
in the ability of its Government. 
There is no vigorous thirst of na­
tional life. Sir Albert Smith claims 
credit for Canadas five and .one half 
millions of fishery award. Here is 
an instance of change of front. In 
Opposition the Grits abused Sir John 
Macdonald on account of the Treaty 
Of Washington. Now they arrogate 
to themselves the sole credit for the 
award which, under the Treaty of 
Washington, we have obtained. If 
Bay Verte will vole for him Sir Al­
bert has promised to build the Cspe 
Tormentiue Railway with all the 
latest improvements of fit out in­
cluding steel rails, and pay far it out 
of the fishery award. If, by his con­
cession at the Petltoodiao pfc-nic, he 
was so weak in the Government as 
not to be able to get a few old rusty 
rails going to waste, how is be able 
to build a first class railroad with 
new steel rails? The County will 
be glad to hear of this contemplated 
augmentation of Sir Albert’s In­
fluence in the Cabinet ; but, unfor­
tunately, if he succeeds—which he 
will not do—the award will all be 
required lo pay off Cartwright’s de- , 
fleits. Sir Albert told you to sends 
him as Chapman was no speaker. 
Chapman is not a public speaker, 
but take the Hansard and see what 
Sir Albert does In the line 08speak­
ing. In the British Parliament the 
men who do the speaking are very

few. What the County wants is a 
man who knows its wants and is 
willing to work to have them sup­
plied. If elected be would do all in 
bis power to have the Cape Tormen­
tiue Railway built via Bay Verte 
and Port Elgin, and he hoped to 
come hack on it asking for re-elction. 
Mr. Chapman’s speech lasted over 
an hour and was greeted with fre­
quent and vigorous applause. One 
point which was particularly gratify­
ing to the Electors was bis manly 
and able discussion of the questions 
of the day as contrasted with that 
blustering blufl and abuse which are 
so characteristic of our chivalrio 
Knight. ____

For the Chignecto Post. 
Conversation at Dorchester be­

tween Mr. Blllctr.an a Grit, and 
Mr. Ralwith a Liberal Conservative, 
about Sir Albert J. Smith’s great 
Pie nic Speech at Petitcodiac.

Mr. B. reading a newspaper, enter 
Mr. R.

Mr. R.—“ Good morning Mr. B., 
how d’ye do?” .

Mr, B.—“ Good morning, I’m glad 
to see yon. I have been reading Sir 
Albert’s Speech at the Petitcodiac 
Pic-nic. That was a glorious ovation 
to our distinguished Member, and his 
Speech was worthy of the occasion. 
The Freeman gives a full report, and 
an abler or more conclusive speech 
I never read. Have you seen it?”

Mr. R.—“ No, I have not yet had 
the opportunity."

Mr. B—“Well, if you like, I 
will read it to you.”

Mr. R.—“ Thank you, if it is not 
too much trouble, I shall be pleased 
at hearing it. I am always anxious 
to get information from every 
quarter.”

Mr. B. continues to read. “ He 
was "now in the throes of a political 
contest, and, although it may be 
considered an extraordinary asser­
tion, nothing could give him more 
pleasure than enter this contest.”

Mr. R.—“ Stop, sir I Have yod 
read that correctly ? Surely Sir Al­
bert did not sav that ?"

Mr. B.—“ Yes he did ; these are 
his exact words ; ‘ nothing could 
give him greater pleasure than enter 
this contest.”

Mr. R.—“Ha! ha! ha! bow ab­
surd. Did you believe him?”

Mr. B.—“ Sir Albert said so, and 
I have no doubt, whatever, he told 
the truth.” '

Mr. R.—“ Why, B., you cannot 
be serious, surely you cannot be so 
prejudiced as to accept that; Sir 
Albert himself feels he is making an 
extraordinary asset tion, and he must 
have calculated largely on the cre­
dulity of his hearers when he made 
it. ‘ Nothing gave him greater 
pleasure than a political contest?’ 
He knew he was saying what was 
untrue. But go on."

Mr. B.—“ Well, I think he was 
not exactly correct in that,” read 
again. “ Already be had seen many 
he had not seen fôr eleven years, and 
it was due to them, and to all others, 
that he should defend his conduct 
during these years.”

Mr. R.—“ A representative who 
had never gone among bis constitu­
ents for eleven years, and only visits 
them under the dread apprehensions 
of a political contest, need not be 
thanked by them. The object, to 
secure votes to benefit himself, is too 
apparent to deceive any, and the 
people will value it as It deserves. 
No common man would have the 
cheek to neglect his constituents for 
eleven years and then visit them 
just as an Election comes on. It 
requires a Knight with plenty of the 
people’s money in hie pocket to do 
that.”

Mr. B.—“ Sir Albert has been so 
pressed in the public affairs that it is 
only now he has time to go among 
bis constituents. Look at the 5£ 
millions he got for the fisheries ; he 
deserves credit for that, and we ought 
to return him so that he would have 
a voice in spending it."

Mr. R.—» Cartwright lias spent it 
long ago. Any money got from that 
only paya a part of the debts he lias 
contracted, so there is no necessity 
for sending hid) to Ottawa for that 
put pose.”

Mr. B. reads again : “ The Mac­
donald Government was overthrown, 
and he felt it his duty to accept a seat 
in the Mackenzie Government, and 
in doing so he was doing nothing in­
consistent with his previous con­
duct.”

Mr. R.—“ If Mr. Smith bad said 
he felt it bis interest to accept a seat 
in the Mackenzie Government, I 
would agree with him, but perhaps 
be may be correct as In saying he 
felt it bia duty, he meant to himself, 
to accept a salary of 87,000,- not­
withstanding he declared from the 
hustings in Dorchester, that the 
Maritime Provinces had nothing lo 
look for from the Ontario Grits. 
You remember that, do you not?”

Mr. B.—“Yes, I knew he said so, 
but that was when be was supporting 
Sir Jobs, and he has learned better 
since.”

Mr. R.—“ Yes, I suppose so ; he 
changed his politics when he got the 
87,000 a year. He supported Sir 
John as long as he was In power, 
and jumped the fence the instant 
Mackenzie got the Government. 
Supposing he was justified in doing 
an, still hie conduct was inconsistent 
witn that before. He ratted and 
went with the winning party, and 
got handsomely paid for It. He has 
made $45,000 by the operation, and 
bow a man can support two different 
Governments having adverse politics 
without being inconsistent, I do not 
kirow. Do you ?”

Mr. B.—“ A man may change his 
opinions."

Mr. R.—“ That Is true ; but If he 
does one opinion must be inconsistent 
with the other, although he may 
change from wrong to right."

Mr. B.—« That is tfhat Sir Albert 
did.”

Mr. R.—“ Then why did he not say 
so, Instead of asserting his conduct 
was not inconsistent."

Mr. B. (reading) — “ He never 
thought the time would come when 
we should find advocates of a protec­
tive policy In this Province."

Mr. R—“Whew I Does Sir Albert 
forget, or does he think the people 
forget, when he ran, and ran success­
fully, In this County, the Protection 
policy ? Does he not remember that 
hie opposition to Confederation was 
that the Maritime Provinces would 
be ruined by the trade with Canada, 
that our farmers and manufacturers 
would be swept ont of existence by 
Canadians, and that we required a 
protective duty to keep up the prices 
of agricultural articles and manu­
factures ? He won on the Protection 
horse then, now be is belting on 
Free Trade. Of course there is 
nothing inconsistent here. Sir Albert 
is always consistent and he is always 
right !”

Mr. B.—“The question of Con 
federation was a good many years 
ago, and the necessity of protection 
against Canada was a very different 
thing from protection against the 
United States, which Sir John wants. 
(Reading.) ‘In the Neebing Hotel 
matter, the Government hsd nothing 
whatever to do with the transactions 
but to appoint appraisers, and the 
whole scandal was that the appraisers 
had valued the property $800 to $400 
too much.’ ”

Mr. R.—“ It is extraordinary that 
Sir Albert has not taken the trouble 
to inform himself correctly about this 
disgraceful matter. He either is ig­
norant of the facts, or wilfully mis­
stated them.”

Mr. B.—“ Come, come, R., you are 
getting excited, and must modify 
your language.”

Mr. R.—“ No, I am indignant a at 
man occupying Sir Albert’s position 
being so regardless of his statements. 
The whole scandal was not that the 
appraisers had valued the property 
too much. The scandal was that the 
Government permitted the proper 
terminus of the Railway to be known 
so that their friends were enabled 
to buy up land on speculation, and 
in permitting one of the parties so 
interested being an appraiser, and 
then in paying a fraudulent award ; 
and Sir Albert In saying that the 
whole scandal was the Government 
paying $800 or $40$ too much for the 
property, is not only untrne, but 
Sir Albert when he stated it, he 
stated it with the intention of de • 
ceiving, knew it was untrue. He 
knew the Government paid $5029 
for the unfinished shanty, which 
was valued after a careful estimate 
by I. D. Taylor, C. E., at $1,500, 
hurried estimates of others placed it 
at 83044, no that the difference be­
tween the actual value and that paid 
for it was from $1,985 to $3,529, 
and not $300 or $400 as Sir Albert 
stated it. Does Sir Albert imagine 
he can practice upon the ignorance 
and incredulity of the Electors of 
Westmorland in this way. Does he 
think he can deliver set orations 
abounding with mislalements and 
not be detected ?"

Mr. B.—“ Sir Albert did not say 
positively what sum, too much, was 
paid for this hotel. He said about, 
and Mr. McKenzie, in his speech to 
the working men out West mention­
ed the same sum as Sir Albert, and 
if Sir Albert is wrong he took it 
from what Mr. Mackenzie said."

Mr. R.—“ If Sir Albert merely 
repeats, parrot like, the assertions of 
Mackenzie, without caring whether 
they are correct or not, he is not the 
man to represent Westmorland— 
however go on.”

Mr. B. reads on.—“ The imposi­
tion of $1.20 a barrel, as proposed, 
would therefore be taking over a 
million of dollars qut of the pockets 
of the people of these provinces to 
enrich the millers of Ontario.”

Mr. R.—It is strange Sir Albert 
should display such intense ignor­
ance of the agricultural products of 
Canada. He never would have made 
himçelf so ridiculous if he had known 
that' the agricultural productions of 
Canada exceed the local demand, 
and large quantities are expected. 
Mr. Mackenzie, in a speech deliver­
ed at Sarnia, in 1876, said, ' “ Some 
people actually believe If we impose, 
say a duty of five cents on wheat 
coming from the United States, it 
will increase the price of your wheat. 
Also—“ There never was a greater 
fallacy to bold that because if we 
produce more wheat than we con­
sume, it would only prevent any 
United States wheat being ear^id 
through Canada ;” and he recently 
said again in a speech In Toronto, 
that during the last nine months 
ending, 31st March last, that the 
Dominioh “ exported very nearly 
ten million dollars worth of the pro­
ducts of the farm more than was im­
ported,” thus shewing Canada was 
not dependant on the United States 
for its bread, and in another of Mr 
McKenzie’s speeches out West, he 
said—” It is the markets in England 
that regulate the prices of the great 
staples we grow, and our people can 
sell their peas la England or the 
United States as they desire ; they 
will sell wherever they get the best 
prices ; but you cannot impose any 
protection duties on articles coming 
into the County that will raise prices, 
when the prices now are regulated 
by the prices In England. It cannot 
be done.” Can any person be so 
senseless as to imagine that if a 
duty of $1 a bushel was imposed on

potatoes imported from the United 
States, that it would Increase the 
price here, yet from the argument 
of Sir Albert it would result, that 
putting such a duty on potatoes, 
farmers would get $1.40 pef bushel 
for them. If Mackenzie is any au­
thority, Sir Albert is wroqg.

Mr. B.—I don’t know but what 
you are right. If putting a duty on 
potatoes would not Increase the price 
to the farmer, I do not see how put­
ting a duty on wheat would increase 
the price of iqyir, seeing the Domin­
ion raises of both more than we have 
consumption for. Suppose a duty 
was put on hay or oats imported, 
I do not think it would raise the 
price here, because we raise all and 
more than there Is a local demand 
for. I will speak to Sir Albert and 
get him to explain. I will now 
read en.

“ He then went on to explain his 
position in reference to the Cape 
Tormentine Railway, and said he 
could satisfy the people that there 
was no better friend than he on the 
road. Referring to some statements 
in the Post, he said there was not a 
particle of truth in them, and that 
the writer knew this.”

Mr. R.—“ That’s strong, accusing 
the Editor of the Post of wilfully 
lying—not a particle of IMth in the 
Editor of the Post’s statements, lies 
made out of whole cloth—and wick­
edly made, because he knew they 
were false. Pretty rough on our 
young Editor. Go on.”

Mr.B. (reading on.)—“Mitolilner, 
Editor of the Post, said he WtkfUSe 
Secretary of the Cape Tormentine 
Railway Company, and jSok the 
plans, etc., to Sir Albert; and that 
Sir Albert told him he would not 
give him the rails. Sir Albert, re­
suming, said he would like very 
much if he could at all limes have so 
ready an opportunity of contradicting 
it. It was utterly impossible for him 
to say he would not give the rails. 
He never had the power to give or 
refuse the rails ; they were not iu his 
Department : and when the parties 
came to him for the rails, hu told 
them that after getting the rails and 
obtaining subscriptions they would 
be unable to build the road, and the 
farmers whom they induced to sub­
scribe would lose their money.”

Mr. R.—“ That Is not satisfactory. 
Sir Albert made a direct charge 
against the Editor of the Post, in­
volving moral gnilt, alleging there 
was not a particle of truth in what 
the Editor stated. The Editor being 
on the spot reaffirmed Ids statement, 
that Sir Albert told him he would 
not give him the rails. Sir Albert 
admits parties made application to 
him but for the rails, he does not deny 

'thatthe Editor showed him lhe plans 
and was one of the parties who made 
application lo him, and Sir Albert 
admits that such application was un 
successful, and ho says he told the 
parties that after obtaining the rails 
and obtaining subscriptions they 
would be unable to finish the road, 
and the farmers, when they weie eu- 
duced to subscribe, would lose their 
money.” There were good reasons, 
if true, why he should not give the 
rails applied for,which were wholly In­
appropriate, if, as he now says, that 
he never had the power to give or re­
fuse them. Sir Albert. I sec, does not. 
say, that he told or hinted to the 
parties applying for the rails that he 
had no power to give the rails ; or 
that they were not in his department, 
but reasons with them as to their in­
ability to build the Railway. This 
much is evident the promoters of the 
Cape Tormentine Railway made ap 
plication to Sir Albert, the repre­
sentative of the County and a 
Minister of the Government, for 
old rails, of which the Government 
had plenty, and they could not get 
them ; Sir Albert telling them that 
if they had the rails they would be 
unable lo finish the road, and the 
farmers would lose their money, and 
the result actually was the rails 
were not got, and the operations of 
tlie Cape Tormentine Railway Com­
pany were in consequence stopped. 
How a person occupying the posi­
tion Sir Albert does, dare charge a 
gentleman with wilful and malicious 
lying without having a particle of 
truth to justify it, when by his own 
account is shewn that every word is 
true, is unaccountable unless Sir 
Albert’s Knighthood elevates him 
so far above others, he is not bound 
by the laws which should govern 
gentlemen. It is a way Tie has. Sir 
Albert has frequently tried to get 
out of difficulties by charging others 
with misstatements. You must re­
member the affair with Governor 
Gordon, and his charges against Mr. 
Chandler, which the latter declined 
to notice.”

Mr. B. reads.—“One man, Dr.Tup- 
per, has been found who delights in 
justifying the act, (Pacific scandal) 
an act which has been condemned 
everywhere, where the Bible is read 
and whore Christianity is recog­
nized.”

Mr. R.—“ What is the use of Sir 
Albert talking such trash. Where 
has the Pacifie Scandal been con­
demned? To condemn is to pro­
nounce t<Lbe guilty. It expresses 
more lhanvto censure or blame, and 
wher. baa it been pronounced open 
at all? Have the Governments or 
people of the United States, or Great 
Britain, or France, or Italy, or Ger­
many ever condemned it. Have the 
Local Legislatures of the different 
Provinces of the Dominion even 
condemned it. What body of men 
have ever done so, except the Grits, 
who used it as a stepping stone to 
to power? Perhaps he moans that 
it is only the Grits who read the 
Bible and recognize Christianity. 
If he does, I can tell you a leading

cheater Corner, who not only does 
not believe in the inspiration of the 
Holy Scriptures, but denies the 
Saviour, and who is a perfect infidel."

Mr. B.—If you go on that way I 
will say no more. Ypu are more 
abusive than the Moncton Times, 
and Raiwlth if you ever expect Sir 
Albert to do anything for you, you 
have taken a wrong Way to get about 
it; now take my advise and keep 
quiet. If you see Sir Albert let him 
believe that, you think him one of 
the greatest politicians in the Domi­
nion and he has been the means of 
every beneficial thing being done 
that has taken place since he has 
represented Westmorland, and he 
will be as good-natured as any old 
granny. But do not hint that he 
never fell heir to Washington’s little 
hatchet.

To the Electors of Bay Verte.

Sir Albert, at the Petitcodiac Pic­
nic, denied that he ever said he 
viould not furnish old rails to the 
Cape Tormentine Railway. His ver­
sion was that he said he could not. 
Now he says ho can build it and sup. 
ply It with new steel rails out of the 
fishery award. When ho says he 
coubl not he must either mean that 
the country could not afford to give 
the old rails, or that he had not suf­
ficient influence in the Cabinet to 
get them. He dare not admit the 
latter as be would be admitting that 

was not as important a supporter 
of the McKenzie Administration as 
the imbecile Ferris. It purity and 
economy were practised, could not 
Sir Albert have got otrl rails and 
even built the road ? Without going 
into the Steel Rail Scandal or Land 
Jobs, in hotels, instance the follow­
ing within New Brunswick, yes, al­
most entirely within the County of 
Westmorland :

The Fisheries Department..

The Telegraph and other newspa­
pers that crook the suppliant knee 
before our mighty Minister of Marine 
are never tired of discan ting on tlie 
great advantage it is to this consti­
tuency to possess him—a Minister ; 
but what particular and precise ad­
vantage, they have never yet been 
able to point out.

Look at bis own department- The 
value of the Fisheries last year 
caught in the Maritime Provinces 
was $8,477,405 ; in Ontario and 
Quebec, $2,534,896. One would 
imagine it reasonable that the cost 
of iish culture would bear. some 
proportion to the returns. Not so. 
The cost of fish culture last year 
was distributed as follows i

N. B. ondN. N....................$ 5,102 33
Ont. und Que.,.................18,845.40

While our fisheries yield three fold 
those of the Upper Provinces we 
obtain only one fourth of this fund ! 
The Upper Provinces have six fish 
breeding establishments, and the St. 
John river, counties of this Province 
clamor for and cannot obtain one 1) 
Our lakes might have been long ago 
stocked with the white fish of 
Ontario and thus became sources of 
wealth to our people, hut possessing 
the inestimable advantage of having 
so energetic and progressive a man, 
as Sir A. J. Smith for Minister of 
Marine, those improvements will not 
be made as long as lie continues to 
misrepresent the county.

Wc find at page 55 and following 
pages that while 173 Fishery 
Officers and a vessel with 26 hands 
on board, in Ontario and Quebec, 
were paid in salaries and disburse­
ments, $43,154,62 ; 381 officers in 
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and P. 
E. Island, were paid only 829,270.72. 
That is, double the number of officials 
in the Maritime Provinces* where the 
bulk of the fishing is done, receive 
but little more than half the pay that 
is given to officers in Ontario and 
Quebec, where tlie fisheries are com­
paratively of little hnpurtaucc.

When Peter Mitchcl! in Parlia­
ment last winter was fighting the* 
cause of a poor widow who had her 
cow killed on I. C. R„ Sir A. J. 
Smith got up and in his lordly way, 
boasted that three times as many 
cattle were killed in bis county as in 
Peter Mitchell’s and yet he would 
never allow his people pay for them; 
His boast was good. Pences were 
burned ; haystacks destroyed ; and 
cattle killed along the I. C. R. route 
and the sufferers could get no satis­
faction because those matters were 
beneath the notice of the Knightly 
Jove, whose mundane name is Sir A. 
J. Smith. Messrs. Martin Black 
and Patrick Hays of Dorchester, had 
horses killed last year. They ap­
plied to Mr. Luttrcll, who replied 
their claims could not be entertained. 
They then, when they could get near 
enough to him, applied to the 
eminent Patriot who represents this 
county. He replied it was not in 
his department, the application 
woiild have to go before the ap­
praisers at Ottawa. Months passed 
and no further satisfaction could be 
obtained.; till Opposition shadowed 
itself forth in Westmorland, when 
Sir A. J. Smith suddenly discovered 
their claims could be entertained ;

Bribery—The $200 Penalty.

The election law says ;
Section 93.—The following per­

sons shall also lm deemed guilty of 
bribery, and shall bo punished ac­
cordingly ;—

1. Every voter who, licforc or 
during any election, directly or in­
directly, himself or by any other 
person on his behalf, receives, agrees 
or contracts for any money, gift, loan 
or valuable consideration, office, 
place or employment, for himself or 
any other person, for voting or 
agreeing to x’ote, or for refraining 
or agreeing to refrain from voting 
at any election ;

2. Every person who, after any 
election, directly or indirectly, him­
self or by any other person on his 
behalf, receives any money or valuable 
consideration for having voted or 
refrained from voting, or having in­
duced any other person to vote or 
refrain from voting at any election ;

How 8b 4, J. Smith looks after the
interests of his Constituents.

A number of years ago, lapds on 
the Sackville Railway BranBtT, be­
longing to Mr. G. T. Bowser, were 
surveyed by a Government Engineer, 
for the purpose of being taken by 
Government for Railway purposes. 
Mr. Bowser immediately wrote to 
the Westmorland Representative, 

A. J. Smith, to which be replied 
as follows, on Sept. 16th 1873 ;

“ I Jo- feel that you have been badly 
treated about the matter of the crossing 
and it may be that your marsh will be 
seriously injured by the Railway passing 
through it. It is only rigid you should bè 
fully compensated in damages for the 
injury.”

The land was taken, and Mr. 
Bowser carried on a correspondence 
with the Department of Public 
Works for the purpose of obtaining 
compensation therefor. A letter 
from Mr. Braun, of the Public Wcrks 
Department, dated Nov. 1875, offers 
him $100,80 for the damages done, 
and states that “ orders have been 
issued for the construction of a 
crossing.” (U may hero be noted 
that the construction of this crossing 
was delayed by the Government of 
Sir Â. J. Smith Jive years after he 
stated in his letter that Mr. Bowser 
had been badly treated and three 
years after the orders were issued 
at Ottaxva.) Mr. Bowser declined 
to accept this sum, representing 
that that eum would but very 
inadequately compensate him for 
the damages received, and offering 
to let the matter of such compen­
sation be decided by three impartial 
persons. He also personally repre­
sented the injury done him to Sir A. 
J. Smith, ,and renewed such offer to 
him. The latter at first seemed dis­
posed to aid Mr. Bowser, but de­
layed and humbugged it, so that to 
this day Mr. Bowser has not re­
ceived one cent. Whether Mr. 
Bowser’s claims was too large or 
too small, a fair way to settle it was 
by arbitration, and thte Department 
acted in a very high-handed and 
imperious manner when they took 
his land forcibly, refusing to,allow 
the compensation to be fixed by 
third parties. But to show that his 
claim was no trumped up or extravag­
ant one wc have only to add the fol­
lowing :

“ Having been requested by Mr. Geo. 
“ T. Bowser to examine the property near 
“ the Railway Station in Sackville, owned 
“ by him, through which the branch line 
“ of Railway to Dixon’s landing runs for 
“ for the purpose of estimating tlie 
“ amount of damages which in onr 
“judgment Mr. Bowser would be entitled 
11 to receive. We have to state that after

a careful examination of the premises, 
“we have agreed upon three hundred 
“ AND 8KVNTY-F1VE DOLLARS Q8 the SUm 
“ in our opinion should be paid to Mr. 
“ Bowser.

It was however more for­
tunate in obtaining rails from the 
Dominion Government, and although 
a very difficult line to contract, has 
been carried through successfully. 
Had Sir A. J. Smith assisted the 
Cape Tormentine Company (instead 
of obstructing their efforts in order 
to dangle the measure at this elec­
tion) it would no doubt have to-day 
been constructed and in working 
order.

The expenditure connected with 
the “ Northern Light,” is published 
in this issue. It docs not include the 
expenditure after 30th June, 1878, 
for which $30,000 were voted last 
winter, nor an expenditure of $15,000 
or $20,000 this summer, for which 
grant will have to be <toade next 
winter. In the whole history of this 
country there never wag a more un­
necessary, Ill-advised, extravagant 
and useless project than that same 
“ Northern Light.” To have con­
sented to the construction of a vessel 
of that particular design and build, 
reflects enduring discredit on the 
Minister of Marine.

The question of constructing the 
Cape Toimcntine Railway came up, 
unadvertently in supply, on April 
20th, when I stated that I thought 
tlie Government woeld not under­
take a line that ia to cost a million 
of dollars, but I did not undertake 
to decide upon the policy of building 
a line ol communication without fur­
ther iuformalioa, than a few random 
statements in a brief discussion upon 
the estimates.

The project should demand the 
careful consideration of the Govern­
ment, and will receive the full con­
sideration of Parliament in future 
and of those who are with me.

There is no doubt that regular 
communication between the main­
land and the Island roust be kept up 
and If the “ Northern Light" fails to 
accomplish the object, some other 
means must be adopted.

It must be noted that while Sir 
Albert did not commit himself to tlie 
railway project Mr. Palmer, of St. 
John, distinctly favored it in very 
forcible and direct terms.

By tie Board of Education.

THE Board of Trustees of any School 
District is hereby empowered to pro­

vide from the School Funds under its con­
trol, Prizes not exceeding a first, second 
and third prize, in any School Term, for 
each School or Department, and according 
to such conditions and regulations as may 
be prescribed by the Board of Education, 
provided that no such prize shall be award­
ed in respect of proficiency in particular 
subjects of the School course, or the dis­
charge of particular School duties.—41 
Viet. cap. 35, see. 10.

In pursuance of the above enactment of 
the Legislature, the Board of Education 
has been pleased to prescribe the follow­
ing conditions and regulations—which are 
to be carefully observed by Boards of 
Trustees and Teachers—respecting the 
offering and awarding of the School Prizes 
therein authorized :—

1. The offer of the Prizes and tire con­
ditions of their award set forth below (in 
sections 2 and 3) shall be announced to 
the school, or department, on or before 
the first day on which it may be in session 
in any Term.

2. The following shall be regarded as 
the Standard for every member of the 
School :—

Prompt attendance at each school sit­
ting ; unexceptionable conduct while sub­
ject to the Teacher’s supervision, whether 
in the school room or else where ; indus­
trious application in.the discharge of every 
80hool duty; and excellence of Scholar­
ship in the subjects of prescribed study, 
accordiug to the pupil’s assignments in 
the course of instruction pursued in the1 
school.

3. The Teacher shall assign a fixed 
numerical value to the above standard 
(say 5 or 10) for each half-day (or for 
each day) to be available in ret put of those 
pupils only who are present; air^l the 
Teacher shall according to his best judg­
ment determine and record at the time 
what abatement is to be made for any halt- 
day (or day) from this standard figure on 
account of taidincss, improper conduct, 
want of application or imperfect scholar­
ship. At the close of the calendar month 
the Teacher shall make entry in the School 
Register (page 6 or 10) of the sum of the 
standard figures (or parts of them) re­
tained for the month by each pupil, and 
the aggregate of these monthly entries 
shall be regarded as the pupil’s School 
Standing for the Term.

4. At the close of the term the Teacher 
shall present a written report, under his 
signature, to the Secretary of the Board 
of Trustees, stating (1) the names, with 
the School Standing for the Term annexed 
to each, of the pupils having first, second 
and third positions ; and (2) the name of 
any pupil who, while a member of the 
school, or department, was unavoidably 
absent, and whose actual average daily 
standing being allowed for such days of 
absence, not exceeding five in any case, 
would make his school standing for the 
Term equal to that of a pupil whose name 
shall have been reported in the foregoing 
statement [1]. The Secretary of the 
Trustees shall keep the Teacher’s Report 
on file for a poriod of at least two years.

5. The Board cf Trustees shall award 
the prizes to the pupils having the highest 
School Standing for the Term; and in 
making the awards the Trustees may, in 
their discretion, take into consideration, 
but only within the limitations specified in 
section 4. the case of any pupil unavoid­
ably absent from school. —

G. The Board of Trustees shall deter­
mine the nature and value of all prizes, 
and shall exercise a responsible care that 
no prize be of a character excluded by 
the provisions of regulation '83, or by 
section 102 of the Schools Act.

7. The prizes shall be publicly present­
ed through the Board of Trustees, at, or 
subsequent to, the close of the Term, at 
such time and place aa the Trustees shall 
determine; and the Trustee! may invite, 
in their discretion, gentlemen resident or 
non-resident to present the prizes to the 
winners on behalf of the Board of Trustees 
and the District.

8. The foregoing conditions and regula­
tions are applicable exclusively to schools 
or departments, conducted by Teachers 
holding valid licenses under the provisions 
of Regulation 29 or 30.

On 
tlie 20th August when wo lay off 
Egg Island on the north shore of 
the St. Lawrence, Imving just 
cleared Gaspe Bay a dense fog fell 
upon them. The Admiral ordered 
the vessels to keep together, and 
soundings weie taken every half 
hour but the lead gave no bottom. 
On the night of the 22od Paradis lost 
his head and signalled for the fleet 
to close upon the shore. While 
they were moving slowly a dreadful 
gale arose and as Sir Hovcnden eaid 
iu his journal which was published 
in London in 1720: “We soon 
found ocrscives amongst rocks and 
small islands, fifteen leagues further 
than the log gave, when the whole 
fleet had like to have been lost.” 
“ But by God’s good providence,” 
he goes on, “ all the mcn-of-war. 
though with, extreme hazzards and 
difficulty, escaped. Eight trans­
ports were cast away, and had I not 
made the signals as I did, hot 
continued sailing, it is a great 
question whether any ship or men 
had been saved." After tbe wreok 
the register showed only 8,878 sur­
vivors. The Labrador shore, says 
the historian Charlevoix, was strewn 
with the bodies of at least a thou­
sand soldiers, including two com­
plete companies of the Royal Guard» 
and many more of Marlborough’s 
veterans, whose corpses were easily 
distinguished by their scarlet coate. 
It was suspected that Paradis had 
wilfully cast the fleet away. In hla 
defense, as found in the writings of 
Mere Juchereau, be pleaded that he 
saw the moving lights when they 
first made Gaspe Bay and told some 
of the high officers that heaven bad 
ordained a terrible catastrophe, “ so 
clearly and with such vividness did 
the celestial lires burn not only by 
night but often when there was a 
fog thronghont the day.” The 
disaster saved Canada to France for 
tbe time being, and the pious col­
onists reared many churches in 
gratilude to Notre Dame des 
Victoires. The court of Queen Anne 
went into mourning, and Sir Hoven 
den exiled himself toSonth Carolina, 
where, as a French writer quaintly 
said, “ he wrote numerous apologies 
for the disaster with which God had 
been pleased to visit (he English 
fleet.”. The flag-ship “ Edgar," with 
470 men, blew up at Portsmouth on 
her return from the Gulf, which waa 
“ further evidence of God’s die. 
pleasure at the Invasion of New 
France.”
