| The Beef Supply of New BEngland.
i AT

The cast now looks to the west for
its food supply. Massachusetts, for
example, eats somcthing like 10,-
000,000 bushels of wheat every year,
but yet in 1879 raised only 35,000.
Ancther important result of progress
has been a noteworthy change in the
form in which certain articles of
consumption are bronght to market.
The “refrigerator beef” trade affords
perhaps the best illustration of this
advance. In 2 recent article it was
said, as a rough cstimate, that three-
quarters of the beef eaten in New
England came frem Chicago dressed,
in refrigerator care. The books of
the Trunk-line Commissioner show
the number of tons of cattle and
dressed beef respectively forwarded,
all rail, to New England in each of
the years 1878-83 and the first nine
months of 1884, as follows :

Continuous Wheat-Growing in Eng-
land.

The new number of the Journal of
Royal Agricultural Seciety of Eng-
land contains a remsrkable article
by Sir J. B, Lawes and his coadjutor,
Dr. Gilbert, on the continuous
growth of wheat at Rothamsted,
Herts. In 1864 Sir John Lawes
published the details of the con-
tinuous growth of wheat during the
twenty provious years, and in the
present article ho gives similar de-
tails fur the second period of twenty
years, but he gives the_results for
the whole forty years. On several
plots of land wheat has becn grown
cortinuously during the whole period
with various manures, and in oneo
plot with no manure at all. On
some plots there has been vo change
in manuring for forty years, and on
most of the cthers no change for
thirty-two years. Such lengthened
experiments are unique in the history
of agriculture, and as thev have
been ecarried out by scientific ex-
erts, who have accurately recorded
all the facts connected with them,
the results which are brought oat
possess a very high value.

The best wheat crop which they
grew during the whole forty vears
was that of 1863, when tbe yield of
the permanently unmanured plot
was 17} bushels per acre. The
worst crop was that of 1879, when
the produce of the same plot was
only 4% bushels per acre. . This plot
pof land bhad not received any manure
sipce 1839, and since 1843 it bad
grown wheat every year; yel it
vielded every 17} bushels per acre
in a favorable season twenty five
vears after it had last reccived any
manure.

Some of the best results at Rot-
have been ebtained by
the application of nitrate of soda
and superphospbates of lime, and
this mixture a very usual ono in Eng-
land, is about the best that an
ordinary farmer can apply as a
dressing for wheat. Where no farm-
vard manure is applied a fair dress-
ing would be 4 ewt. of superphos-
phate to 2 ewt. of nitrate of soda.
The superphosphate is best plowed
or harrowed into the land, and it
may safely be applied in the antumn,
when winter wheat is sown.

As the loss of nitric acid is much
greater in wet seasons than in dry
years the latter are favorable to
large crops of wheat. The stock of
organie nitrogen has been consider-
ably reduced, as well as the stocks of
potash and phosphoric acid, during
the forty ycars, yet enough of eaeh
remains to grow crops, gradually
diminishing, for a very long period.

The writers come to the conclusion
that when farmyard wmanure is em-
ployed to grow wheat more nitregen
must be applied than is necessary
when it is put on the land in the
form ot nitrate of soda, for instance,
in order to produce equal results, be-
cause much of the nitrogen iv farm-

yard mavure is mot in an active
form. In the absence of vegetation,

or when applied in excessive quan-
tities to frops, potash and phosphor-
ic acid form insoluble compounds
with the soil and become available
for future crops; but in the absence
of vegetation an excess of nitrates
or salts of ammonia dees not appear
to form such eompounds, and is lia:
ble, therefore, to be washed away or
otherwise lost.

—Sir John Macdowald sailed for
New York last Saturday on the
steamer * Oregon.”

—The Franchise Bill will come
up for its final reading in the House
of Lords to-inorrow.

—The Editors of the Rural New-
Yorker own apd werk 380 acres for
experimental purposes, the.results
of which are reported in their papers.

— An application by the promoters
of the Nova Scotia short line rail-
way for a further extension of time
for forty days has been declined by
the Dominion Government.

—Supplementary letters patent
bave been issued to the Nova Scetia
Coal Company. by which the shares
bave been reduced from $1000 to
8100 and the capital steck increased
from $160,000 to $250,000.

—Four fifths of the rolling steck
purchased by the Canadian Pacific
railway duiing the present year has
been manufactared in the Dominion,
a gratifying proef of the develop-
ment of our home industries.

—President Arthur delivered his
valedictory message on Monday.
Speaking of the revenue he said:
The expenses of the Gevernment for
the year are estimated at $290,620,-
000, receipts §330,000,000, leaving
a surplus of about $39,000,000.

—The President of the N. S.
Fruit Growers’ Association advises
consumers net to purchase apples
except under warrant, and to return
the fruit at the sellers’ expense if it
proves inferior. He thinks that if
dealef's will give fair priges for war-
ranted and but small prices for un-
warranted fruit, the queatian of in-
spection will regulate itself.

—The stockholders of the Monc-
ton Implement Manufacturing Co.,
have granted a lcase to J. G.
O'Doherty to manufacture imple-
ments for the company at reason-
able rates. The managing com-
mittee are authorized to eell the re-
maining stack—some $25,000 worth,
at 30 per cent. The company has
been in trouble financially, but is
likely to come out all right.

—An import duty is to be placed
on all cereals by the 'rench Govern-
mwent, whp find themselves obliged
to adopt a protective policy to alle-
viate the depression in certain lines
of business, and to satisly the desires |
of the peasantry. In England there
is a strong movement in favor of a
Protective Policy, or rather a Fair
Trade policy by a certain class whe
are suffering from depression, par-
ticularly among the ship-building
trado on the Clyde and Wear.

ANNEXATION IN 8T. JOHN.

Quito a furore has been occasiened
by seme expressions in favor of an-
nexation having been used at a
Board ef Trado meeting at St. Jobn
last week, drawn out apparently by
a despondent feeling at the de-
pression in the wood trade, the poor
returns from the shipping business,
and the prospect of the new Spanish
United States Treaty—diverting all
our Spsnish West India business to
the citizens of the latter country.
If the spirited discussion of these
matters ultimately results in closer
trade relations between Canada and
the Spanish and British West Indies,
which was, no doubt, the end aimed
at hy most of the speakers—it will
prove of great advantage to the Pro-
vince. We say most of the speakers,
for-obviously there was a good deal
of politics mixed up in what ought
to be judged from a purely com-
mercial standpeint. For instance,
Mr. Ellis of the Globe, who assumed
to speak as to our commercial
intereste, is net qualified to judge of
these matters on their merits
and [rom an independent stand-
point. Ile was a violent Anti;
at Confederation his  political
growth suddenly stopped while
the country has moved on and
expanded and prospered in a mar-
vellous manner, for which modern
history affords - ro parallel. His
mental vision is limited to the pre-
confederation epoch, or if it does
occasionslly stray Beyord, it is only
to pick up and gloat over the mis-
fortunes of the people, to advertise
losses in trade or manufacturing,
and to shout over every departure
of an emigrant. - His enmity towards
John A. MacDonald. George Brown,
S. L. Tilley and Charles Tupper—
the authors of Confederation—has
deepcned with time and 4f he ever
misses a chance to traduce their
character and impugne theig motives,
it is that e may grow melky at the
expense of the ynfortunate—to de-
tail with il'-concealed delight every
trifling reverse in business eircles
and cvery unfavorable turn in trade.
No country is free from sach things ;
no reasonable man would imagine
that union weuld give us an immun-
ity from the erdinary risks and
chances of commerce to which all
countries are subjeet ; all the same,
Mr. Ellis daily straggles to impress
the people that Sit Leovard Tilley
and his associates are responsible
and culpable salike for a Water St.
failure and the price of deals in
Liverpool. Efforts continued for so
many years to detract the coun-
try, ker institutions and ber lead-
ing public men, naturally renders
one skeptical as to Mr. Ellis’ being
capable of giving a fair and un-
biassed judgment.

There was a decided imprevement
intheBritish Stock Marl et in Novem-
ber, both tor eattle and sheep. Prime
Canadian steers had a goad sale at
1hc. against 144c. last week, 14c.
two wecks ago, 143c. three weeks
ago, and 13lc. four weeks ago—a |
gain of 11c. per 1b. within the last
month. A similar advance was
cabled from London, but in Glasgow
the improvement is not noticeable,
The sheep trade too has taken a de-
cifl upturn ; best sheep went at
15¢. against 14c. last weelk, 14c. two
weeks ago, and 15¢. three weeks ago.

—The ceremonies at Toronto last
week in connectiun with unveiling
the statue erected to the mgmory of
tke late Hon. George Brown have
brought the life and character of the
dead statesman once morc promin-
ently before the public. Leading
Liberals and Conservatives vied
each other in culogizing his worth
and in praising bis wondarful energy,
whieh made the paper he founded
one of the most influentizl in British
America and at the same time made
him the acknowledged leader of a
powerful political party. Men who
bad differed from him politically
paid a warm tribute to his sincerity,
to his earnest efforts for the good of
his adopted country, and to his love
of DBritish connection and British
institutiens. It is & lamentable fact
that in these respects GGeorge Brown
bad but little in cemmon with the
men whe have succeeded him in the
management of the Globe and the
leadership of the Liberal party. The
most pitiful thing in this connection
is the attempt made by some of the
smaller fry of Grit writers to sncer
at the honors paid to the memory of
the departed statesman by these who
were once his political enemies ; but
such writers may have the consola-
tien of knowing that tho rule which
forbids us to, Bpeak anything but
good of the dead will leave. very
little to be said of them by their
surviving opponents. In contrast
to George Brown's loyalty to the
Crown and his giants service to
secure a Uniled British America, is
the hesitating and compromising
trimming pelicy of his successors.

thing to brirg back prosperity.
~Whatever-the position of St. Jobn,
the Province at large bas been going
ahead, akead, ahead for years. In
fact, some of the csuses that have
operated against St. John have re-
bounded to the advantage of the
rest of the Province. Formerly St,
John was the importer and agent
for the rest of the Province ; it sup-
plied their wants and took their
lumber and agzricaltural  produets.
The loveling of inter-provincial cus
toms tariff and the extension of rail-
wiys since the union has given the
people a wide choice of markets,and
the people buy and sell direct with-
out the intervention of the St. Jehn
middleman. This, while operating
to the disadvantage of St-John, has
created half a hundred independent
cenlres of trade, cheapened the price
of all manufactured goods to con-
sumers  and coabled producers to
sccure the best markete. There is
scarcely a country villuge that has
not been benefitted by the change,
and the Province at large 'has gained
immensely. -While vue may regret
the shrigkage of St. John trade, it
was akin to a moenopoly which the
Union and Railways have destroyed,

The growth of population, busi-
ness and wealth in counties such as
Westmorland, which will soon rival
St. John in every respeet, renders
the propaganda of annexation or any
other political ism, in that city not ot
paramount consequence to the Pro-
vince at large.

We are, however, pleased to note
that a resolution was carried in the
Board of Trade, declaring that no
expression of opinien had becn made
in favor of ancexation.

—The Transcript devistes some-
what from its policy ef detraction
towards the N. B. & P. E. Ry. Co.,
and calls“to its aid one * Railway
Centre.” This party is the one who
in May last was shouting that the
Company was so poverty siricken it
could not purchase rails. To-day it
declares the Company is so well to
do that a * pile” is to be made in it.

It is pleasing te note that this trutk-’

ful commentator is awakening to the
true value of the Cape Railway. It
speaks well for the cleger manage
ment of Mr. Wood and the Board
of Directors that tl:ey can in seven
months convert a pauperized schems
into one that promises large finan-
cial profits. Lurge returns will not
come amiss to some of the stock-
holders to *“recoup” them for the
cash they have dropped by their in-
vestment in the “Transcript,” and
for that paper to incict such persons
as guilty of meral if not legal fraud
is ungrateful, to say the least.
That, however, is none of our busi-
ness.  We commend the 7'ranscript
in getting at last on tho right track
in. acknowledging the sound finan-
cial position of the Corpany and
its very promising outlook for the
future.

The Live-8tock Trade.

Mr. Charles Prichard, of Liver-
poel, whe claims to have been very
extensively engaged in the trans
Atlantie live-stock trade for many
years, has just written te the Mon-,
treal Gazette his opinions of the
future of this trade, and they are
not encouraging to Canadian far
mers. After speaking of the losses
made by many shippers this year,
in ene instance amounting to thirty
dollars per head, he says: ‘‘Itis
not only my epinion, but the epinion
of alt connected with the trade who
iare 1n a position to jundge that prices
of both cattle and sheep are almost
certain to rule very low4in England
in the immediate future. The rea-
sons given are, first, the Jow price
of wheat and all kinds of grain is
causing the farmers™to give up rais-
ing grain, and very large areas of
land formerly in grain are being put
into grass for the purpose of stock
raising. Secondly, immense guan-
titios of dressel meat from all parts
of the globe are being shipped to
this market. The Australian trade
has incieased ten fold in the last
three years, the River Platte trade
is being rapidly opened up, and
from the United States are eoming
enormous and increasing quantities,
while Russia is sending large week-
ly consignments with a practically
unhmited supply to draw from. . It
is expected before very long that
live cattle and sheep may be export-
ed frem Australia. The experiment
bas already ocen tried and found
quite practicable.  Mr. Prichard
warns all cattle shippers to be pre-
pared for low prices next season,
and says that unless Canadian dzal-
ers can buy for two doellars per
hundred less next season than they
did this they must lose heavily again.

—PFor fervid, if net discreet,
patriotism commend us to Senator

Almon, of Halifax. ILast Thursday
a meating of the King's College
Alumni was heldin that city for the
purpose of discussing tbe difficulties
in which the institution is invelved,
and at that meeting a #erald reporter
was present. Now, a morning or
two before, that paper had contained
an editorial which, commenting &n
the annexation sentiments lately ex-
pressed before the St. John Chamber
of Commeree by Mr. Ellis of the
(/lobe, maintained the right of that
gentleman to ventilate such views,
if he thought fit, without being
ahused forso doing. This editorial
the Senator had marked and read,
but not inwardly digested. When,
therefore, his esgle eye fell on the
reporter aforesaid, he arese in wrath
and, dwelling on the conspicuous
loyalty through all time of all in any
way connected with King’s College,
moved that the obnexious newspaper
wan be ““fired out” in order that
the society might thereby ecm-
phatically, if somewhat irrelevantly,
place on record its abhorrence of an-
pexationism. As no ene, however,
could be found to second this resolu-
tion, the Sepator had to content
himself with requesting the Secre-
tary to be sure and put the sub-
stance of his remarks on the minutes,
and the reporter was allowed to re-
main.

After this little bit of by-play
there ensued a long and angry dis-
cussion which ended 1n the passage
of a resolution urging the Govern-
ment to notify the Professers that
themr services would no* be needed
after the 30th of June, 1885. Prof.
Wilsoo has already resigned upon
the conditien that the rest of the
Faculty shall do likewise, and Pref.
Kennedy, the only Professor wholly
uvconnected with the disturbances,
has resigned unconditionally.

—1If Sir John Macdonald finds his
bands full in managing a parliament
cowsisting of but two parties and if
Mr. Gladstone is fairly at his wit's
end wben wrestling with Conserva-
tives, Liberals, and Paruellites, what
must be Bismarck’s state of mind
when in the Reichs!n;’: he has to con
front almost a dozen parliamentary
factions? These parties are the
Ultramontanes, Free Conseivatives,
Con-ervatives Proper, Nationalista,
Socialists, Poles, Guelphs and Par-
ticularists (which count as one,)
People’s Party, Alsace Lorrainers,
and Danes, with numbers ranging
from 100 in the Ultramontane fac.
tion 1o one in that of the Danes.
Were the system of government in
Germany really a parliamentary
one with a responsible ministry and
with the people’s representatives in
full contrel of the funds, this chaos
of paities would fatally block all
legislation and admivistration. But
the Reiehstag, a yenr or two ago, in
a moment of folly veted the army
appropriations for .ome years in ad-
vance, and Bismarck is virtually
supreme ruler of Germany. In that

‘country parliamentary government

is in fact just about where
it was in England in the reign of
Queen Elizabeth. I-will not 1uke a
step in advance as long as Bismarek
lives and even after his death it will
have before it many a long and
weary year of patient struggling
before it attains tge pesition which,
if history is any gWide, it is destined
to reach. The representatives of
the people have yet te learn to dis-
regard the petty difference; which at
present split them up into ridieulous
little factions and to unite in larger
bedies ‘acting togetber on some
bread and intelligent principle of
state action. And then, hardest
task of all, perbaps, they have to
teach the Emperor, whoever he may
be, to be content to reign without
governing.

—The Cape Traverse bracch rail-
way was taken off' the hands of the
contractors on Wednesday of last
week, and the first car load of freigbt
was shipped next day by Messrs.
Carvell Bros. The contracturs,
Messrs. Gray & Wheaton, have buflt
an excellent road and are to be con-
gratulated on the successful cemple-
sion of their labors. The station
house and other buildings are not
quite completed and the braach will
not be open for passenger traflic till
after the close of navigatioa.

Evolutdn and Christianity.

Theologians maintain a varying
relation to the dectrine of evolution,
Dr. McCosh, the eminent Presby-
terian divine and President of
Princeton College, holds that it is
all right, provided it is dissociated
from the atheism of many of its sup-
porters. Dr. Talmage, however, who
belongs to the anme sect; is a heuted
opponent of Darwin and all his
works, though his utterances, it
must be confessed, do not show that
be has any knowledge ef that which
he opposes And net long since a
Dr. Woodworth, President of & Pres:
