The white flag
is filying everywhere. The women are
all in tears, ignorant of whether their
husbands and brothers are dead or
alive.

The Canadiane.

DISTINGUISHED THEMSELVES

London, June 14.—The Morning
Standard correspondent at Kroonstad,
cabling yesterday, says that at Yester
Nek the Canadians were ordered to
advance toward the enemy’s front, and
to take cover and to hold the enemy
within long-range fire. The Canadians
advanced under a heavy shell fire from
three guns over a dead level plain,
and gained the foot of a slight ridge
before the main range held by the
Boers, and took cover behind a stome
wall. All the time they were pouring
a steady well-aimed fusillade at the
out-
left during the
night.

According to the Standard’s corre-
spondent, the Canadians figured
prominently in forcing Botha to evacu-
ate his position near Pretoria.

| Between Mohammedan Troops and the
International Relief Force—Inter-
esting Statement Made in the Brit-
ish House of Commons—A Grist of
Startling Rumors Fromw the Orient.

London, June 15.—The Times pub-

i lishes the following dispatch from
Tien Tsin, via Shanghai, June 14: “A
serious engagement has occurred be-
i tween the international column and
the Mohammedan troops of Gen. Tung
! Fu Siag, near Pekin.”

Mr. Byron Brennan, British consul
at Shanghai, who is now in London,

' says these Mohammedan troops are
armed with machine guns and repeat-
ing rifles.

Observers at Shanghai and
Tsin think there is a great deal
trouble ahead for the concert of
ers than merely reaching Pekin with
2,044 men. Serious disturbances are
i taking place at Yunnan Fu and Meng

Tse, as well as at other polnts at a
{ considerable distance from the capital.
The whole Chinese Empire seems to
be in a ferment. The intentions of
i the empress dowager are still equi-
vocal.

An unconfirmed report has reached
Shanghal from Tien Tsin to the effect
that a foreign legation has been burn-
! ed, and that a minister had been kill-
t ed. The names, it is added, are with-

held pending a confirmation of the re-

i port.
It 1s further rumored that the in-
! ternational relief parties are experi-
| encing great difficulties in regard to
| provisions and water. It is added that
{ the Japanese have sent two more
cruisers, and have landed 80 additional
troops.

SECRETARY BRODERICK’'S STATE-

In the House of Commons yesterday
Mr. William St. John Broderick, par-
liamentary secretary of the foreign
office, made the following statement:

“Her majesty’s minister at Pekin has
been in constant communication with
. the Chinese government since the at-
tack by Boxers on peaceable converts
and the destruction of three villages,
about 90 miles from Pekin, on May 12.
On May 18 Sir Claude Macdonald re-
minded the Tsung Li Yamen (Chinese
foreign office) of his unceasing warn-
ings during the last six months of the
danger of not taking adequate meas-
| ures to suppress the Boxers, and an
imperial decree was subsequently is-
sued. On May 20 a meeting of the
diplomatic corps was held, at which a
resolution was unanimously adopted
i calling on the Tsung Li Yamen to
| take more sitringent measures. It
| was not then considered necessary to
bring the international guards to
Pekin, but the British marine guard at
Tien Tsin, which had been under orders
to leave, was detained there, and two
British ships were sent to Taku. As
| no specific measures were taken by
, the Tsung Ii Yamen, the diplomatic
corps met again May 26, and decided,
failing the receipt of e eatistactory

from Tien Tsin con-«

reply from the Tsung 1i Yamen, to
summon guards. This course was
adopted on May 28, and a British de-
tachment of 78 men, with a machine
gun, was forthwith sent to Pekin, and
104 men were t to Tien Tsin, while
four more British ships were brought
to Taku. News iwas then received of
the murder of Mr. Robinson and the
capture of Mr. Norman, who was sub-
sequently murdered. S8Sir Claude Mac-
donald continued until June § to ur-
gently impress the Tsung Id Yamen
with the necessity for taking instant
and effective steps to punish the mur-
derers and restore order, informing
them that her majesty’s government
held the Chinese government respons-
ible for the criminal apathy which had
brought about the disgraceful state of
affairs. These remonstrances having
no effect, and the situation becoming
more threatening, her majesty’s gov-
ernment, on June 6, telegraphed to Sir
Claude Macdonald and Admiral Sey-
mour to take, in concert with the other
powers, any steps in their discretion
they might consider advisable for the
protection of the foreign legations and
British subjects. Sir Claude Macdon-
ald, after a confererye with the Rus-
sian representative at Pekin, was em-
powered to support any Chinese au-
thority capable of maintaining law and
order, or any measures to this end, the
Russian minister being similarly au-
thorized. In consequence of further
depredations of the Boxers, Admiral
Seymour called up three more ships,
and on June 9, after consultation with
the foreign commanders, decided to
land a force and march on Pekin. On
June 10 he marched with 1,078 men, of
which 650 were British. This force has
since been increased to 2,300 men, con-
taining detahments from the ships of
seven of the powers. The admiral had
march 30 miles on June 11, when he
encountered the Boxers, and killed 35
of them. The raiilway was much
broken up, and only three miles were
covered in the next 24 hours. About
950 troops are being embarked at Hong
Kong, and the Terrible is going to
Taku. The Russians<~are landing an
additional detachment of 1,700 men.
Sir Claude Macdonald reported on June
11 that disorders were occurring at
Pekin. Nine British and 25 foreign
ships are now at Taku, and complete
accord prevails among the powers in
regard to the action taken by Admiral
Beyvmour.”

Mr. Broderick concluded with deny-
ing that he had the least intention of
implying that Great Britain had any
closdr agreement with Russia than
with any of the other powers.

One hundred
Americans, Frenchmen, Germans and
Eollanders have arrived there by
various steamers, en route for the
Transvaal.

STRUCK BY
AN EXPRESS

Jamea D. Ward Run Over and
Instantly Killed.

Accident Occurred at the Ridout Street
Orossing of the G. T. R.—Unfortu-
nate Man Was Warned of the Ap-
proach of the Train.

James D. Ward, of the corner of
Bathurst and Thames streets, was
struck by the 10:25 express ffom the
west, at the Ridout street crossing this
morning, and was killed instantly. A
few moments before he was talking to
the gatekeeper, Wm. Hall. As he
moved away, the iatter said, “Look
out, {8 express is coming,” and then
walke® to turn the gate-crank. Ap-
parently unheeding him, Ward hasten-
ed to cross. ‘When the train had
passed, the watchman looked, expect-
ing to see him on the other side. Not
seeing him, and fearing that Ward
had been struck he looked wup the
side-track, he saw Ward’s motionless
body. He was dead. Coroner Fergu-
son, who was in the neighborhood, ex-
amined the body. It was lying across
the rails mear a freight car, where it
had been thrown by the cow-catcher.
The man’s neck and ankle were brok-
en, and there was a great bruise over
the left eye.

The body was left lying on the track
in the open sun from the time the
accident occurred until long after 11
o’clock. 'All this time Mrs. Ward,
who had been summoned, waiked about
with her face strained with her ter-
rible grief. A morbidly curious crowd
An outgoing express train
passed by and it was not until then,
when she saw how cruel must have
been her husband’s death that Mrs.
Ward burst into tears. The body was
removed to Clark & Smith's wunder-
taking parlors about 11:20 o’clock.

James Ward, who was about 5 years
of 'age, was well known about the
city. For several years' he had been
caretaker and janitor of a number of
large buildings. Latterly he had been
employed in this capacity et Robinson
Hall. He also kept a small grocery
store at the corner of Bathurst and
Thames streets. For many years he
had been connected with the Salvation
Army. At one time he was a drum-
mer in the band.

Premier Promises an Inquiry Iato
the Whole Subject of Oriental
Immigration—Debate On Hlec-
toral Commission.

Ottawa, June 14.—The poll-tax upon
Chinese immigrants entering British
Columbia will be increased from $50

pointed to inquire into the question of
Japanese immigration. These were the
salient features of the statement made

the promised Chinese immigration re-
striction bill. Sir Wilfrid made it
clear that the government consider
Japanese immigration should be treat-
ed on a different basis from the Chi-
nese, and plainly intimated that they
are not prepared at this time to place
any restriction upon the movement of
subjects of the mikado to the country.
The reason for the distinction is obvi-
ous. Events are transpiring in the
Orient which may et any time involve
Great Britain in hostilities, in which
event Japanese co-operation with the
British would be a very desirable thing.
The two powers are now on very
friendly terms, but hostile legislation
by Canada might {ead to an estrange-
ment, and prejudicially affect imperial
interests. Therefore, Chinese and Jap-
anese coolies will not be treated as
being on a par. The government had
been urged to enforce the Natal act in
British Columbia, but this weuld mean
that no Asiatic would be allowed to
enter the province unless he could read
and write some European language. It
would be prohibitory in its effect, and
would practically exclude both Jap-
anese and Chinese. Such a policy is
not considered advisable at the present
time, so far as the Japanese are con-
cerned. ‘While, however, the govern-
ment have deemed it wise not to re-
strict Japanese immigration at this
Juncture, they are .taking steps to
make known the sentiment of British
Columbia in the wright quarter, and
possibly pave the way for future ac-
tion, as the commission will take evi-
dence upon the nature and effects of
Japanese immigration, and the views
of the people of the province upon the
subject will be placed before the im-
perial authorities.

The case {s somewhat different with
regard to the Chinese, and the facts
are better known. They are only tran-
sient residents of the country. They
come here merely to make e 1living,
exist on 'a diet that would starve a
European, and as soon as they accum-
ulate what they deem to be a sufficient
competence, return to ‘the Flowery
Kingdom. First, it proposed an in-
crease in the poll-tax ‘to $100; but in
its latest resolution it has urged that
an advance be made to $500. This is

ecarcely prepared to go that far, at all
events for the present. ‘They will re-
legate the question to the commission,
and careful inquiry will be made as to
what effect a poll-tax of $500 would
have upon Chinese immigration.

It was hardly to be expected that
the premnier’'s statement weuld satisfy
the opposition.

IN A DEATH TRAP

Ten P;iéona Perish in a Tene-
ment House Fire.

Six More Injured—Some of Them Can
not Recover.

New York, June 15.—Ten lives were
losit, and six people were badly injured
during a fire which almost totally de-
stroyed the old five-story tenement, 34
Jackson street, early today.

The foliowing is a list of the dead:
Louis Marion, 40 years old; and his
three children, Albert, Eilsie and
Emma; Willlam Cotter, and his wife,
Kate, and thelr four children, Mamie,
Jacob, Kate and John.

The Cotter family occupled apart-
ments, on the fourth floor, and the
Marion family lived on the floor above
them. The two families apparently
were asleep and were not aware of
their danger until too late to effect an
escape.

Louis Marion -was Killed by jumping
from a window, When the firemen
reached the apartments of the family,
three of the family were dead on the
floor and the others unconscisus.

In the Cotter rooms was found Mrs.
Cotter, while a few feet away lay the
body of Mr. Cotter with a dead child
under him. In other parts of the rooms
were found the remaining members of
the family. Only two of them escaped
alive. But for the heroic behavior of
the police and firemen many more
lives would have been lost.
