‘Which way will London’s business
district grow?
This question is one that is the sub-
ject of many conversations at the
present time, when there is a certain
atmosphere of expansion and optimism
in the air.
Many citizens think that the natural
line to be -followed ‘is along Dundas
street to the east, until the main sec-
tion of the business community joins
hands, so to speak, with the rapidly
advancing East London section, A
solid business thoroughfare from Rid-
out street to the present Western Fair
grounds is the picture that many peo-
ple paint. But is it possible? Let the
situation be examined

No Vacant Stores,
In tbe first place, business of a more
stable and progressive order has
reached Wellington street. The block
between Clarence and Wellington
streets does not harbor a single coms
mercial derelict. A few years ago,
and there were many vacant stores
along this section. The tide of prog-

ress has gone even further, and the
north side of the block between Wel-
lington street and Waterloo street is
now one of the busiest little sectlions,
with a certain -individuality all its
in the city. But with the Fed-
erzl Square on the one side, there will
be a break in the stretch of business
houses of at least one long block. This
will serve to make the property on the
opposite side more desirable, of course,
and there is every probability that the
next block—between Waterloo and Col-
borne streets—will, ere long, he devot-
ed to commercial enterprises. One un-
failing sign of this seems to be that
many of the houses in this block are at
present used for business Or for semi-
business purposes. It is an admirable |
Jocation for physicians. There are half
a dozen boarding houses, the coming
of the boarding house often presages
the march of industry.
A Real Park.

The street is again broken on the
north side by the almost solid Dblock
held by the Sacreq Heart Academy.
This property is a veritable park with-
in the heart of the city, and may al-

ways be expected to have sufficient in-
dividual seclusion to remain where it
is. The south side of thig block is I:art-‘
ly devoted to business at present, and |
may afford more desirable locations for
blocks of stores. Certainly it is the
highway of a large portion of the
city’s population. If there is anything
in this general optimism that pervades
the c¢ivie atmosphere, there will be
many more thousands of citizens In
London before many years, and more
stores will be required to keep them
clothed and fed.
Residential Blocks.

The next two blocks, from Maitland
to Adelaide, are fine residential blocks
for the most part at present. The own-
erg will be able to say whether or not
they will give way to places of busi-
ness, or maintain their residences de-
spite the clamor that may come for
their property. (This is seeing things
brightly, perhaps, but the writer saw
a man who was wild with boom talk
this morning. He was shouting that the
times of 50 years ago in London were
to return.)

All along this
grocery and other stores,
be stakes of the future route 1o be
taken. But there are several barriers
to a solid array of business places, Per-
haps even these will not be insurmount-
able to the wave of prosperity that
[.ondon will experience.

PROMISES GRIM WAR

Mrs. Drummond and Thirty Others Refuse the Option
of a Fine, and Go To Jail Threatening a
Hunger Strike

[Canadian Press.]

London, Jan. 29.—"General” Mrs.
Drummond and thirty other militant
suffragettes will have to spend the next
fourteen days In jail as the result of
their determination to force David
Lloyd George, chancellor of the ex-
chequer, to receive them as a deputa-
tion in the House of Commong last
evening. All the priconers declared in
court after they were sentenced today
that they would immediately start a
“hunger strike.”

The accused women were brought up
at Bow street police court before Robt.
Marsham, the police magistrate, in the
course of the forenoon, and the same
sentence was imposed on all of them.

War to the Knife.

Mrs. Drummond complained during
the hearing that the police had roughly
bandled her when she was arrested.

She declared the patrolmen had thrown
her in the mud.

“It is now war to the knife,” she told
the magistrate, and continued:

“You and Mr, Lloyd George have a
lot of trouble ahead of you. You will
have to do the dirty work, and you
wil] have plenty of it.”’ ¢

and a bank,

Mr, Martin, the Opposition member,

spection or audit of the books and
business of the head offices of the
twenty-four chartered banks. He
also wished the bill amended to in-
«lude a clause prohibiting the banks
from asking or receiving more than a
ffixed rate of interest on loans.

Major J. A. Currie made a thought-
ful speech, in which he stated that
the profits of <Canadian bhanks were
small in comparison with those of

The exrminister of the interior
thought that from certain standpoints
the <Canadian banking system was
superior to the system of other coun-
tries, but he suggested that Parliament
might well take cognizance of recent
purchases of expensive properties for
bank sites, and might also require bank
directors to dispose of new stock issues
on the open market,

Hon, Mr. White announced that the
esiimates for the coming fiscal year
would be presented to the House early
next week.

Equalization of Interest,
debate was resumed by Mr. E.
of North Oxford, who
wished to see the rates charged on
loans in the east and in the west
equalized. He said that farmers in
thie district could secure money at
lower rates than could manufacturers
and merchants.

Reeve Thomas Benstead, of Strath-
roy, was the oniy member of the
county council absent when the roll
was called at the meeting yesterday
afternoon, and as he is travelling in
England in the interests of the Can-
adian immigration department, he will
not pe at any of the meetings during
the present session,

Besides the election of warden, the
only other business transacted at the
meeting was the sélection of the strik-
ing committee, the appointment of
auditors, and the reading of commun-
ications by the clerk, The striking
committee is composed of Messrs. J.
N. Currie, J. W. Laidlaw, Boyes, L. L.
McTaggart, Hill, A, Topping, D. D.
Graham, W, T, Ulens, Fitzgerald, J.
Morgan and C. W. Hawkshaw. The
committee was elected without any
dsscussion upon the motion of W. I.
Toohill, and seconded by A. N. Banks.
Messrs. W. D. Stanley and Alex. Leitch
were appointed auditors for 1913,

Equalization Report.

The report of Judge Macbeth in con-
nection with the equalization of the as-
sessment of the county was finally
adopted after a lengthy and spirited
discussion, in which a number of the
ccuncillors participated. Reeve Frank
Boyes, of North Dorchester, stated
that the assessment of that munici-
pality had been increased to a great
extent by the equalization, and that
the property owners had not been
given a fair deal on account of the
fact that the sales considered by the
judge in preparation of the report had
been of more than eordinary land, and
therefore, the prices were higher than
in the case of the average sale. He
mo>ved that the report be sent to the
board of road directors for consider-
ation, and the motion was seconded
by Reeve Ambgse Topping, of Ade-
laide, who stated that his township
hadn't had a fair deal, and that the
scheme followed by the judge was ali
wrong. Reeve C, W. Hawkshaw
stated that Judge Macbeth had gone
_Lhumughly into the scheme, and that
it wag up to the council either to ac-
cept or reject the report. Upon the
motion of Reeves J. H, Hodgins and
Morgan, the report was accepted,

The County’s Finances,

The report of County Treasurer Me-
Evoy, which was referred to the finance
committee, showed that the ' bal-
ance on hand at present amounted to
$19,832.11. The receipts for the year,
which amounted to $502,306.91, includ-
ed a balance of $49,874.42 from the pre-
vioug year, $218,743.88 raised by means
of the county rate, and rovernment
grants of $21,874.04 for improvements
to highways, and $20,609.85 for public
sehools. The disbursements, which to-
.taned $482,474.80, included the follow-
ing expenditures: Administration of
justice, $20,447.05; jail expenses, $5,-
771.97; judgment in Bateman vs, Mid-
dlesex, $10,735; House of Refuge ac-
count, $11,380.59; high schools, $16,-
200.66; public school grants $18,301.85;
county bridges, $15,446.53; system
bridges, $33,015.15; system roads, $35,-
289.77, and alterations to the court-
house, $11,374.24 .

An abstract and detailed statement
of the receipts and disbursementsg for
the three months ending Dec, 31 and an
abstract statement were referred to
the finance committee. The same com-
mittee will also deal with the auditors’
report, which states that debentures,
amounting to $45,000, will fall due dur-
ing 1913,

Accounts Presented.

Among the communications sent to the
finance committee were the account of
J. W. Smithers, of Leury, for $41 60, for
treatment of rables in Toronto; requests
from Leut.-Col. B. Robson, of the Twen-
ty-Sl{tth Regiment for a grant of 25 cents
per diem to all officers, non-commissioned
officers and men of the regiment that
attend the annual camp of instruction,
and a like request from Capt. H. N. Abell
A Squadron, First Hussars; requests rof
the annual grants to the East Middlesex
Farmers’ Institute and the North Middle-
sex Farmers' Institute.

Court House Repairs.

A communication from City Clerk Baker
notifying the council that the city is pre-
pared to continue the agreement in con-
nection with the repairg at the court
house upon a basis of 50 per cent, was
referred to the Jail committee, as was
the report of Inspector R. W, Bruce
Smith of his inspection of the jail.

A letter from Frank E. McLean, chair-
man of the St. Marys high school board,
dealing with the matter of pupils’ fees,
was referred to the educational commit-
tee. The same body wiil deal with the
request of the East Middlesex Teachers’
Associatoin for a grant of $100. A letter
was read from Secretary A. M. Hunt, of
the Western Fair board, asking that the
council appoint representatives to the
board, and the appointment was left in
the hands of the agricultural committee.

Grand Jury’s Presentment.

The presentment of the grand jury at
the December assizes was filed, and a
like fate met a communication from John
W. McCullough, chief officer of health,
which dealt with the question of sanita-
tion.

NEW MACHINERY FOR
POWER PLANT RECEIVED

Five Carloads Arrive in London
For the London Street
Railway.

Five carloads of machinery for the new
power eauipment of the London street
railway have heen received.

Three carloadg were received some
time agoe, and two carloads came recently.
The heavier parts of the machinery have
been set in position, ang it is possible
that the plant may be in operation with-
in a month.

The street railway entered into nego-
tiations with the hydro-electrie commis-
sion to secure power, and the lowest price
at which it was quoted was 3$28. Within
a few days an announcement of a reduc-
tion to $24 was made, but the street
railway had abandoned hope of coming
to an agreement and had ordered the new
steam turbine plant. The apparatus is
the latest word in electrical equipment,
and is said to produce power at a very
low rate.

LEAVES MILLIONS FOR
" MISSIONS OF BAPTISTS

Englishman Wanis Money Used
To Spread Gospel Amongst
the Heathen.

[Canadian Press.]

New York, Jan. 29.—Omne of the
largest bequests ever made for mis-
gionary work is disclosed in an ap-
praisal of the estate of Robert Arth-
ington, of England, which was filed
with the surrogate court yesterday.
Although the value of the entire
estate is not g£iven, the personal
property alone is appraised at #4,-
593,000, practically all of which is left
to two London mniissionary societies—
the Baptist Missionary Society and
the London Missionary Society.

The will directs that the money be
used for “giving to every tribe of
mankind that has them mnot, and
which speaks a language distinct from
all others, accurate and faithful
copies of st least the gaispel of St.
John and the gospel of St. Luke, to-
gether with the book of the Acts of
the Apostles, printed in the languasge
of that tribe.”

The will further prescribes that at
least ten or twelve persons of each
tribe be taught how to read.

GENIUS OF
DE QUINCEY, THE
OPIUM EATER

Certain persons are associated in

my memory with certain authors, For
eéxample, I never turn the pages of
Shakespeare’'s “Midsummer's Night's
Dream” without calling up the vision
of an impecunious but learned grocery
clerk, a young Scot, who used to read
the bard of Avon in a villainous
twenty-five cent edition, and persuad-
ed me to go and do

likewise some

twenty-five yearg ago.

And, well do
I remember the eventful evening when
1 .emerged from an Anglican rectory
with Carlyle’s ‘“‘Heroes and Hero Wor-
ship” under my arm; it was only a
six-penny paper-backed affair, hut
through it I passed into a region of
enchantment, of fire-new phrase® and
quickening ideas. Strangest of ali,
however, i§ the figure that rises before
my mind’s eye when I pick up a volume
of De Quincey’s writings—a review of
which is my motive in writing this
article, De Quincey always calls up
the emaciated form of a friend long
Since 8one to his extreme rest. Poor
M——, how I see thee again, standing
at the gate in the moonlight, thy face
bloodless because of anaemia, but thy
features alight with joy as we recited
the varied cadences and swelling har-
monies of “Suspiria de Profundis,”
of “The English Mail Coach!”

Absurd as are such associations as
the grocery clerk with Shakespeare
and the Anglican rector with Carlyle,
there ig something beautifully appro-
priate in this connection of melan-
choly and of death with De Quincey.
For his was a sorrowfu] life; melan-
choly marked him for her own. “He
was a pretty little creature,” says
Carlyle in h's celebrated Vignette,
“full of wire-drawn ingenuities; bank-
rupt enthusiasms, bankrupt pride;
with the finest sliver-toned low voice,
and most elaborate gently-winding
courtesies and ingenuities in conver-
sation. You would have taken him,
by candle-light, for the beautifullest
little child; blue-eyed, blonde-haired,
sparkling face—had there mnot been
something too which said, ‘Eccovi,
thigs child has been in hell’” This is
Carlyle’s way of saying that De
Quincey was an opium-eater. He and
Coleridge tasted the bitterness of de-
moralization and delirium, which often
threatened loss of reason because
of thelr consumption of the drug. But
De Quincey did not allow opium to
paralyze his faculties; by a supreme
effort of will he cut down his
ance from 380 graing a day to
erate proportions, and although
continued the habit down to the
of his long life—he lived to be esev-
enty-five—he never became flaccid
as Coleridge. Rather maliciously De
Quincey related that Coleridge became
so impotent of wil] that he hired a
prize-fighter to accompany him in his
walks and to interpose hurly
frame between the poet and druggist's
deorways when the temptation to pro-
cure opium became.too strong. The
little genlus of Edinburgh did not
need such a protector, and he never
became such a pitiful example of in-
dolence and wasted effort as the Eng-
lish philosopher, who was always pro-
jecting great works, but never carried
his plans to completion. De Quincey
was one of the most industrious jour-
nalists of the nineteenth century,
Although he did not begin write
until he was thirty-seven, his industry
was so great that before he died he
had twenty volumes to his credit, a
mass of literature which for imagina-
tion, power, immense learning and
wide range has never been equalled.

It is almost impossible for the mod-
ern reader to plough through this
great body of essays, hence the ad-
vantage of being able to read this
master of pompous periodg in a handy
volume which includes the best he has
left to the world. This work of selec-
tion has now been performed by Mr.
Sidney Low in the Masters of Litera-
ture series published / G, Bell "and
Sons. Mr. Low has prefaced the
selections with a very able review of
De Quincey’s life and a criticism of
his style. Thig is really a book in
itself, and is of abscrbing interest.
Speaking of De Quincey's greatness as
a journalist Mr. Low says: “He had
the journalistic temper, the spirit
which informs the avocation for those
to whom it is something more than a
trade. To the journalist the world
may seem ugly, evil, purposeless, un-
organized:; but he cannot afford to
find it dull. When the curtain is up
—and for him it i never down—he
must not yawn over the puppets on
the stage, or allow himself to remem-
ber that what moves before him is
but a passing pageant, transitory,
brief, unreal, He must deem life in-
teresting in all its multiplex mani-
festations; interest is to him what
beauty g to the artist and goodness
to ibe saint, To De Quincey the
weorld was a very great and wonderful
show. That faded wisp of a man,
trembling before stirident landladies
in obscure lodgings, moving furtively
through dim ®Edinburgh atreets, or
wandering among the miry lanes at
midnight, was Iincessantly unrolling
before his mind some scene in the
picture-play of humanity. “The jour-
nalist Is often misunderstood and
oftener berated, but it is not an in-
consequential gift to be able to see
the great and wonderful show of life,
and to interpref its glory and its
pathos to others who have eyes to
see but see not.’

FORECAST OF THE BILL

The Act Will Not at First Include the
Employers of Labor,

Toronto, Jan. -What could
considered as a workmen’s compensa-
tion round table talk took place at the
Parliament Buildingg last night, when
Sir William Meredith held his last
session before submlittnig his report to
the Provincial Government.

“fT won't recommend that every em-
ployer shall be brought under the act
at its birth,” declareq the commis-
sioner when hinting at what he will
probably recommend. “Farmers, em-
ployees in stores and domestic ser-
vantg will have to left out, of
course; but I want help towards mak-
ing this selection.

“Perhaps it would be advisable
appoint a board,” he continued, “and
give it power to make rates and
clasgify the industries which are to be
included and which left out,

No Future Legislation.

“The hoard should certainly be able
to make changes, because it would not
be proper to have to submit such
changes to legislation every time these
were found necessary.

“Another thing. We must make it
financially sound, because it would be
a calamity if the act fell down ten
yvearg after it was placed on the
statutes, This board should also dis-
criminate in the case of initial pay-
ments and charges.

Railways Under the Act.

“I understand that the railways are
willing to come under the act,” said
he settling down to the businesg of the
evening, “but do mot want to be
grouped.”

D. 1. MecCarthy suggested that the

FORGET REBUKED BY
SIR WILFRID LAURIER

Noted Financier lettempts Reply to Charges of Hon.
Mpr. Lemieux and Brings Down Telling Rebuke
From the Opposition Leader.

Ottawa, Ont.,, Jan. 28. — Remarkable
scenes characterized the first hour of
today’s parliamentary sitting, Sir
Rodolphe Forget paid one of his per-
iodic visits to the chamber, and for
over an hour before the orders were
called spoke on “a question of privi-
lege,” and under the rules of
the House no reply could be made.
He lashed himself into a fine fury of
language over the disclosureg in the
House yesterday in relation to the
exploitation of his sister enterprises,
IL.a Banque Internationale du Canada,
the Quebec Railway, Light, Heat and
Power Company, and the Quebec and
Saguenay Railway; To Hon. Mr.
Lemieux’'s lament that the name of
Canada had been beésmirched by the
operations which characterized the
conduct of these enterprises he re-
plied that ‘‘the name of Canada was
besmirched by the Liberal organiza-
tion in the Province of Quebec.” He
charged that the representatives of
the French investors who came to
Canada to investigate the operations
that the financial papers alluded to
by Mr. Lemieux were “nearly all
blackmailing papers,” two of them

“run by men who were nothing but‘
jaiibirds.” La Soleil of Quebec, which|
had criticised him, Sir Rodolphe de-|
clared, was “edited by a deserter from
the French army, who came to this,
country, knowing nothing of the mar-|
riage law,” and attacked his critlcs
both in Canada ang France as ‘‘con-
spirators and blackmailers.”
Rebuked By Laurier,

1t was such 2 spectacle as is not often
witnessed in the Canadian House of
Commons. Towards the close of his
vituperation, however, the financier re-
ceived such a rebuke as suddenly hushed
a turbulent House and had a most im-
pressive effect on the crowded galleries.
For the first time in his fpz-ty-two years
of publ life Sir Wilfrid Laurler found
it necessary to publicly tell a member of
the House that he was unable to accept
the truth of his statement. The brief,
quietly-spoken sentences of the veteran
Liberal leader, whose courage is unfail-
ing, whose word is unquestioned and
whose absolute integrity is universally
recognized, had a telling dramatic force.
Conservative members and several min-
isters who had bkeen pounding their
desks in approval of the utterances of
the financier suddenly stopped, and a
tence silence fell upon the whole House.
Its effect was tremendous. Sir Rodolphe
finished his dissertation comparative
silence, and neither Premier Borden, who
was apparently very ill at ease, nor any
of his ministers essayed any further evi-
dence of commendation

On the block between Dundas and
Queen’s avenue there are an insurance
building, apartment houses, the Y. M.

Wellington and Richmond Streets,

So that Wellington street does not
threaten the crown of Richmond street;

Richmond street
is the home of so many Iimportant in-
stitutions that ‘it 1s practically impreg-
nable, For instance, practically ail the
banks in the city are located on this
thoroughfare; it is the street of business
offices. It will take many years to dls-
lodge the connectiong provided, such as
the market and the nrailways, by the
city’s end of the Proof line.

Concentration on the present business
district, with a gradual filling up of such
Ridout street,

orovide, would seem to be the most nat-
ural trend of building, with Dundas
street steadily advancing where the
property i3 available, and Richmond
street showing rapld improvement by

among the Turkish troops stationed on
the Tchataldja lines, a large portion of
whom appear to be unwilling to follow
the lead of the Young Turks.

It is considered here that in view of
the internal complications in Turkey,
Mahmoud Shenket Pasha, the new
grand vizier, may yield before the en-
ergetic act of the allies.

A Grave Situation,

The gravity of the situation at Con-
stantinople is shown by the large naval
forces concentrated by the European
powers, especially Great Britain,
France and Italy, at the entrance to
the Dardanelles. Even Austria-Hun-
gary, which in the past, together with
Germany, had refused to join the other
European powers in mnaval  coercive
measures, has now ordered two war-

ships at Pola to be kept in readiness to
start for the east at any moment,

While the clouds are gathering in
Constantinople, the astronomers who
make a study of the European firma-
ment consider that the general peace of
Europe is not in danger. As a proof
of this they point to the fact that Italyd
has just disbandeg 100,000 of her sol-
diers, who served in the war in Trip-
oli.

Look to Europe.

Rechad Pasha this morning express-
ed the hope that the European powers,
realizing that the unfair treatment
which had caused the aggravation of
the situation, would help the Porte to
surmount its present difficulties, thus
insuring the co-operation of the Otto-
man Empire in the plans of the powers
for the definite political and eeonomic
settlement of the whole eastern prob-
lem.

Several members of the Bulgarian
peace mission are leaving London to-
day, including Theodoroff, the Bulgar-
ian minister of finance, and Lieut. Tsa-
noff, a graduate of Harvard who has
bee nacting as attache, and who s re-
turning to join his regiment,

The “Mailed Fist.”

Constantinople, Jan. 29. “Hands
off the Turkish possessions in Asia
Minor,” was the pointeq notification to
everyone concerned, given by the Ger-
man ambassador to Turkey, in the
course of a speech made by him at the
Teutonia Club here on Emperor Wil-
liam’s birthday.

“The future of Turkey lies in Asia
Minor,” Baron Hang Von Wangenheim
told an enthusiastic gathering of hls
compatriots. He continued:

“The German interests in Asia Miror
are very great and are bound up with
those of Turkey. The recent note of
the European powers promised after
peace had been declared that Turkey
would be aided in her future develop-
ment. Germany will lend powerful as-
sistance in the same cause, In any case,
however, to the Turkish possessions in
Asia, Germany will attach the iabel,
‘Touch me not.””

Concessions Expected.

Constantinople, Jan. 29, — Impor-
tant concessions will, it is expected, be
made by Turkey in her reply to the
joint note of the European powers. The
response will be handed to Margrave
Johann de Pallavicini, Austro-Hungar-
jan ambassador to Turkey, as dean of
the diplomatic corps here, either this
evening or tomorrow morning.

The basis of the solution proposed by
Turkey is, it ig understood, different
from any yet mooted.
