Allegan, Mich., Feb. 28. - Earl 

Wedge, aged 19, son of Wm. Wedge, of 
Trowbridge township, died on Mon 
day in terrible agony. His body was 
covered with red blotches and itched. 
His father rubbed him with an oint- 
ment prescribed by Dr. L. F. Stuch. 
In 2) minutes the boy was in terrible 
agony and so continued until he died. 
An inquest was held and the corner’s 
jury ve dict was that young Wedge 
died from the effects of red iodide of 
mercury applied to the body in the 
form of o nt ment. The poisonous 
ointment was prescribed by Dr. L. F. 
Stuch and compounded at the drug 
store of Burrell Tripp. The jury 
found that the ointment was com- 
pounded properly and according to the 
prescription and no blame is attached 
to Mr. Tripp. The father of the vic- 
tim has taken no action. Tripp, the 
druggist, testified before the jury 
that he thought the ointment was to 
be used upon a horse for bone spavin.

In accordance with 
the instructions conveyed to me in your 
note of February 17 I recognized his sug- 
gestions as conveying to me your lordships

BINDER TWINE.

The entire evening session, which 
extended on till after midnight, was 
given over to the discussion of the bin­
der twine issue, on the motion of Mr. 
Blain, declaring that all government- 
made binder twine be hereafter sold 
direct to farmers at the cost of manil- 
la and labor, with one cent a pound 
added. The government’s notorious 
policy of peddling out binder twine 
to political favorites was scored by 
the opposition, and drew from the 
Solicitor-General an elaborate defence 
of the policy aforesaid.

After a lengthy debate, Frank 
Oliver offered the following amend- 
ment :— "That so long as the govern- 
ment continues to manufacture hind­
er twine, the same shall be offered for 
sale direct to farmers up to July 1st 
in each year at the cost of material 
and manufacture, calculating wages 
on the basis of farle wages for free 
labor, and that twine unsold and on 
hand on July 1st each year be sold 
by tender to the highest bidder after 
public advertisement."

Mr. Blain, the mover of the resolu- 
tion, accepted this as embodying 
principle of his motion, and as being 
quite satisfactory, so that no division 
was necessary.

— The ro- 
mance- of a white girl’s life among 
the Blackfeet Indians tor 16 years has 
just come out through a suit brought 
by Alice Burke against Thomas Hus- 
son, a cattle rancher of eastern Ore­
gon, to recover a ranch which once 
belonged to her father, valued at $22,- 
000. Burke and the senior Husson 
started to cross the plains from Kan­
sas to Oregon. Burke was detained, 
and placed hie girl, then 12 years old. 
with Mrs. Hudson. Husson sold the 
child to to a Blackfeet chief for 12 po- 
nies, and whan Burke arrived in Ore­
gon Husson told him Alice had died. 
Six years ago Burke died, and the 
Hussons have since been carrying on 
his ranch.

Alice grew up among the tribe in 
Idaho, and when white people noticed 
her fine hair, the Indians said she was 
a half-breed whose parents were dead. 
She gained the love of the son of the 
chief, named Fleet Wing, who was 
sent to Carlisle. While he was there 
Alice took lassions of the Indian 
agent's wife and kept pace with him 
in his studies. When the ageni re­
moved she went with him to Boise 
City, but his. wife dying, she had to 
take a place as a domestic, and was a 
common kitchen drudge for months. 
Then Fleet Wing sent her money and 
she returned to the reservation.

The revelation of her white blood 
came when she was an/ applicant far a 
place in the big tribal ceremony. Then 
young Husson appeared and told her 
story, but offered her only $100 for 
her father’s property. She refused, 
and is now suing for the recovery of 
the land.
