Alxmt ten per cent, of all calls made, find the line wanted “busy.’» 

This can readily be understood from the fact that each wire is con­
nected, upon an average, aliout fifteen times a day, On the railway 
and heavy commercial wires this average is more than trebled. 
Operators will always inform a subscriber when the line is in use. 
Subscriliers are inclined to think liecause lines are often reported 
“busy.” that the Operators do so to save labor, when, in fact, it is 
less difficult to make a connection than it is to report back to the one 
calling the “ line is busy. ” Consideration of this fact, coupled with a 
visit to the Exchange, will enable subscriliers to realize how necessary 
it is to quickly tell the Operator what is wanted, and to just as 
quickly leave the telephone if the line wanted is in use by some one 
else. The thousands of calls that are rushed into the Exchange at 
irregular moments make the assistance of the subscrilier an essential 
element of prompt service. The instant a line is reported “ busy,” do 
not keep the attention of the Operator another moment, as there are 
others calling who should lie promptly waited on.

INSTRUCTIONS :
Ring Central, and when your local operator answers, say “Give 

me the Long Distance Operator.” When that operate answers she 
should be informed who is talking. It will save time to instruct her 
thus : “This is Mr. Smith, I want Mr. Brown at Montreal.” If the 
desired line is disengaged you will be connected at once ; therefore re­
tain the telephone at your ear until the connection is made. If the line 
is busy, or there be any other delay, the operator will advise to hang 
up the telephone, and that she will call you when the connection is 
made.

If you are obliged to speak loud, your instruments are out of ad­
justment, as their normal action requires natural conversational tones, 
two or three inches distant from the transmitter.

Do not ring your bell while connected with a Toll line until you 
have finished, or you will be disconnected.

We will send messengers, when possible, to call a party to the 
telephone for a reasonable messenger charge. If the party cannot be 
found, or refuses to come to the telephone, the messenger charge only 
will he made.

No charge will be made for toll line service when the particular 
person called for cannot be found by our operators.
